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PREFACE 

This report presents injonnation about some oj the activities that took place 
at the University ojGhana in the past year. These activities are in conjonnity with the 
mission oj the University , which seeks to develop world-class human resources and 
capabilities to meet national development needs and global challenges through 
quality teaching, leaming, research and knowledge dissemination. 

Once again the University demonstrated that its p roced ures are transparent 
and trustworthy. After an exhaustive search a new Vice-Chancellor was appointed 
and inducted into office on October 1, 2002. The Univers ity is grateful to Projessor Ivan 
Addae-Mensah j or h is contribution to the development oj this University d uring his 
tenure as Vice-Chancellor. 

Upon assumption oj office the new Vice-Chancellor used thefu-stjew weeks 
[0 visit different units ojthe University to share his vision with them and learn about 
their potentials and problems. The importance oj relating the activities oj the 
University to the Strategic Plan, which covers the period 2002-2010, was stressed 
during the visits . An institutional transjonnation programme has been launched to 
help push the implementation oj the University Strategic Plan. One ojthe major tenets 
oj the programme is the re-organisation oj the Central Administration to enable it 
respond quick ly and effiCiently to the bureaucratic demands oj a large complex 
tertiary institution. 

Last year saw a phenomenal increase in student admissions. Out oj a total 
number oj 19, 433 applications, 7,959 were offered admission. Admissions therejore 
increased by 38.8 percentfrom 2001 to 2002. The consequences ojthis large increase 
in student numbers is overcrowding in the halls oj residence, overcrowding in the 
lecture and examination halls and increased stress on teaching staff. Attempts are 
be ing made to control the situation so that quality does not suffer. 

The University continues to recognise excellence in allfields oj endeavour. 
Last year the University awarded ten distinguished persons honorary doctorate 
degrees . These persons included Projessor Ali A. Mazrui who delivered the Aggrey­
F'razer-Guggis berg Memorial Lectures. 

Professor AliA. Mazrui who is the Director oj the Institute ojGlobal Cultural 
Studies and A lbert Schweitzer Projessor in the Humanities. Binghamton State 
University , New York, USA gave three lectures on the theme, "Nkrumah's Legacy and 
Ajrica's Trip le Heritage. The Shadows oj Globalisation and Counter-terrorism". 
Ghana Univers ities Press is publishing the well-attended lecture series. 

In the course of the year two major infrastructure projects were commissioned. 
These were the Kwame Nkrumah Complex that houses the Institute oj African Studies 
and the Jubilee Hall. which is a hall oj residence. The Jubilee Hall is a gift to the 
University from its alumni to commemorate the 50th anniversary ojthe University. The 
other ma in infrastructure project still under construction and progressing steadily is 
the Faculty oj Law building. The University is turning its attention to the expansion 
in classroom/ examination hall space, library space and office space to cope with the 
large number oj students. . 

It is the intention ojthe University to expand access to computingjacilities and 
the Internet. The programme to expand the cyber programme oj the University 



received a boost from the GET Fund and the Carnegie Corporation oj New York. 
Through grants from both agencies it was possible to increase the bandwidth oj the 
Internet backbone oJthe University and purchase more computersJor the use oj staff, 
Jaculty and students. 

The sustenance oj quality oj teaching and learning continues to be a major 
objective oj the University. Through the help oj the Carnegie Corporation aJaculty 
development and learning resource centre is being established in the University. The 
centre will have a fully functional multimedia laboratory, which will be used by 
academic staff. 

The resilience oj the University oj Ghana has been demonstrated over the 
years through its ability to run its programmes in the presence oj difficUlties. However, 
in attempts to do so the University should not be pushed to the wall so that quality 
would suffer. It is hoped that increased resources will be made available to the 
University to enable it pursue its mission diligently. 

As we call upon students to contribute more towards their education, it is our 
hope that the alumni oj the University which includes this year's graduands will come 
to the aid oj their alma mater to enable it contribute effectively to the development oj 
this country. Today marks another milestone in the life oj this University with this 
Congregation. I wish all graduands success in their new endeavours.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION 

Overview 
The Agricultural Extension Department continues to emphasise Agricultural 
ExtenSion, Rural Development and Poverty Alleviation, as the focus ofits teaching, 
research and extension activities. The guiding perspective in all these has been an 
emphasis on bottom-up approaches to technology development and dissemination. 
In line with the above perspective a focus on appropriate mechanisms and 
organisational forms for enhancing equity in access to extension, appropriate 
technology, adaptive financial services, enhanced access to input and output 
markets, improved management of social amenities, increased critical awareness 
for human development have constituted aspects of the work in the department. 

Our vision for the year under conSideration, and the years ahead, is to evolve into 
a National Centre for Agricultural Extension and Rural Development Research and 
Documentation. To this end, efforts have been made to intensifY the post-graduate 
programme and faculty research. Post -graduate students admission has increased 
from three students in 1993/94 academic year to between 8-10 from 1995 till now. 
Our greatest challenge with regards to our post graduate work has been the absence 
of substantive lecture / seminar room for the post-graduate work. At the under­
graduate level, the department still does not have an audio-visual laboratory for 
training students , no vehicles to convey students for field practical in extension 
work. There is an urgent need for provision of post -graduate lecture / seminar room, 
audio-visual laboratory and vehicles for field extension work. 

The department has currently undertaken a restructuring of its courses programme 
to make it more relevant to the changing needs of agriculture and rural development 
in Ghana. In the current year, we are developing a Short Courses Programme in the 
field of Extension and Rural development. 

There were 6 full-time permanent lecturers instead of the required 9 . Positions for 
4 Research Fellows remain unfIlled. 

Courses 
The courses covered three levels - namely National Diploma, B.Sc. Agriculture, Post­
graduate levels (M.Phil. and Ph.D.). At the B.Sc. and National Diploma levels, 
courses in Agricultural Extension and Rural Development continue to be core 
courses for all students.

DEPARTMENT OF CROP SCIENCE 

Overview 
The basic functions of the Department, namely teaching, research and extension 
were carried out as in previous years. 
Teaching programmes were run for Doctorate, Masters, Bachelors and Diploma 
students. About 30% of the final year B.Sc. Agricultural students specialized in Crop 
Science. The postgraduate programmes continued to receive good patronage from 
both within and outside Ghana. The Department, in collaboration with the 
Department of Zoology (Faculty of Science) continued to teach the M.Phil. Entomology 
course under the Insect Science Programme. The National Diploma in Postharvest 
Technology (NDPHT) programme was also co-ordinated by the Department. 

AcademiC staff in the Department participated in the Roots and Tuber Improvement 
Programme in the country (RTIP) . In addition, staff continued to carry out their 
individual research, some of which were with external collaborators. 

In the area of extension, most members maintained their involvement in public 
works and activities, thus promoting the image of the University. Most members of 
the teaching staff also attended conferences to interact and present their research 
findings. 

Inspite of many efforts made, the problems of the Department continued to be: 

• Inadequate space for staff and increasing student numbers 
• Inadequate tools and equipment, especially microscopes, computers and 

tractors for the University farm on campus. 
• Unavailability of water in the University farm for student projects and also 

for other research activities.

Overview 
The current national concern with Poverty Reduction makes the Department's focus 
on preparing students towards improving the quality of life of the family even more 
relevant to Ghana's socio-economic development programmes. No doubt graduates 
of the Department are in high demand. The Department therefore, needs larger 
laboratories and, at least, one 60-seater bus for field practicals in order to sustain 
and even improve on the effectiveness of its programmes. These needs are 
absolutely urgent. 

The staffing situation is still critical. Lecturers in the Department therefore carry 
heavy teaching loads. Even though one lectureship appOintment is in .the offmg in 
the area of Family Resource Management and another applicant is to be considered 
for Home Science ExtenSion, the dearth oflecturers in other disciplines still remains 
acute. In particular, replacements are urgently reqUired for two experienced Senior 
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Lecturers whose post-retirement contracts expire at the end of this academic year. 

Dr. Jean Steckle, one time lecturer in the Department, whose endowment of 
US$33,000.00 forms the seed money for the STECKLE FOUNDATION to promote 
research in Nutrition, Food and Environmental Health in Home Science, is seriously 
sick. The Department craves the prayers of the University community for her rapid 
recovery.

DEPARTMENT OF SOIL SCIENCE 

Overview 
The Department of Soil Science continued to focus on teaching and research in basic 
as well as applied aspects of Soil Science. The Department has reViewed both its 
undergraduate and postgraduate programmes and included new environment­
related courses. The Department also made a proposal for a change of name from 
Soil Science to Soil and Environmental Sciences. However. the AcademiC Board of 
the University did not approve this new name. The Department is reviewing the 
name and will make a new proposal in due course. 
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Courses 
The Department continued to offer Soils SCience courses to Diploma, B.Sc. and 
MPhil. Students. Eight main disciplines of Soil Science. are taught, namely, (i) 
Pedology, (Soil Genesis, Classification), (ii) Soil Physics and Conservation, (iii) Soil 
Biochemistry, (iv) Soil Microbiology, (vi) Soil Mineralogy, (vii) Soil Chemistry and 
Fertility and JViii) Soil-Plant-Water Relationships. Increasingly, Agricultural Systems 
Analyses and Modelling concepts are being introduced at Graduate levels.

Research 
The Department continued to conduct research in all the major disciplines of Soil 
Science. Soil Chemistry research continues to focus on integrated nutrient 
management using poultry and other animal droppings to augment the release of 
phosphorus from Togo Rock Phosphate. The establishment of Pedo-transfer 
functions and the calibration/application of crop models were major research 
activities in the area of Soil Physics. Biological Nitrogen fixation continues to attract 
research attention. The effect of pesticides on rhizosphere micro-organisms is also 
being researched . The Department has collaborated with the IFDC-Africa and with 
the Danish Institute of Agriculture Sciences (DIAS) in the area of soybean and 
groundnut modelling. The Department submitted a number of research proposals 
to both National and International Funding Agencies including (i) Treatment and 
use of sewage water for peri-urban vegetable production (AgSSIP, Ghana) and (ii) 
Evaluation of the low-pressure drip (LPD) system for irrigation at Ashaiman (US­
Israel). So far, the LPD proposal has been approved and the Department will benefit 
from $ 99, 000.00 research fund over a period of 3 years (2002 - 2005) .

Staffing improved both in quality and quantity during the period under review. Two 
Lecturers, Dr. (Mrs.) S. Asuming-Brempong and Dr. M.K. Abekoe have been 
promoted to Senior Research Fellow and Senior Lecturer respectively. One young 
Lecturer, Dr. E. Nartey, has also been appOinted to the Department to teach and 
conduct research in Soil Chemistry. There were also some changes in our 
Administrative and Technical Staff positions.

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH STATION, KPONG 

Overview 
The Agricultural Research Station, Kpong (ARS, Kpong) continued its research 
activities on the selection of Rice cultivars suitable for the irrigated ecology. The 
main aspects of the work on Rice have been to expand the germ plasm bank of 
Aromatic rice and establish their adaptation to the local conditions. In addition to 
the research on rice, studies have also continued on the establishment of permanent 
Tree Crop/Food Crop production systems. These include intercrops of: 
• Mangoes with maize and cowpea

• Citrus with maize legumes and vegetables 

Dry season vegetable cultivation with sprinkler irrigation has also been reviewed as 
an income generation venture. 

Work started in October 2002 on the construction of a micro-dam to harvest 
rainwater for small-scale irrigation. This is a collaborative study between ARS, 
Kpong and Kyoto University, Japan. The research budget is mostly supported by the 
grant-in-aid for sCientific research provided by the Ministry of Education Culture, 
Sports, Science and Technology (MECSST), Japan. Scientists from Kyoto University 
have paid several working visits to the project since July 200 1. Through this project 
a number of sCientific equipment have been donated to the Station and have since 
been installed. These include: 
• An Automatic weather station (weather robot) 
• A Cone penetrometer 
• A Double falling-head permeameter 
• A Notebook personal computer/accessories and 
• A Canon photocopier

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH STATION, LEGON 

Overview 
The Agricultural Research Station, Legon, was established 50 years ago as the first 
of three Research Stations of the Faculty of Agriculture, University of Ghana. It is 
essentially a poultry and livestock station and it maintains cattle, pigs, donkeys, 
sheep and goats and poultry for teaching, research and commercial purposes. The _ 
station also has an annex - Katamanso Farm, for commercial production of poultry 
and livestock. 

This station was a pioneer in animal breed development (Nungua Black Head Sheep) 
and cross breeding for breed improvement - the DANIDAjFAO sponsored dairy 
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programme. The station pioneered work on feed requirements of livestock and 
poultry in tropical areas as well as the use oflocal feed ingredients and development 
of dry season feeding strategies. A major threat to the station has been the lack of, 
pipe borne (potable) water for the past decade. This has adversely affected its 
production and research activities. 

Courses /Practical Training 
Research Officers continue to contribute towards academic activities - teaching and 
supervision of research projects of students of the Faculty of Agriculture. 

The Leventis Foundation Farmers' Training Programme (LFFTP) admitted and 
trained the 13th batch of 34 students for a period of ten months. The programme 
is now being expanded to include Agro-forestry with support from a French NGO 
(PRO-NATURA). 

The Station provides facilities for practical lessons for the various levels of students 
of the Faculty of Agriculture. Students from the various agricultural colleges around 
the country and private individuals were also taken into residence for short-term 
practical attachments. 

School Visits _ 
During the year, about 1,200 students from institutions ranging from the kindergarten 
level through senior secondary to post-secondary levels visited the Station for 
practical experience in animal husbandry. 

Donations 
The station was fortunate and gratified to receive some donations from benevolent 
citizens of Ghana. Mr Adu Bediako donated a 500 egg capacity incubation whilst Ms 
Abrclhams donated 2 Ostrich chicks.

The co-operation agreement between the French Embassy in Ghana and the 
University of Ghana is aiming at modernizing teaching in the French Section of the 
Modern Languages Department. To that purpose, the French Embassy has been 
assisting in the following areas: . 

The training of French Lecturers 
Grants have been allocated to lecturers for several trainings in France: 

Dr Azanku and Mr Torn ui went to France for a short training in teaching French as 
a Foreign Language and French for specific purposes. 

Dr Badasu went to France for a short training in Translation and Interpretation. 

Mr Bokomi spent two years in France to take a Master's degree in French as a Foreign 
Language and a Mphil in French on Specific Purposes. 

Mr Nutefe Nutakor is currently in France and is taking a Mphil in Linguistics and 
Didactic. 

The reinforcement of the co-operation between universities 
Since 1999, there has been an agreement between the University of Ghana and the 
University of Strasbourg, where the above mentioned lecturers had their training 
and which has been sending experts to train lecturers in the University of Ghana 
Every year, the same university gives opportunity to six students of level ;300 
enrolled for French B.A. to spend their year abroad in Strasbourg. 

Through several trips organized by the French Embassy, an agreement has been 
signed between the University of Ghana and the National University of Benin, where 
the majority of the students oflevel300 has been spending their year abroad. Th~re 
are alse short linguistic exchange programs between the two universities. 

The French Embassy has also facilitated exchange programs between the University 
of Ghana and the University of Cape Coast. 

The renewal of documentation and teaching material 
The French Embassy has helped in the setting up of a computerized library for the 
Modern Languages Department by providing the furniture, the computers and 
some of the books. The library is being regularly provided with books and teaching 
material. 

A multimedia room has been set up to help the students to learn French and have 
access to the French culture, by proViding them with satellite 1V programs, video 
and audio cassettes, CDs and DVDs, magazines and francophone newspapers. They 
also have at their disposal computers and CD-roms.

A French club has been formed which has more than 180 students. With the 
assistance ofthe French Embassy. it regularly organizes trips to various francophone 
countries in West Africa. It also organizes acUvities such as drama. musical 

. programs. writing workshops and [rancophone night. 

