. OPENING SESSION

o Address by the Chairman of the Council of Ministers

5. In his address, .the Chairman of Councnl and Honourable Minister for Forengn Affairs of
Nigeria, Ambassador Olugbenga Ayodele Ashiru, MFR, warmly welcomed the participants and
described 2011 as an encouraging year for ECOWAS’ integration, especially with respect to
political stablhty and democratic governance.

" 6. He also used the opportunity to convey his appreciation to the Ministers and delegations
. . present for their commitment to the objectives of our regional organization.
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7. He noted that the region and indeed most of the developing countries of Africa had been
experiencing economic stability insulated from the negative impact of world financial crisis, noting
however the draught and famine experienced by countries in the Horn of Africa. Nonetheless, he
said that West African sub-region StIl-Taces -8CoRONICT Ellgiigesmanifested-in-food-shortages,
high cost of energy, dearth of investment capital and low human capacity development. In view of

these realities, he stressed the need for a redoubling of efforts towards the realization_of the

~~objectives—behind programmes in agriculture, human resource development, infrastructural

development and renewable energy, such as solar power as a platform for our sustained growth
and development. He described ECOWAS programmes under the ECOWAS Agricultural Policy
(ECOWAP) and' the Comprehensive Africa Agricultural Development Programme (CAADP) as
exemplars in the pursuit of these objectives. .

8. fhe Chairman also stréssed the .need for the full implementation of the Protacol on Free
Movement of Persons, Goods, Services and the Right of Residence and Establishment as a
complement to the success of the regional integration project.

9. He further acknowledged the'important role being played by our development partners in the
attainment of the Community’s integration objectives and said that despite the financial crisis in the
developed world, we continue to enjoy the support of development partners He therefore called
for their continued engagement to achieve our objectives.

10. He concluded his address by reiterating Nigeria's commitment, as one of the founding fathers
of ECOWAS, to the organization and used the occasion to convey the commitment of His

" Excellency, Dr. Goodluck Ebele Jonathan, GCFR, President of the Federal Republic of Nigeria to

the ideals of the organization premised on the principles of the rule of law and good democratic
governance within the sub-region. ‘

« Address by the Presidéiit of the ECOWAS Commission

11. In his statement, the President of the ECOWAS Commission H.E. James Victor Gbeho noted
that the 67™ séssion of Council was taking place against the background of very disturbing
developments in the global economy, epitomised particularly by the on-going financial crisis in the
Eura Zone, the Region’s main trading partner and other advanced economies. of the world. He
commended members of the Council for their contribution to the growth of the regional economy
which maintained its robust growth of more than 6 percentage points despite the crises, attributing
this development. to the prudent macroeconomic management of our national economies and
favourable prices for the region’s raw materials. He wamed however that the regional economy
was still vuinerable to the global economic crises, suggesting that this was an opportune time to
adopt preventive measures as an appropriate response by the region to the crises. He noted that
countries in Southern and Eastern African Communities and elsewhere in Asia and the Americas
have already adopted similar measures, particularly those that will deepen the integration of their
markets in order to meet the new challenges and remain more competitive in the global market.

12. He underscored that this Session of Council is also critical for two reasons. First, it is the last
of the year 2011 which should set the agenda for stock-taking of our endeavours not only over the
last year and readjust.our goals for the coming year, but also to review the work of the first team of

' Commissioneérs since thie 2007 -transformation-inte-a-Commission.... In. this regard, he said that .

Council will be informed of the efforts being made by the Commission since the transformation to .
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implement the Decisions of Authority and Councul’s Recommendatlons aimed at realxsmg the goal
of an “ECOWAS of People”.

ltem 3: Presentation and Consideration of the 2011 Final Report of the President of the

ECOWAS Commission (Summary Report)

16.  The President of the ECOWAS Commission, His Excellency James Victor Gbeho, presented '
the 2011 Annual Report, faking stock of global and sub—reglonal development prospects in 2011, as
well as the status of |mplementatxon of the Community work programme.

17. It emerged from the presentation that global economic activity declined in 2011. By the
latest IMF projections, global economic growth would dechne falling to a rate of about 4% up to the

end of 2012 against the 5% rate in 2010.

