Courses taught in the department included animal nutrition, 

animal husbandry and production, pasture and fodder studies, 
breeding, animal physiology, dairying, animal health, diseases 
of animals and meat processing and livestock products. 
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Research Activities 

The department continued its research interest with renewed 
vigour. In nutrition, work continued on the use of agricul­
tural by-products as animal feed. During the year, the use of 
cocoa husks by cattle and sheep feed as well as the use of 
bagasse, mollases, sugar-cane tops and cassava chips were 
investigated. Work on the digestibility of the above and some 
local grasses and legumes was continued. 

The crossbreeding programme was continued. The beef pro­
gramme involved the crossbreeding of the Ndama cows with 
semen of the Santa Gertrudis and Brown Swiss. The dairy 
work continued with the Shorthorn and Gudali cows artificially 
inseminated with Jersey and Friesian semen. Currently, Fl and 
F2 as well as pure Friesian are being evaluated. The dairy work 
continued but due to the draught the volume of milk and hence 
milk products was reduced considerably. 

Breeding of two lines of sheep, comparative studies of manab­
ing sheep to lamb twice a year and three times in 2 years and the 
effect of constant grazing of fodder under plantation crops are 
among the new studies undel the raising of sheep under tree 
crop plantation programme. 

Work continued on the evaluation of cross bred beef carcasses 
and pork carcasses of pigs fed various sources and levels of 
protein and energy, so also the use oflocal spices as substitutes 
in the processing of frankfurters. 

Space requirement of poultry, the keeping of quality ofpoul­
try eggs under various storage conditions and the management 
and nutritional studies of ducks were pursued. 

Research in animal health included studies of the immuno­
logy of African Trypanosomiasis; teat numbers and abnorma­
lities of farm livestock and their effect on litter size and number 
of animals weaned was continued. The health of cattle and 
sheep under transitional rainforest zone and tree etO p planta­
tion respectively was studied. Work on skin diseases of farm 
animals continued. 

Pasture studies included analysis of data on growth rates of 
introduced and natural pastures after grazing by sheep.

Researcb and Extension 

The Soils Division continued studies into the problems of 
efficient use of phosphatic and nitrogenous fertilizers on selected 
soils of Ghana. Under the programme the efficiency of nitrogen 
use in relation to plant population of maize was studied in a field 
trail. Phosphatic fertilizers when applied to the soil are easily 
rendered unavailable to growing plants. Work is in progress to 
find a suitable method of assessing the soil's requiremeI't and 
crop response to these fertilizers. Field experiments are also in 
progress to evaluate fetilizer requirements of cassava. The use of 
Rhizobia bacteria in the production of legume crops with the 
aim of improving yields and the nitrogen status of the soil 
continued to engage the attention of the Division. Research is 
being directed into the ecology of the bacteria and how different 
populations influence nodule formation and hence nitrogen 
fixation. 
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Thele are large expanses of soil in the Western Region and 
other parts of the country which are unproductive because they 
are acid. Experiments were initiated to find the best way of 
liming then in order to make them productive. With good 
management these soils could be used for production of 
many plantation crops. 

Studies into the management and water requirements of sugar 
cane grown on the heavy soils of the Accra Plains continued. 
A new project aimed at examining the effects of overgrazing, 
afforesbtion and burning on land degradation in the North­
eastern Ghana was also initiated. This sludy fOlms p~rt of the 
North-eastern Ghana Savanna Research Project funded by the 
USAID and tne CSIR. 

The Crops Division continued with its research and extension 
activities on vegetables, grain legumes and root crops. 

The first successful interspecific crosses between the generally 
cross-incompatible local garden eggs and the exotic egg plant 
v.ere carri~d out with the view not only to increase fruit size, 
crop duration and plant vigour of the local types, but also to 
study the cytogenetics of the genus as a whole. 

Requests for seed of the two high-yielding tomato varieties, 
Wosowoso and Owusu-Bioh, developed by the Division con­
tinued to come in from countries all over the humid tropics. 
The Ministry of Agriculture, the Volta River Authority, Danish 
Plant Products and the Tsito Adult Education Resettlement 
Cenbe were among local establislunents which purchased large 
quantities of seed. 

Growing interest in grain legumes led to the formation of a 
Grain Legume research group comprising research workers 
from the Food Research Institute and Clops Research Institute 
of the CSrR and several Departments of the University. The 
aim is to adopt a multidisciplmary approach in tackling all 
aspects of growing and utilization of this important group of 
crops. Crops receiving priority attention are the winged bean, 
soybean, cowpea, bambara groundnut and lima bean. Varieties 
of these crops were tested, and foundation seed of elite varieties 
of soyabean, cowpea and bambara groundnut were multiplied 
for the Grains a.nd Legumes Development Board. 

A Joint University of Ghana-CSIR ~mposium was held in 
the Faculty of Agriculture later in the 'year to bring together 
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knowledge gathered so far on the grain legumes and also to 
make the public aware of the importance of this group of crops. 

The root crops-yams, cassava, cocoyams and sweet potatoes 
also r.:ceived active attention. Several exotic varieties of coco­
yams were introduced to be tested alongside the local varieties. 
Excessive defoliation for spinach has led to a reduction in tuber 
yields of t.b.e local varieties. Some of the exotic types appeared 
to withstand defoliation better, and the indications are that 
one variety which is very leafy could be grown solely for leaf 
production if found palatable. This 'Would take the defoliation 
pressure off the local types which could then be grown solely for 
tuber. 

Selections for new varieties among yam and s'Weet potato 
seedlings continued. Tn the sweet potato, seedlings 'Whose tubers 
were less sweet and tasted very much like Irish potatoes, 'When 
fried as chips, were selected. The prospects of this type of 
sweet potatoes as a substitute for the largely imported Irish 
potatoes are very promising indeed. 

The incidence of a new cassava disease, Cassava Bacterial 
Blight, brought the Department and the Phytosanitary authori­
ties of the Ministry of Agriculture together in a joint effort to 
combat the disease. A document outlining immediate and long­
term control measures to be applied 'Was submitted to the 
Ministry of Agriculture, and a symposium was held in the 
Faculty in June to make farmers aware of the problem and to 
sho'W them how they can help to reduce the spread of the disease. 
The Department also started testing seedlings of resistant 
clones for eventual distribution to farmers.

