Sessional Paper No. \" or 194-4 oll t lined certain sc hemes for th e imnkdiate t·xpan sion of staft required 
to de\'clop the educational syst€"m of th t! Gold Coaii t. In audit ion to a maj or ..;ch t' lll e for the award 
of scholarships for high€,T education and professiunal training , propo!-at;.. for th f' ,increase 1n the output of 
teachers were formulated. ThC":'.e proposals prodded for thi' C'stabli shment of a GO\"e:rnment Tt·acht'r-Training 
Colleg(> at Tamale, for the duplication of clas5t':) in the Tarn"lt.' Go\-ernm ..: nt Senior Sc hool and for a s.sistance 
to certain l\iission t rainlrlg collegt's and other institlltioll';. Expenditure amounting to .£122, l ~ :) was 
contempl.ated under these propo~als and a grant to me-tot thi ::: expenditu re \\-a ~ made under the Colonia l 
·Development and Wdfare Act. 

1.. As t he ti tle of that Sessiona l Paper indicated, the prnpo::-al:; there put for\\"i"lH.I catered on ly for 
·lmm-ediate expansion of staff. Furtht'r proposaJs- , as ou tlined in the t·n:'uing paragraphs , ha\-c now been 

approved. 

GO\'ERNMENT TEACHER-TRAI:\,Il\G COLLEGE, TAMALE 

3. The Go\'ernm~nt Teacher-Training College at Tam ale \\"a~ (' ~tablish('d in .1 anuary, 194J with a 

minimum skeleton staft and housed in t ('mporar~· quarters. The impro\"t:'d co ll~ge has made a n ?ry !'atisfactory 
beginning. But a stage J:l.a.s already bt>en reached at which there i:, a danger or losing the \'alue of the work 
already done, unless a detailrd scheme for df' \'dopmcnt is now adopted and stL~ps are tak e- Il to ("nsure that this 
scheme is implemented in the CoursE' of the prest-nt financial yt:'ar. The position of the collegt" in relation to 
the development of education in the Northern Territories and, thcrdor(', of development g~n€'rally in the 
Protectorate, is one of paramount importance-. The- conclusion has bet" n reached that in buildings, staff, 
curriculum and €'quipment the college should b~' to a very la.rge c:'xtf;' nt similar to that d('scribed under the 
heading" The Training of Teachers for Infant-Junior Schools·· at page .. of the Report of the Educat ion 
Committee, 1937-41, and more especially in paragraphs 38, 40, 41 . 42 and .. 3. The type of college described 
by the Education .Committe-e was intended, it is true, to met't tht" needs of the smaller educational organisat ions 
and the Native Administrations in the Colony and Ashanti. But the ta.3k of fhe college at Tamale is, in fact, 
very similar to that of the college proposed in the Education Committee's Report; it ",ill han:' to serve a large 
number of Nati\'(" Administrations and, therefore, to prm'ide training for students who speak a diversity of 
vernaculars. This, of course, has a direct bearing on the sizE' of the- staff. 

4. An estimate of the further capital expenditure required, in addition to the grant already made under 
the Act, for the pro\;sion of adequate permant'nt buildings and equipment for the college has been prepared 
and is as follows :-
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DUPLI CA TION OF CLASSES AT THE GOVE~N~IE!'<T SE NIOR PRIMARY SCHOOL, TAMALE 

5. The sum of £9,820 has a lready been pro\'ided under the Act for the duplication of classes in the 
Tamale Go\'ernm ent SC'ninT Primary Sc hool, in order to secure a supply of recruits of adequate quality for the 
training college, In t he light of "x periellcc gained this sum has not proved to be sufficicn.t. When the first 
('st imak was made, :;0111(' of t he origina l buildings at the school were ~xpected to remain serviceable for a 
furt her few ~'ears. B ut they ha\"e dderiorat€'d more rapidly t han was ex pected and they should be replaced 
no\\'. Further, it was ex pected that t he buildinf! programme could safely be spread over a number of years 
and t hat th e pupil s of t he sc hool could undC'rtake a not i ncon~jderablt part of it in the course of their normal 
tradt" instruction. But thc' ope ni ng of the GO\'enlment Training College has affected the situation : and it js 
now clea r t ha t the pa rt of ~ h t' programme a llocated to the pupils of the school is more substantial than it 
should be in the n f' W circunlstanc(-s . It is c:';se ntia l that from now onward t he supply of recruits to the 
training college shou ld uc as satisfactory as it is possible to make it. The only source of supply is the 
Go\'~rnm~nt Sen ior Primary School a t Tamall' and, if the school i ~ to rraeh the req uisite effici ency as soon as 
is now l1 ect~ssary. th(' l?x(.'cutioll of the b uild ing progra mnl(' should lw accdf'rat ("d . It is estimated that an 
additiona l SH m of £:'),7:jO will be rl' quirt'(\ for t his purpose .
