and trade was established at the places named, the whole work 
being &t gI«akx~x~ocxeg heavy cost and equippage; so has 
the W.I.C. Commander, Jasper van Heussen quite unanswerably 
by unlawful mHaDlX corruption debauched the Danish Commandant 
Samuel Smit~, and unlawfully taken away all the four a f ore­
named places from his Majesty, so that the Danish Company 
on the arrival of its ships found nothing of them in Danish 
hands, much less could do any trade or comc erce at the afore­
named places, bu l , on the contrary, it has been,~~ since the 
year 1659 up xxii to date, entirely deprived of and ke pt from 
the three first named prinCipal trading places and the trade 
of the same, which excessive damage the Danish Company (since 
thereon consists the basis of its trade) with the highe s t 
authority E.'tc. (sic!) 

2. When afterwards the Danish Company with great c ost 
had EEmgEK purchased some other p laces such a s Fred­

erDchsberg, with its sea beaches , and a house in Cabo Cors 
together with the free trade and ingress and egress ~ fr om the 
King of FETU and had begun its trade there~ lI'1r Jas pe r van 
Heussen, in the month of December 1659:oas soon as they had 
come lllEltEXEl to El Mina by four of his ships had the Dan i sh 
Company's ships, St i'krten and Liefde which lay before Cabo 
Cors to trade, chased away from there, so that they not only 
could not ~rade their cargoes but also could not bring home 
any return cargoe£~i for them; whereby the Danish Company 
has suff 8red great damage. 

3. In the month of November 1660 i.ir van Heussen , u pon t he 
arrival of t he Danish Company's ship Frederi ck 7 •• over 

200 lasten in size, with its important lading , from Gluckstadt 
and lying in his Majesty's roads before Fredericksberg and 
Cabo Cars, kept it surrounded E~ for some time by three of 
~he W.I.C's ships; meantime sought to incite the King and 
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G m.d f FE:vTlU "t his 1l1aJ"esty and his Chartered Company, ra es 0 ~l. agalns h d "t" . ~nd by 
contrary to their oaths taken by fetis an wr::- lng, d. 

unpermitted letters,signed by his own hand, Whl Ch he c~used 
to be brought by a iAoor or Black to ~he TO crew <;>n the sald 
ship, to persuade the crew on the aa~p ~re~~rlck,. ~o~tra~y 
to their oath and duty, to surrender the snlp to hlill,' an~ .. 
fin a lly he caused his thre3 ships ~o ~dvance, upon tne snlp 
Frederick and compel th3 same to SllP lts ancnor and .cable, 
and to go to sea a long with them, and although the~ were no~ 
able contrary to their will, to overmast er the ~hlP, yet tney 
ther~by p]aced the ship and its important cargo 1n g~e~t 
danger, and very much hindered that trade to the Danlsh Com-
pany's great damage. _-

4. Anno 1661, in the month of February , Mr van Heussen 
on the free Guinea Coast about Cabo ~e Palm, by t wo 

of his yachts , without any respect for his l\llajest~' s Sea 
Passes and Flag, caused the Danish.Company's G~lllOt, n~med 
Courier van V ~6tt,~!' -which had s.alled fro~ Gll;lckstadt ]n 
the year 1660.,7carried off and brought to .t!:l lihna; t he c~ew 
cast into prison there ; all letters and papers (among Whl Ch 
were also Royal J...etters) taken away, and the ship and carg o 
confiscated and detained. 

5. On the 24th April 1661, in the night about 2 o'clock, 
Mr van Heussen, w~~his men'xtEXNK~ from Fort Nassau~ 

joined with some SABOU Blacks whom he had bribed for the pur­
pose, caused the Danish Lodge at CONGO to be fallen upon , 
entirely despdliled and burnt down,. the Danish Assistant who 
was stationed there b cund hand and foot, and caused him XtEE 
as the Factor had escaped) together with the no~al flag 
to be brought to the said Fort Nassau, and kept im in prison 
there for fourteen days, and finally on the ear est insist­
ance of the FEFUB$, had to r elease him again; by which XI 
surprise attack the Danish Company was deprived of all its 
gold and goods. 

6. On the 23rd & 24th July 1661, Mr Jasper van Heussen, 
when the Danish .. Company's ship St Marten -ov er 200 

last en- coming from GluckP.ta~imwith its important lading 
(after it had handed over7t'he .Letters given it from the 
States ueneral to leave the Danes~ in peace) ha d set course 
to Fredericksberg, also not only by improper letter s to the 
ship tried to make the ca ptain and grew perjured> but also 
had the said ship hostilely pursued and :cE1Rarxg chased away 
by four of his ships, so that i t could not come to his 
il1a jesty,i's roads, much less unload any goods or do any trade , 
but had to sail past wit h nothing done whatever 7 and had to 
make ~ far and heavy round-about voyage; and when, on the 
19th November~ the same ship ;:>t Marten along with another 
Dan~sh ship Fortuna, from that difficult round-about voyage , 
agaln se~ course for Frederichsberg, Mr van Heussen, de novo. 
had the same hostilely pursued by four of his ships; and ' 
after th~y had been compelled to a a~~~x~xgEKx*~XXXXX 
cannon flght (schut gevecht) had them driven away from there 
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so that they also at that time had been oblig ed again to put 
to sea with nothing whatever done; and when these Danish shi ps 
on the 4th October, had de novo directed the i r c ourse to 
}lrederichsberg '7 they were for the third time hostilely chased 
by the Hall. W.I.C.'s ships and driven a way from there; so 
that they could not come at all to his Maj esty's roads and 
the Danish Company's own places, nor have been able to do 
the least trade there, but had to return home a gain with 
nothing whatever done. 

7. On the 4th August 1661 Mr Jasper van Reus s en , by his 
people of Moree, caused a large richly l aden canoe which 

wa s destined from Christiansborg to Frederichsberg to be carried 
off and t he Danish gunner who wa s in it put in prison and de ­
tained; whereb~great damage was caused to the Danisg Company. 