The assistance in providing office material 
The Department Is regularly supplied with office material such as paper and ink [or 
1 he compu ters. the photocopy and the dupl1cating machines. 

The French Embassy has spent 242.563 euros (1.940.504.000 cedis) Including 
technical assislance. for the Implementation of this program. since the year 2000. 

In the year 2003. the eo-operallon between the University of Ghana and the French 
Embassy will contlnuc. More books and teaching material will he provided. the 
mullimedla room w1l1 be modernised and connected to the Internet together with the 
library of the Department. office material will be provided. the activities ofUle French 
Club will be supported and emphasized. the ex hanges between universities will be 
facilitated. the content of the curriculum will be improved. and the training of the 
t.eachers will continue. the aim of the project being to complete the modernisation 
of Ole Departmcnt.

DEPARTMENT OF BOTANY 

Overview 
The usual lack of resources, i.e. in adequate funds and limited space militated 
against the quality of instructions desired, particularly in relation to the Practicals. 

This problem was aggravated by the larger number of students at all levels. 
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As a field-based discipline, the lack of resources - (e.g. a vehicle large enough to 
convey about 80/100 students at a time) to undertake Practical Sessions in the field 
for Courses in Ecology, Taxonomy, Resource Utilization and Conservation is 
lamentable. This is a problem that needs to be tackled as a matter of urgency. 

The 4th International Training Course in Plant Tissue Culture for the West African 
Region was held in the Department of Botany Tissue Culture Laboratory. So far, 42 
Scientists and Technicians have been trained in this Laboratory from Nigeria, 
Ghana, Benin, Cote d'Ivoire, Cameroon, Burkina Faso and Zambia. 

Staffing Position 
This improved a bit with the hiring of three new and younger Lecturers and the use 
of 2 retired people as Visiting Scholars although it would have been preferable to 
have additional younger lecturers to develop the future direction of the Department.

The rate at which glassware yets broken at practicals 
is unacceptable. 

Lecturers continued to be overloaded because of the large number of students. This 
affected their research output tremendously. 

At the undergraduate level the passing rate of students in examination continued 
to be disappointing, Obviously the large number of students hamper effective 
teaching and learning. At levels 300 and 400 the passing rate was still unacceptable. 

In general students continued to show lack of interest in the subject. Their 
attendance rate at lectures was very low.

Recruitment of staff 
Unlike in the past, there is now a slight improvement in the staff pOSitions in the 
department. Presently there are four full time Senior Members in the Department. 
The Department is assisted by one part time Lecturer from the industry and two 
Visiting Scholars from China .. 

Inadequate Computing Facilities 
Manpower training in Computer Science must necessarily contain substantial 

practical component which should reflect the state of the Art Technology and meet 
the requirements of the Computer Industry. The University authorities made efforts 
to increase computing facilities of the Computer Science Department. 

Programme 
There have been no substantial changes in the programmes that the department 
offers for the BA and BSc. Degree. However, much emphasis is now being placed 
on the practical components of all the courses and collaborative links are being 
established with the computer industry in order to offer the appropriate manpower 
training and Vigorous research efforts into areas in which Computer and Information 
Technology can best serve the needs of the nation. Notable among these new areas 
are object-oriented Programming, Relational Database Management Systems and 
System Analysis as well as Networking and Data Communication.

The DANIDA-ENRECA HYDROGEOLOGICAL PROJECT hosted in the department 
is in its second phase of three years and shall end in May 2004. The project has two 
research stations in Anloga in the Volta Region and Buokurom in the Eastern Region 
where two hydrometric stations for environmental and hydrologic studies and 
boreholes for groundwater monitoring in the Keta and Densu Basins have been 
constructed.

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DEPARTMENT OF STATISTICS 

Overview 
There appears to be some efficiency in the use of our facilities by other university 
departments and institutes as a result of the emergence of good order. However, 
such users would need to be reminded that the grant of permission does not entail 
any obligation on our part to supply chalk and dusters . 

Patronage of our growing library by students is very high. This is partly because 
most of the recommended text books for various courses are aVailable, though the 
numbers would need to be increased; moreover, Statistics text books are now very 
expensive and therefore almost beyond the purchasing power of many stUdents. ' 
The computers in our laboratory are outmoded; indeed, all of them have broken 
down as a result of heavy usage by students, though a lot of AFUF money has gone 
into their maintenance. We would welcome any help by the university authorities 
in replenishing our stock, especially if it is backed by the employment of a qualified 
computer technician. 

For no good reason , many B.A students with acceptable 'A' Level or Levell 00 passes 
in Mathematics have tended, to include in their three Level 200 subjects Economics 
and Statistics but not Mathematics. This practice intensified in the year under 
review in spite of the display on our notice boards of the problems involved and the 
regulations . Many such B.Astudents form a 'rational' expectation of taking a single 
major in Economics and a minor in Statistics at Level 300 and ignore the warning 
that this is a dangerous gamble, for their expectations could turn out to be irrational 
if they are forced by unforeseen circumstances to opt for a combined major including 
Statistics and therefore have to contend with the requirement of Level 200 passes 
in some Mathematics courses. 

The Department is working with the Admissions Board to find out how best this 
new problem can be solved. 

Teaching Programmes 
No changes occurred in the courses we offer for the B.A and BSc. Degree programs. 
Mrs. M.E.Danso-Manu took a one-year Study Leave and that worsened the problem ' 
of a heavy load of teaching at the expense of individual research. She has however ' 
resumed duty from the study leave. 

We continue to receive immense help from our M.Phil students Mr. F.O. Mettle and 
Mr. E .N.N. Nortey, as Teaching Assistants.

The department continues to promote zoological research and to train young 
graduates in zoology. Postgraduate programmes offered include Parasitology and 
the Africa Regional Postgraduate Programme in Insect Science (ARPPIS). 

The department also continued to offer extension services to various public 
organizations and educational institutions. These included identification of zoological 
sj21ecimens for various departments of this university. the Ministry of Food and 
Agriculture (MOFA), private organizations and individuals.

Prof. C. Gordon continued as the Interim Director of the Centre for African Wetlands 
with the responsibility of its establishment. He also continued as the Co-ordinator 
of the Faculty of Science. Graduate Environmental Science Programme (MPhil). as 
well as teaching in Water Resource Management in the programme. He also carried 
out work on limnology and ecotoxicology with the Volta Basin Research Project. 

Dr. D.K. Attuquayefio took over from Dr. D. Wilson as. Head of Department at the 
beginning of the academic year. and also continued to serve as the Project Secretary 
of the VBRP. He also continued to lecture in Forest Resources Management in the 
Postgraduate Environmental Science Programme in addition to his departmental 
teaching and administrative responsibilities. Dr. D. Edoh is the other senior 
member of the department teaching a course in the programme. The department 
continued its collaboration with the Volta Basin Research Project (VBRP) joint 
research projects. and shared lecturers/research fellows. technicians and students.

APPENDIX A 

UNITED NATIONS UNIVERSITY PROJECT ON PEOPLE, LAND 
MANAGEMENT AND ENVIRONMENTAL CHANGE (UNU jPLEC): 

END OR FIRST PHASE OF PLEC IN WEST AFRICA 

February 2002. saw the conclusion of the first phase of the United Nations 
University (UNU) Project on People. Land Management and Environmental Change 
(UNU/PLEC). which had started in 1993. 

By national and international networking, PLEC sought to bring together the guided 
work of six regional clusters of SCientists including a West Mrican one (WAPLEC), 
for action-oriented policy-relevant research on small-farmer management of 
biodiversity in the tropics. The basic goal was to develop sustainable and 
partiCipatory approaches to conservation. especially of biodiversity within small 
farmers ' agricultural systems for the purpose of enhancing food security. 

In 2000/2001 as in previous years. WAPLEC work focused on sites in the Republic 
of Ghana and Guinea. The work was essentially demonstrative. with funding by 
Global Environmental Facility (GEF) through UNU and UNEP (United Nations 
Environment Programme) . It continued to be carried out according to participatory 
procedures by farmers in concert with scientists drawn from Universite de Conakry 
in Guinea and University of Ghana, University of Science and Technology and 
University for Development Studies. all in Ghana, under the overall co-ordinating 
leadership of Professor Edwin A. Gyasi through the University of Ghana. 

Through this arrangement. gains continued to be made in narrowing the historic 
Anglophone-Francophone academic divide. The attempt at developing sustainable 
conservation methods advanced significantly in nine demonstration sites in various 
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stages of development. 

Growing success of the PLEC effort was reflected by the outputs, notably the 
effective use of expert farmers to demonstrate and disseminate various resource 
conservation and development activities, including the following ones in Ghana: 

• biodiverse agroforestry based on traditional practices; 
• oprowka or proka, a farming system that conserves biodiversity by avoidance 

of fire to clear vegetation, and by leaving the cleared vegetation in situ for 
mulching; 

• exchange of germ plasm and farming knowledge among farmers; 
• management of plant nursery and arboretum; 
• forest regeneration; 
• management of conserved forest; and, . 
• generation of income or additional ' value from conservation through such 

activities as apiculture and snail farming in home gardens and forests 
conserved in the backyard. 

Other activities within th e outside demonstration sites included: 
• training of farmers in modern agricultural resources management at the 

University of Ghana Agricultural Research Station at Okumaning; 
• various PLEC-sponsored farmer-support programmes such as provision of 

seedlings and other farm inputs, to encourage conservation; and, 
• participation ofW APLEC scientists in meetings in Ghana, USA, Canada and 

France. 

Five of the demonstration sites were firmly established and serving as models of their 
kind under the management of farmers in the southern, central and northern 
sectors of Ghana. 

Scientists contributed chapters to the PLEC book, Cultivating Biodiversity: 
Understanding and Using Agricultural Diversity, which was published in 2002. A 
second book, Managing Biodiversity: The Traditional Way in West Africa 
(Methodological and Policy Lessons for Sustainable Resource Use) , whose chapters 
are mostly authored by Ghanaians, is undergoing editing for publication. Both 
books draw on the rich PLEC research experience in partiCipatory ways of resource 
conservation and development. 

PLEC achievements demonstrate the promise of an alliance of SCientists, farmers 
and policy agents as a strategy of improving rural living conditions on basis of 
traditional knowledge tempered by the modern. 

Following a favourable review of PLEC work under GEF (Global Environmental 
Facility) funding in the last four years, a process has been initiated for a phase two 
with a focus on management of agro-bio-diversity and land degradation for 
improvement in rural livelihoods. 
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APPENDIXB 

ACTIVITIES OF THE TEACHING AND RESEARCH LABORATORY OF 
THE REMOTE SENSING APPLICATIONS UNIT (RSAU) 2000/2001 

Overview 
The Remote Sensing Applications Laboratory (RSAL) was established in the 
Department of Geography and Resource Development, University of Ghana, to 
develop the capacity to provide remote sensing and geographic information systems 
services and to undertake and assist research into land and water resources, 
appraisal and monitoring including rural and urban land use patterns and trends. 
It also supports the teaching programmes of the environment and resource based 
departments in the University. 

Teaching 
During the year under review, two courses in Remote Sensing and G.I.S. were taught 
in the department using facilities in the laboratory. The undergraduate course on 
introduction to Remote Sensing and Geographic Information Systems (GEO 307) 
was taught in the first semester for students in geography as well as students from 
other departments . The graduate level course GEOG 604 - Remote Sensing and 
Geographic Information Systems was taught in the second semester. This course 
was taken by first year M.Phil students from the Department of Geography and 
Resource Development as well as some first year M.Phil. students from some 
departments in the Faculties of Science and Agriculture. 

Funding 
Remote Sensing Applications Laboratory has continued to receive financial and 
technical maintenance support from DANIDA under the linkage arrangement 
between the University of Copenhagen (Institute of Geography) and the University 
of Ghana. In May 2002 , the equipment in the laboratory were serviced and the 
software upgraded. The contract of a local firm, which, had been contracted to 
undertake routine maintenance of the computers and other equipment in the 
laboratory, was renewed and extended for another year. Currently, the project is in 
its final phase and therefore it is on a much-reduced budget. The DANIDA ENRECA 
project continues to provide support for M.Phil. and Ph.D. students using the 
facilities in the laboratory for their theses projects on a much reduced budget since 
the project is in a winding-up phase. 

Research 
The major research activities carried out in the laboratory were theses research 
projects by graduate students sponsored by the ENRECA projects. During the year 
under review, two of the Ph.D. candidates, namely Mr. E.M. Attua and Mr. Osman 
Alhassan, submitted their theses. Mr. Attua's thesis titled Ecological Studies of 
Fallow in Carbon Sequestration was successfully defended in July 2002 while Mr. 
Osman Alhassan's thesis titled: Land Cover Change and Woodfuel Resources 
Management in the Densu Basin was successfully defended in September 2002. 
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Two M.Phil. candidates - Mr. Albert Allotey and Paul Oppong su ccessfully completed 
their theses projects and graduated in March 2002.

Visits 
Jens Grundmann, from ou r counterpart Institution, the Institute of Geography, 
University of Copenhagen, visited the laboratory from 19-24 May, 2002 to conduct 
preventive maintenance and to upgrade both software and hardware facilities of the 
laboratory. He also installed one lap-top computer and other equipment and 
accessories that had been procured for the laboratory. In addition, the new Website 
for the laboratory, Which had been prepared and tested in Copenhagen, was 
installed. The NOAA receiving station, which was installed in June 2000, worked for 
only six months. From December 2000, the facility was down until about April 2002. 
when it became operational again. The old computer was replaced with a used and 
functional computer. It is now capturing images. The laboratory has resumed the 
delivery of im ages to University of Bonn on the basis of a memorandum of 
understanding with that University. 

Other Activities 
The laboratory partly funded and also played a very active part in the activities 
organised by the Department in connection with the celebration of the world's GIS 
day in Ghana.

The Department of Geography and Resource Development continues to host the 
Family and Development Programme, which was originally developed as a project 
of capacity building. training, research, policy analysis and dissemination.

FADEP also runs a capacity building 
programme for young graduates. 

The FADEP Resource Centre continues to receive relevant academic journals, 
bulletins and books on the family. It also continues to enjoy patronage from 
researchers, students, visitors and development agents from within and outside the 
University as well as international organizations. 

APPENDIX D 

POPULATION IMPACT PROJECT 

Introdction 
Population Impact Project (PIP), an outreach programme of the University of Ghana, 
is managed by the Department of Geography and Resource Development. The 
United States Agency for International Development (USAID) through The Futures 
Group International of Washington D.C., and the Government of Ghana provide 
funds for the operation of the project. The focus of the project is on Population, 
Resources, Environment and Development. However, in line with the Action Plan of 
the International Conference on Population and Development (ICPD) Which was 
held in Cairo in 1994, special focus has been given to issues of Reproductive Health 
and Sexually Transmitted Diseases and HN / AIDS. PIP continues to make available 
relevant information on population and development interrelationships to the 
public, particularly policy makers, opinion leaders, pressmen, religious leaders and 
in recent times, senior officers of the security services notably the Ghana Armed 
Forces and the Police Service in the form of RAPID presentations using audio-visual 
eqUipment and a computer. 

Seminars and Workshops 
In conformity with its objectives, PIP organised a number of population-related 
seminars and workshops. The key seminars organised were: 

(a) 
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Seminar on Population and Development and HN / AIDS in Ghana for 
Members of Parliament (MPs). This was a collaborative seminar that PIP held 
with the National Population Council (NPC) Secretariat. The seminar was 
held to sensitize members of the P-arliamentary Caucus on Population and -
Development from 23-24 November, 2001 at Villa Cisneros, Sogakope in the 
Volta Region of Ghana. During the open forum, MPs proposed among many 
other things that part of their MP's Common Fund should be used to support 
population activities including operations researches. 