18. " In"thaf context, ‘etbmmlc”actlwty*ln—West-Afne&wnll—suffer a-slight. decline in 2011. with a
growth rate ranging between 6% and 6.7% in Cote d'lvoire. The decline is due to the drastic fall in

5'.
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productidn in Céte d'lvoire, with a -5.8% growth, and a decline in Nigeria (6. 9% in 201.1. against
8.7% in 2010). Contraction or production at regional level in 2011 would be cushioned by the
extremely good performance of Ghana, with an economic growth rate estimated at 13.5%, making

the country one of the world's-best performing-economies:in-2011, ..

19.  Regarding the implementation of the Community Work Programme in 2011, the President
presented the status of implementation of all sector programmes, pointing out the significant
progress made in consolidating regional peace and security.

20. As far as macro-economic policy is concerned, efforts were sustained in pursuing the
coordination of economic and financial policies, implementing Road map activities for the
ECOWAS single currency, as well as the surveillance of the Member States’ economic
performance, statistical harmonization and formulation of the Community Development
Programme. In the same véin, considerable progress was recorded in private sector promotion,
particularly the creation of an ECOWAS Investment Market, and enhanced cooperation with China,

India and Brazil.

21.  Regarding the EPA, negotiations are still underway to take due account of the region’s
development objectlves Nonetheless, dlvergences still persist, particularly on:

e the Scope and duration of the liberalization of the West African Market;

e the Financing of the EPA Development Programme (EPADP);

e the Application of the Most-Favoured Nation (MFN) Clause; and

e the Application of the Non-execution Clause. '

22. In the case of trade liberalization, it is worth mentioning, among other things, the

- 'establishment of @ Trade Liberalization-Scheme (TLS)-Website.for promoting a smooth and easy

flow and availability of trade-related information. Furthermore, it was observed that there are some
obstacles to the application of the TLS.  In that regard, the Member States concerned were urged

- fo implement the scheme. Regarding the ECOWAS CET, considerable progress has been

achieved towards its finalization and ‘adoption in 2012."

23.  Onindustries and mines, it was noted that ECOWAS had validated the priority programmes of
the West African Common Industrial Policy, as well as the ECOWAS mineral resource development
policy. Similarly, the Commission continued the implementation of the ECOWAS Extractive Industries

Transparency Initiative (EITI).

24. Regarding free movement, actions have been undertaken in the framework of the
sensitization and training of stakeholders. The process for the adoption of a Schengen-type visa is
being finalized. Appropriate recommendations will be submitted to the next Summit of the Authority
of Heads of State and Government for the definitive implementation of the single visa in the
ECOWAS region.

25.  Concerning infrastructures, actions have been undertaken particularly on transport and transit
facilitation, arid the achievement of telecommunications and energy infrastructures. Construction work

~Tfor threejuxtaposed—border -posts—at-Seme- (Nigeria/Benin), Noepe (Ghana/Togo) and Malanville
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(Niger/Benin) amounting to over 37 million Euros is ongoing, ECOWAS also continued supporting
Guinea and Guinea Bissau as part of the emergency plan to solve their energy challenges.

26. - A$ regards A‘gm:ulture and-the~Env1renment—EbUW/-\b*1rﬁ§hzed~the -Tegional—agricultural
investment plan and policy instruments and supported the States in the development of national
agricultural investment plans. The process for moblhzmg funds for the implementation of the various

T investment plans is ongoing.

27.  Furthermore, the Commission . continued its efforts towards the .implementaﬁon of the
Convention on Climate Change, the ECOWAS Forestry Policy, as well as the development of a bio-
safety legal framework.

28. As concerns human development, the ECOWAS Commission developed a draft

_ humanitarian policy, an action plan and a draft humanitarian intervention mechanism. Efforts were

also made in the fight against drug trafficking, promotion of cultural and sporting activities, and the

implementation of the malaria eradication programme. ‘ :

29. Regarding peéace and security, tahgible _progress was recorded .in the region with the

holding of successful elections in 2011, and ECOWAS remained committed to the application of

. the Protocol on ‘Good-Governance. In that context, with support from the international Community,

it pursued its efforts to restore democratic governance, promote dialogue for national reconciliation,

and .supported Member States to conduct -democratic elections. The peace and security situation
however remains fragile in the region and deserves sustainable attention. ‘

- 30.  After setting out the outlook for 2012_. the Commission President thanked all the political
leaders for their continued support and urged them to continue supporting ECOWAS programmes with
_ aview to establishing : an mtegrated credlble and viable regxonal economic market.