The Ghana/Guelph project ends formally in 1978. The 
Dean was here for an on the spot evaluation as far as Home 
Science is concerned. She wanted to find out for herself the 
growth of the department during the course of the project and 
also to have discussions with faculty members as to the kind 
of continuing relation~hip which will be of mutual benefit 
(Ghana and Guelph) after 1977/78 academic year. 

Definite plans were made for the final year of the project. 
As requested much earlier on, plans for short term visits of 
University of Guelph faculty members were finalized. Child 
Studies, Housing and Home Management were identified as 
areas which needed help and attention. Names were suggested 
and Dean Wardlaw was to make the necessary contacts when 
she returned home.

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH STATION, KADE 

Staff 

Dr. A. A. Opoku, Senior Research Officer-in-Charge resigned . 
from the services of the University at the end of his two years 
leave. Mr. F. H. Asiedu was confirmed in his appointment as a 
Research Officer. He proceeded on a two year study leave at the 
University College of Wales to read for his Ph.D. degree . 
Mr . S. Asamoa-Appiahjoined the staff as a Graduate Research 
Assistant. He assumed duty on 1st September, 1977. Mr. S. T . 
Nartey's appointment as Farm Supervisor was confirmed. Mr. 
S. K. Karikari spent nearly seven months at the Tropical 
Products Institute (T.P.I.) London, investigating post harvest 
Physiology of plantains under a collaborative programme be­
tween the University and the Tropical Products Institute. 

Researcb 
Rubber (Hevea brasiliensis) : Research on rubber is in its 

sixteenth year. Results so far indicate that rubber clones GT I, 
PRIM 501, PB 5/51, PB 5/63 and FRIC 45 have been found to 
be the best yielders . It is beneficial to intercrop young rubber 
plantations until the rubber plants are about 10 years old without 
any decrease in growth of the trees or yield of latex. Dense 
planting followed by thinning is wasteful. At present records 
continue to be kept on prevalent rubber diseases and clonal 
vigour. Studies are being made on different treatments on 
quantity of latex flow and qua lity of smoked sheets. 

Citrus:- Rootstock studies have been completed after 14 
years, and four have been found to be the best. These are. 
Rangpur lime, Lake Tangelo, Rough Lemon and Cleopatra 
Mandarine. All citrus buddlings now used on the station as well 
as any sold out to farmers are indexed for all known viruses of 
citrus. Studies have been initiated on fruit quality. 
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Other Fruits: 
Avocado and Mangoes.-Few exotic varieties including 

'Fuelte', have been introduced and comparison is being made 
on their performance. In the local collection types Q,56 and 
58 have promise of high yield, good quality and off season. 
These are being cloned for multiplication. Exotic cultuvars that 
have started flowering and fruiting show self-incompatibility 
and biennial bearing. Further investigation into these problems 
are being undertaken. 

Cola.-Studies on cola were mainly concentrated on the 
effect of genotype and fruit setting, colour segregation and 
germination and early seedling growth. Hand pollination of 
cross incompatible types, e.g. Laboshie white, X-Kade white 
decreased fruit drop, and increased seed yield consequently. 
Colour segregation observed between various types did not 
appear to be hereditary. Fi plants of all crops have been planted 
and observations are being made on early seedling growth. 

P!antains.-Research on plantains was concentrated on post­
harvest physiology of storage and ripening, which was carried 
out at the Tropical Products Institute in London by Mr. S. K. 
Karikari. PreliminalY results showed variation between bunch 
age of the 'Apem' (French) and 'Apantu' (Horn) types. 
In Apem bunch age fell within 120-130 days and in Apantu 
80-120 days. Correlation co-efficients of the order 0.6"'{).8 
were observed between bunch age and mean finger girths; 
the growth rates of apem and apantu being about 1/15cms, 
and 1/12 ems per day respectively. Differences were small 
between bunch age and storage life in plantains of varying 
maturities, but generally plantains kept in sealed plastic 
containers in a flow through system stored for 30-40 days without 
ripening. Ripening pattern in Apem follows six stages; early 
pre-climatric phase, a pre-c1imateric, climateric, peak climateric, 
post-climateric and senescence. Peak of ethylene producton is 
about 30-70 ul/kg/hr and this is observed about 60 hours before 
peak of carbon dioxide production which is about 100 mg/kg/hr. 
The study is being extended to 'Apantu'. 

Cocoyam.-Studies were made to compare the performance 
of 14 varieties of Puerto Rican cocoyams and four of Ghanaian 
ones. The Puerto Rican cocoyams are generally less vigorous in 
growth, but one variety Xanthosoma brazilliensis has much 
potential as a producer of green leaves for spinach (Kontomire). 
The study continues. 
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Winged Beans .- Investigationso n winged beans were concen­
tra ted on seed multiplication to supply seeds to the Food Research 
Institute for use in preparation of infant weaning foods . Under 
this study it was found out that it costs ~348.00 to cultivate a 
hectare of the beans, for a yield of 700 Kilos of air dried seed. 
A price of 15 pesewas a cigarette tin (200 gms) should be offered 
for the farmer to realise a profit of ~175.00 . Studies are being 
made on the use of the winged bean as a cover crop, and tuber 
formation . 

Livestock.- The project on sheep husbandry entered its 
fifth year. Reproduction performance of Nungua Black Head 
West African Dwarf Sheep was investigated. Dams were in three 
age groups 5- 11 months (ewe lambs), 12-24 months (yearlings) 
and 2~8 months. Reproductive performance increased with 
increasing age of dam, but conception, birth and weaning 
percentages were quite high for the ewe lambs which made appli­
cable contribution to the overall flock production. Studies on 
grazing behaviour of yearling and mature West African Dwarf 
sheep showed that a flock of about 100 sheep should be the 
optimum to be tended bv one man especially under perennial 
tree crops with crowns close to the ground. 
Students and Courses: 

Training facilities on propagation and culture of forest zone 
crops were provided on the station for students of the Faculty of 
Agriculture during the long vacation. Some staff members of 
the Station participated in the teaching and seminar programmes 
of the Faculty.