8. On the 11th January 1662 illr van Heussen, de nove, 
without any respect for fiis Maj esty's Sea Passes and 

f lag, caused :ld!mxxldp a Danish ship, Wa pen van Gllickst adt 
sailed from Gluck~tadt in 1661 with an important cargo, on 
the fr ee Guinea Coast , also carried off by t wo of his ships, 

- after they had imprisoned the skipper in thei r ships upon 
his showing the rtqyal Sea ~asses , and caused it to be brought 
to Elmina and detained. 

9. When the HoiHand Resid;mt , Mr Le Mai re , at the Court 
of Copenhagen, ha s made known that the .Danish Company's 

ship Frederick, in the year 1661 .i estined from Glu.ckst adt t o 
GUinea, on coming there would be taken by the W.I.C. ' s ships , 
therefore on that account (a s the ship it being winter time, 
had to get a way from the frost im the ~abe) the Danish Com­
pany had to let it run into England; XE» his Majesty of Den­
mark, in order to axm±OCxxiXprevent further estrangement, 
caused it to be detained for a considerable t ime for a further 
lett er of assurance from their Ho. Mo., which , nevertheless 
being prevented by the W.I.C. he could not obtain; on whi ch 
account the xBiPF ship has had to lie waiting in England 
for over eig ht months at great cost and loss of time ; 
whereby the Danish Company has sugfered great loss. 

10. On the 5th December 1662 the Commander l\t1r Jan Valck -
enburg entirely hostilely fell~d upon t he frea estab ­

lished Danish Lodge at flio Serraleone, by night t owar ds 
the morning, and ca used to be s:a~ried off all traded and. _ 
EXXX xn« unbart ered goods (amontlng to a large sum), be s ldes 
the Danish servants, also all "books, lJortgages, a c count s 
and letters" and took the men and the best goods,including 
a large parcel of elephant s' tusks and wax wit h him to 
Elmina, and had the Lodge occupied by his people ; ttooXRE~ 
which damage as the Danish Comp ther eby also for itme.±x 
all their outstanding debts and Elmhave come out of the i r 
possession Etc. (SiC!) 



11. On the first October l663~ about middight the Danish Lodge 
at Cabo Gors-was again set on fire, and thereby great damage 
was caused, which, according to the letters received was caused 
EJ at the instigation K~XRE of the Hollanders. 

Like as also the W.I.C.s' people on the 15th of the same 
month in the hlbour of Cabo Cors violently attacked a laden 
Danish Canoe, an§ knocked the casks to pieces and carried off 
and destIr-oyed the goods. 

12. On thAe 23rd ~rch 1664, Mr Johan Valckenburgh, by his 
ship Eendracht which lay In the roads before Frederichs­

barg, and its chalmup, by firing~ caused a Danish canoe coming 
from Christiansborg to Frederichsbarg to be driven on the 
rocks so that the canoe capsized and the goods lost in the sea. 

So also on the same day I~ Valckenburgh caused the Danish 
Lodge at Cabo Cors (when the people of the village were in the 
fields in order to sow corn) to be hostilely attacked, plund­
ered out, door s and windows knocked to pieces, and also a Dan­
ish servant who could not escape, carried off and brought to 
the aforesaid shi p . 

13. As also, both Messrs Jasper van Heussen, Dirck Wilree, 
and Johan Valckenburgh have kept the roads of Frederics­

barg and Cabe Cors now and then for 4 to 5 years past blockaded 
and not only hindered all ingress and egress, but also during 
such time, made various hosliile attacks both from the ships and 
on shore on Frederichsberg and the Lodge at Cabo 'Cors, there­
fore the Danish CompanY7 alone on that account, has had to keep 
in the country for so long a time many men and soldiers, and 
incur much expense on tr~t account. 

14. As also on aC Count of the W.I.C's continuUlls and in -
creasing hostilities, the Danish Company has had tEl 

milID from time to time not only to make heavy and almost double 
equippage, but also on that account since 1662 to 1665 has 
not dared to send any ships to Guinea to help their people nor 
to fetch the return cargoes and has not been able to prosecute 
its trade for such a long time although ships and cargoes for 
the purpose have always been kept ready, and the adjustment 
of such hostilitie~ having been sought for in vain for so many 
years on the Danish side ,. the Danish Company meantime has had 
to maintain their Forts and Lo -lg e and th Jir servants at Freder­
iehsberg,~ in Cabo Cors and at Christiansborg at very heavy 
cost, that the same has been thereby brought into intolerable 
rUint and almost inestimablYJ large damage. 

15. Whereas now the Danish Company for a considerable time 
past has not been able to obtain any lette r s fro m 

Guinea and so cannot know what further may have happeded t here, 
as also how the W.I.C. might have treated the Dan i sh Company ' s 
ship Sophia Amelia which went thither from Gluckstadt in the 
year l665~ or what since may have been undertaken against the 
Danish Company in one or other manner, therefore it reserves 
~rom all such procecdingslnot herein related ind damage cause]D 
In order to clalm such , after reports received. 
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16. Like as are hereby st ill reserved all such at her suf -
fered damages and inconveniences as~ ~ccording to the 

consequence of the matters themselves still further hereto 
increasing 7 shall be required to be brought in.

Short Report made and delivered t o Messrs the 
the Pleniponentaries and authorised Ministers 
of H.M. of .o.ien:nark and Messrs their High llIlighti - ' 
nesses' Deputies, in the name a nd on behalf of 
the Director s of the Gen. Cha:et W.I.C., upon a 
certain writing entitled "Specification of what 
the D.A.C. claims from the W .I.C. for damages 
and injur y caused to it, with the consequences. 1I 

(St.Gen. Lok. Kas. W.I. 58.) 