(b) Presentation on the HIV / AIDS/STI Policy, Strategic Framework, Situation 
and Impact of HIV / AIDS on Ghana. The presentation was held on 17th 
November, 2001 at the palace of the "Okyenhene", the chief of the Akyem 
Abuakwa traditional area of the Eastern Region of Ghana. Participants 
included all chiefs under the Akyem State. It was held as part of activities 
marking the World HIV / AIDS Day and focused mainly on the HIV / AIDS / STI 
Policy with emphasis on the role of Chiefs in the fight against HIV / AIDS. At 
the end of the presentation, the Okyenhene pledged to lead the crusade 
against HIV / AIDS in the country. He also called on government to provide 
adequate funding in support of HIV / AIDS and to embark on national 
campaigns as a matter of urgency. He finally urged the chiefs to voluntarily 
go for testing for HIV / AIDS to pave the way for their subjects to follow. 

(c) Presentation on Adolescent Reproductive Health Including HIV / AIDS in 
Ghana at Achimota School, Achimota-Accra on January 23, 2002. It was 
organised by the Mammo Club of Ghana in collaboration with the Population 
Impact Project. It was attended by members ofthe Youth Against AIDS (yAA) 
Club and other students of the Achimota School. YAA is an adolescent club 
in selected second cycle institutions in Ghana that sensitises adolescents on 
Adolescent Reproductive Health issues. The members of the club pledged to 
abstain from sex till they are married, never to allow themselves to be coerced 
into unwanted sex, persuade friends of the opposite sex to respect their 
pledge of abstinence, become role models in their schools, churches, homes 
and communities as well as actively join other members of the YAA club to 
educate their peers on the dangers of STDs. HIV / AIDS and premarital sex. 

(d) Presentation on "Population. Development and the Youth in Ghana" at a 3 -
day Youth Advocacy Workshop with special focus on media partnership for 
Youth Development. The workshop was organised by the National Youth 
Council (NYC) at the Ghana Registered Nurses Association Hostel in Accra 
on the 30th January, 2002. About 50 participants drawn from all the Media 
houses in Ghana attended the presentation. 

(e) A presentation was made on the Economic Impact of HIV / AIDS on selected 
Business Organisations in Ghana at a seminar on "The role of the media in 
popul<ftion management in the 21st Century". The seminar was organised 
by the Greater Accra Regional Population Council in collaboration with PIP 
for media personnel from the Public and Private Media Institutions. The 
seminar was held in the Conference Room of the Regional Co-ordinating 
Council , Accra on 14th February, 2002. It was designed to equip and 
upgrade the knowledge and skills of journalists to enable them to effectively ' 
disseminate population issues with adequate information. At the end of the 
presentation, it was recommended that companies that have already started 
workplace programmes on HIV / AIDS should share their experiences with 
other business organisations. 
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(f) Sensitisation Seminar on Population and Development and HIV / AIDS for 
selected personnel (men and women) of the Ghana Police Service. The 
National Population Council Secretariat in collaboration with PIP and the 
Ghana Police Service organised the seminar. The venue was the Ghana 
Police Service Training College at Tesano, Accra on the 20th February, 2002. 
It was noted at the seminar that the police, especially the Women and 
Juvenile Unit (WAJU) of the Ghana Police Service should be at the forefront 
in the fight against the HIV / AIDS menace through maintenance of law and 
order. Again, it was recommended that HIV / AIDS education should form 
part of all police parades, meetings, durbars and training programmmes. 

(g) The Population Impact Project in collaboration with the Greater Accra 
Regional Population Council's Secretariat, organised a one day seminar on 
Thursday, 11 th April , 2002 in the conference room of the Regional Co­
ordinating Council, Accra. The seminar was organised to sensitize 60 h~ads 
of Departments, Chairmen and Directors of the Six Sub-Metros of Accra 
Metropolitan Assembly on "Population and Development in Ghana" and the 
"Economic Impact of HIV / AIDS on Selected Business Organisations in 
Ghana. At the end of the presentations , participants were tasked to start 
thinking of what they were going to do as they go back to their various places 
of work. 

(h) The Population Impact Project in collaboration with the National Population 
Council and the Ministry of Local Government and Rural Development 
organised a two-day seminar on Population, Environment, HIV / AIDS and 
National Development: Challenges to Policy Makers and Planners. Participants 
were District Chief Executives (DCEs) and Presiding Members from four 
regions of Ghana namely; Greater Accra, Volta, Central and Western 
Regions. The seminar was held at the Maple Leaf Hotel, New Achimota-Accra 
during 19-20 April, 2002. At the end of the seminar, DCEs stated their 
preparedness to factor population issues in development planning of their 
various districts. 

(i) The Population Impact Project in collaboration with the National Population 
Council secretariat organised a sensitisation seminar on Population, 
Development and HIV / AIDS on 9th September, 2002 for Prison Officers. The 
seminar was held at the Prison Officers Auditorium near the Borstal 
Institute in Accra. After the presentation the officers agreed to include 
Population and Development and HIV / AIDS in their training curriculum. 

U) The Population Impact Project in-collaboration with the National Population ~ 
Council Secretariat organised a sensitization seminar on Population, 
Development and HIV AIDS in Ghana for personnel of the Fire Service. The 
seminar was held on 11 th September, 2002 at the National Fire Service . 
Headquarters Auditorium, Accra. 
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(k) The Population Impact Project in collaboration with the National Population 
Council Secretaliat organised a one-day seminar on Management of Ghana's 
Population for Honourable Members of the Finance and Welfare Committee 
of the Council of State. The seminar was held in the conference room of the 
Council of State on Wednesday, 16th October, 2002. After the seminar, the 
chairman to the committee suggested that a similar seminar should be 
organised for the entire Honourable members of the Council of State. He 
said, this will help each one of them to learn more about Ghana's ReVised 
National Population Policy of 1994 and also to know the interrelationships 
that exist between Population and Development and HN I AlDS situation in 
the country. 

Extension 
PIP staff continue to serve on the Technical advisory Committees of the National 
Population Council (NPC). It also provides technical assistance to the NPC on 

. valious programmes. 

In addition to this, PIP is serving as the Implementing Agency for the Project; 
Com parative Studies of Customary and Modem Legislation in the Area of the Family 
Inhelitance. Marnage and Fertility Rights on behalf of the National Population 
Council Secretaliat and the Government of Ghana. as part of the Third Country 
Programme being funded by UNFPA. PIP participated actively in a POLICY Project 
co-ordinated to develop a National HN I AlDS Draft Policy for Ghana. The National 
HN I AlDS Draft Policy is currently being discussed by Government for adoption. 
The Ministry of Health has also requested PIP to develop an Information. Education 
and Communication (IE&C) and Advocacy Plan for Adolescent Health Programmes 
in Ghana.

Aflican Population Advisory 
Committee (APAC), Nairobi-Kenya visited Ghana from Wednesday 4th to 
Saturday 7th September. 2002. Duling his stay. he met with the Technical 
Committee of APAC at the office of the Population Impact Project to discuss 
ways to Energize Ghana Population Agenda. A Similar meeting was organised 
together with APAC Ghana Country Team at the Conference Room of the 
National Population Council Secretartat in Accra to discuss the future of

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APPENDIX E 

REPORT ON THE ECOLOGICAL LABORATORY (2001-2002) 

The ECOLAB is headed by Prof. S.K.A. Danso as Director with Mr. T.W. Awadzi as 
Deputy Director. The ECOLAB was set up as an ENRECA (DANIDA) project in 1993. 
in response to an urgent need for a well-equipped science laboratory to be used 
primarily by graduate students of the University of Ghana to carry out their theses 
research projects. It was a lso intended to be an inter-disciplinary facility for the 
Faculties of Science. Agriculture and Social Studies. Both objectives have been 
saUsfactorily achieved. and ECOLAB as it is today is among the best-equipped 
science research laboratories in Ghana. Besides. the graduate students using the 
laboratory have extended beyond those from the three above-mentioned faculties in 
the University of Ghana to include graduate students from several Departments in 
Cape Coast University. Furthermore. the usage of ECOLAB has had to be extended 
to include scientists and researchers from the Ghana Atomic Energy Commission. 
the Food Research Institute. Accra, the Agricultural Research Institutes of the 
University of Ghana at Kpong and Kade. in addition to its serving the research needs 
of several lecturers and staff of many Departments of the University of Ghana. who 
for lack of particular equipment in their outfits. have had to fall on the ECOLAB 
facilities for their research. The number of graduate students who used facilities in 
ECOLAB for their research in the 200 1/2002 academic year were 68. made up of 
17 Ph.D. and 5 1 M.Phil. students. 

ECOLAB has initiated the publication of an international journal. Two Volumes. 1 
and 2 have been published. Volume 2 consisted of 10 articles and a total of 115 
pages. Volume 3 is currently being edited and will be published by December. 2002. 

During the 2001/2002 academiC year. several scientists visited the Laboratory. 
These include Professor Henrik Breuning-Madsen. Danish counterpart of ECOLAB 
in June and November 20-30.2001). Professor Christian Christiansen. University 
of Copenhagen (January 20-30. 200 1). Assoc. Prof. Lars Krogh. University of 
Copenhagen (January 20-30. 2001 ). Professor Anette Reenberg. University of 
Copenhagen (February 4-9.2001). archaeologist Mads Holst. Moesgaard. Aarhus 
University (5 February -10 March. 2001). Konservator Helge Brink Madsen. 
Copenhagen (1 5 February-lO March. 2001). Konservator Henrik Dinesin. 
Copenhagen (1 5 February - 10 March). Archaeologist Klaus Randsborg. University 
of Copenhagen (1 -10 March. 2001 ), Henrik Stendal. GEUS. Copenhagen (11-25 
March. 200 1) and Archaeologist Klaus Randsborg, University of Copenhagen (20-
30 November). ECOLAB also hosted a 2-day training course for 12 students on the 
conservation of metals. The lecturers were. Konservator Helge Brink Madsen and 
Konservator Henrik Dinesen from Konservatorskolen in Copenhagen. In addition to 
these. Mr. Martin Jakobsen. aB.Sc. studentfrom the Chemistry Institute. University 
of Copenhagen undertook part of his thesis research in ECOLAB. under the 
supervision of a lecturer from the Soil Science Dept., University of Ghana. 
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Major research projects undertaken by ECOLAB staff and collaborators centred 
broadly on (i) Nutrient Cycling and Pollution of Ecosystems and (il) Biofertilizers and 
Carbon Sequestration. the role oj tennites in soil Jonnation in the Jorest zone oj 
Ghana. distribution. quantity and the nutrient content oj hannattan dust in Ghana.

It now 
operates as the International Water Management Institute (IWMI) due to its 
affiliation with the latter. It promotes collaborative research for sustainable land 
management (SLM) . Its programme addresses the needs of poor farmers on 
marginal lands where displacement of soil (erosion and sedimentation). crop 
nutrients (mining accumulation. and pollution). or water is leading to social or 
economic problems. Due to its new affiliation the project now works with the 
International Water Management Institute. .. 
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IWMI continues to work on its project entitled "Improving Rural-Urban Nutrient 
Cycle through Peri-Urban Agriculture" . The main objective is to increase awareness 
among municipal and national authorities for an improved rural-urban nutrient 
cycle by identifYing economically and socially acceptable recycling option for 
organiC waste stream products for farmers in urban and rural areas, especially 
within the rural-urban interface. 

The project successfully supported the long essays of 10 Level 400 students in 
2000/2001. The project is currently providing grants for 2 M.Phil students working 
on Urban farming and generation of liquid waste.

APPENDIX G 

CENTRE FOR REMOTE SENSING AND GEOGRAPHIC 
INFORMATION SERVICES (CERSGIS) 

The Centre for Remote Sensing and Geographic Information Services (CERSGIS) 
has been in operation in the last two (2) years as a finanCially self-supporting entity, 
registered as a c6mpany limited by guarantee, responding primarily to the needs of 
users (clients). There is a mandatory secondary role to support teaching and 
research. This mandatory secondary role still remains underdeveloped, waiting for 
recommendation from Council on the basis of the Sub-Committees report. During 
the period the Centre's performance has focused more on realizing its vision as 
stated in the Sustainability Plan: 

"Centre of excellence in the promotion and provision of environmental information 
for management, providing user-focused services, undertaking research and 
facilitating capacity development in environmental information management". 

During the course of the two years CERSGIS has expanded this vision beyond the 
"environmental information management", with its motto "Confidence Building in 
Resources Management Information Systems". The Centre has thus a wider 
opportunity to integrate Management Information Systems (MIS) and Geographic 
Information Systems (GIS). The objectives of survival and expansion of clientele led 
to this strategy. This report outlines what has been achieved and the way forward. 

Personnel and Equipment Management 
The Centre operates within the mainstream applications of the Information Technology 
(IT) in the area of Geospatial Information Management for development. In this IT­
mainstream there are two baSic management problems. One is the probJem of 
retaining its highly skilled personnel for the planned activities. So far nearly all the 
staff that started with the Centre are silll at post, except two, who disengaged and 
departed for higher studies in the USA, on their own. The other management 
problem has to do with its eqUipment replacement and maintenance. The second 
problem partly arises from (a). the fast changing IT market and (b) the technology 
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of space imaging. The latter concerns the super high-resolution space images that 
are now coming out from the most current space imaging satellites. These image 
data require PCs with large memory and high speed. The Management of the two 
problems calls for substantial spending on equipment replacement. The Centre has 
to generate enough funds from its activities in order to cope with high cost of keeping 
its equipment and staff to be able to cope with the demands of the highly competitive 
market. This has largely accounted for the emphasis the Centre has deliberately 
placed on its client-focused activities. 

The Personnel 
So far the Centre has been operating with a regular team. In addition, it has been 
engaging the services of some specialized consultants on ad-hoc basiS for specific 
jobs. The stable staff gives an indication that they are reasonably satisfied with the 
Centre's service conditions at the moment. This full list is as follows:

The Equipment 
The first set of eqUipment was commissioned in 1994/95. In the constant u se for 
production during the past six to seven years, some parts of the equipment went 
obsolete , not capable of handling the new generation of softwares and data sets. In 
some cases the power-supply failures contributed to some system failures , which 
led to expensive parts replacement. Over ¢450,OOO,OOO.OO has been s pent so far 
to bring the Centre's eqUipment to its current performance level. 
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The Scope of Services so Far Rendered 
The Centre has offered services to individuals and institutions the range of which 
is growing by the day. The list at the end of this report throws some light of clientele. 

Responding to the Interests of the Guarantors 
In the Sustainability Plan the Guarantors have stated their interest for creating the 
Centre. 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)'s Interest 
as stated in the Centre's Sustainabllity Plan 
The relationship between the Centre and EPA derives from the latter's vision and 
primary role in the establishment of the Unit as part of the EAP implementation 
process. The relationship between the Centre and the EPA is expected to be 
collaborative and mutually benefiCial to both institutions: 

(a) The EPA will be expected to: 
• continue its advisory role as a member of the Centre's 

Governing Council 
• continue to utilize and promote the services of the Centre in the 

context of environmental management 

(b) The two institutions should collaborate in the following: 
• development and management of data for environmental management 

purposes 
• development and implementation of EIS-related programmes 

development and implementation of environmental education and 
dissemination programmes of EPA on the environment 

• the Centre serving on EPA's inter-sectoral networks related to EIS 
the Centre liaising with EPA to co-ordinate and disseminate data to 
relevant inter-sectoral agencies 

• the Centre supporting the implementation of environmental 
Information management activities of the EPA 

(c) The Centre will make readily available to EPA data generated forenvironmen tal 
management purposes under appropriate arrangement. 

(d) EPA will enjoy favoured status in terms of services provided by the Centre. 