31." The Report was adopted with suggestions -that future reports should highlight major
challenges encountered in the period and also reflect in greater detail work done on the question of
. youth in Member States

management team of Commissioners comes on board. It further instructed the Commission to
ensure that its decision on the recruitment is scrupulously adhered to.

that the Council of Ministers at its Sixty-fourth Ordinary Session approved a total budget of UA
181,313,384 for Community Institutions for the year 2011, an increase of 7% over the preceding
year, of which UA 152,384,772 _was to be funded from community levy, UA 5,200,000 from
contribution arrears, UA 250;000-surplus-funds-from-previeas-years,-UA-23;364;588-from donor
grants and UA 114,024 miscellaneous income. In summary, about 87% of the budget was
expected to be funded from the Community resources and 13% from donor funds. -

35. It was reported that for the period under review, total income recorded was UA 92,778,896
at the end of the first semester reg'istéring an achievement of 51% of budgeted income for the
year. Of the total incorme recorded as received for the pericd, Community Levy accounted for UA
84,352,784 constituting 91% of total receipts and representing 55% ‘of the community levy budget.
Out of the total levy received, UA 54,911,148 or 65% was disbursed to Community Institutions fo
finance their programmes and activities. No contribution arrears were received from Member
States during the period under review. Donor grants received amounted to, UA 8,384,754 or 36%
of the grants budgeted and miscellaneous income recorded stood at, UA 41,359. The rate of
income achieved for the period was positive in terms of the main source of income, the Community

Levy.

36. The Acting Financial Controller reported some challenges in the management of the
Community levy.-He-pointed--out -that the statement on levy assessments are grossly behind
schedule making it difficult to ascertain the levy balance due from Member States at the end of the
period. The report hoted that almost all the statements of: levy deposited into the community levy
bank accounts have been received in spite of delays from some Member States for example
Nigeria, which constitute 54% of the total levy receipts for the pericd. The report stated that
contrary to the Decision of the Authority A/DEC.4/01/05, Nigeria continues to restrict access to the
ECOWAS levy bank account at the Central Bank of Nigeria making it difficult for the Commission to
manage about 50% of the resources coming from the Community levy. He recommended that the
Council come up with a lastxng “solution to this recurring problem-which puts the main finance
resource of the Community at risk. Furthermore, he emphasized in his report the need to assess
and build the human and material capacity of the unit in the Commission responsible for the
management of the Community Levy funds. :

37. The Acting Financial Controller went on to reiterate recommendations contained in his
predecessor’s previous reports concerning the need to improve the mobilisation, budgeting and
accounting for donor funds. To this end, he urged all institutions to accelerate the implementation

. of plans geared towards i lmprovmg mobilisation and management of donor grants and assistance.

-38. On the Expendlture the report recorded UA 60,892,772 as committed for the period

January .to June 2011 representing 34% of the budget for the year. Programme expenditure
recorded was UA 36, 433, 027 or 60% of the total expenses committed, administrative expenditure
was UA 21,791,706 representing 36% of the total expenses committed and others UA 2,668,039.
The overall rates of budget and programme implementation improved considerably compared to
those of the same period of the preceding years, The performance per institution varied from 22%
to as high as 64%.The rate of implementation of the budget for administration of 40% was also
higher than that achieved under the programme budget of 33%. Programme to administrative
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39. The report highlighted a number of challenges faced by the institutions in programme
implementation and expenditure management, procurement, mission planning, delegation of

authority and staffing. - - --

40. On the staffing situation, it was reported that a total of ninety-eight. (98) staff were

-+ ———._appointed during the period under review, one (1) statutory appointee, twenty-eight (28)

professionals and sixty-nine (69) local staff. At the end of Jurie 2011-the-total -staff. strength in
ECOWAS institutions was nine hundred and seventy-nine (979) comprising twenty-one (21)
statutory appointees, three hundred and sixty-nine (369) professionals and five hundred and
eighty-nine (589) local staff. The total female staff is two hundred and sixty-two (262) representing
27% of total staff strength and a slight increase of 2% as compared to the previous year. Staff
expenditure of UA 21,991,032 was reported committed representing 39% of the staff expenditure
budget for the year and accounting for 36% of the total expenditure for the period.