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Grain Legume Workshop at Legon, 10th-11th December, 
1976 and read a joint paper entitled Cost Accounting in thc 
Production of Winged Beans (Psophocarpus tetragonolobus (L) 
DC). 

Mr. F. H. Asiedu participated in the 10th Biennial Conference 
of the Ghana Science Association, held at the University of 
Cape Coast from 2nd-7th April, 1977 and read a paper entitled 
"Sheep Production Under Tree Crops-The Reproductive

Paul Lamptey and John Abu of the Departmept 
of Crop Science, Legon and Dr. D. M. Osafo of the Depart­
ment of Crop Production, University of Science and Tech-
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nology, started research projects in the Station. Mr. K. B. 
Boakye-Boateng, an agronomist of the Crops Research Insti­
tute started to conduct research work in the Station during the 
year. 

Mr. Aryeetey continued his agronomic and varietal improve­
ment studies on rice, cowpea and soya bean.

Herbarium 
Collections were made during the year mostly from the Shai 

Hills, Mole National Park, Bia National Park and Bui Dam 
area. As much as 450 numbers were added to collections in the 
Herbarium. 

An interesting collection of 118 Holocene leaf fossils was 
made from cxposures of three lacustrine shales around lake 
Bo~umtwi. 

During the year a total of 703 duplicate specimens were sent 
to the following Intitutions: Bailey Hortoriun of Cornell 
Universitv (10), East African Herbarium, Nairobi, Kenya (4), 
Forest Herbarium, Ibadan, Nigeria (47), Fore~t Herbarium, 
Kumasi, Ghana (71), Forest Herbarium (15), Herbarium 
Vadense, Wageningen, Netherlands (76), Missouri Botanic 
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Gardens (172), Museum National D'Histoire Naturelle, Paris 
(21), Royal Botanic Gardens (138), Smithsonian Institution, 
Washington ~73), Universite d'Abidjan, Cote d'Ivoire (12), 
University of Cape Coast, Ghana (21), University of Ibadan, 
Nigeria (28), University of Ife, De-Ife, Nigeria (5) and Univer­
sity of Strathclyde, Glasgow, Scotland (10). 

The Herbanum in turn received 353 duplicate specimens 
collected by Geerling and Bokdam in the Ivory Coast and 
Upper Volta on exchange basis from Wageningen, and 28 
duplicate specimens of ferns collected by Dr. G. V. Benl from 
Fernando Po. One hundred and sixty-five duplicate specimens 
collected in Ghana by Dr. A. J. M. Leeuwenberg in February­
March, 1976 were presented to the Herbarium. 

The Botanical Garden 
The Botanical Garden suffered a very long spell of drought 

and some of the species in the Arboretum showed visible signs 
of the effect of the drought by excessive leaf-yellowing and 
leaf-fall. 

During the year the Garden received seeds of 392 plant 
species from various Institutions and sent out 1,567 samples of 
seeds. Interest in the plants prepared for sale' and wreaths made 
by the Garden have increased immensely and sales made in the 
session amounted to ~1,420.90. 

The Botanical Garden received a large number of visitors, 
made up of both individuals and groups. The notable visitors 
were: Lord and Lady Bowden, England, Isao Matsudaira, 
Governor of the Prefecture of Fukushima, Japan, Mr. Abdul 
Hassan-King, Grounds and Gardens Superintendent of Njala 
University College, Sierra Leone, and Dr. V. S. Sotchenko of 
the Maize Laboratory of the U.S.S.R.

His main task was to assist 
students in their computer problems and to contribute to pro­
gramming and systems tasks at the Cent.e. At the end of the 
academic year, the Department lost the valuable services of 
Dr. Douglas M. Cruickshank, who had served as a lecturer 
in the.Department for a period of three years. 

Teaching Programme 
During this year the first students wele admitted to the new 

undergraduate programme in Computer Science in the Univer­
sity. Eleven students ~hose the Mathematics-Computer SCience 
combmation, while two opted for Statistics and Computer 
Science. 

Eight graduate students wele admitted to the course leading 
to the graduate diploma in Computer Science. Seven of them 
completed the course successfully. 

Introductor} courses In computing were offered to all 
students and staff of the Universitv during the first two terms 
of the acadeIDIc year. Over 200 student~ attended the courses. 

During the long vacation, a short course in RPG was offered 
to the students reading for the graduate diploma. During the 
remainder of the long vacation they were busy working on 
practi cal projects. 

In addition to the above, some introductory courses in 
computing, with a bias towards business, were offered to 
students of the School of Adminisuation. Students of other 
disciplines are encouraged to take any courses in the under­
graduate programme that is of interest to them. 
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The Computing Centre 
The Computing Centre is intended to serve the computing 

needs of the entire University. The machines are fully com­
mitted from 6.00 a.m. to 8.00 p.m. daily. Of these 14 hours, 
approximately 3 hours are devoted to the University's own 
accounting and data processing needs, 4 hours to educational 
needs such as running students' programmes, and 7 hours to 
research projects. Outside these working hours, the computer 
is available to qualified individuals for "hands on" operation 
of their own programmes. 

The Centre makes the facilities of both its machines and its 
staff of operators, programmers and analysts available to 
outside bodies. Among the Centre's clients are the following: 
Council for Scientific and Industrial Research, Cocoa Research 
Institute, Food Research Institute, Animal Research Institute, 
Ghana Tourist Control Board, Atomic Energy Commissiol', 
Water Resources Research Unit, Ghana Highwavs Authority, 
and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The Institute of Statistical, 
Social and Economic Research and the Danfa Rural Health 
Project are major users within the University. 

Soon, the facilities of our present computer, an IBM 1130, 
will no longer meet the needs of the University. In order to 
ensure that the Centre will continue to meet the University's 
requirements, the Department of Computer Science carried out 
a study, during the 1976/77 academic year, of the future compu­
ting needs of the University. Upon recommendation from this 
study, the Department has ordered an JBM 370/115. The 
enlarged capacities of this new computer will be available to 
members of the University community at the beginning of the 
1978/79 academic year. 