If your Noble Mightines es - who on the 11th February last , 
together concluded the Treaty under the terms of which the 
present amicable conferences are being held- had not ob ­
tained some knowledge of what reasons have been drawn up on 
either side, pr eviouslY7 at length and have been produced and 
alleged for the foundations of the justification of the points 
in the exchanged specifications of damage reported, the W.I.C. 
would be obliged to deduce the same again with prolixit y 
-n .t in order to de~ain Y. N.Mo. with long writings in these 
matters but because :ldmx~arrt.bm:x in the specifi.cation 
placed in the hands of the Company are many specificat ions 
expressed with piquant words, by which the said Com pany would 
otherwise be provoked to defence and diffuse narration 
(narrien) of what bas passed. But Y.N.Mo. having already 
obtained preliminary knowledge thereof and t of the discuss ­
ions (besoignes) whlch are at present Itgeentame ert ',' requi ring 
only a short report in order to prepare the matter for an 
.amicable .i.'reaty, ther dfore the Company will beforehand in 
general give into Y.N.Mos' consideration , u pon the contents 
of the aforesaid Specification that the Company has , for 
convenience sake omitted from it s Sp ecification many cla ims 
which would have been made if it, se 3ing Y.N . Mos' inclination 
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to bring the parties to an agreement, had not wished en~irely 
to submit itself the r eto and to arrange matters accorjlngly 
so that the same could be agreed upon; and then make so much 
report to Y.N.Mo. upon each point of the Spe7ification re­
ceived by the Company as shall be necessarjD. ]n order to pre pare 
the matters$ for an accomodation. 

Y.N.Mo. will then, to that end y examining the said Specifi­
cations against each other, please beforehand to observe how ~jax 
that in the Specification of the claims that the iIi .I.C. ha s 
delivered in, are b rought in only the damages which were so 
caused to to the Company effectively and directly by the ca p­
ture of SEEN ships and goods and by which ~Hll it s adversary 
C.~rtije) has profited or can profit, since its adversary has 
ef f ectively deprived it of the ships and goods and "onder haar 
geslagen heeft"; and the consequences, which are manifold, 
have not been brought into the said Specification because the 
Company franR~y judges (under correction) that the same cannot 
be any material for accomodation, as they consist only in 
subtle speculations but in imaginary profit s and damages in­
directly suffered, and consequently the same cannot, in pr in ­
ciple, come into any consideration: requesting that Y.N. Mo., 
giving attention to these remarks, will please to dispose the 
advers e:; .tarty to strike out, the ist, 2nd, 3rd, 6th, 9th, 
1st paras of the 11th &; 12th, and the 13th & 14th Articles 
of the >=>pecification of their damage. For if this be not 
done, the Company, by virtue of the reservatory clause in 
in its Specification, must also augment the same with similar 
claims, whereby the matter will be brought into such con­
fusion that no accomodation will be able to be found. 

And with that proceeding to the first point ~ of the said 
Specific ation , the W.I.C. will only say that the places men ­
tioned ther e were first conquered by it from the t'ortuguese, 
and afterwards, though ll..l1l1ecess:ary, purchased by treaty from 
the ~I~X Natives, and still, specially, transferred t o i t 
by liendrick Carloff, who was suf f iciently qualified the L'eto, 
before he made any cession (opdracht) or transfer of t hem to xkR 
the l'\.ing of Denmark, and that .. before his Commandant Samuel 
Smit having got information thereof, had placed the same in 
the hands of the Director General Jaspar van Heussen , not by 
corruption but from such necessity as the English at Cabo 
Cors and the Danes at Frederixsburgh a re suffering at present 
who, throught the great and unbearable difddiculties and bad 
treatment of the Blacks, hewing requested the Director Gener-
al Valckenburgh saf e conduct in orjer to come over, they 
coul i not come over from the said places as being sufficiently 
beleague~ed by the Blacks in order to do what they liked (v er--
maeck te nemen) with them. Wherefore, consequently, not 
having belen effectively -but only "bij opiniet!- in the hands 
of the King of Denmark at the time of the formation of XU 
his Majesty I s Company, that Company must jmput e it to them­
selves that they have built up their business upon lUI a rash 
(onbedachtsaam) foundation, and th", damage that they.: say they 
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have thereby suffered having be~n caused only by their own 
negligenee they must bear it with patience, and not the 
Company, which having gone ther -,dn bona fide has in every 
case occupied the places~ona fide; and consequently before 
the matter was terminatea. to its injury it neel not evacu­
ate the places, much less,now that the matter has fallen out 
to its advantage by accord, shoulJ be bound after the dis­
position of rights, to repair the damages which they say 
they have thereby suffered, and still indeed tanquam KXNXX 
a causa remota, in iirectly; still less to make good the 
profits which they could have imaginatively made; which in 
the matter in question noto r iously could not be made good.

The third article alone continuing a long account of what 
happened which serves more to "choqueren" the W.1 .C. than to 
tha matter, the Company will only say that the ship Frederick 
the Third was also equipped in Holland, belongs to Hollanders 
and manned with Holland Officers and sailors, whom the Direc­
tor General, i.a.w the Placades of their Ho.Mo. has requested 
to leave their prohibited service -which is called unpermit-
ted letters-; "It verdere afslqende bij denegatie ende im~ExK±N* 

impertinentie ende ten principale ten voordeele accepteren de 

dat geen scahde anders is toegebracht aan de voors Compae," 
but that the ship had been very much hindered in its trade; 
whereas on the contrary, all the cargoes being brought on 
shore in order to trade, the ships were not employed for any 
trade, and this damage appears to have been set dowrl in wr :i.t­
ing more in order to fill up the paper than with good meaning; 
people of knowledge being well able to judge that th~s point 
is not worthy to be read mUGh less to be refuted. 