So far the Centre has been responding to these terms in various ways. The senior 
staff of the Centre have been playing a catalytic role in the process of establishing 
the UNEP.Net, which is a gateway in which EPA is being show-cased on issues 
relating to Environmental Information in Africa. The Centre has also contributed 
immensely towards the establishment of the National Framework for Geospatial 
Information Management (NAFGIM), and is currently offering advisory services for 
the implementation of the Environmental Action Plan (EAP) of the Tema Export 
Processing Zone. The GIS aspect of the EAPwill be implemented through CERSGIS's 
assistance. 
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On the side of EPA, the co-ordinating role that the Agency has been playing in the 
NRMP's implementation has been very positive towards CERSGIS. Our interest has 
been well protected through the co-ordinator, who is currently the Acting Executive 
Director of the Agency. 

The University of Ghana's Interest 
In the Sustainability Plan, the Centre is expected to liaise with the Department of 
Geography & Resource Development (DGRD) in providing the following functions: 
i. Make the Centre's specialised Remote Sensing and GIS library facilities 

aVailable to students. ' 
ii. Organise Internships in environmental information technologies for students, 
iii. Advise on the design and implementation of Remote Sensing and GIS 

research and application projects, 
iv. Share data and other resources under appropriate arrangements. 

Because the Centre emanated from the DGRD, it is natural for the former to relate 
to the University as a whole through the latter. A Sub-Committee was appOinted 
by the Governing Council to look into the ways and means of operationalizing the 
organic links between CERSGIS and the Department of Geography and Resource 
Development. The Governing Council at its 2nd Business Meeting has accepted the 
recommendations of the Sub-Committee's Report and directed CERSGIS to see to 
the implementation of the recommendations, which are listed below: 

The Teaching and Research Lab 
The following were highlighted in the Report. 
• To open the Lab to other faculties, departments, centers, schools, and the 

College of Health Sciences, in order to promote multi-disciplinary use of 
Remote Sensing and Geographic Information Systems. 
The faculties, etc will nominate representatives to constitute a Technical 
Advisory Committee (TAC) of 10 members, 

The Remote Sensing and GIS user institutions within the university will partiCipate 
in the running of the T&RL based on subscriptions. 

The TAC will be organized to meet twice in the academic year where their 
programmes, budget. (at the 1st meeting) reports on projects carried out, 
methodologies, etc (at the 2nd meeting) will be presented. 

Through the TAC, both the academic and subscriber specific research projects will 
be reported to the Management Board. 

CERSGIS will also assist in organizing conferences to bring the activities of the TAC 
member organizations to the stakeholders for purposes of publication and reference 
materials. 

For the TAC to operate seriously as a technical oversight body, and be able to 
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promote the lab and monitor members' contributions, there will be sitting allowances 
to be considered for its business meetings. 

Tenure of the TAC would be for two years for the representative with another two­
year extension. 

Curriculum development would involve preparation of notes, training manual and 
maintaining the hardware and the softwares. Modalities will be worked out on how 
to support these. 

On-going and future collaborative projects will continue under the responsibility of . 
the Head of Department. 

The Head of Department and the Executive Director will co-chair the TAC meetings. 
The University should be requested to recruit a Director for the Lab, who will be 
seconded or attached to CERSGIS. The Director would run the lab on cost recovery 
basis , in cooperation with CERSGIS, TAC and the DGRD. 

The Director would be a faculty member, receive responsibility allowances with 
reference to the budgets of the TAC and the collaborative projects. The staff of the 
lab would be treated Similarly. Any additional staff employed by the lab outside the 
University's payroll would be paid by CERSGIS from the TAC budget. 

Funding would be from the stakeholders' subscriptions; CERSGIS will also look for 
bulk fellowship from bi-Iateral and multi-lateral donor agencies; EPA's assistance 
will be solicited. 

A memorandum of understanding would be signed between CERSGIS, the Department 
of Geography and Resource Development and the University detailing each party's 
responsibilities . . 

Discussion on Collaboration with the Faculty of Agriculture 
At the initiative of CERSGIS the Faculty of Agriculture has set up a committee to 
collaborate with the Centre for the implementation of an Executive Masters' 
programme in Agricultural Information Systems. This collaboration will be separate 
from the activities of the Teaching and Research Lab in the sense that the Lab will 
operate within the normal academic programmes. 

PRELIMINARY ACTIVITIES TOWARDS SUB-REGIONAL/ 
REGIONAL LEVEL OPERATIONS. 
The University is offering ten percent (10%) of its intake to international students 
as part of its semi-commercialization strategy for raising part of its operational 
revenue. CERSGIS is developing a supporting role by looking at some sub-regional/ 
regional level operations in the form of short-term, client-focused capacity 
development in Geospatial Information, which will target some spatial data user­
organisations. The experience to be gained from this short-term activities will be the 
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basis for developing medium/long-tenn post graduate diploma/degrees to be run 
in collaboration with Faculties to attract candidates from the region. Such 
programmes are envisaged to be funded with donor fellowships which will be 
adequate for cost-recovery. 

Collaboration with Conservation International (CI) 
The Centre has trained three Liberian CI staff for Liberia's conservation planning 
activities. The quality of the training has been so well appreciated that, the 
Washington-based Headquarters ofCI has indicated its intension to use the Centre 
as CI's centre of excellence for short-tenn capacity building for other African 
Countries. 

UNOOSA's African Network for Space Technology and Disaster Management 
CERSGIS is being considered by UN Office of Outer Space Affairs-(UNOOSA) as one 
of the African centres to be adopted for capacity building in space technology 
applications for disaster management. This follows from a regional workshop on 
"Space Technology and Disaster Management", recently h€ld at Addis Ababa, at 
which the Centre presented its capacity and capability profile. 

Partnership with the International Institute for Geo-Information 
Science and Earth Observation (ITC) in Enschede - Netherlands 
lTC, which is renowned for its training programmes in Geoinfonnation, is discussing 
with CERSGIS for collaboration into pursuit of some national and sub-regional 
projects. As a starter, a "Refresher Workshop" has been scheduled in December 
2002 for lTC's sub-regional Alumni in Geoinfonnation. CERSGIS will contribute 
facilities and staff towards the workshop. 

Co-operation with Le Groupement pour Ie Developpement de la 
Teledetection Aerospatiale (GDTA) (Toulouse - France) 
GDTA is a member of the French Space Agency (CNES), dedicated to training and 
research in space imaging and in the use of the images from the French SPOT 
satellite. SPOT images are acquired by CNES, and are well known for their 
cartographic fidelity . Since May 2002, the SPOT 5 Satellite has commenced rolling 
out super-high resolution (2.5m) images, excellent for detailed levelland use and 
environmental data extraction. GDTA offers short-tenn training in SPOT data 
processing and GIS. 
The Management of CERSGIS has worked out a strategy to use the partnership with 
GDTA, through the French Technical Co-operation, to acquire and utilize SPOT data 
and also regularly up-grade the technical staff. 

Co-operation with Ministry of Defence in UK 
This is an ambitious step that should put the Centre's expertise and facilities in 
digital geographic data management in a new paradigm, which is "Defence 
Geographic Image Intelligence for Peace Missions". The selection of the Centre was 
based on some experimental work it carried out in image processing for MOD-UK, 
in connection with a planned joint UK-Ghana "exercise". Our response to the 
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request has been aimed at becoming a "centre of excellence" for geographic and 
image data management for UN-related peace missions. This will not only 
harmonize with UN's resolution on the peaceful uses of Outer Space, but also open 
up the Centre for use in that paradigm. 

UN Youth Forum in Space Technology and Science 
CERSGIS will open up this corridor, which is to lead to the possibility of partnering 
the University for holding in future "Summer Programmes" for the Youth of Africa 
in the area of "Peaceful Uses of Outer Space for Africa's Ignorance and Poverty 
Reduction" . The Centre is in the process of preparing a sensitisation package for 
UNOOSA's consideration. 

CERSGIS in Co-operation with Darwin Initiative Project 
The Darwin Initiative concerns Conservation, promotion and sustainable Use of 
Medicinal/Nutritional plants in Ghana. The pilot project was carried out in 
collaboration with the Royal Botanic Garden (Edinburgh), the Botanic Garden 
Conservation International (Cambridge), the Aburi Botanic Garden, the Department 
of Botany of University of Ghana and the UNEP/WCMC. The output of the project 
is now on a web site http:/ /www.unep-wcmc.org/species/plants/ghana. 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S FINANCIAL REPORT 
In line with the self-supporting, self-accounting and self-sustaining status of the 
Centre, its Management Board meets quarterly to review its performance. The 
Governing Council of the Centre also meets twice to review the activities of the Board 
and the Centre. What is reported below has been presented to the Board as well as 
the Governing Council. 

Audited Accounts for the Year 2001 
Year 2001 finanCial statements have been audited and duly signed. The Audited 
Accounts show an expenditure of ¢371, 518,060 and an Accumulated Fund of 
¢ 1,806,799 ,613. Fixed Assets increased to ¢210,599,323 representing 110% over 
the previous year. This was as a result of re-capitalization to ensure that the Centre 
is well equipped. Investment in fixed deposits increased by 136% over the previous 
year. 

Budget 2002 
The Budget 2002 attempts to consolidate the tranSitional phase of the Centre. It 
reflects the continuing re-capitalization of the Centre; continuing client follow-ups, 
and staff exposure at sponsored conferences and workshops for Business Promotion 
and completion of activities began the previ~us year. The Budget 2002 constitutes 
1.94% increase in expenditure over the Actual Expenditure of Year 2001. 

Operations Results for Mid-Year 2002 
The Income over Expenditure for the 1st and 2nd Quarters of Year 2002 were 
¢369,106,889.93 and ¢232,688,058.32 respectively. 
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Fixed Assets increased by 145% and 26% between the 1 st and 2nd Quarters 
respectively. 

The Centre is trying to live up to the high expectations of the Board and Council. Its 
accounts are up-to-date and the financial management very open. Management 
believes that the openness of its financial/business management is fundamental for 
winning serious development partners and donors for the implementation of its 
Strategic Plan. The technical ability and capacity of the Centre to deliver are 
becoming recognized locally and externally. 

A FIVE-YEAR STRATEGIC PLAN 
In response to the Management Board's request, the Centre is preparing a Five Year 
Strategic Plan. The Plan is expected to move the Centre from its present level to a 
fully-fledged entity in which, among other things, the expectations of EPA and the 
University of Ghana will be fully catered for, while other interested agenCies could 
be welcome to participate in the Centre. As part of the overall interest of the nation, 
the Centre will take advantage of the globalisation paradigm by making its services 
available to clientele beyond the borders of Ghana. This vision is being reflected in 
the Five-Year Strategic Plan, in which the vision is a "Centre of Excellence for 
Information Technology Applications to Ignorance and Poverty Reduction in Ghana 
and Africa".

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DEPARTMENT OF POLITICAL SCIENCE 

Overview 
As in the previous years, the Department continued to be one of the largest in the 
University. The student population for the year under review stood at 2,597. This 
constituted the biggest student population in anyone Department. Under the 
circumstances the Department continued to cope with the ever-increasing student 
intake amidst the already well-known perennial problems ofinadequate infrastructure 
and logistics, and an overworked staff (both academic and administrative) . That 
after forty years of establishment. and considering its enormous contributions to 
society over the years the Department is still housed in temporary structures 
erected for about fifty (50) students is not something that one should write home 
about. The academic staff quota is woefully inadequate given the current student 
intake. The academic staff strength hovered around one dozen. Senior members 
do twice as much work. The administrative staffbecame usually overburdened, and 
found themselves choked in a limited office space. A temporary librarian was 
apPOinted to the library, but the work involves the expertise of a more trained and 
qualified librarian. There is the urgent need for a more appropriate and congenial 
environment for the Department. 

The Department. however, is a very productive one by way of promotion of research 
and publication.

DEPARTMENT OF PSYCHOLOGY 

Overview 
The Department of Psychology which was established in 1967 continued to train 
hundreds of young men and women at both the undergraduate and postgraduate 
levels. Although the Department is housed in a very small structure. it is one of the 
biggest Departments in the University in terms of student numbers. Courses offered 
have a wide appeal to all categories of students admitted to various programmes. 
During the year under review. there was again an astronomical increase in student. 
numbers which was however not matched with corresponding increase in staff 
strength. The Department was able to recruit only two lecturers -
Dr. Abena Asantewaa and Mr. Samuel Atindanbila to the existing permanent staff 
of 10. some of whom were on sabbatical/study leave. 

Owing to the precarious staffing situation. the Department could offer postgraduate 
programmes only in Clinical and Industrial & Organizational Psychology. 

The Department continued to service numerous Departments in the University in 
spite of its limited staff strength. These included the Departments of Nursing. Home 
SCience. Social Work. and the Prisons and Police Administration Units of the 
Department of Sociology. 

In April 2002. the Department. in conjunction with the University of Ghana 
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Association of Psychology Students (UNIGAPS). celebrated the first ever "Psychology 
Week" which was widely publicized. Prof. C.E. Fiscian and Mr. H.C.A. Bulley. the 
founding fathers of the Department were honoured for their contribution to the 
development of Psychology in Ghana during the celebrations. Unfortunately. in 
July this year. Mr. Bulley passed away. May his soul rest in perfect peace! 

The Department. together with other Psychologists in Ghana. continued to work on 
a proposal for a 'Psychologist Act' that will contain gUidelines for the licensing and 
monitoring of the professional activities of Psychologists in Ghana. It is hoped that 
the proposals will be ready for submission to the Honourable Minister of Education 
for onward submission to Parliament in the 2002/2003 academic year. 

The Ghana Journal of Psychology. the official mouthpiece of the Ghana Psychological 
Association . inaugurated in 2000. finally saw the light of day when it was officially 
launched at Cape Coast in August 2001. The next issue is due to come out early 
next year. 

Courses 
(a) Undergraduate Courses: The Department offered 30 undergraduate courses 

at Levels 100. 200. 300 and 400. There was a marked increase in the number 
of students offering Psychology as a single-subject major. . 

(b) Postgraduate Courses: Despite the acute shortage of staff. two graduate 
programmes: Clinical Psychology. and Industrial and OrganiZational 
Psychology were offered at the M.Phil Level. Social Psychology and Counselling 
Psychology were also offered at the Ph.D level.

DEPARTMENT OF SOCIOLOGY 

Overview 
Given the continuing relevance of Sociology to newly emerging and dynamic social 
issues, the Sociology Department has continued to attract higher numbers of 
students seeking to read for degrees in the Humanities, the Arts and Administration. 
Thus , the Department is still actively working to find ways of coping with its ever­
increasing work load to improve upon its faCilities for the benefit of both staff and 
students. During the year under review the Department has increased the strength 
of its Senior Members from eleven to sixteen. This is perhaps no mean achievement, 
given that the staff strength in the University, generally, has continued to diminish 
as a result of resignations of staff, in the wake of the stagnation of remuneration 
levels and other conditions of service. To accommodate the new teaching staff, the 
Department has converted one of its less utilized classrooms into a set of working 
stations for the new faculty. 

The Department has continued to modernize its existing computer facilities by 
converting an adjoining room at its Computer Center into a Student'sinternet Cafe. 
The Department's Computer center was established in 2000 as a result of a 
collaboration with the Institute of Computer Technology, a Ghanaian NGO, which

provided the Department with 20 computers and a printer to help train both 
students and faculty. The aim is to make Information Technology an important part 
of the academic pursuits in the Department. . 

Further, as a part of the modernization of the Department's IT facilities, all of its 
computers have been networked and every offIce has an Internet facility hooked to 
a radio link. .

The Department acquired a photocopier and an overhead projector and ha~ 
completed the rehabilttation of its old office desks to adapt them to computer usage. 
Ultimately these modest changes are directed at bringing out the best in both the 
senior members , staff and students. 