41.  On the financial eituation the Acting Financial Controller reported that a total of UA 273.5
million was held in various bank accounts by the community institutions at the end of the period. Of
the total amount held UA 190.3 million was community funds and UA 83. 2 rillion donor funds

The Honourable Minister for Transport of Ghana and Chairman of the Meeting presented
the Report on the high level meeting of Transport Ministers and Chief Executive Officers (CEOs) of
Airlines on a viable Airline Industry in the ECOWAS Region whxch was held from 24" — 25"
October, 2011, in Accra, Ghana. The meeting was, _preceded by an Air Transport Experts’ meeting
. also held in Accra from 21%* -24" October 2011. He indicated that this meeting was in line with a
directive by the Thirty-sixth (36™) Ordinary Session of the Authority of Heads of State and
Government-held in Abuja on 22““ June, 2011.

He recalled that to this end the ECOWAS Commission had organised the 1* meeting in
_ Accra, Ghana which adopted an action plan. It was fol!owed by a second meeting which was held

in Lome, Togo.

The report highlighted the recommendations with regards to the Member States, the
ECOWAS_ Commission, and the Airlines of ECOWAS Member States.

by the MMC.

57. It urged West African Negotiators to immediately engage a dialogue at the political level
with their European counterparts, particularly the European Parliament and European countries,
with a view to finding lasting solutions to persistent differences, so as to maintain the good

relationship between Europe and West Africa.

58.  Taking into account the multiplicity of frade regimes between WA -and the EU, Council
requested the ECOWAS Commission to conduct a thorough study on the possible consequences
of a..non-coriclusion of the regional EPA negotiations before 2013 and consider appropriate
measures to be taken with a view to preserving the gains of the regional integration.

59. The ECOWAS Commissioner in charge of Macro-economic Policy presented the report of
the Meeting on the Utilization of the 10th EDF Regional Indicative Programme held in Brussels on
13 and 14 Decerﬁber 2011. The report presented the status of implementation of WA-RIP,
identified the challenges, and recommended possible solutions to accelerate implementation and

fund absorption by 2013, the programme end-date

MINDFUL of Article 74 of the said ECOWAS Treaty relating to the
Financial Regulations and Manual of Accounting Procedures of the
Community Institutions;

MINDFUL of Article 69 of the ECOWAS Treaty relating to the budgets
of Community Institutions;

CONSIDERING that the transformation of the Executive Secretariat
into a Commission, and the revision of the operational texts of
Community Institutions, including the Financial Regulations satisfy
the demands of modernizing the administrative, financial, and
accounting management of the Institutions;

BEARING IN MIND that the Financial Regulations of the Community
Institutions and their Manual of Procedures which have entered into
force and are being applied, are for the purpose of adopting

international best practices in administrative and financialn, =
management in the day-to-day operation of Community Institutio%/

,-.‘
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NOTING that, in the light of the fact that the Financial Regulation of
the Community Institutions and the related Manual of Procedures
have been in use since 2010, deadlines for the execution of
expenditures, the adoption of International Public Sector Accounting
Standards (IPSAS), and the consolidation of the budget and financial
statements of the Community institutions, as prescribed successively
in Articles 40, 71 and 72 of the Financial Regulation, are no longer
valid as a result of the re-organisation of some financial and internal
accounting systems;

NOTING FURTHER that, for the purpose of the operation of our
institutions, it has become a matter of necessity to set up a Resource
- Planning System (RPS) for the organization, with a view to helping
automate and increase programme execution capacity and other
financial and administrative management activities of the Community
[nstitutions.

AWARE of the need to review the Financial Regulations by
amending Articles 40, 71 and 72 to take due account of these new
demands;

DESIROUS to proceed on the amendment of these articles;

ON THE RECOMMENDATION of Tenth Administration and Finance
Committee meeting held in Abuja from 23 to 26 November 2011.

HEREBY ENACTS:

Article 1 : Amendments

Articles 40, 71 and 72 of the Financial Regulation of ECOWAS
Institutions are hereby amended as set out in the provisions of this
Regulation.
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Article 2 - New Article 40: Deadline for the execution of
expenditure operations

1. Other than staff expenditures, no commitments may be made
after 15 December of the year under review. Nonetheless, at
the end of the financial year, the Authorizing Officer shall have
a period of three (3) months within which to issue payment
vouchers for certified rights and services rendered during the
year elapsed.

2. In addition, the Head of Institution may, on the basis of a
decision of the Chairman of Council taken on the advice of the
Financial Controller, carry over available credits to the following
financial year for the payment of outstanding debis or to
continue implementation of the programmes approved by the
competent Authorities of the Community Institutions.