DEPARTMENT OF GEOLOGY 
Staff 

Dr. M. Bacon joined the Department in November, 1976. 
He holds a lectureship in solid earth geophysics. The appoint­
ment was made under the link agreement between this Depart­
ment and the Department of Geology of Chelsea College, 
London (home-based post). Dr. Bacon served with the Institute 
of Geological Sciences (North Sea Division) at Edinburgh 
before coming to Ghana. 
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Dr. P. M Afenya assumed duties as Lecturer in Geology in 
January 1977. An alumnus of the University of Ghana, Dr. 
Afenya took his Ph.D. degree in Mineral Technology at 
Imperial College, London. His previous appointment was with 
the Ghana State Gold Mining Corporation at Prestea.

Re!ieucb 
Prominent among new research projects undertaken in the 

Department were : 
-The study of the seismicity of Southern Ghana and its 

relationship to the geology of the country and its 
adjacent continental shelf (Dr. Bacon). Contrary to 
expectation a series of test runs showed that the base­
ment of the Balme Library is not suitable as a seismo­
graph station. However, a satisfactory site was found 
below the Great Hall on Legon Hill, which is now being 
used with the kind permission of the Registrar. 

Many small local earth tremors and a couple of 
stronger shocks were recorded during the year. The 
seismograms were regularly checked with the recordings 
of the Kukurantumi main seismograph station, which is 
controlled by the Geological Survey Department, and an 
interesting picture of the distribution of tbe epicentres is 
emerging. The results are expected to contribute greatly 
to our understanding of the geology of Ghana. 
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-Other activities in the field of geophysics included 
the interpretation of seismic data from the continental 
shelf and the interpretation of an aeromagnetic map of 
the Akwapim fault zone (Dr. Bacon). 

-The systematic mapping and laboratory investigation of 
the rocks of the Buem formation in the area of Kpandu, 
with emphasis on the volcanic rocks (Dr. Jones.) 

--K/AR dating of Ghanaian rocks (Mr. Adjei.) 
Further progress was made with a number of on-going 

projects such as the structural relationships and metamorphism 
of the Dahomeyan, Togo and Buem rocks (Mr. Adjei, Dr. Van 
Landewijk), the study of the Birrimian volcanic-sedimentary 
rocks of Northern Ghana (Dr. Attoh); archaeoscience (Dr. 
van Landewijk); environment aspects of geology (earthquake 
hazards, the quarry industry) (Dr. van Landewi,ik, Mr. 
Mensah); the study of the geology and palaeontology of the 
phanerozoic coastal basins, especially the Amisian and tho;: 
Sekondian (Mr. Mensah); the devdopment of computer 
programmes for geological use (Dr. Attoh, Dr. Bacon). 

Mr. Mensah spent 2 months in the United Kingdom during 
the long vacation as a Visiting Research Associate at Chelsea 
College and Birkbeck College, London. He worked on fossil 
plant materIal from the Essikado sandstone (Sekondi Group) 
and from the Amisian, in collaboration with Professor W.G. 
Chaloner, and on the fossil conchostraca of those two units. 
This research visit was arranged under the link agreement 
between the Geology Department of the University of Ghana 
and Chelsea College, London, with the assistance of the Inter­
University Council for Higher Education Oversea,. 

The teacillng and research facilities of the Department greatly 
improved, especially in the field of geochemistry and geophysics. 
The equipment for rock crushing-and grinding which the 
Department received during the session as its share of the 
grant made by the Ford Foundation to the Faculty of Science, 
is extensively used for geochemical ana geochronological work, 
both by staff and advanced students. The same is true for the 
recently acquired portable seismograph system, proton magne­
tometer and E.M. unit.

Courses 

The new degree programme in Zoology is in its fourth year of 
operation. Difficulties which were encollntered in the beginning 
of its operation are gradually being overcome whilst otheI 
problems inherent in the course system are also being solved 
from past experience. 

Two of our lecturers were involved in inter-faculty lecturing. 
Mr. Hughes presented a 2-hour lecture/practical on the Human 
Skeleton for B.A. Archaeology for Man. The Primates course to 
students of the Archaeology Department. In the same Depart­
ment. Dr. P. Grubb treated the Senior Staff and M.A. Students 
as well as undergraduates to faunal remains and skeletal 
identification. 

Field Course 

This year's Field Trip was held at Tafo Cocoa Research 
Station from 2nd April to 7th April. 1977 for B.Sc. Part II 
students. The students were lectured on the .. Evolution of 
mouthparts of insects", how to hunt frogs which demonstrated 
the importance of CALLS in species and sex differentiation 
and the implication of habitat selection in relation to time and 
weather variation as well as the introduction of toad and frog 
catching. Students were briefed on certain aspects of insecticide 
screening, the relationship of spraying times with population 
changes of the pest to be controlled and types of spraying. 
Talk was given on "Cocoa, mealybugs and SSVD, Swollen 
Shoot Virus Disease" by Mr. Bonney who had been working on 
tJle subject since 1946. It covered the history of SSVD whIch IS 
dated as far back as 1938. Students were taken to the field 
and shown how to recognise both stem and leaf symptoms. 
Other field activities touched on capsids and lepidopterous 
pests with reference to their sampling methods; manipUlation 
of data including the calculation of regression coefficients; 
the biology of Characomu lIictigrapta damage caused by Lepi­
doptera; the creation of microhabitats by minor pests. There 
was a 3-hour talk on "Instruments for measuring microclima­
tic factors and their calibration."

Courses 

(a) Grad..lale Diploma in Library .. md Archival Studies 
Graduate diploma courses in library and archival studies 

were drastically revised to reflect recent evaluation of the 
function of professional librarians and archivists at the present 
time. Also the revisions were designed to reinforce the essential 
uniformity of objectives and functions of the two disciplines. 
The following combined courses were accordingly approved b)' 
the University: 

(I) Management Studies 
(ii) Information science 
(iii) Conservation 
(iv) Research methods 
(v) Data processing. 