On the fourth Y.N. Mo. will please to understand for re port 
that the Galiot Postilion of Venice, belonging to inhabitants 
of this State participants in the aforesaid Company, first 
destined to Italy was aftervlards equipped at Amsterdam to 
Guinea, and departed thither direct without discharging or NN 

unloading anywhere and was encountered by the Company's 
ships at Cabo das Palmas entirely helpless, so that without 
the said ships which towed it, it would never have come to 
rights e te recht gekomen). That the same being found to 
belong to Amsterdam, equipped there and sent to Guinea with 
such letters, indeed with the knowledge of Mr Vincent Cl i ng­
enberg, as about which Isaack Coymans has been so not ably 
punliBhed, was ;:rosec "t:ited by the Fisaal befor e the Council, 
and by virtue of the Charter, Placades and confirmatory 
Resolutions of their Ro.Mo. was declared forfeited by formal 
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sentence: the said Placades prescribing that all ships equip­
ped by inhabitants of these Lands or by inhabitants of other 
countrues here~ and coming within the limits of the Charter 
shall be declared as good prize: denying that any disrespect 
was shown to the King of .lJenmark' s I::>ea Passes, much les s to 
having any knowledge of the crew of the said Gallot having 
be en badly treated; and on the contrary saying that so law­
fully was proceeded herein that their Noble Great Mightinesses 
the .Lords States of Holland ani West Friesland, after previ.ous 
exact examination of everything. on the 23rd and 24th liAarch 
1662, have declared that the said confiscat i on was well and 
KKaiJXma~Kx lawfully made. 

On the fifth point Y.N .Mo. will please ,, 0 observe that the 
W.I.C. has not dreamed of carrying out that whjch is related 
in this Article, but that the Royal Company having got ZMKE 
dispute with the Natives, was attacked by them without the 
knowledge of the W.I.C. notwithstanding that the Factor Joost 
Cramer having by violence made himself master of the Hi ll 
CONG, the property of the W.I.C., the W.I.C. was fully 
authorised to have him dislodged from there by force: and 
that they, havi~ afterwards made their accord with the Nat­
ives, the plundered goods were restored again by the Blacks: 
further denying that dnything was committed by confinement, 
binding or imprisonmmbt against the Assistant there related; 
but that the same is untruthful adornment. 

On the sixth, the W.I.C. cannot express sufficient surpri$e 
at how the Royal Company "de pretensien door soo ve el gaeten 
giet (??)" in order to find het rechte, for the said ship St 
Marten (an J this is the real truth without employing many 
unnecessary circwnstances) was equipped here in this country 
by Hollanders, belongs to Hollanders, a nd manned with Nether ­
lands crew, "bevrijt IT with lett e rs from their Ho . Mo. no fur ­
ther than if and when it belonged to genuine Danes and was 
equi pped in Denmark and came to trade only at Danish p lace s : 
that the Netherlands crew was r equested by letters fr om t he 
Director General van Heussen to leave the unpermi -cted se rv i ce ; 
and the said ship was requested not to come to Cabo Cor co 
as the same, having been taken away by the Blacks from the 
W.I.C. it was again being beleagueeed by the latter: that 
the Factor Cramer ~ going on board it, unloaded the goods at 
Acra, took another Danish Interloper, at t acked and overmas­
tered on the high sea without rea son the Company's ship 
Vrede~ and proceeding to Ardra, there capbured another Com­
pany ship Blackboy with its lading,&sold it to the English 
without any form of procedure: that he, corn ing from that 
"difficult round- about}' voyage" first attacked and fought t he 
Company's ships, and so with good plunder and return cargo 
he sent the said ships back to the F::itherland: and whether 
anything can be claimed about this , is unnecessary to be 
pointed out he r e. 9. ' 



On the seventh point,the said,Company den~es, in good 
faith, that the canoe there mentloned was atvacked, much 
less taken by the Director General van Heussen,. or that 
the Cl'ew ~d been badly treated. In any case it was of 
such small importance that it is not llIorth the trouble 
of talking about; and moreover it served as sufficen~t 
justification of the Company that the Comnllinder Cramer 
having previously captured the ships Blackboy & Vrede, 
and not being able to be considered otherwise than as an 
enemy ~ that canoe has had to be considered and treated in 
that quality. 

On the eightih point,. it is a lso t rue that the ship 
Wapen van Gluckstadt belonged to Netherlands inhabitants, 
and consequently was well and prope rly seized, besides that 
at that time, through the proceedings of Joost Cramer, 
affairs in Guinea being brought to open hostility, the 
Director Gen :;;ral van Heussen has necessarily bee .a obliged 
to seize the said Galliot in order to make good the damage 
don 6l tot he Company.

On the ninth , Y. N. Mo. will please to understand t ha t 

Mr ResidentLeMaire has never declared as is there re pres­
ented" and Lhat it does not concern the W.I.C. whether t he 
ship Fredericus was detained there for this or other reasons 
or not and it has also not enquired into it; and it cannot 
understand with what reasons & r jght it will be able to be 
justified that the W.I.C would have to restore to them the 
costs made vano metu: for then indeed the W.I.C. will be able 
to produce other claims: , denying the entire contents of this 
Art icle, in good faith. '. 

On the tenth Article, Y.N.Mo. will please to observe that 
a certain person, previously banished out of the country and 
the limits of the Charter, for his bad betfavIDour, had estab­
lished himself again, for his masters being s ubjects of this 
State, within the limits of the Charter, in the river of 
Siera1ione, and the Director General Valckenburch finding 
him there, in contravention of his banishment, removed him 
and with every right took him and his Netherland masters' 
goods with him as trading there contrary to the Cha rter;but 
that if the Royal Company is concerned in that matter, you 
will know well that the Company then consisted of inhabi­
tants of this State, and by all hosyile actions had sufi'i­
ciently declared itself enemies EKxkEXExSKaksx in Africa.

and when an accord be ent ered int0L-the clausule Articulo 16, 
must be struck out, or ther e will ne no end to this matter , 
but everything must be removed out of the way without any 
reserve.