The Social Work Unit, which has been an integral part of the Department of 
Sociology, has now achieved its autonomy as a full-fledged Department.

DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL WORK 

Overview 
Social Work Education was introduced at the University at Diploma Level in 1955 
and established as a Unit of the Department of Sociology. Thus all these years Social 
Work has been a small Unit under Sociology Department. In the year 2000 the then 
SOCial Work Unit applied for a departmental status. On the recommendation of the 
Board of Faculty of Social Studies and the Academic Board the final approval for the 
establishment of the Department of Social Work was granted by the University 
Council on September 27,2001 to offer sub-degree , Bachelors and Post-graduate 
degree courses . On this date Social Work became autonomous from Department 
of Sociology. In view of the expected increase in Staff and student numbers and 
introduction of graduate programme next academic year the present accommodation 
needs to be expanded. Prof. Brenda MacGadney-Douglass, Visiting Scholar from 
Eastern-Michigan University, USA and Ms. Michelle Banks, VSO, UK joined the 
Department for one and two academic years respectively. Both have completed their 
duty tours with the Department at the end of the academic year. 

Courses 
The n ew Department of Social Work continues to offer two programmes namely, 
Diploma in Social Administration and B.A. Degree in Social Work. The Diploma is 
a two year programme which is a service course for various middle-level personnel 
from several Departments and Organisations such as Department of Social Welfare, 
Ghana Education Service, Department of Community Development, Ghana Police 
Service, Army, CHRAJ,National Commission for Civic Education, Ministry of 
Health, Ghana National Fire Service, NADMO, NGOs and some private students. 
Besides meeting the GCE '0' Level or SSSCE reqUirement applicants are required 
to pass a competitive Entrance Examination and an interview. 

The B.A. Degree in Social Work started in the 1989/90 academic year. It is offered 
from Level 200. Students must satisfY the minimum requirements for general 
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University entry and must combine Social Work with Sociology and anyone of 
Psychology, Political Science, and Economics during their first University 
Examination . 

Fieldwork placement of students occupies a very important place in the Diploma 
and Degree programmes. The training requires that students undergo a core 8 
weeks Long Vacation fieldwork and a core 2 weeks Concurrent Fieldwork as 
requirements of the professional training. Essentially the field work provides 
students opportunities to test their knowledge and skills acquired in classroom, 
help them to identifY themselves with the profession and gain mastery over the 
processes of working with people as individuals, groups and communities.

The Centre for Tropical Clinical Pharmacology and Therapeutics (CTCPT) is g 
clinical and research department ill' the University of Ghana Medical School 
(UGMS). The Centre is involved in studies on drugs used in some tropical diseases. 
particularly malaria. It is also involved in research on interventions to improve the 
rational use of drugs in the country. The Centre collaborates with the Ghana Food 
and Drugs Board in manniI?g a National Centre for Pharmacovigilance (NCPv) which 
is a member of the WHO Programme for International Drug Monitoring. The !,!CPV 
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is involved in detecting, assessing and preventing drug- related adverse events as 
well as monitoring the effects of new orthodox pharmaceutical drugs, vaccines and 
registered herbal product. 

The CTCPT also specialises in field and clinical techniques for studying malaria 
parasite sensitivity to antimalarials, drug analyses (particularly antimalarials), 
pharmacogenetics and pharmacoepidemiology. 

Academic staff of the Centre are facilitators on courses run both locally and 
internationally for prescribers by the International Network for the Ra,tional Use of 
Drugs (INRUD) and the International Network for the Development of 
Pharmacotherapy Teaching (INDEPTH). Additionally, they collaborate closely with 
the Min istry of Health and other institutions in the development of essential drug 
lists, treatment guidelines and in policy formulation for both pharmaceutical and 
herbal drug use in Ghana. The Centre is affiliated to groups that are keenly 
promoting the setting up of Drugs and Therapeutics Committee's (DTC's) in various 
hospitals around the country.

DEPARTMENT OF PHARMACOLOGY 

Overview 
The year was quite uneventful with continued attrition of the infrastructure, sinking 
morale of faculty and poor performance of students in BSc. (Medical Science) Level 
400 Pharmacology Examination. On a brighter note the Education Committee 
approved a M.Phil programme for students without pharmacology background and 
has accepted in principle the Department's proposal for the re-designation of BSc. 
(Medical Science) Pharmacology Courses. ' 

Over the past two years, students' performance in the BSc. (Medical Science) Level 
400 Pharmacology Examination has been on the decline. The 200 1 /2002 examination 
result was the worst since 1994/1995 academic year. Out of the 100 candidates 
presented for the Examination, 77 candidates (77%) passed, 21 (21 %) were referred 
and 2 (2%) failed . At the Supplementary Examination, 2 out of the 21 candidates 
failed. Thus four students (4%) had to repeat Level 400 -. two of the repeat students 
have to read only Pharmacology. Hitherto, the Department had not recorded any 
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student having to repeat phannacology alone. Between 1995 and 1999, the failure 
rate had always been less than 2% and referral rate, 10%. However, distinctions 
(4%) and credits (4%) do not differ greatly from those recorded in the previous years. 

A careful analysis of the results would seem to suggest that the Department has not 
been of great help to weak students over the past two years. Until two years ago, 
the Department consistently recorded the best examination results at the paraclinical 
level but now records the worst. The reason for this sudden change is not far fetched. 
In 1994. the Department submitted proposal for re-designation of courses and 
increase in the number of credits from 3 to 5 per Semester -phannacology had 
always carried 5 credits (5-lecture hours/week) since the inception of the School but 
the Number of credit was reduced to 3 at the commencement of the Semester / 
Course Credit System because the Department then had only one academic staff. 
The proposal was accepted by the Para-clinical Interdepartmental Committee, and 
the Department was asked to proceed with the 5 hour lecture/week while the 
proposal was being sent to the Education Committee. For inexplicable reasons, the 
proposal was never sent to the Education Committee despite promptings by the 
Department. Meanwhile the Department gave 5 lectures per week during the tenure 
of three School Administrations until two years ago when the present Administration 
was ushered-in. Despite sound argument and advice given by the Department, the 
present Schoof Administration went ahead to reduce the teaching hours from five 
to four for each semester to reflect the revised number of credits allotted to 
pharmacology. The contact-time with students was thus reduced. Again the 
Department was compelled to offer one course instead of two courses in each 
semester. As a corollary, students have to take only one paper instead of two papers 
in the End-of-Semester Examinations. Because the volume of subject material has 
remained about the same. students had to contend with relatively large work load 
in one paperwhich, obviously. put the weak students at great disadvantage. Moreso, 
a large proportion of topics taught could not be covered in one examination paper. , 
The academic staff strength remained stable. The Department started the year with 
five permanent staff and two part-time staff, giving student-to-teacher ratio of 14: 1. 
This, of course , reduced the burden of marking 100 practicals reports over every 
weekend. However. the technical unit remained understaffed - one each of cq,ief 
technician, principal technician, senior technician and technician is grossly 
inadequate for the conduct of a practical class of 100 students. Nonetheless, it 
remains the policy of the Department not to recruit more technicians while research 
activity is at low key. 

The M.Phil post-graduate programme, started two years ago. is in progress and, 
hopefully, the only student enrolled will complete the course in August 2003. The 
present M.Phil programme, which was foisted on the Department to run, has proved 
not to b€ cost effective and sustainable for the development of academic staff. 
Reliance of the Department on graduate students from other Departments for 
enrolment into the programme created problems rather than facilitating the 
running of the programme. It is now crystal clear that, for the success of developing 
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academic staff, the postgraduate programme should be pivoted on BSc. Pharmacology 
undergraduate programme as proposed by the Department at the outset of the post­
graduate programme. In this regard, the proposal for BSc. Pharmacology programme 
submitted by the Department in 1998, but rejected by the Education Committee, 
should be revisited. 

The lack of Vibrant research activity has been a major concern to the Department. 
Without any research equipment, faculty cannot conduct research work. 
Consequently, faculty cannot publish papers'and be promoted irrespective of the 
contribution to teaching and development of the Department. This undermines the 
morale of faculty which, in turn, has a negative impact on the development of the 
Department. The only way faculty can gain promotion is to travel outside and do 
research work at the expense of teaching students. Indeed, a senior member whose 
promotion to the grade of Senior Lecturer was not approved because of inadequate 
number of publications recently applied for study leave and is now in US. It is 
doubtful whether he will return to the Department considering the trauma.tic 
experience he had to go through. Meanwhile, his teaching load has been assigrted 
to another lecturer of junior rank with very little expertise in the areas covered by 
the former. 

The inability of faculty to earn promotion because of inadequate number of 
publication needs to be addressed by the University as soon as practicable. The 
Medical School expects faculty to publish papers before promotion is earned yet the 
Department has no research eqUipment. The School, in the past, has not fostered 
a congenial milieu for the Department to acquire research eqUipment. In 1997/98, 
after the Department had taken bold initiative to source funds (US$500,OOO) for the 
purchase of research eqUipment and one hundred and eighteen thousand dollars 
(US$118,OOO) to install internet connectivity with Departments of Pharmacology 
(University of Cape Town, King's College, London) for research work and local 
training of academic staff, the School Administration scuttled the launching of the 
proj ects at the last hour. The School Administration, by this Singular act, thus ' 
denied faculty the opportunity to conduct research work. 

The income - generating activity has come to a halt. This has been occasioned by 
the ineffective supervision by the School Administration which took over the 
running of the photocopier service from the Department four years ago. It is on 
record that the Department bought another brand new photocopier machine and 
left a credit balance of about five million cedis during the two years that it ran the 
photocopier service.

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MEDICAL SCHOOL LIBRARY 

Overview 
The year began on a bright note with establishment of connectivity to the VSAT at 
Legon through radio communication. As a result, facilities such as literature 
searching on the web and quick document delivery which was aVailable to staff on 
the main campus could be extended to students and senior members at Korle Bu. 
The euphoria around this development had hardly abated when a technical problem 
surfaced and this affected smooth use of the facility. The problem had not been 
solved by the end of the academic year. 

Construction work continued on the library building. A portion of the ground floor 
earmarked for the Medical Illustr'ation Unit, which forms part of the library, was 
completed for the unit to move in. . 

A generous grant from the Ghana Medical School Overseas Library Fund (Ghamsol 
Fund) established by former staff and alumni of UGMS working in Saudi Arabia 
made it possible to establish a cyber cafe. The erratic connectivity affected the 
smooth running of the cafe. 

Access to Literature 
Journals 
The Library subscribes to 16 current journals in broad areas of medicine. It receives 
additional 36 current titles as gifts from individuals (alumni), institutions and 
societies . 

A Programme for the Enhancement of Research Information (PERl), a DANIDA/ 
INASP (International Network for the Availability of SCientific P,ublications) funded 
initiative enables the library to access a number of s~holarly journals online and 
acquire full text of some publications. This arrangement provides the Library access 
to over 800 biomedical journals. The Library and the School was unable to make 
optimum use of the facility due to poor Internet connectivity. 

Books 
A total of 1071 volumes made up of 1050 titles were added to the book stock. The 
School purchased 72 volumes. The r~st were donations from institutions and 
societies, The total stock of the Library is now 52,183. 

Services 
Literature Search 
A total of 120 1 literature searches were conducted by stafffor clients using the PERl 
databases and the Library's own CD-ROM facilities. 

Preparation of Manuscripts 
ASSistance was offered to senior Members and residents in the preparation of 
manuscripts and theses. This took the form of checking references and reference 
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citation, advising on publishing house styles and guidance on proof reading 
symbols. 

Computer Literacy 
The Computer Assisted Learning Unit organized computer literacy classes for 175 
participants. The course covered Introduction to Windows, Word, Excel and 
PO,werPoint presentation.

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SCHOOL OF PUBLIC HEALTH 

Overview

achievement of its major objectives of producing public health practitioners capable 
of providing effective leadership. diagnosing community health problems as well as 
planning and organizing effective measures for solving community health problems. 
The School also undertook research activities in the year under review. 

The Directorship of the School changed in October 2002 when the acting Director 
br. F. K. Wurapa formally handed over to the substantive Director Professor Isabella 
A. Quakyi. 

Courses 

Master of Public Health (MPH) Programme 
The School offered the twelve-month MPH Programme (September to August) as the 
main course run by the School. Students admitted into M.Phil and PhD programmes 
continued to work on their theses. . 

Intake for the 2001/2002 Academic Year 
.The School admitted 26 applicants for the MPH Programme for the 2001/2002 
. academic year. The 26 were made up of Physicians. Graduate Nurses , Pharmacists 
and Social Scientists. 

With the graduation of this batch of residents. 130 people have so far graduated from 
the School's Programme. Half of these graduates are Physicians and the rest have 
Nursing. Social Science and Pharmacy backgrounds. 

At the post-MPH level. eight students are undertaking the M.Phil and two enrolled 
in the Ph.D Programme of the School.

The School mounts short courses in response to specific needs of the Ministry of 
Health and other agenCies. Such courses take place during the field practice period 
when MPH students are away in the districts. However. the third 'of the regularly 
run short course of the School. the Social Mobilization course which was first 
organized in the 1998/99 in collaboration with UNICEF. was successfully run in the 
academic year. Another short course planned by the School is the Management of 
District Health System. Maternal and Family Planning and Child Health Services . 

. Short Course On Social Mobilisation For Health And Development 
This six -week course is run annually by the School and the year under review saw 
the fourth in the series. The a im of the course is to improve the capacity of national 
personnel in Anglophone Sub-Saharan Mrica to respond effectively to the social 
mobilisation needs of national development programmes. 

The course was initiated by the School in collaboration with UNICEF who sponsored 
the first course. Since then. the course has been self- sustaining. Since its inception. 
it has trained a total of one hundred and fifteen (115) experts. who have been 
provided with requisite skills in social mobilisation. Demand for the course has been 
rising yearly with the 2002 course having forty participants compared to thirteen 
at the first course. Some foreign nationals who have benefited from this course have 
come from Nigeria. Liberia. Togo. Namibia and Kenya. 

Course evaluations have indicated participants' appreciation for the course in terms 
of the course having an impact on their career development. the organisation of the 
course in general and above all. the hospitable and friendly environment of the 
University. the venue for the programme. Participants have year after year 
recommended that the course be upgraded to a diploma-awarding course. that can 
be taken during the long vacation within a period of 3 years. 

National Diploma in Public Health (NDPH) 
The National Diploma in Public Health (NDPH) Programme. which is being developed 
in the context of an on-gOing capacity building reform programme. is still on the 
drawing board. It is being developed for further training of health professionals who 
possess post-secondary qualifications and a number of years working experience iI} 
professional areas related to health. 

Other Relevant Courses 
The School continues to put in place structures to assist in the near future. the 
preparation of physician candidates for professional examinations such as the 
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Fellowship Programme of the West African Postgraduate Medical College. 

Staffing 

Permanent Academic Staff 
The number of permanent lecturers on the academic staff of the School stood at 
three in the year under review. 

flowever. efforts have been stepped up towards the recruitment of the full complement 
of academic staff with the.requisite backgrounds. to move the teaching and res€arch 
programmes of the School forward. Under the Staff Development Initiative of the . 
School. action has been initiated at the recruitment of new faculty members. The 
College of Health Science has approved the appo~ntment oj flve permanent lecturers 
into the five proposed Departments. The appointment of one permanent academic 
staff in tqe area of Occupational Health has been initiated. 

Part-Time Academic Staff . , 
There are 35 part- time teachers drawn mostly from relevant Schools. Institutes and 
Departmen ts of the University of Ghana. Other experts from outside the university 
are drawn from GIMPA. the Ministries of Health. Local Government and Rurpl 
Development and the National Population Council. Some other experts are also 
drawn from the Departments of Community Water and Sanitation. Waste 
Management Department of Accra Metropolitan Assembly. the Centre for 
Occupational and Environmental Health and Unilever Ghana Limited . 