3. The opinion of the Financial Controller thus expressed shall be
based on relevant technical grounds.

Article 3: New Article 71: Adoption of International Public
Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS)

The IPSAS standards provided under Article 58 of the Financial
Regulations shall become effective from 1** January 2014.

Article 4: New Article 72: Consolidation of Community Budget
and Financial Statements .

The  consolidation of the Budget and Financial Statements of the
Institutions of the Community as stipulated under Article 58 of these
Regulations shall become effective on the Financial Statements
ending 31st December 2014.

Article 5: Entry into force and publication
This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of signature by

the Chairman of the Council of Ministers. It shall be published i
the Community Official Journal within thirty (30) days of its
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signature, and by each Member State in its Official Gazette within
the same time-frame upon notification by the Commission.

MINDFUL of Articles 40 and 41 of the Protocol relating to the
Mechanism for Conflict Prevention, Management, Resolution,
Peacekeeping and Security signed in Lome on 10 December 1999
which amongst other issues provides for regional intervention in
disaster situations occasioned by natural phenomena or by conflict
for the development of capacity to undertake humanitarian actions in
such situations and cooperation with other Humanitarian agencies;

AWARE that the region has experienced grave humanitarian
consequences caused by conflicts and oftentimes natural disasters,
all of which have worked untold hardship on our peoples and have
given rise to the death and displacement of our peoples, increased
refugee situation, destruction of property, in addition to having a
deleterious effect on development, political and economic stabilityﬂ%

our States;
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HAVING NOTED the development in 2006, of an ECOWAS
emergency response team (EERT) mechanism by the ECOWAS
Commission that is gradually building both regional and national
capacity for responding to humanitarian crises within the region;

MINDFUL of the Supplementary Act A/8/01/07 adopting the
ECOWAS Policy on Disaster Risk Reduction;

MINDFUL of the Regulation MSC/REG.2/01/08 that formally
established the above mentioned ECOWAS Emergency Response
Team mechanism calling for a full operationalisation of the EERT
mechanism;

MINDFUL also of Regulation MSC/REG.1.01/08 on the Adoption of
the ECOWAS Conflict Prevention framework (ECPF) particularly
section Vil paragraphs 93 to 96 on Humanitarian Assistance; ‘

CONSIDERING that Humanitarian Assistance as a component and
operational tool in the implementation of ECPF sets out to mitigate
the impact of humanitarian disaster and emergencies and serves as a
bridge between relieffemergency assistance, medium term
rehabilitation and reconstruction efforts in post-conflict and disaster
settings;

CONSIDERING that the EERT mechanism formally established in
January 2008 is a component of the Regional Humanitarian
Response mechanism; '

NOTING that regional response to humanitarian crises in West Africa
does not sufficiently meet key emergency needs in major crises such
as conflicts, natural disasters, human made disasters and mixed
migration;

RECALLING the directive of the Council of Ministers for the
elaboration of an ECOWAS Humanitarian Response Mechanism for
the Region;

AWARE that an ECOWAS Humanitarian Relief Fund should be

another critical component of the ECOWAS Humanitarian Response
Mechanism
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AWARE that it is imperative to have in place a Regional
Humanitarian response Mechanism which is predictable, timely and
effective in humanitarian emergency situations;

DESIROUS of establishing a Regional Humanitarian Response
Mechanism;

ON THE RECOMMENDATION of the 10" Meeting of the
Administration and Finance Committee held from 23 — 26 November
2011.

ENACTS
Article 1

1.  The ECOWAS Humanitarian Response Mechanism (EHRM) is
hereby adopted as attached in annex to this Regulation.

2. The ECOWAS Humanitarian Relief Fund (EHRF) referred to in
the EHRM shall be an integral part of the ECOWAS Solidarity
Fund and be located therein when the latter is established.

3.  Within the framework of the management of the Solidarity
Fund, the ECOWAS Commission shall establish a mechanism
that allows  for a quick disbursement of the EHRF when
required.

4. In the interim, disbursement of the EHRF shall be undertaken in
compliance with the modalities defined within the Humanitarian
Response Mechanism.

Article 2

1. The ECOWAS Commission shall undertake all necess

ary
measures to ensure full application of the Humanitarian '
Response Mechanism.
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2.  The Commission shall ensure that ECOWAS national units are
fully involved in all Humanitarian fields assessment missions
undertaken to determine resource requirement for emergency
response.

3. The President of the Commission shall also seek the
assistance of other relevant humanitarian agencies in the
process of applying the mechanism and shall establish the

~ appropriate legal frameworks thereon.