In addition the new Regulations approved towards the end of 
the Academic year required submission of a Part II Written 
Project to be prepared from July until September. Accordingly 
the course for both Diplomas would henceforth extend over 
one year, i.e. from October to September. 

(b) Cert£fieate in Archives Administration 
Certain adjustments were made in the curriculum of the 

Certificate in Archives Administration course. This was partly 
designed to enable the trainees to perfonn more adequately as 
supporting assistants to their professional graduate diplomate" 
and partly to correct some anomalies in the subject combina­
tions taught in the previous year. 

(e) Non-Graduate Diploma in Ubrary and Archival Studiel' 
As a total result of the increasing responsibilities imposed 

on library and archive assistants throughout the continent and 
in order to assuage the rising expectations of personnel with 
very limited prospects oC career advancement, Certificate 
qualifications were upgraded to the diploma level. Unlike all 
other university diplomas. the candidates will not be required 
to continue as full-time students but would be supervised to 
I:arry out written investigations into a particular practical 
problem of their daily occupation. 
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Research 

As metiooned above, Mrs. C. O. Kisiedu carried out exten­
sive and original research in the classification of Africana 
library materials, at the University of Wales. The result 
may weIl be that new schedules and more scientific criteria 
for organising Africana in specialised coIlections may soon 
emerge from the present indeterminate modes of arranging and 
retrieving such material. 

Mr. M. G. Cook read a papeI at the newly inaugurated staff­
student departmental seminars on "An outline programme for 
establishing archives service in a smaIl or intermediate 
corporation" in November, 1976. He also in the same month, 
delivered a lecture during the Inter-Faculty Lecture series on

A one-year training programme for foreign service personnel 
at the graduate diploma level was started at the instance of the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The first batch consisted of 20 
cadets. The aim of the course is to equip the Ghanaian foreign 
service officer with enough knowledge about the world outside 
and his own country to enable him appreciate Ghana's prob­
lems and needs within the wider context of the international 
community. It is also to equip him with analytical tools to be 
used by him when he bQComes a diplomat to get at the inner 
meaning of international affairs. It is anticipated that an Inter­
national Affairs Unit, consequently established at the Depart­
ment, will in future develop into an autonomous institute in 
some, as yet undefined, association with the University. The 
Unit is headed by Dr. Yaw Saffu. 

Courses at the Department were restructured to provide 
more concentration on problems of development and to 
provide students with greater command of tools for social 
research. The revision was also to provide greater variety of 
courses, partly in the hope that this will break down the 
intolerably large classes In the Department. 

The Graduate programme was completely revamped. It was 
made at once more comprehensive and more specialised.

Senior Lecturer and Acting Director, Dr. Yaw Twumasi, 
Senior Lecturer, Professor Sydney W. Head, Visiting Ful­
bright Scholar and Miss Marie Riley, Lecturer. The School 
also had the services of Mr. John Brouhard, a graduate scholar 
from the University of Indiana under a MUCIA exchange pro­
gramme, who lectured in Photojournalism.

Professor Head who was scheduled to spend one year here 
could not complete the year. He was taken ill and he went back 
to the U.S. in the middle of March. Mr. Brouhard also left 
Ghana in July, 1977. 

Students 
There were ten students in the diploma class and four in the 

M.A. course. All the M.A. students were non-Ghanaian, and 
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the diploma class also included one non-Ghanaian. Three other 
students who had completed their M.A. course work require­
ment were writing their thesis off campus. 

Courses 
Courses remained generally unchanged; the only modifica­

tion made was that Broadcast Journalism which has been an 
elective so far was made a compulsory subject for all diploma 
students. A basic course in Statistics and an introductory 
course in communication research methods were introduced for 
the first year students. These subjects are not examined. Pro­
posals have been made for a revision of the syllabus, but the 
new staff members who will be joining us in the 1977-78 acade­
mic year will be consulted before the proposals are submitted 
to the appropriate boards for the necessary action. 

Research and Publications 
The School continued with the 'Densu Times' project which 

entered its third and final year. Two interim reports on the 
results have been already presented to the Ministries of Informa­
tion and Education. The results of the final year of the experi­
ment are being analysed for submission to the interested 
ministries.

ISSER continues to be responsible for vocational training in 
Statistics and the content of these courses remained unchanged. 
The certificate course includes training in survey work; the 
project undertaken in 1976-17 was the use of family planning 
techniques among Junior Staff at the University. As in the past, 
much teaching assistance has been given to other University 
Departments and the supervision of research students. 

Research 
Many research programmes at ISSER are of a long-term 

nature or continuous monitoring of Government programmes, 
which have progressed satisfactorily during the year. ISSER 
has suggested and implemented several changes in the record 
system of the Ghana National Family Planning Programme 
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which will facilitate the continuous evaluation for which 
rSSER is responsible. 

With respect to the formulation of new research projects, 
priority has been given to research needs of the Government and 
University and many of the new projects initiated over the 
year stem from these requests for information. In some instances 
these projects have juSt dealt with an isolated topic, whereas 
others have been incorporated into a wider research area. 
Many requests have been received from other institutions and 
international organizations but staff constraints have limited 
the acceptance of such invitations to areas which are consistent 
with ISSER's research interests.

ISSER also provided a base for both institutions and 
individuals from all over the world to pursue research in 
Ghana.

The study of health delivery systems in Ghana, 
with special reference to the Eastern and Volta Regions, which 
was practically completed during the year, was conducted by 
a team from the Institute of Development Studies, Sussex 
in collaboration with ISSER. 

The statistical and data processing sections in particular gave 
considerable assistance to research personnel both within the 
University and outside. It is of major importance that assist­
ance be sought in the planning and design stage of such 
research, in order that optimal use may be made of the resources 
available which facilitate the processing. Unfortunately, many 
do not seek help until the later stages, which frequently leads 
to unwieldy processing, due to inefficient design of the earlier 
stages.

A move was initiated for recatalogu­
ing ofthe books in the library. The holdings of the Librarystood 
at 8,869 volumes. 

The Senior Common Room continued to thrive under its 
neW President, Dr. E. V. Doku. The Fellows Garden and the 
Coffee Room maintained their position as the most popular spots 
for Senior Members of the University and fourth-year/post­
graduate students respectively. The Christmas Dinner held 
on 20th December, 1976 was most successful. At the Annual 
Fellows Dinner held on 9th July, a number of Fellows were 
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presented with tankards in recognition of their ten years' active 
participation in Hall and S.C.R. affairs. They were Mr. S. D.

Mr. Samuel Afum, the former Tutorial Secretary, became 
the Master's Secretary. A new Tutorial Secretary was being 
sought since Mr. L. Atikpo who took over from Mr. Afum 
at the Tutorial Office was promoted on transfer to the Faculty 
of Agriculture. 

On the whole, the year under review was not a smooth 
one. The double occupancy exercise made it difficult to settle 
the students during the early part of the session. The incleased 
number of students gave rise to legitimate complaints to 
increase the number offacilities in the Hall. The events of 13th 
May gave rise to uneasiness among both the students' popula­
tion and Fellows of the Hall. It was, however, appreciated that 
many Tutors were always around to help the authorities of the 
Hall in maintaining law and order under the circumstances. 

VOLTA HALL 
Volta Hall had 405 students during the 1976-77 academic 

year. Of this number 352 were resident in the Hall and 53 were 
non-resident, even though the Hall now has a capacity for 
accommodating 370 students. 

Foreign Students 
Of the 405 students, there were 30 foreign students: from 

America (10), Uganda (3), 2 each from Poland and Siena 
Leone, and I each from Benin, Great Britain, Canada, Holland, 
Gambia, Guinea, Ivory Coast, Kenya, Malaysia, Nigeria, 
Swaziland, Tanzania and Zambia. This is the first time that 
the Hall has had students from such a large number of foreign 
countries.

THE BALME LIBRARY 

In common with all other departments of the University, 
the Balme Library has suffered from the effects of the di~turb­
ances and interruptions of normal academic life of this past 
year. Some of these effects are reflected in the statistics of use, 
since students were absent from the campus for part of the 
period under review, particularly at the end of the Trinity 
Term, when we would have expected maximum use of library 
facilities. Certain projects planned for the Long Vacation 
oculd not be fully carried out because of the disruption of the 
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normal calendar, and the shortened working hours adopted by 
the University in August. As individuals, library staff were 
also affected in various ways. With the uncertainties that so 
often prevailed, it was not always easy to maintain the same 
momentum in work. However, staff at all levels did their utmost 
to ensure that maximum service was provided to readers. 

Fortunately, when students were on the campus, there was 
never any attempt to prevent those students who wanted to do 
so from entering the Library and attempting to read, even if 
the noise from outside demonstrations made serious study 
virtually impossible.

Building and Accommodation 

The annual report f.'r 1975-76 began on an optimistic 
note, with the expectation that tenders would be invited 
for the new Library Building in October, 1976. Unfortunately 
working drawings were not completed by that date, and tenders 
were not, invited until May 1977. No tenders were received 
by the University, and at the time of writing further invitations 
to tender are awaited in October, 1977. Thus the date for a 
possible completion of the building has been set back by a year. 
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During the year fluorescent lighting was extended to all parts 
of the Library. This means that once again all sections of the 
Library are usable after hours of darkness. 

The Library Board did approve the use of money from the 
Bookshop Reserve Fund for providing a micro-film room and 
a staff seminar/room. Not much progress has yet been achieved, 
owing to the delay in providing the necessary furniture and 
equipment. However, one of the two new micro-film readers 
to be donated by the Inter-University Council has arrived. It 
was damaged in transit, but replacements for the damaged 
parts were obtained from the U.K., and it is now in use. 

Bookstock 
During the year a total of 9,587 items was accessioned and 

added to stock. This was made up of 4,719 books for the Main 
Library, 843 for the Students' Reference Library, and 4,025 
bound volumes of periodicals. The grand total of the Library 
stock is now 293,500. 

The number of current subscriptions to periodicals stands 
at 5,210. 

Included among the total of books accessioned are 45 theses. 
The position over obtaining new books and current 

periodicals continues to cause serious concern. Checks made 
throughout the year have revealed that the average time that 
elapses between placing an order with the Bookshop and its 
receipt in the Library varies between ten and fourteen months. 
This average, however, hides enormous variations, so that a 
two-year interval is by no means uncommon. By the end of 
the year, only 21 per cent of the orders placed during the year 
h?d been replaced. The total number of standing order3 now 
stands at 6,461. Academics expect to be able to read significant 
new monographs in their subject sooner than this. Moreover, 
making adequate provision for new courses or areas of research 
is difficult under these conditions. 

The situation with periodicals is no happier. Half-way 
through the calendar year issues of only 10 per cent of the 
library's current titles had been received, and only 50 per cent 
of the previous year's. 

Gifts 
Gifts continue to play an important part in adding to the 

library's collections. Throughout the year both books and 
periodicals requested under the Netherlands Literature 
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Programme for 1966 were received; and immediately before 
the end of the year under review, notification was received 
that the library was to be included in the 1977 Programme. 
Books up to the value of $10,000 were accordingly requested, 
and it is hoped that they will soon be on the way. 

Mrs. P. W. Jones-Quartey donated a collection of books 
and periodicals from her late husband's library, many of which 
were particularly valuable in filling gaps in the Africana 
collection. 

Other gifts of books were received from the United States 
Information Service, the Brazillian Embassy and the French 
Embassy. 

Unesco Book Coupons 

Unesco Book Coupons provide a partial solution to the 
currency problem. Coupons to the value of $30000 were 
obtained through the Ministry of Education, and w(;r() used to 
enable the Library to fill some gaps in the periodical holdings.

Considerable progress was made in the acquisition and pro­
cessing of back numbers to complete our holdings of journals.

D. STUDENTS' REfERENCE LIBRARY 

Eight hundred and forty-three (843) volumes were added to 
this collection during the year. Week-end borrowings totalled 
2,018, and 3,475 items were borrowed from the Reserve 
Collection. 

Stock-revision, begun during the previous Long Vacation, 
was completed during this Long Vacation, and the records and 
catalogues corrected. 

Africana Library 

The figure of 1,747 items from the Rare Book Room, com­
pared with the previous year's of just under 500, indicates the 
growing appreciation and use of this valuable collection. 

Work continues on the compilation of indexes to six local 
journals. 

Technical Services Unit 

In spite of continued difficulties over supplies of matenals. 
most of which have to be obtained from overseas, output from 
the Unit rose this year. In order to concentrate on work 
for the Balme Library, it has been necessary to cut down

This arrangement proved much more satisfactory than the 
previous arrangement when two or three part-time teachers 
were employed to teach French in the school.

At the beginning of the Trinity Term the Estate Organisation 
of the University organised a football competition between the 
school, Achimota Primary School. St. John's Preparatory 
School and Greenhill International School for the University 
of Ghana Jubilee Trophy. The Srhool. unfortunately lost all 
its matches.

Population and Social Sciences Library 

The Population and Social Sciences Library continued to 
make good progres> in its work over the period under review. 
On the whole, the year was a successful one which saw much 
improvement in the services offered by the library both to 
members of the University and outside. 

The library moved into new accommodation at the new 
ISS E R extension thus offering temporary relief on space 
pressures. 

Acquisitions 

The total accessions for the library increased to 839 books 
and repnnts. Many materials were also received as gifts from 
outside bodies. However the library did not receive manY 
items through its exchange programme since it has not been 
regularly sending materials to agencies/institutions with which 
it has exchange arrangements. It is hoped that as the publication 
programmes of ISSER, PDP and RIPS improve, there will be 
more materials available to exchange for free matelials from 
other institutions. 

The library's collectioll of primary source materials has 
improved considerably. More efforts will be made to even 
furtber augment this type of materials as they ate essential to 
research. 

Staffing and Personnel 

Early. at the beginning of the year, the Library Assistant 
Grade I who had been on study leave pursuing a certificate 
course in Librarianship at the Department of Liblary and 
Archival Studies completed her course. She was later offered 
admission to Ahmadu Bello University in Nigeria whele she 
IS currently pursuing a degree course in Library Studies. She 
Will be away for thlee years. 
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fhe Senior Library Assistant who IS in charge of reference 
services in the Library was offered an award to participate in 
the Population Library Internship Programme at the Technical 
Information Service (TIS) of the Carolma Population Center 
at the University of North Carolina. He was away for six weeks 
and specialized in reference work. 

Two new members of staff were hired to fill existing vacancies, 
namely a Principal Library Assistant and a Library Assistant 
Grade III. RIPS also hired an additional messenger to assist 
in operating the evening shift. 

The Librarian was nominated by the UN Population DiVI­
sion to work as a member of a Technical Task Force which 
was to study the feasibility of the setting-up of a world-wide 
information system for the field of population (POPINS). As a 
member of the Task Force, she toured major demographic 
centres/institutions in Africa with a view to preparing a report 
for the UN on African population information problems. She" 
also palticipated in the two major meetings of the Technical 
Task Force in Honolulu, Hawaii and in Princeton. New 
Jersey, USA in April and September 1976 respectively. 

In April 1977, at the invitation of the Association for Popula­
tion Libraries and Information Centers-International (APLICI) 
she addressed the Tenth Annual Meeting of that association 
on proposals and developments towards the setting-up of an 
Afncan population information documentation system(PIDSA). 

Special Projects 

I. Training Internship; 
Towards the end of 1976, the Ghana Family Planning Pro­

gramme (G.N.F. P.P.) sought assistance from the P.S.S.L. in the 
setting-up of a library and documentation unit to service the 
Programme. After various consultations, the P.S.S.L. offered to 
train the library assistant in charge of the G.N.F.P. P. 's library. 
This trainmg started in February 1977 and ended in April 1977 
during which period the assistant was attached to the P.S.S.L. 
and was given some fundamental training in population libra­
rtanship. The P.S.S.L. is currently assisting in building up the 
stocks of the G.N.F.P.P. library. ft is proposed to extend such 
assistance to similar libraries in the countrv so that a national 
network can be formed in the future. . 

Two other applications for assistance in population infolma­
tion work were received from Ethiopia and Kenya. The Family 
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Guidance Association of Ethiopia and the Centre for African 
Family Studies (CAFS) in Nairobi both sought assistance 
for training the persons in charge of their library/documenta­
tion units. Owing to the political unrest in Ethiopia, it 
has not been possible to finalize arrangements. With regard 
10 the CAFS trainees more groundwork needs to be done before 
training can commence. 

2. Population Information Documentation System for Africa 
(PlDSA) 

It became obvious during the course of the feasibility study 
on POPINS that there was an urgent need to organize the 
infornlation and documenLarv resources of Africa in the field. 
of popul~tion. Consequent upon this, several investigations 
and ~ontacts were made. A project proposal has been drawn 
up and the International Development Research Centre 
(IDRC) in Ottawa has shown keen interest in the project and 
is keen to fund it. The Regional Institute for Population 
Studies (RIPS) is currently serving as co-ordinator and may 
eventually plOvide the institutional frarIlework for the project, 
jointly with ISSER. 

The PIDSA project will lalgely be a computerized, biblio­
graphic service which will provide bibliographic citations and 
abstracts (backed by full-text service) to all available and 
identifiable documents being produced in or about Africa in 
the field of population since 1970. PIDSA will be a link net­
work to pull together the documentary resources in the field 
and it is finally hoped that it Will become the regional node for 
the world-wide system-POPINS. PIDSA will build on the re­
source~ of the PSSL which will be strengthened in the process, 
to perform its regional roles in population information. 

It is hoped the necessary moral support will be given to the 
project so tbat not only the PSSL and the Unive.sity of Ghana 
but also Ghana and the whole of the African continent will 
benefit. 

3. Abstracting Service 

The Library has started an abstracting service. The first 
issue of the abstracts came out in July with the library's select 
index to periodicals. We are now providing informative 
abstracts to all our periodicals and we hope in due course 
to extend this to other types of documents in the library. 
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it is interesting to note that we are the only library on this 
campus off~ring such a service and to date, we are among few 
libraries in the country providing abstracts to social sCience 
literature. 

4. !1lI'entoIY oj Socia! Science Research in Ghana 

The Library continued its work on compiling a directory to 
social sCience research activities in Ghana. The data collected 
so far I being analysed and will be compiled and published in 
due course. 

Following on this, the librarian was invited by the Ghana 
Manpowe: Board to serve a a member of the Population Sub­
Committee. The Sub-committee (with a membership of three) 
is to advise the Ghana Population Committee on the scope of 
a per.odlc bulletin on all population activities in Ghana. 

Future Plans and Deve!opmen.' 
The Library's future plans and development will be closely 

linked with the development of PIDSA as already indicated. 
From all indications, thl! extra resources to be channelled to 
PIDSA will considerably assist in tUIning the PSSL into a first 
class research library dealing with population and the social 
sciences. 

Th,: PSSL also intends increasing and building up valuable 
stocks of primary source materials in the form of governmental 
documents, research questionnaires, and other materials which 
are essential to any meaningful research and teaching program­
mes at ISSER, RIPS and PDP. 

As the library has endeavoured to grow and live up to the 
expectations of Its sponsors, the problem of space has also 
become a critical one. The PSSL has almost outgrown its 
present accommodation and it is our fervent hope that our 
sponsols will continue to be generous and help us to find more 
spacious accommodation so that the PSSL can better fulfil its 
desired goals.

The major change was the presentation of the objectives of 

courses in the Department in behavioural terms, with an 
arrangement such that students will study the scientific princi­
ples, community diagnostic methods and health programmes 
that are carried out to solve problems identified. 

The students in the final year spent a month in the Commu­
nity Clerkship in Danfa District-weekly trips were made to 
Akosombo, Tema and ·ther sites of public health activity. It 
is hoped that with the help of the Ministry of Health the 
accommodation in Danfa Health Centre will be enlarged. 

The second month of the Community Health Clerkship was 
spent in a district hospital as had been done in the past 2 years. 
This year students have used Berekum Holy Hospital, Agogo 
Hospital, Bawku Hospital, and Adidome Hospital. The medical 
staff at these hospitals are enthusiastic about these student 
Clerkships and it is hoped that more medical school staff will be 
able to spend time at these district hospitals during the time 
students are in residence. 
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The Ministry of Health is helping to put up residential 
accommodation for students at Akosombo as part of the joint 
collaborative programme of service, research and teaching. 
The residence will be used by students from the medical school 
and other health training institutions. 

The Department co-operates with the Department of Paedia­
trics in three major ways. These include the teaching of Nutri­
tion by departmental staff of Paediatric students at the Princess 
Marie Louise Hospital; practical exercises in Health Education 
in Children's Block twice a week to 4th Year Students; and 
also the Social Paediatrics Seminar in the Department of 
Child Health. 

The Co-ordinated Course for 3rd Year Students included 
contributions by staff from the Department. It is hoped that 
this course will develop to involve the Department more and 
more. 

Members of the Department during the year gave lectures 
or assisted in teaching in other Departments of the University 
of Ghana, i.e. the Departments of Post-Basic Nursing and 
Sociology. 

Visitors 
Foreign medical students from the United Kingdom and 

U.S.A. Medical Schools joined Ghana Medical School students 
in the Community Health Clerkship at Danfa in District Medical 
Clerkships. Two Nurses from Sierra Leone on an orientation 
course on the health services in Ghana spent two weeks in the 
Department with various members of the Department. 

Prof. A. O. Lucas from WHO, Director of Research and 
Training in Epidemiology and Prof. Hiat, Dean of the Harvard 
School of Public Health visited the Ministry of Health and the 
Department of Community Health on 31st January, 1977. 

Senior Staff Seminars 
Senior Staff Seminars have been instituted since March 1976 

.md have been most exciting and stimulating. Thirteen (13) 
have been held so far and have attracted experts both within the 
Medical School and outside in the field of Public Health to 
present their work and problems to a critical departmental 
audience. It is hoped to consolidate this as a regular seminar 
series so that all specialists in the Accra Region would partici­
pate in the excitement of academic exchange in the field of 
public health . 
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Research 
The major research programme in the Department remains 

the Danfa Comprehensive Rural and Family Planning Health 
Project. This project started in 1970 and will end in the middle 
of 1978. The UCLA Team are phasing out and by the end of 
1977 none of the UCLA Staff will remain in the Department. 
The project also has advanced from strict testing of hypotheses 
about family planning to a more operational research mode. 
Ghanaian staff have taken over the field work. 

A second project which commenced in January 1976 after 
much delay in the Population Dynamics Programme fund is the 
study of Maternal and Child Life in Mamprobi District. This is 
a five-year longitudinal survey which is studying the dynamics 
of family life as these affect child growth and survival. 

The joint research programme on the control of Endemic 
Diseases on the Volta Lake at Akosombo continues with the 
Volta Authority Health and Safety Department and the Ministry 
of Health. The Department has started several community 
health programmes, e.g. Maternal and Child Health and School 
Health Services in Akosombo, and measures to improve village 
sanitation in the Akosombo District.

Dr. A. A. Armar, 
Executive Director, National Family Planning, presen­
ted certificates to the participants. Training is under 
way of staff at Obom Health Centre. 

(4) Co-operation was established with the Department of 
Community Health, University of Benin Medical 
School, Nigeria. A Senior Lecturer spent one month 
helping the young department at Benin. 

(5) Members of the Department gave lectures in training 
courses and workshops organised by the Ministry of 
Health, Department of Social Welfare; Institute of 
Statistical, Social and Economic Research, the Institute 
of African Studies. 
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(6) The staff of the department helped with suggestions in 
changes that were incorporated in the Mamprobi 
Urban Health Centre for instance in the conversion of 
the ground floor of the administrative block into a 
maternity unit, the addition of a second work for 
emergencies and partial roofing of the courtyards for 
patient seating. Members of staff helped with the 
orientation of the staff of the Health Centre and it is 
hoped that it will soon be used as a Community Health 
Teaching Centre.