Since the unsettled claims between the Chart. D.A.C. and 
the Neth. W.I.C. have not been able to be settled by amic­
able conference as is stated in the Treaty made on the 11th 
February of this year 1666 between his Majesty of Denmark 
and the High Mighty Lords States General of the U.N. there­
fore no other means remain over than that these matters be 
settled by ax» the arbitration stipulated for in the saj.d 
Treaty. 

And consequently, the arbitration over these matters has 
been deferred by the Plenipotentiaries and authorised Mini­
sters of his said ~jesty and the Commissaries of their Ho. 
Mo. to the King of france; like as his most Christian Maj ­
esty shall be requested by both sides to give the decision 
thereon. 

And there shall be served upon his said Majesty, or placed 
in the hands of such as his Majesty shall be rleased to auth­
orise,likewise and at the same time,within the period of two

memorial of the damage which the D.A.C has suffered from the 
W.I.C., also such an ordentlick docUlJlent & beneficie of the 
said docu:nent w(,uld have been handed over by t he \IV .

The Directors of the W. I.C. having seen the Deport whi ch by 
order of Y. Noble Mo. was drawn up against t he l ist of the dam­
ages whic h the W.I.C has suffered by the Company whic h has 
obtained a Charter from the King of Denmark in order to trade 
on the Coast of Africa~ they wi ll, in order punctually to in ­
form Y.N.Mo. of everything so far as time allows, shortly 
say on the premium of the said rieport that all the protest­
ations, reserves and further circumstances stated in the same 
that they will pass tham by as lIimpertinent"; it being suffi ­
ciently known to Y.N .Mo. that in the conference last held on 
the 24th instant, the Directors read t he Hooft of the List of 
their claims, and that Y.N .Mo. have judged that the same need 
not be altered. Connende de voorn Directors niet gebeteren 
dat de gemachtigde who drew up and delivered in the said 
Heport on the 27th instant is of so little understanding XHN 
or memory that he says he does not know against whom the said

in their Chest. and that J cost Cramer did not incite the 
same privately~ And t o the rest , the Di rectors say t hat it 
is untrue that the W. I.C. has displayed any hostilit y before 
he had hostilely occupied the Hi ll CONGO by force and befo re 
the capture of those ships: thati also one of those ships 
had hostilely carried off his servaht; but that he~ having 
sent three Blacks in a canoe in order to spy upon one of 
those ships as if they came by order of a Factor at one of t 
the Company's Factories in order to buy muskets, the offi ­
cers sent t wo of them loam}{ to the Factor for a written docu­
ment and kept the other on board for so long. In stead of 
which Joost Cramer with his ship came to reclaim the bl ack 
trader as hi s ~rvant, which the crew hearing, xtx~R t hey 
at once sent him on board Cramer's ship_ For which cour ­
tesy he came aboard them with an armed sloop and captured 
the ship with its lading; and sailin~ from there, aXEDxxND~ 
tkEx to another place quite (sic) miles from there ,also 
another one which had not done him the least injury , on the 
ground that it llhem voor de E.e boegh quam drijven f1 , so 
re port says.

the 6th Article of the rreaty of 11th February 1666. 
These negotiations were not begun before the 24th July last 
upon which date the matter was brought so far that tbe 
parties bound themselves in writing that if matters could 
not be accomodated within eight days from that date, that 
one should regulate oneself La.w. that 6th Article of the 
Treaty relating to Arbitration. 

~TIen that business waS then begun, in principle, and some 
exchange of documents made,it was found that not only KER 
was nothing at all to be effected with the W .I.~. but that 
the W.I.C. 's De puties, who were here, notified that there 
was nothing to be done, and they journeyed away winhout 
completing what had been stipulated in writ ing.

May it please your Honours, 
Since my last to your Honours by Captn Chiver(?) 

I have been visited by the Dutch ;;,retending a right to 
ADGA and COMMENDO, demanding us torelinquish our session 
at ADGA and to desist from settling at COMMENDO, and so 
that your Honours may not want advice of their (?) 
we have hereinclosed sent their letter and prote st ag­
ainst us, for keeping possession of ADGA, which wi ll be 
maintained by us KBtillsuch time as it is decided by your 
Honours; and the Dutch ~2xKxi«0Cix West india Company as 
justly may plead a right t o a ll your Honour~' possess­
ions as to ADGA : if the Articles of the peace are to be 
observed. 

We cannot but inform your Honours that ADGA is a 
pl ace of importance,and will be advantageous to your 
Honours aff airs in trade; and the Natives in general 
being very desirous your Honours may have the benefit 
of the traffic of their country ~ave of fered their 
service and obliged themselves to clear ~he; ground where 
the fortification of ADGA stood . 

Wherefore we humbly aesire your Honours would send 
out such supplies of all necessaries as may fortesre(?) 
to repair your H~~ours' forts and factories, for want 
thereof your Honours' possessions are extremely gone to 
ruin and your Honours' Estates little security. 

Here hath been,and is at present, a very dead trade, 
oc casioned by a war in ABCANY,. which is f eared will not be 
made up in some months. 

Since the a r rival of the ships licensed by your 
Honours, we have not taken one marque of gold, nor can 
expect it so long as they are upon the Coast, they sell­
ing their good s at such l ow rat es. 

Furthermore we cannot omit to inform your Honours 
as touching AGGA , that it was possessed by your Honours' 
servants the year ~ in time of the siege against 
CORMENTINE, and hath not been possessed by any nation 
since we deserted, and never brought in question till 
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. we have r 0posses :3ed it for your Honours, and now the Dutch, 
considering how much i t may prejudice the trade of 
CORM.!!JI1TINE, and that the Natives are in general desirous 
your Honours may settle at ADGA , do use all illegal means 
that may be to persuade us from thence~ and would proceed 
otherwise if the Natives would a dmit thereof: all wh i. ch 
we leave to your Honours' consider ation.

Noble Sir, 

To the Worshipful Thos Pearson,Agent 
for the Royal English Company Trading 
on the Coast of Africa. 

We will not be induced to believe (since it 
ap ¥8ars so fresh to eTery ones memory) that it can be 
past your mRiXl~ remembrance what bloody wars bet wixt 
his most Illustrous ~jesty of Great Britain and the High 
and Mighty Lords the States General of the United Neth­
erlands (our highest ""overeigns) of lat e years by reason 
of Differences and misunderstandings betwixt both nations 
in these and other far remote parts, have arisen and been 
prosecuted, to the great and inestimable damage and ruin 
of the subjects on both sides, divers still continu~ing 
under a heavy sense of the same much loss, that you can 
have forgotten that wholesome and blessed peace (after 
so much effusion of blood) so lately by God Almighty 
brought to pass and betwixt botb aforementioned Powers 
concluded, of which the tenour and Articles are so sure 
and binding that if the same be not misintar preted for 
want of true judgment, there can never again artse any 
new differences betwixt the two nations. 

And therefore will by these presents (as amic­
able neighbours) acquaint you with what , to our great 
amazement ~ we are informed of and which by reason of 
some eyewitnesses we are in some manner inforced to 
believe, notwithstanding that (relying on your disgre­
tions) we are will mg to hope the best, vizt:- That you 
should be resolved in the behalf of the Royal Company 
to erect a Lodge at LITTLE COMANIJ for the advancing of 
th ""ir trade. And that already you have at ADJA set U D 
his Ma jesty's Standard. To which, your Worship~ under" 
cor~ection , hath no Title. And 4f you will be pleased 
serlously to peruse the aforementioned Articles of 
Peace, especially the third , ninth and t welfth Articles , 
and int erpret tht! same aCcording to thtiir true sense and 
meaning, you will find by th e same (as clear a s the sun) 
that your actions are dir ectly opposite to ye said 
Agreement. To which (in ho pes it may serve for a good 
end) we a dd and say, t hatin case your Worshi p doth , 
aga inst all manner of justice, persist so to do, you wi l l 
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again lay ye foundations of new broils and discontent sJunder 
th .:! heavy consequences of which former, yet many sadly groan. 

And it is beyond all dispute, and not unknown to those 
that are experienced in these part s of Guinea, that the 
Coast of COMANY~ by a free Resignation of the NatIves (where ­
of in case of necessity very good proof can be made); doth 
wholely and solely belong to our Company, and by con sequence 
hath always heretofore been possessed~ and is at this present 
time still enjoyed by the same; and since perhaps your Wor ­
ship might have be.~n ignorant of this, we wi ll without all 
doubt hope that, for the prevention of new discontents, you 
will desist from your designs concerning the premisses , and 
that you will draw off those persons which you have ordered 
for LITTLE COMANY. As also to remove his Majesty' s Standard 
or Flag from ADJA~ considering that although the same place 
was, in the year 1664, by his Ma jesty's forces, under pre­
tence of Friendship, subdued, yet wa s afterwards , by the 
conquest and reducing of Fort CORMANTMN in lawful and open 
warlalD! war by the naval power of the High and Mighty states 
undoar the command of the Lord Admiral,.Mi:~:J[:i Michall De 
Ruyter, recovered. As it is the same case with ANEMABO, 
which yet in the last year, 1667, was by divers persons, 
both mercantile and militarY:1 for the service of the West ­
india Company possessed, and which, only by reason of the 
differences amongst the Blacks, have been removed, judging 
it on our part to be suffici ent, till a ~etter opportunity, 
to keep that place without continuing any persons there. 

Yet seeing your Worshi p 's Standard displayed at ADJA, 
and that you are busy to erect a Lodge at LITTL.b COiVIANY 
(as aforesaid), both whi ch places were by our Company before 
the 10/20 of May in the last year~ possessed , or suffi cient ­
ly made appear to belong and to be reserved for t he poss ­
ession of our Company , wher 9in hitherto no persons yet have 
molested us, but yourself , under pretence of having an i.n ­
terest and propriety in the said place. Which (as con ­
ducing to the great jlrejudice of our Company, the superintend­
ency of whose affairs a re seriously recommended t o us) we 
cannot neg lect to advise your !worship not only to desist 
from what you have begun, but also to disanul (?) and pull 
down again whatever is erected (as if nothing had been acted 
there) • 

And ther~fore, in all manner of kindness and friendly 
neighbourhood, desire and intreat you not to proceed any 
further in what you have undertaken at LITTLE COMANY and 
ADJA, but to the contrary, all what in both pl aces (LITTLE 
COMru~Y and ADJA) a lready is effected, to quit and give over, 
as well there as in all othe r places where our Company hath 
right and posses sion; by which means friendship (as i t 
ought) shall be mutually cherished and continued; having 
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an especial command from our superiors on our part so 
to do. 

But finding the contrary from your side 7 and that 
you will be persisting in the premisses, we shall be 
forced to transmit our complaints for such unjust pro­
ceedings to those it belongs to, which will but create 
new troubles. And in the meantime (by consequence) in 
conformity to our duty, make use of such means a s (accor ­
ding to time and op!X>rtunity) we shall find most fitt ing, 
which yet notwithstanding we should be very loathto do . 

Thus (whilst nei~ we rely on yOUI' Worship's wisdom 
and discretion) we shall on our part both with bod.y and 
soul, contribute whatever shall conduce to the preserva­
tion and continuance of friendship' betwixt both ~ations 
in these parts.

It doth not a little trouble us that in your letter you 
should bring our right in repsssessing of AGGA in question , 
since if you please to peruse the 3rd , 9th and xXHtiXlo. 12th 
Articles (which you propose to yourself to give you right 
and title to that place) t herein you will find that we have 
justice on our side to repossess it, and reason to keep t he 
possession, since we were the last possessors in the late 
war, and ours by right complying with the Articles of ~eace. 
And withall we would not be the instrument whereby anything 
of dissensimn should arise. 

Therefore earnestly eequest you seriously to consider 
what you bring in question, and assure yourself nothing 
shall be acted by us that may be prejudicial to the Nether­
lands Westindia Company, or cause a breach of anyone 
clause i n the articles of the late Godly and high-esteemed 
Peace.

We did without all doubt hqpe that you would 

have looked upon our just and equitable request (offer­
ed unto you on the 2nd of this current (stilo novo» 
with such a judgment that from thence we might have 
reaped th0 desired effect for prevention of further pr o­
ceedings, the contrary of which we not only found to our 
great grief by your answer at that time u pon our afore­
said request, which did not a little surprise us; but 
still perceive your continuance in the same to our ex ­
ceeding great amazement. The more, since your Worshi p, 
upon such ill-grounded reasons endeavours to erect and 
establish your right to ADJA, pretending (as your letter 
infers) that the aforesaid place by your nation, in 
the last warE betwixt his most illutrious Majesty of 
Great Britain and the High and Mighty Lords the States 
General of t he United Netherlands, which God Almighty 
hath been pleased to crown with such wholesome and 
happy peace, was possessed; which in few words,under 
correction, we declare to be without proof, and can 
never be made to a ppear. 

'Tis tr ue ~ when from your side a certain naval force 
force towards the lat er end of the year 1666, arrived 
E~ at CORMANTINE. and that some people were landed 
there~ with an intention to recover again that place , 
that then, for that time , they pas sed and repassed 
through the above mentioned ADJA, which we did not op­
pose, knowing that CORMANTYN continuing in our poss­
ess ion, ADJA could not be lost to us; and COR1~NTINE 
being taken from us by you, ADJA mRXt of necessity 
must have followed, so that by keeping CORMANTINE,the 
aforesaid ADJA was likewise preserved by us. The least, 
withmt the help of the greatest, being iest itute of 
force to defend itself; which maxim, in times of war 
and sieges, is often practised li;'ithout losing the 
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least title to the weakest by preserving the strongest 
places; neither, when the said naval force fruitlessly 
departed (with no small loss of IDen and leaving of their 
guns behind) from CORMENTINE, was there any possession 
kept at ADJA, but was, t 'og ather with CORMANTINE, deserted; 
and since that time, as being situated under the command 
of the guns of COfu~ANTYN (as your Worship bs not ignor­
ant of) hath been kept by us. This much for proof of 
our lawful right in ADJA. 

And to what concerns COMANY, we only, of the antiquity 
of our possession there, say, that it is sufficiently 
known to those that are experienced upon this Coast ~ that 
without any interruption we ever did solely keep and 
possess that place , and that it never was deserted by us. 
And since your WorShip doth allege that you have bought 
and purchased the said Coast, we anwwer we have likewise 
bought the same) and do assure you (both purchases being 
compared together) that of ours (in priority of time) will 
exceed yours, insomuch that without better proof to jus­
tify your pretence upon COMANY and ADJA, as also on all 
other places where your Worship might claim to have an 
interest, being kept and possessed bJ us, none of our 
nation can, or may suffe r without seeingxEH the rights and 
privileges of our Company (purchased by the expence of 
so much blood and treasure) infringed and violated. 

This serves for an answer, and therefore once more , by 
these presents, in all manner of friendsh i p and amicable 
neighbourhood. desire ~ lest new foundations of dj.scord 
Esxia±« mig ht be laid) that your Worship would remove 
those that have been ordered to reside at ADJA; and to 
leave COIiANY wholely and solely t o us, as being the just 
proprietors of both places. And that for the future~ 
you will no more undertake such actions near any places 
belonging to our Company. For we shall not be able to 
pass them by unresented. And in case your Viorship shall 
reject this our second request and answer it not according 
to equity; but to the contrary continue in what you have 
already begun, without desisting, not in part, but absolu­
tely in th~ whole, WE do, by these presents, in the name 
and on t he behalf of the High and Mighty Lords the State s 
General and their General Incorporated Westindi a Company, 
PROTEST to be innocent in all such mischiefs, damages and 
inconveniences which , as well by sea as on land, throug h 
the aforesaid causes may ha ppen to our and your nations;

. people at the time from thence, finding but scant (?) sec ­
urity for cur Royal Masters' ef f ects to reside there, in 
those troublesome ~imes, th~ country b~ing embroiled in 
wars . And now being blessei with a peace at horne, can do 
no less than to resume the possession of AGGA, being indis­
putably and justly ours, If your Worship will please to 
consult the 3rd Article, you wil l find there to that place 
you r.ave not any right or title. 
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Our dc:sires are to continue friendship and not -co be 
disturbers of the peace, therefore we will not act any ­

I would willingly be satisfied by your Worship whether 
the Natives of COMllliNDO could not legally sell to our Royal 
Masters ground for their proper use & serVice, as to the 
N.W.I.C.; if so, we that purchased last IvlaY,as just ly say 
as your own words that non e of your nation can or may be 
suffered there. But we desire other ways and withall we 
shoul i desire that each may possess peaceably what they 
have purchased , by force of arms or otherwise, during this 
last war.

It is particularly fortunate to have an 
account of this attempt v,Titten by Sieur Delbee, the captain of 
one of the vessels sent out by the company (1). The expedition

was composed of two vessels ~ "La Justice", a frigate of 250 tons, 
under the command of Siuiur Delbee , and "La Concorde" , under the 
command of Captain Jasmin. They were both laden with every-
thing necessary for the establishment of trading posts and for 
the commencement of trade. On board "La Justice" were 8ieur 
du Bourg, who i!laInl&.e.ru!lmeJCJll was to become commander for the com­
pany at the coast:. a nd Sieur CAROLOF, with seve ral clerk£ and 
passengers. We have already had oce.asion to make the acquain­
tance of CARALOF, for it wa s to him, it may be remembered, that 
the company granted in 1665 the privilege of trading on the west­
ern coast of Africa(2).

IIA short 
time aft e rwa r ds a number of negr@es came in a canoe to our 
vessels. The moment that they saw we were French, they plunged 
into the sea, dar~ng not to come near us , for the English had 
told them , as we l earned afte rward s~ that we were not t o be trust e 
ed and that we k idnapped all the n eg r oes who came t o trade wit h 
us along the coast."

Seeing that it '\\&as impossible to trade with these ne~roes7. the 
vessels set sail on the 27th, and after encountering llght wlnds, 
rounded the Cape of Three Points on the 30th, and anchored before 
Chateau de la Mine., "where resi.des the Dutch 3eneral who is in 
command of all those of his nation who frequent the coast'! (5)

Acting 
under instructions from Holland, they"were resolved to spare no :paiN 
pains to keep us from trading or at least to render our trade so 
unprofitable that our voyage would prove unfruitful."

Als 
deelnemers werden toegelaten aIle participanten, die ten 
kantore hunner kamer 5 % van de nominale waarde 
hunner aandeelen zouden storten. Deze gelden konden 
aIleen tot gemeld doel gebl'uikt mogen worden en zouden 
d-e crediteuren del' Oompagnie niet .concerneeren". TerwUI 
de verliezen op dezen handel te IUden gebeel door het 
fonds zouden worden gedragen, zouden de deelnemers 
slechta 1/3 van de winst ontvangen. De overige tweederden 
kwamen aan de Oompagnie en zouden allereerst dienen tothet 
betalen del' onkosten van de Oompagnie »ter kuste", doch 
daarna tot betaling van de interessen del' door de Oom­
pagnie opgenomen gelden. Opmerkeliik zijn de bepalingen 
betreffende de deelneming van niet-partieipanten. Heert 
een participant voor den bepaaJden datum zieh niet tot 
storting van zijn 5 % verbonden, dan wordt zijn recht 
tot deelneming in het fonds aan den meestbiedende ver­
kocht. De kooper had dan behalve den koopprijs, de 
"premie", gelijk zU werd genoemd, natuurlijk nog de 
5 0

/ 0 van den nalatigen participant te storten, maar trad 
dan 001., voorzoover het fouds betreft, in diena rcchten. 
Deze pre mien kwamen aan de Oompagnie en zouden 
worden gebl'uikt tot betaling der interessen del' Oom­
pagnie en voods tot aankoop van hare actien 1 waaruit 
een waarborgfonds voor de betaling dezer interesaen in

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volgende jaren zou worden gevormd. Daartoe zouden de 
actien, die tot dit reservefonds behoorden, later ook 
weer mogen worden beleend en verkocht. Door deze 
bedenkelijke manipulaties hoopte men vermoedelijk. niet 
alleen dit waarborgfonds te vergrooten, maar ook den 
koers del' acWin te doen stijgen. Niet alleen de buiten­
staanders doch ook de participanten, die zelve hun 5 0

/
0 

wilden storten, moesten daarvoor echter iets betalen. 
Van de dividend en door het fonds uit te betalen zou 
jaarlijks nl. cen bedrag worden afgehouden gelijk aan 
l/S van de gemiddelde premie, die door de outsiders voor 
het recht tot deelneming zou worden betaald. Daar het 
fonds 4 jaar zou bestaan, zouden de participanten der­
halve voor het recht om in het fonds deel te nemen, de 
helft betalen van wat dit rech t tel' beurze waard \'lOU 

blijken te zijn. Ook deze, door de participanten te be­
talen, premien zouden in het bovenbedoelde waarborgfonds 
worden gestort. Men ziet, dat het den ontwerpers V9,n 
dit plan niet aan .handigheid ontbrak. 

Ten slotte zij vermeld dat het fonds zou worden be­
heerd door de bewindhebbers del' Compagnie, die echter 
rekening zouden moeten doen aan een college van drie 
gecommitteerden, in elke kamer door de twintig hoogste 
deelnemers uit hun midden te kiezen. 

Of het plan veel succes heeft gehad valt niet te 
zeggen; zeer aanlokkelijk kan het dunkt mij niet geweest 
zijn. Achter het exemplaar del' "conditien" del' kamer 
Zeeland, waaraan bovenstaande bijzonderheden zijn ont­
leend en dat tevens ala inteekenlijst voor de deelnemers­
participanten werd gebruikt, teekenden slechts 36 aan­
deelbouders hun naam, ten bewijze, dat zij de 5 0/0 
wilden storten. Niettemin is blijkbaar voldoende geld 
bij elkaar gekomen om het plan te doeu doorgaan. 

Yergelijkt men onze memorie met de beschrijving, 
welke Bosman, die een dertigtal j aren later opper­
koopman tel' kuste was 1), van de bezittingen del'

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Compagnie en den aldaar gedreven handel geeft, dan 
blijkt de tweede West·lndisehe Compagnie de vestigingen 
in Guinea, welke zij van haar voorgangster overnam, 
aanmerkel!jk te hebben vermeerderd en den handel niet 
onbelangrijk te hebben uitgebreid. 

Opvallend is ten slotte, dat bij de besehrijving der bezit· 
tingen der Compagnie in Amerika noeh van de eilanden 
boven d.en wind, noeh van de kolonies, die aan de kust 
van Guyana, eveneens door partieulieren, waren gestieht, 
melding wordt gemaakt. ITo,ewel in de vergunningen tot 
het uitzenden dezer kolonies de Compagnie als leenheer 
optrad, schijnt zij deze vestigingen toch niet als tot haar 
gebied behoorend te hebben beschouwd.