These experts from outside the School teach in various fields including Biostatistics. 
Disease Control. Veterinary Science. Epidemiology. Maternal and Child Health. 
Nutrition. Occupational Health and Social Sciences. The inputs of part-time 
teachers drawn from such a wide spectrum relevant to public health bring a rich 
blend of skills to bear upon the training offered under the MPH Programme in the 
School. 

Efforts are underway to formalize the relationship with Part-Time Teachers and to 
have a joint apPOintment with them to ensure their commitment to fit teaching 
appOintments at UGSPH in their schedules. It is hoped that giving them formal 
appOintments would raise their level of commitment to tlle work of the School. 

Consideration is also being given to a joint appointment arrangement between 
UGSPH and the Ministry of Health to ensure recognition for the work of part-timers 
drawn from MOH. without duplicating emolument. 

Field Practice 
. As is the practice . various District Directors of Health Services in the UGSPH 
collaborating districts assisted in the supervision of students during the Field 
Practice phase of the MPH Programme covering a period of 17 weeks. ending in 
August 2002. Regional Directors of Health Services acted as back up Supervisors 
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to the District Directors who exercised direct supervision over the MPH Residents 
on Field Practice. 

To ensure uniformity in supervision for the field practice component of the MPH 
Programme, the annual Supervisors' Orientation and Workshop was organized to 
discuss pertinent issues concerning field practice. Specialists from collaborating 
Research Centres, (Navrongo and Kintampo Health Research Centres) and MOH, 
participated in the orientation workshop. 

The School plans to collaborate with MOH in developing selected field sites into 
"Centres of Excellence" in order to promote speCialist training and research, apart 
from providing support for a more effiCient field practice for students. In this regard, 
the School has reduced the number offield sites from 22 to 12 and is refurbishing 
the centers, providing the necessary plant and eqUipment, with MOH providing the 
requisite qualified personnel as laid out in a memorandum of understanding 
between the School and MOH. 

Research 
The School undertook research on issues of immediate relevance to the development 
of effective health poliCies. The key research activities undertaken by the School are 
listed below. 

Child Health and Development (CHAD) Project 
The School conducted a study on some vital aspects ofthe growth and development 
of in and out-of-school children. These aspects include nutritional anthropometry, 
parasitology, hearing ability, health risk behaViour, their socio-economic background 
arid some aspects of their biochemistry. 

The project was conceived as a follow-up to the first phase of the School Age Child 
Health Initiative, which reviewed available literature on health, nutrition and 
development of school-age children in Ghana. 

Data on about 2000 in-school children in 37 Basic Schools in the Greater Accra 
Region and 1000 out-of- school children in the same communities were gathered in 
2002.These data have been analysed and report writing is on going. It is expected 
that findings will inform policy on the health status of this important group of 
children in Ghana. 

Student Dissertations 
MPH Residents worked on dissertations the topics of which were chosen in relation 
to the felt needs of the districts in which they undertook field practice. 

Apart from research.for their dissertation, MPH Residents also studied and wrote 
reports on health and management problems of relevance to the districts to which 
they were posted for field practice. 
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Foregin Relations 
The School continued to maintain the existing cordial relations established with a 
number of institutions, especially sister PSHWOWs. Key among these institutions 
are those in Africa especially, the Schools in Zimbabwe and Uganda. 

The School continues to enjoy good relationship with DANIDA, Rockefeller Foundation 
and Clark Foundation as well as DFID and the relevant specialized organs of the UN 
namely WHO, UNICEF and UNFPA. Links exist between the School and leading 
British institutions such as the Liverpool School of Tropical Medicine, London 
School of Hygience and Tropical Medicine. 

Benefaction 
The School continued to receive some support from UNICEF Ghana in the 
organization of the Second Regional Social Mobilization Course run from June 5 to 
July 14,2001. 

The building of the Gates Malaria Centre has continued on schedule. The contractor 
has almost completed work. He is now left with furnishing, electrical installation 
and the laboratory works. The Bill and Miranda Gates Foundation has made 
available to the School a grant to be disbursed over a period of five years. The grant 
is part of a larger fund given to the University of London School of Tropical Medicine 
to set up a Centre for the Prevention and Treatment of Malaria. The grant to the 
School provides, among other things, funds for the building of the first phase of 
permanent buildings for SPH that will include classroom facilities and a distance­
learning Centre for work on malaria. Part of the grant will go into eqUipment for the 
new building. 

The Gates Malaria Project-Ghana is to train personnel working in the health sector 
and offer support to the work of academics in the prevention and treatment of 
malaria for the West African sub-region. A Steering Committee based on a tripartite 
arrangement involving three collaborating institution has been set up. The partner 
institutions include NMIMR and MOH.

Proposed Review of Graduate Handbook 
The School is in the process of revising the Graduate Handbook to meet changing 
circumstances in the various faculties. The following are some of the major changes 
that the revised handbook will incorporate: 

Deletion of the section of regulation 27C that enabled failed candidates who had 
been withdrawn to resit their failed papers as part-time students. 

Insertion of a clause in the regulation that will require students wanting to present 
themselves at the next Congregation to have passed all their requited courses by the 
end of the previous academic year. 

Decision by the Academic Board to prevent student leCturers from supervising and 
examining dissertations/theses. 

Requiring Ph.D applicants who do not have Masters degrees in the proposed Ph.D 
areas to do a full year coursework before embarking upon the Ph.D research. 

Requiring students who take additional courses in the dissertation/thesis year (2nd 
or 3rd year) to pay appropriate fees for each of the courses they register or audit. 

Decision to declare semester results by 15th January (for First semester results) and 
15th July (for Second Semester results). 

Requiring thesis/dissertation students who would want to graduate at the next 
Congregation in March to submit their corrected theses/ dissertations for publication 
by the 15th February preceding the Congregation. 

Copies of the new handbook are expected to be on the shelves by the commencement 
of the 2003/2004 academic year. 

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE PROGRAMME 

Overview 
The aim of the M. Phil. Programme in Environmental Science is to provide graduate 
education in the causes, effects and control of environmental problems, particularly 
in Ghana, for graduates in the basic sciences and closely related disciplines. The role 
of the environmental scientist is seen as of responsibility for monitoring. investigational 
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and advisory functions in management of the environment. The programme 
comprises two semesters of taught courses followed by one year's research from the 
area of specialisation. The course is very attractive to students because it is attuned 
to current global needs. For the academic year under review. there were 27 students' 
applications. of which 10 were admitted.

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Department of Theatre Arts 
The department offers programmes leading to the award of a B.A and B.F.A. degrees 
in Drama and Theatre Studies and a 2 -year Diploma in Drama. Programmes at both 
levels cover a wide range of academic and practical courses, including: Play Analysis 
and Interpretation; History of the Theatre; Dramatic Theory and Criticism; Performing 
Arts in Traditional African Cultures; Drama in African Societies; Contemporary 
African and Modern Drama; African Plays and Playwrights; Radio, TV and Film; 
Speech; Costumes; Set Lighting Design; Stage Craft; Stage Lighting; Acting; Drama 
in Education; Theatre for Extension Communication; Playwriting; Directing; Adult 
Psychology; Production Participation; Theatre Laboratory; The Body and Voice. 

Dance Studies Department 
Courses offered in the Dance Section leading to the award ofB.A and B.F.A. degrees 
in Dance Studies and 2-year diploma during the year were: Dance Forms of Ghana; 
Anatomy and Physiology for the Dancer; Labanotation; Dance History; Dance for 
the Film and Television; Choreography; Stage Craft; Orientation to the Theatre; 
Music; Dance Technique; Traditional African Dancer; Drumming and Staging; 
Theatre Management. 

Department of Music 
The Departmen t of Music offers courses to over 100 students majoring in Music in 
the follOwing programmes: M.Phil (2 years), M.A. (1 year), B.A./B.Mus (3 years), 
Diploma in African Music (2 years), Diploma in General Music (2 years). Courses in 
Music of Africa (Theory and Practicals) are also offered to many international 
students (Visiting/ Special/Exchange) under the University of Ghana linkage 
programme. 

In addition to the above, the Department of MUSic has embarked on a number of 
initiatives to enrich its programme. The particular areas deSignated on experimental 
basiS include: 

MusiC and- Electronics , MusiC Production, Arts organization, Music Journalism, 
and Criticism, Recording Technology. Conducting, Church Music and Popular 
Music; once a week Colloquium/Recital programmes. every Wednesday. as a forum 
for discussing the state of music research in the department, and also to enhance 
its performance programme. 

The intentions of the programme. termed "Process of Art", are two fold: 
Firstly. it is to enable students interact With the world of music as it affects the 
community around them and thereby clearly see the artistic as well as the 
professional opportunities and challenges at first hand to enable better preparation 
to meet these challenges . 

Secondly, it is to enable both staff and students to re-examine the structure, process 
and functions of the art of music and music making and the effective transmission 
of skills and knowledge with the view of-making necessary adjustments in the 
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department's programme. 

The EfuaT. Sutherland Drama Studio 
The Efua T. Sutherland Drama Studio has continued to maintain its role as the 
Performing Arts Centre of the University. 
The main stage of the Studio has served as the venue for performances by the staff 
and students of all sections of the School as well as other external users. 
The year under review has also seen the Studio ploughing back part of its profit into 
painting and general repairs. 400 new plastic chairs have also been purchased to 
add to the existing stock. ') 

Abibigromma: 
Abibigromma, the Resident Theatre Company of the School of Performing Arts, 
Legon, continue to honour and perform the duties for which it was established in 
1983. 

The year under review has been one of the busiest for the group in the area of 
research performance and public education that stretched from Senior Secondary 
Schools to companies and organizations including the media. 

Objectives of the School 
On the occasion of the 25th Anniversary of the establishment of the School, the then 
Vice-Chancellor, Prof. A. Sawyerr, reiterated the real objectives of the School thus: 

" ... one of the principal objectives of the separation of the School from the Institute 
(of African Studies) was to enable it to focus on "professional performance training 
as a cardinal aspect of the work of the School". Specifically the principal objectives 
of the School are: 

• To provide University course in Music, Dance and Drama; 
• To provide a programme of professional training for performers; and 
• To serve as a focus of the performing arts in the University. 

As a University institution the School, in focusing on the development and teaching 
of Ghanaian and African Art Forms, cannot afford to shut itself off from the vast 
wealth of Music and Art Forms existing outside Africa, not only in the African 
Diaspora, but also in both the orient and the west. Again, the University location 
obliges the School to be research-oriented, drawing not only on the researches of 
others, but especially on the work of Ghanaian art and culture scholars, both within 
the School and the Institute, and elsewhere. In brief, the School ought to be engaged 
in research, teaching, and experimentation in Ghanaian and African art forms, 
paying due attention not only to their roots in society, but also to developments 
elsewhere in the world. This should put the school in a position to make a 
contribution to the re-interpretation and development of African art and culture, 
providing a spur to creative thinking and activity in the field of national culture. 
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As a School of Performing Arts. the School should gear its programmes. infused as 
they must be with the results of the School's researches. to the provision of 
systematic and integni.ted training of performers in Music. Dance apd Drama. and 
provide an outlet for creative work and the dissemination of knowledge of the arts. 
through its extension and vacation programmes. as well as regular full-time course. 

It would be impossible for the School10 begin to meet these obligations in full if it 
were to operate in isolation from the Institute of African Studies and society at large. 
For it is vital for the School. in the development of its courses and the conduct of its 
outreach programmes. to be able to call upon the research product of the Institute . 
in the area of art and culture. 

Equally. the School cannot develop programmes or train authentic performers of 
our Music . Dance and Drama unless it reaches out for interaction with traditional 
performers and local audiences. 

Achievements 
The School of Performing Arts . the only institution ofits kind in Sub-Saharan Africa. 
that combines the three disciplines of Drama. Music and Dance in the training of 
Middle and Management level manpower needs of several establishments in Ghana 
and. indeed. internationally. continues to play that role among other obligations and 
commitments: The Ghana Education Service (the largest beneficiary) . The National . 
Commission on Culture (with its numerous Centres for National Culture spread 
throughout the country. each requiring trained cultural and performing arts 
experts). our Universities (where over ninety percent of the teaching staff of the 
School are alumni ofthe School of Performing Arts). The National Theatre of Ghana. 
G.B.C. (T.V. and RadiO Programmes Producers and Directors). the numerous F.M. 
Stations. Video Film Production Outfits. Professional and Amateur Performance 
Groups and . not the least. Universities in Africa. Europe. America. Canada. Japan. 
Korea. and other Far Eastern countries. 

Through its productions and outreach programmes. the School continued with its 
enrichment · of the cultural life of the University and surrounding cO{l1munities. 
During the last academic year alone. for example. there were lO major play 
productions . 24 one-acts. several MUSicals and Choreographed dances by students 
and staff that attracted and educated as well as entertained many audiences.in and 
around Legon. In addition . literature workshops were organized for students of 2nd 
Cycle institutions in several Regions in Ghana; also. through its Theatre for 
Extension Communication. and Drama in Education practical programmes. 
communities as far away as Upper East. Brong-Ahafo . Volta Region. Eastern. and 
local J .S .S , schools . were exposed to the benefits of environmental cleanliness. 
population controL avoidance of teenage pregnancy. etc. Even in Accra. 
establishments like the Bank of Ghana. Ghana Telecom. Cocobod. Electoral 
Commission etc. were direct beneficiaries of effective communication of their 
objectives through drama. music and dance presentations. 
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Equipment Needs: 
The School depends on lighting. sound. and video equipment for teaching. research. 
productions. and Outreach programmes. For several years now the old existing 
equipment have gradually deteriorated with constant use. with most of them now 
rendered useless or ineffective. 

Video Equipment for Professional Quality Recording & Editing: This will enable 
the School of Performing Arts to begin a serious programme of documenting several 
of its performances and major productions. Properly organized. this should 
eventually be'come a major library collection as well as an important source of 

,income for the School. A fully equipped video-audio documentation unit is now an 
indispensable requirement for instruction in the performing arts. It will service not 
only the School but also other academic departments of the University. Our target 
several years ago to put all the basic eqUipment in place has been long overdue. A 
complete Audio-Visual Library is also required, This project is partly dependent on 
the completion of at least the second phase of the new buildings for the School. 

A Computer System: for effiCient and fast preparation of sCripts and other 
frequently used documents. and also for Musical Analysis. an important new area 
of research. 

Lighting Equipment: A computerized memory lighting control; a lighting control 
board with 24 or more channels; a portable intercom for communication between 
the backstage and the lighting booth; slide projectors; cables. etc. 

Musical Equipment: 3 Grand Pianos. 

Costumes: sewing machines; make-up kits; mannequins for drapery. 
Tools for Set Design & Construction. 
A Good Quality Public Address & Amplification System. 

Transportation 
The School has one overaged 45-Seater Neoplan Bus for movement of production 
personnel. But the bus is not suited to the movement of eqUipment and is too big 
to be used for organizational work. BeSides. it breaks down ever so often and is thus 
unreliable. A new bus. an open truck and a Land Cruiser are needed to facilitate 
movement of performers. props and equipment and fororganizationalj adininistrativ~ 
work. 

DEPARTMENT OF THEATRE ARTS 

General Overview 
The Department is proud of its past ~chievements and future promise. The courses 
designed for students allow for specialization in key areas of Theatre. This 
specialization allows the full resources of the department - faculty production and 
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facilities - to be geared toward the development of the professional theatre artist. 
Course work includes classes emphasizing development of personal aesthetics in 
ensemble creation. Our training explores the performer's full arsenal: Voice, Mind, 
Body and Heart. It examines the range of alternative methods of experimentation 
and experience, and emphasizes successful transition into the professional theatre.

. M.Phil programmes is based on examination, interview and academic achievement.

There are 484 unqergraduate students in BA, 
BFA and BMus. and 161 students altogether in the Diploma programmes.

Courses in MusiC of Africa (Theory and Practicals) continue to attract an increasing 
number of international students (Visiting/Special/Exchange) under the University 
of Ghana linkage programmes. This year there are a total of 55 exchange students. 
The Department will continue to improve the quality of instruction in both academic 
and practical development of skills. It aims to define key areas of speCialization 
deSignated as follows:

The Department is equipped with a few computers with some music 'applications 
installed on them to enable students to interactfreelywith some of the "cutting edge" 
technology in music application. So far students' interest in this new area of the 
Department's programme has been over-whelming. The computer laboratory has 
become the main resource and nerve center for the Department. Staff and Students 
are now able to transcribe, compose, orchestrate, arrange and print their works as 
well as record music using resources available for studio sound processing. We no 
doubt need some funding to maintain and improve the available facilities. 

This year there have been four major Departmental performances scheduled. "The 
Diary of Adam and Eve" a Musical comedy directed jointly by Dr. Willie Anku and 
Professor Martin Owusu was performed early in the first semester. The Music to the 
production was composed by Dr Anku with students of the three Departments 
namely, Music, Dance and Theatre Arts. A three-day Festival of Music, which 
included Students' showcase, the first ever Graduate Recital and the Department's 
traditional Christmas Concert are some ofthe highlights of the first semester 2002. 

The Department takes tremendous pride in providing musical support at several 
University ceremonies, (the Congregation, Matriculation, Awards ceremonies, and 
University Athletic programmes etc). Off-campus, individual students continue to 
provide music leadership in the communities and in Churches around the Accra 
metropolis and beyond. 

Workshop 
The Goethe Institut, Accra, in conjunction with this Department organised a week­
long Electro-acoustic music workshop. This event brought a renowned German Jazz 
vocalist Michael Sheifel to interact with students of the department in the use of 
electro-acoustic devices in composition and performance. The main idea of the 
workshop was to help students break away from convention and allow their 
imagination to break new grounds in 'composition. This event culminated in a 
concert of student works at the Goethe Institut in Accra. I 

Visiting Hanover Faculty and Students 
We were joined by 16 students and a member of faculty from Hanover University in 
Germany from the 3rd to 17th of September on a feasibility studies. Students from 
Hanover had the opportunity to experience African music at first hand through 
participation in various events along-side students of the Music Department. This 
exercise was intended to pave the way for an exchange programme between Hanover 
and Legon in the coming years. The German group was led by Dr'. Raymond Vogels. 
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Drum Villne 
The Department has raised an amount of twenty million cedis (¢ 20,000,000) 
towards the first phase of a project to provide . extra space, particularly for the 
teaching of African instruments, since it hosts a considerable number of foreign 
students in addition to our local students in this area. We are working closely with 
the University's Development office to commence work on this project this year. The 
Department will continue its fund-raising effort to achieve this dream. 

Keyboard Laboratory 
Every semester the Department pays a good portion of its meager Academic User 
Fees to maintaining its few remaining very old and weather sensitive acoustic 
pianos. It is time to begin to look ahead to providing cost effective and technologically 
effiCient digital pianos fitted with headphones. This will enable as many as 15 to 20 
pianos to be located in the same room which also means that 15 to 20 students 
would have access to practise at the same time in one room. This arrangement would 
greatly solve part of our problem of providing individual practice rooms for the 
various instruments. 

Donations to the Department 
Following Michael Sheifel's visit to the Department. the German Embassy in 
collaboration with the Goethe Institut donated an electronic device called a "loop" 
or digital delay machine, to the Department. We hope this device will assist students 
to enhance their ideas of composition. A fitting gift ceremony is planned for later this 
year. 
We are most grateful to the Goethe InstitutAccra and the German Embassy for their 
donation. 

Staffing Position 
The academic staff strength stands at 16. There are 8 full-time, 2 part-time faculty 
members, 2 Instructors and 2 staff on post-retirement contract. These include 1 
Professor, 4 Senior Lecturers, 4 Lecturers, 3 Tutors. Mr. T. E. Andoh, a Lecturer, is 
on a 5 year part-time study leave, while Mrs. Dina Mpereh has taken 1 year's study

ABIBIGROMMA THEATRE COMPANY 

Abibigromma Theatre Company, the Resident Theatre Company of the School of 
Performing Arts, University of Ghana, Legon, was privileged to be invited by 
Parliament to perform a play, "Midnight Hotel" by Femi Osofisan, as part of activities 
marking Parliamentary Week at the National Theatre in January, 2002. Abibigromma 
performed Ritua l Murder and Aj amutukale, both by Nii Kwei Sowah, and Femi 
Osofisan's Midnight Hotel. Also included in the program were some musicals. The 
progra m was well attended, and saw the Rt. Hon Speaker of Parliament, The 
Majority Lea der, the Clerk of Parliament, some Members of Parliament, members of 
the DiplomatiC Corps and some Ministers of State at the event. 

The group concluded a m.eaningful educational tour of selected second cycle schools 
in the Eastern and Greater-Accra Regions, with the play, The Marriage of Anansewa 
by Efua Sutherland. The tours sought to guide and prepare students of these 
schools in English and English Literature for the S.S.C.E. in June and July 2002, 
and drew appreciation from the heads, teachers and students of these schools. 

Abibigromma was once again privileged to be appOinted as the OffiCial Cultural 
Group for the XVII Commonwealth games which was held in Manchester. The group 
was to assist the Ghana Olympic Committee in their activities to launch their 
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sponsorship program, both at home and in Manchester for the contingent and also 
to portray our Ghanaian culture as the games encompass not only sports but 
cultu ral exchanges as well. However, the group could not make it to Manchester due 
to a few lapses on the part of the organisers. 

PLAN International, a humanitarian child-centred development organisation, held 
a 3 day international conference at the Volta Hotel in June this year. Abibigromma 
was invited to perform Drama, Music and Dance for the partiCipants 

Currently, the group is feverishly preparing to put up it's last production for the year, . 
"Our Husband has gone Mad Again" by ala Rotimi, at the Efua Sutherland Drama 
Studio from the 4th to the 6th of December, 2002. Meanwhile, there are a number 
of outside campus engagements to honour before the end of the year'. 

Development Programmes 
Abibigromma is currently facing the problem of a place of rehearsal as the group has 
to share the ETS Drama Studio with Lecturers, students and groups or individuals 
who hire the space for one thing or another. So as part of measures to find a partial 
solution to the problem, Abibigromma has been given a temporary space at the 
Estates Department of the University, and are currently developing it t.o be used as 
an alternative rehearsal place. Abibigromma appeals to the University Authorities 
to help complete the development of the place. The group is also appealing to the 
University to help it acqUire office eqUipment such as a computer with internet 
facilities and a photocopier. These items will go a long way to help Abibigromma in 
its international exploration. 

Programme for Year 2003 
For the coming year a number of productions and activities has been planned. The 
group hopes to put up a number of plays, including, Martin Owusu's 'The Story 
Ananse Told", Ama Atta Aidoo's "Anowa", and ala Rotimi's "Midnight" . The gro~p 

. will be 20 years old and plans are going on for this anniversary. It will be marked 
alongSide the group's bi-annual Theatre Festival dubbed "Abibigro" , which is to be 
held at the Efua Sutherland Drama Studio. 

Also coming up will be some new musicals including an atenteben (flute) ensemble 
to be accompanied by dances under the supervision of Mrs. Margaret Cudjoe to be 
staged at the ETS Drama Studio in November, 2003. 

Abibigromma has not performed an opera before. It is anticipated that the Artistic 
Director, Mr. T.E. ,Andoh, who is also a lecturer in Music, will direct an Opera and 
a musical piece to be produced in either November or December 2003. 

In between the crowded schedules, the group would accept invitations to perform 
at state functions, or for private companies to enable the group earn revenue for the 
University. Already some invitations have been received from some state institutions 
and private corporate bodies to perform for them. Abibigromma is feverishly working 
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on these invitations. 

Also, the Educational Tours will be pursued this year, to give live performances of 
the set text for both English Language and Literature. The group hopes to add one 
or two more set texts. It is Abibigromma's belief that these tours will go a long way 
to help students of the Second Cycle Schools understand the text for both English 
and Literature. 

INTERNATIONAL CENTRE FOR AFRICAN MUSIC AND DANCE 

overview 
The Centre was formally established at the University of Ghana in the 1992-93 
academic year with the assistance of the Rockefeller Foundation, the Ford Foundation, 
and Swedish International Development Authority (SIDA) to serve as: 
• a focus for the development of materials and programmes in Mrican MusiC 

and Dance that meet the needs of scholars, research students, and creative 
artists; 

• a Clearing House for information on events, artists, scholars and institutions 
concerned with the study and promotion of Mrican MUSic and Dance; 

• a forum for international meetings, conferences, seminars, workshops, and 
special events in music and dance. 

The Centre operates as a unit within the School of Performing Arts where visiting 
scholars and artists can interact with students and staff in their areas of research 
and creative interest and avail themselves of the classes and private lessons in 
Mrican music and dance given by the traditional musicians and dance instructors 
of the School. 

Staff 
Dr. Asante Darkwa is the Acting Director and Emeritus Professor J.H. Kwabena 
Nketia who established the Centre now serves as a Consultant. 

Local Secretariats and Chapters 
Formal approval has been given by a number of selected Universities and Institutes 
in other parts of Mrica for ICAMD Secretariats and Chapters to be set up within their 
Departments of Music. These Secretariats and Chapters are intended to serve as 
the outposts for the coordination of programmes with scholars and artists in the 
West, East and Southern Mrica regions. Support for the administrative, secretarial 
and communication needs of these units is therefore beipg requested from the Ford 
Foundation. 

The units that are ready for support include University ofTranskei, Umtata, (South 
Mrica), Maseno University, Maseno (Kenya), Makerere University, Kampala (Uganda), 
University of Ibadan, Ibadan (Nigeria), Institute National Superieus des Arts et de 
l' Action Culturelle, Abidjan (Cote d 'Ivoire). 
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Equipment 
The Centre now has facilities for recording on digital audio tape and audio cassettes 
as well as a turnable (45 and 33). Others are a CD player, equipment for dubbing 
reel to reel tapes, video and video cassettes, public address system (for conferences), 
a mixer, 8 Computers (in the office of the Director, Administrative Office, Secretary's 
Office , Publication Unit, Documentation Unit (CAN), Library and Audio-Visual 
Archive, and 5 Macintosh Power Books (Laptops) purchased primarily for the use 
of Fellows-in-residence and visiting scholars, a laser printer and 2 Epson Printers 
in the Secretary's Office and Documentation Unit's Office. It also has an HP Scanner 
and Duoscan AGFA Scanner. Others are a compact disc (CD-RW) writer/burner, 
a data cartridge storage facility, a compaq projector, digital video camera and 
accessories , a digital video player and multi-faceted still camera. Donations made 
to the Centre by Visiting Scholars include a still camera, portable cassette recorders 
and accessories. 

Library and Audio-Visual Archive 
The holdings of ICAMD Library and Audio-Visual Archive have considerably 
expanded through direct purchases oflocal print and audio-visual materials as well 
as others acquired by the former Director during his trips to South Africa, Europe 
and the U.S. The library stocks important books on African culture, African music 
and dance, and books on other cultures. It has copies of dissertations, theses, long , 
essays and very rare documents that cannot be found in Europe and America. The 
Library also has boo~s on Western Music, Drama and Theatre Studies. 

The audio-visual archive, which is the backbone of the Centre, hQlds over 11,500 
audio cassettes, of which about 600 are field recordings by researchers , staff of the 
Centre and graduate students , as well as recordings of conferences, seminars and 
workshops organised by the Centre. There are 200 compact discs (CDs), 100 digital 
audio tape (DAT) recordings , 350 (VHS and Hi-Fi) video cassettes, 180 mini digital 
video cassettes and 500 coloured slides. Video interviews of 21 popular music 
artistes and 13 Gospel Singers have been made as part of the ongoing CAN project 
on MUSiC Makers. 

The Culture African Network (CAN) is a non-profit Pan-African cultural project set 
up with funding from the Ford Foundation to establish a multi-media network for 
African Arts and Culture on a continental scale. There are seven core centres 
selected for the network and Ghana is one of the selected countries. The others are 
South Africa, Mozambique, Kenya, Ethiopia, Sudan, and Mali. The CAN Centre in 
Ghana is based at the International Centre for African Music and Dance, University 
of Ghana, Legon 

Donations 
Donations of books, back issues of journals and periodicals, compact discs (CDs), 
audio cassettes and video recordings of field work in Ghana, were received from 
various individuals, organisations and institutions. By far the most extensive was 
about 200 books from the University of Michigan , Ann Arbor, U.S.A. This collection 
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includes music books on History of Western Music. Theory and Composition. Music 
Scores, Journals and Periodicals. 

Core Activities of the Centre 

The Documentation Unit 
The unit undertook the documentation of a few events such as the traditional dance 
forms and festivals of the Upper East and Upper West Regions in Ghana. the music 
a nd da nce forms of Afa system of divination, and Akpalu songs of An 10 Ewes of the 
Volta Region . 

A website , "African Traditional Popular and Art Music" has been designed by Dr. P. 
Za ba na Kongo, a Senior Fellow of the Centre, to enable research scholars, 
composers a nd s tudents a ccess ICAMD's archival h01dings. Theses holdings 
include a udio-visual materials -tapes, quicktime files, videos, books, dissertations/ 
theses, etc. 

This obj ective has been extended to monitoring the Centre's activities and events 
(conferences, meetings, festivals, and concerts) as well as current research both in 
cultura l a nd theoretical a rea s . Web pages n ave also been designed to provide 
mus ical ma teria l to be accessed by the youth. 

Memorial Lectures 
On e of the m ajor events of the Centre is the Dr. Ephraim Amu Memorial Lecture 
organised locally in Ma rch every year a t the Na tional Theatre. Last year's Amu 
Memoria l Lecture was delivered by Emeritus Professor Kwesi Dickson under the 
tiUle of "Mus ic in Worship : Aid or Hindrance". 

Fellowship Programmes 
ICAMD has given two fellowship awards to young Ghanaian scholars who are 
purs uing gradua te studies a t the Institute of African Studies, Legon. All the 
cxpa tlia te Fellows of the Centre h ave completed their studies in Music and Dance 
except one who has presented his dissertation for assessment and waiting for the 
results a nd d efence. 

International Cooperation 
Working rela tions h ave been establish ed with a number of international bodies and 
institutions such as th e International Music Council (UNESCO) for whom the 
Centre serves as a regiona l secretaria t, University of Michigan, Ann Abor, and 
Swa rthmore College , where the Centre is developing a joint dance archive and 
exch a nge programme tha t a llows for short term training in cataloguing, video 
editing, etc. to be arranged from time to time for ICAMD technical staff. 

The Centre has sought further training and on-the-job experience in collaborative 
proj ects with the Colombia College of Chicago's Centre for Black Music Research 
(CBMR) , for whom the technical staff of the Centre serve as editors on Africa for their 
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website. ICAMD is developing ajoint website with the Archive of Traditional Music 
at Indiana University. Bloomington USA. 

Publications jProductions 
ICAMD has published some music books. and teaching manuals and produced 
audio cassette albums and CDs on African Music. These include: .

ICAMD hosted two international conferences last year. sponsored by UNESCO. The 
first was the International Music Council (IMC) conference on "The Revival of the 
African Music Rostrum" held at the School of Graduate Studies. Legon . from 
March 9-10. 2002. The second was on "Disseminating Our Musical Heritage: Local 
and Sub-Regional Participation in Culture Africa Network (CAN) Project" . also held 
at the School of Graduate Studies. Legon. from March 22-23. 2002. 

The Efua T. Sutherland Drama Studio 
The Efua T . Sutherland Drama Studio. appropriately named after its founder who. 
in 1961. built it with support from the Rockefeller Foundation. was commissioned 
by Osagyefo Dr. Kwame Nkrumah. the first President of Ghana. It was meant to 
provide a facility for experimentation in theatrical creativity. training of theatre 
artists and students in such areas as playwriting. directing. acting. and design. as 
well as offer the best in productions. 

The E .T.S . Drama Studio has served the University community as the focal point for 
theatrical activity even as it continues to play its core role as a training and 
showcaSing facility for the School of Performing arts. 

Its unique design. modeled after the traditional Ghanaian "courtyard" household. 
has a multi-purpose application. It has a proscenium (or picture-frame) stage. 
theatre-in -the-round (or arena theatre). and an end -stage. The main problem is that 
during the rainy season. productions are sometimes adversely affected. However. 
this has been negligible in the past. It is hoped that when a new complex is put in 
place. the pressure on the studio will be eased somewhat. 
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INSTITUTES 

INSTITUTE OF ADULT EDUCATION 

Overview 
The Institute strove to focus on its three-fold mission - Teaching, Research 
and Extension in spite of huge finanCial and logistic constraints. 

Staffing 
Twenty-two Senior Members made up of twenty teaching staff, a Senior 
Assistant Registrar and an Assistant Accountant are at post. Four of the teaching 
staff are on post-retirement contract.

Mature Students Selection Examination 
The External Degree Centre continues to conduct selection examinations for full­
time or part-time applicants above the age of thirty years who lack the basic entry 
reqUirements but show the ability to study at the University. This year applicants 
were selected through a series of €xaminations for Programmes run on campus. . 
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Access Course 
The access course is an annual programme by both Accra and Kumasi Workers' 
Colleges to prepare candidates for the Mature Students' Selection exercise. The 
programme which is organised usually for five weeks covers four broad areas 
including English Language. Critical Analysis. Logic and Quantitative Methods. 

In the year 2001. a total of 391 candidates registered for the Access Course: 

Non-Formal Programme (Accra Workers' College) 
The Institute of Adult Education of the University. through the Accra Workers' 
~ollege which is responsible for university-based adult education in the Greater 
Accra Region proposes to la~nch a Sustainable Community Development Programme 
(SCDP) in the Ga District. 

The Sustainable Community Development Programme (SCDP) aims at promoting 
sustainable development at the grassroots level through capacity building exercises 
and empowerment of the people. 

Goals and Objectives 
The goal of the programme. set within the framework of community development is 
based on the long term vision of poverty reduction through increased agricultural 
production . income generating activities and capacity building of the local actors. 

In the light ofthe above. the main aim of the programme is to promote a process of 
sustainable people-centred development through community education. 
The specific objectives of the programmes are: 

i. To empower the inhabitants of the target villages to identify their problems. 
formulate and implement programmes to solve those problems; , 

ii. To build and strengthen local institutions at the grassroots level through 
community-based Organisations (CBOs); 

iii. To enhance the capacity of members of the target villages to effectively and 
efficiently manage their resources for their economic and social development. 

Strategy , 
Field tripS were organised by the Non-Formal Unit of the College to two villages. 
Mayera and Katapor to ascertain the development needs of the communities. Focus 
group discussions were also organised for community leaders. the youth. men and 
women. 

The College will plan and implement various activities under three entry points: 

1. Environmental Management 
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Formation of community-based organisations or groups; 
Promotion of environmental awareness and education. 



2. Economic Development 
Formation of community-based organisations or group; 
Enhancement of local production systems; 
Establishment of market linkages and market information systems; 
Promotion of credit mobilisation and micro-enterprise development 
for the youth, men and women groups. 

3. Social Development 
Promotion of education through functional literacy classes; 
HN / AIDS prevention through community peer education programme; 
Raising awareness about adolescent reproductive and sexual health 
and rights of men, women and the youth; 
Promotion of strategies to control malnutrition among children; 
Promotion of good sources of water for the target communities. 

Other Academic/Professional Programmes 
Some of the regional centres continued to run the Senior Secondary School 
programme and remedial classes for failed SSSCE candidates, especially at Kumasi, 
Wa, Sekondi/Takoradi and Cape Coast. 

This programme continues to enjoy very good patronage, especially from workers 
who missed the chance of attending regular Senior Secondary Schools in their teen 
years. Also professional courses such as the Diploma in Business Studies and 
accountancy are catching on well especially in the northern sector. 

The Awudome Residential Adult College is now set to begin short courses for 
professionals in area such as Programme Planning, Monitoring and Evaluation; 
Guidance and Counselling for personnel managers etc, and Communication ~kills. 

Distance Education 
The two-year diploma programme in Youth in Development Work which was started 
last year has entered its final year and the students will complete the programme 
in June 2003. Face-to-face tutorials are held every six weeks for the learners and 
average attendance has been very good. A formative assessment of performance by 
the External Moderator has been very positive and lessons learned have been useful 
and will be relevant when the degree programme is launched. 

The Distance Education Unit, however faces a few nagging problems that have 
delayed the launching of its own programme. First, it has been realised that the 
courses on offer are not demand driven. Secondly, Departments contracted to write 
the courses have failed to deliver or are rather too slow and thirdly the absence oC 
editor for its works, especially an editor who can put the courses into the distance 
learning mode. 
In spite of these setbacks, most Level 100 courses in English, Sociology, Study of 

Religions and Political Science that are required for the launch of a degree 
programme through distance education have been developed. The courses are 
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being edited for printing to enable the programme to be launched later this academic 
year.

The Publications Unit, which is 
supposed to be the hub of the Institute's publishing activities, has not got a single 
machine for use. 

While student numbers have been increasing in leaps and bounds over the past few 
years, the overstretched facilities are fast deteriorating. Massive support is needed 
to enable the Institute stand on it's feet.

As part of the 40th Anniversary Celebrations of the Institute, a Night Market and 
Story Telling programme was organised also on experimental basis. The programme 
was designed to re-introduce the public, especially the young, to traditional foods 
and forms of entertainment.

The Ghana Dance Ensemble (GDE) continued to enrich the cultural life of the 
University campus by playing important roles in the Institute's programmes as well 
as the University's major programmes during congregation. inaugural lectures. 
welcoming parties, funerals and exhibitions. 

There were many public performances and workshops for companies and the 
general public during the 2001/2002 academic year. There were special evening 
performances at dinners (local and state) and especiaUy at the Institute's chalets. 
The 2001/2002 season included free informal performances for visitors to this 
campus and country. friends of the Ghana Dance Ensemble and the Institute. 

The GDE also continued to play their academic role by teaching the Level 200 African 
Studies Programme of the University. The programme provided a broad spectrum 
oflecture topiCS. traditional and choreographic dances. It also provided workshops 
for local and foreign scholars as well as visitors. 

I.A.S New Building Project 
Though not fully completed, the lAS New building was opened by Oyeernan Nana 
Wereko Am pem II. Chancellor of the University of Ghana. on the 30th of September. 
2002. 

I.A.S Chalets 
As part of its income generating activities to supplement government funds. the 
Institute continued to operate the facility on commercial basis. The facility was also 
used to run a number of programmes for both local and foreign clientele. 

Manhyia Archives 
The basic function of Manhyia Archives namely accessioning, preserving. describing 
and making available for the public and researchers those records of the Kumasi 
Traditional Council, former Kumasi Clan Courts and Asanteman Council and their 
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predecessors that have sufficient historical or other value to warrant their continued 
preservation were vigorously pursued durtngthe period under review. The automation 
of O\lr finding aids is in p rogress. 

External Linkages 
During the year under review. the In stitute of African Studies con tin ued its 
programme oflinkages with ou tside organisations and insti tutions. The most active 
ones being the School ofInternational Training. and the relationship with the Ghana 
Institute of Linguistics. Literacy and Bible Translation (GILLBT) . 

Museum Services 
The museum continued to provide services to the University community and visitors 
to the Institute in particular and University as a whole. These entailed regular 
m aintenance of the museum gallery with regards to cleaning and maintenance of 
the collection and conducting visitors round the exhibition hall. 

Chieftaincy, Governance And Development Programme 
The second phase of the project took off in September 2001. As part of the 
programme. the project embarked on the collection of stool/ skin histories. ,organlsed 
capacity building workshops for paramount chiefs from the Greater Accra. Eastern. 
Wes tern and Volta Regions . Computer training session 'was also organised for 
selected secretaries from the Regional Houses of Chiefs. To address the problems 
of documenting records at the various Houses of Chiefs . the project donated 
computers and a ccessories to the National. Ashanti. Eastern . Greater Accra. Volta 
and Western Regional Houses of Chiefs. There are plans to provide the remaining 
h ou ses of chiefs with computers, To achieve its aim of institutionalisation. the 
p roj ect through its working group has introduced new courses in some departments 
of the University of Ghana. These departments include History. Religion. Sociology. 
an d Political Science. Meanwhile. the Institute continued to offer courses at Level 
200 for students. To put the project on the international scene. preparations began 
for an international conference on Chieftaincy in Africa; Culture. Governance and 
Development. 

REGIONAL INSTITUTE FOR POPULATION STUDIES 

Overview 
The Regional Institute for Population Studies (RIPS) was established following an 
agreement between the United Nations and the Government of Ghana in 1972. The 
objectives include the provision of graduate training an d research in Demography 
for some 20 Anglophone countries in sub-Saharan Africa, In addition. RIPS 
compiles and disseminates demographic information and in addition. provides 
a dviSOry and consultancy services to member countries. 

Although the Institute offers training mainly to students from English-speaking 
African countries. at the M.A.. M.Phil.. and Ph.D levels. a few other students from 
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countries such as Egypt, Mozambique, Germany and Papua New Guinea have been 
trained from the Institute. The Institute therefore makes significant contribution 
to the enhancement and development of the human resource base in the area of 
population studies in Africa. 

The Institute is currently going through financial problems following the UNFPA 
withdrawal of direct funding to the Institute. The United Nations Economic 
Commission for Africa (UNECA) also withdrew from the Institute in 2000 as 
Chairman ofthe Institute's Governing Council. Since then, the Governing Council 
has not met. 

This situation, coupled with the continued non-payment of member states' financial 
contributions to the Institute, has resulted in a situation where the whole burden 
of running the Institute has fallen entirely on the Government of Ghana and the 
University of Ghana. This has contributed to reduction of $tudent intake at the 
Institute in recent times. 

It is therefore suggested that the Government of Ghana should take over the 
Institute, make it a National Institute of Demographic teaching and research serving 
the same purpose as it is today but with the training and research courses 
reconstructed to meet emerging socio-demographic problems and needs of not only 
Ghana but Africa as a whole. 

Admissions 
Ten (10) students were admitted for the M.A. in Population Studies during the year. 
They were made up of Eight (8) from Ghana (six males and two females) ; Two (2) 
foreign students -all females . All candidates who gained admission to the Institute 
s uccessfully passed the M.A. in Population Studies examinations and were 
subsequently awarded their degrees by the University of Ghana. In spite of the 
constraints, the Institute continues to offer courses in M.A., M.Phil. , and Ph.D in 
Population Studies for students from Ghana and elsewhere in Africa. 

At the moment, one M.Phil. candidate is about to complete his research at the 
Institute. Another PhD candidate on part-time is also close to completing his 
research. 

Student Research 
The M.A. students, each year, conduct a demographic sample survey at a selected 
location in the country as part of the training programme for M.A. in Population 
Studies. The survey is intended to provide relevant practical training in demographic 
data collection for the students as well as increase the demographic data base of the 
Institute for research. The year's research training programme was conducted at 
Ahwerase, Akwapim in the Eastern Region, during 7-21 April 2002. The main 
subject of investigation in the survey was Health Seeking Behaviours. 

In addition to the class research work, each of the 10 M.A. students conducted 
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research into a population problem in his/her country using secondary data. The 
results of the students' investigation were presented in a research seminar held at 
the Institute during 11-12 September 2002 as part ofthe requirements for the award 
of M.A. (Population Studies) at RIPS. 

Staff Position 
There are Five (5) academic staff currently at post. two (2) of whom are on post­
retirement contract. Another staff member is. however. on a two-year leave of 
absence and is scheduled to return on October 1. 2003. The Institute thus: 
continues to rely on part-time lecturers. mainly from the University of Ghana, to 
support its teaching programme.

NOGUCHI MEMORIAL INSTITUTE FOR MEDICAL RESEARCH 

Overview 
The long-standing collaboration between the Institute and Japan International Co­
operation Agency (JICA) has continued. The current five-year Technical ' Co­
operation Agreement (known as the Infectious Diseases Project) with Japanese 
partners now in its fourth year has been of tremendous help to the Institute. The 
Agreement enabled the Institute to continue to research into HIV / AIDS. Tuberculosis. 
EPI diseases. Viral Haemorrhagic fevers and Laboratory Animals. Under the 
agreement. some staff have benefited from counterpart training in Japan. 

As part of the staff development programme of the Institute a number of staff 
obtained Fellowships/Scholarships to pursue either MSc/PhD programmes abroad. 
Two other staff successfully completed their Ph.D programmes. Three Senior 
Members were promoted to the position of Associate Professors. 

The Institute continued to assist in the training of Science Students at the graduate 
level. MPhil Science students from the Faculty of Science were allowed to do their 
research projects in the laborat0ries of the Institute under the supervision of 
Research Fellows ofthe Institute. Currently eight Ph.D students are being supervised 
by Fellows in the Institute. 

New Research Projects initiated during the year under review included the Global 
Parasitic Control Initiative (Hashimoto Initiative). Randomised Controlled Trial of 
SAVVY and HIV in Ghana. Discussions for the implementation of the Maternal 
Mortality Porgramme Assessment (IMMPACT) was also concluded in the year under 
review. The Units which conduct research and projects of the Institute include: 
ParaSitology. Immunology. Clinical Pathology and Haematology. Electron Microscopy 
and Histopathology. Epidemiology. Virology. Bacteriology. Nutrition and Laboratory 
Animals. . , 

The main development projects in progress include the construction of a building 
to house two liqUid Nitrogen Plants donated byWHO and JICA. Currently the Taysec 
building is being converted into staff canteen and the Kajima building into a 
laboratory centre . 

Students from sister Universities and Second Cycle Institutions as well as Organised 
groups and individuals visited the Institute. Notable among them was Professor 
Kenji Honda through whose vision and initiative led to the establishment of this 
Institute . 

During the year under review. the Noguchi Memorial Institute for Medical Research 
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continued to enjoy rese/arch collaborations especially with foreign donors, thus 
minimising the effect of inadequate government subvention on research work. 

. Collaboration with the Ghana Health Service improved tremendously and this 
resulted in the training of health personnel in Tuberculosis (TB) microscopy as well 
as training in Quality Assurance programmes in Tuberculosis (TB) microscopy and 
HN screening. 

The Institu te obtained financial support from the National Institutes of Health (NIH), 
USA to support research into malaria and vaccine trials. Substantial support was 
also received from World Health Organization (WHO), Wellcome Trust and the 
European Union.

LEGON CENTRE FOR INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS (LECIA) 

Overview 
The period under review was a particularly busy one for the Centre. This has been 
due mainly to (a) The extension ofthe MA to Ghana Armed Forces Command and 
Staff College, (b) The Special training programme organized for the Research 
Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and (c) The ' work with the 
Parlia~entary Committee on Foreign Affairs. 

Programmes 
In addition to the MA programmes, LECIA stepped up its programme for providing 
continuing education, through seminar and out-reach programmes, to Ghana's 
Foreign Service Officers (FSOs) CEPS, Immigration, Police and Military personnel 
and the Parliamentary Committee on Foreign Relations.