Article 3

MINDFUL of the Regulation C/REG.11/7/96 of 21st July 1996
authorizing the ECOWAS staff members to be members of the
pension Fund of the Central Bank of West African States (BCEAO);

- RECALLING also that the effective implementation of the Regulation.
C/REG.11/7/96 allowed the staff of the Commission to join the
BCEAO Pension Scheme through the ECOWAS Bank for Investment
and Development (EBID), and that this opportunity is no longer

EBID; .

MINDFUL of article 47 of the ECOWAS Staff Regulations on pension;
CONSIDERING paragraphs 37 to 42 of the repori of the seventh '
meeting of the Administration and Finance Committee Wthh to

CONVINCED that the establishment of an ECOWAS Pension
Scheme will guarantee payment of a lump sum at retirement and
monthly pension for life;

CONVINCED also that the ECOWAS Pension Scheme will guarantee
that staff members are not disadvantaged compared to their
colleagues who have already joined CRRAE and RCNPC;

RECALLING the Inter-institutional meeting which took place in
Cotonou in 2011 to deliberate and recommend the parameters for the
establishment of the Pension Scheme;

AWARE that a study of the Pension Fund shows that there is the
need to inject an initial lump sum for the scheme to take off and be
sustainable in view of the fact that a large number of staff who should
benefit from the Pension Fund would be due for retirement in the next
six (6) years;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the fact that a recent actuarial valuation
carried out in 2011 indicated that there was a funding gap of about
USS 11,322,437 million;

CONVINCED that an increase in the retirement age from 60 to 62
years would help provide part of the funding to bridge the funding gap
-revealed by the aforestated actuarial valuation and therefore facilitate
the establishment of the Pension;

DESIROUS to establish and ensure the take-off of an ECOWAS Staff
Pension Scheme for the ECOWAS Staff members as provided for
under the aforementioned Staff Regulations;

ON THE RECOMMENDATION of the Tenth meeting of the

Administration and Finance Committee which was held in Abuja from
23 to 26 November 2011; . @
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ENACTS

Article 1:

1.  The ECOWAS Staff Pension Scheme is hereby established in
compliance with Article 47 (a) (lll) of the ECOWAS Siaff
Regulations of 2005 and shall take effect from 1% January
2012.

2. The Scheme is established for all categories of staff of

Institutions of this Community subject to conditions laid out
under Article 47 (d) of the Staff Regulations.

3. The ECOWAS Commission shall, using ECOWAS procure-
ment procedures, engage the services of Pension Fund
Managers to manage the Staff Pension Scheme.

Article 2:

1. A Board of Trustees is hereby established to carry out
administrative activities to facilitate the initial take-off of the
ECOWAS Pension Scheme for Staff of Community Institutions.

2.  The composition of the Board of Trustees shall be as foliows:

a. Chairman: Commissioner for- Administration and Finance;

b.  Deputy Chairman: Senior Registrar, Court of Justice;

c.  Two representatives of the Institutions: Human Resources
Directors of the Commission and ECOWAS Parliament;

d.  Two staff representatives: GIABA and WAHO (Directors,
. Administration and Finance), @/‘A
e. Two representatives of the Pensioners; ’

f. Secretary: Commission.
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Me’mbershipl of the Board of the Trustees shall be reviewed by
the Board itself as and when necessary.

The Board of Trustees shall on behalf of beneficiaries of the
Scheme monitor the management of the Pension Scheme
Managers. '

In order to facilitate initial take off of the Pension Scheme, the
Board of Trustees shall carry out necessary reconciliation of
this Scheme with all other established pension plans at which
staff of the Community is involved and to which the Community
is financially committed.

Article 3:

1.

The Commission shall source from the internal resources of the
Community a total sum of six million, seven hundred and ninety
three thousand, five hundred and sixty four (6,793,564 US$)
million United States dollars as part funding to facilitate the
immediate take off of the Pension Scheme.

As a means of ensuring contributory funding from Staff of the
Community as well as adequacy and sustainability of the
funding for the Pension Scheme the retirement age as
prescribed under the ECOWAS Staff Regulations of 2005 is
hereby amended and the retirement age extended from 60 — 62
years with effect from 1% January 2012.

This Article thereby supersedes Article 61 (a) (i) of the 2005
ECOWAS Staff Regulations and all other provisions therein that
refer to the ECOWAS Staff retirement age.



Article 4:
