o‘mﬁfmct isbuilta certaine fpire or pinnacle rifing fharpe informe of a
fugar-loafe, and containing fiue and twentie elles in compaffe, burin height
being not much more then two fpeareslength: the faide fpire hath: three
__—lofits one aboueanother , ynto euerie of which they afcend with woodden
ladders. Likewife on the top of this {pire ffandetha golden halfe moone,
vpon abarre of iron, with three {pheares of golde vnder it which golden
fpheares are fo faftened vnto the faide ixonbarre, thatthe greareft is loweft,
and theleaft higheft. Itwoulde makeaman giddie to looke downe from
the top of the turret; for men walking on the grounde,be they neuer {o tall,
feeme no bigger thena childe of one yeereold. From hence likewifemay
youplainly eferie the promontorie of Azaphi, which notwithftanding is
an hundrethand thirtic miles diftant. But mountaines(yowwill fay)by rea-
fon of their huge bignes may eafily be feenca farre off: howbeitfrom this
tuzrera manmayin cleere weathermoft eafily fee fiftie milesinto the plaine
countries, The inner partof the faide temple is not very beautifull. Bue
the roofe is moft cunoingly and artificially vaulted, the timbers being fra-
medand fettogither with fingularworkmanthip, {o that I have nor feene
many fairer temples in all Iraly. And albeit you fhall hardly finde any
temple in the whole worlde greater then this , yetisitvery meanly frequen-
ted; for the people do neueraffemble there but onely vpon fridaics, Yeaa
great part of this citie, cfpccially abourt the forefaid templelieth fo defolace
and void of inhabitants, that aman cannor without greatdifficultie paffe;
by reafon of the ruines of many houfeslyingin theway. Vnderthe porch
ofithis temple it s reported thatin old time there were almoft an hundreth f""’f? "’;;f
fhops of fale-booktes, and asmanyon the other fide oer againft them : but ,ig,:lf:nlzeh:t
at thistime I thinke there isnotone bookefellerinall the whole citie to be in Marocs.
fonnde. Andfearcely is the third part of thiscitie inhabited. Within the
wals of Maroco are vines, palme-trees great gardens, and moft fruitefull
corne-fields: for without theirwals they can tillno ground,by reafon of the
Arabians often inrodes. Knowyeethisfora certamtie, that the faide citie
is growen tovnumely decay and old age: for fearcely fiue hundreth & fixe
yeeresare paft,fince the firft building thereof forafmuich as the foundations
thereof were laideinthe time of /2/eph the fonne of Tesfin, thatistofay , in
the 424. yeere of the Hegeira, Which decay I can impuite tonone other
caufe,but to the iniurie of continuall wartes, and to the often alterations of
magiftrates and of the commonwealth. After king //eph fucceeded his
fonne Huli, and thefonne of Aufiwas ordained gouemour afterhis fathers
deceafe.In whofe time ff prung Ypafactious cmc,%y the meanes ofacerraine
Mahumetan preacher named Elzabel, being aman bothborne & brought

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vpin the Exauntaincs. Thefaide Elmabels having lenied a, great army , wa-
ged warre ag}inﬁ Cabrahambis foueraigne Lord. Whertupon king 4bra-
hum conduéting anot&eémrmic againft him, bad marueilous-ill fuccefle::
andafter thebatraile ended,his paffage into the citie of Maroco was {o {top-
pedandreftrained,that he was forced with afewe {oldiers, which remained
yetaliue,to flee caftward to the mountains of Atlas. But Elz.ibels notde-
1ng fatisfied with expelling his true foneraigne out of his owne kingdome,
commaunded one of his captaines called 44du/ Mumen , withthe one
halfe of hisarmic to purfue the diftreffed king,while himfelfe with the othe
halfe laide fiege to Maroco. Theking with his followers came at lengthvn-
to Oran,hoping there to haue renued his forces. But 4bdi/ M umen and his
greatarmic purfued the faide king fonarrowly , that the citizens ‘of Oran
told him in plaine termes , thatthey would not hazard themfeluds for him.
Wherefore this vohappie king beeing veterly driven todifpayre, fet his
Queenc on horfebacke behinde him ; and o in the night time road foorth
of thecitie. Butperceining thathe was deferied andknowen by his eni-

King 4braham with his owne hand;he commaunded all the foldiers, anda
good partof the citizens to be {laine. This mans pofteritic raigned from the
ue hundred fixteenth , tothe fixe hundred fixrie eight yecre of the He-
geira, and atlength they were difpoffefled of thekingdome bya certaine
king of the Tribe called 2a7in, Now, attend (Lbefcech you) and marke,
what changes and alterations of eftates befell afterwards. - The familyof
Marin after the faid kings deceafe bare rule ull the yeere of the Hegeira
785. Atlength thekingdome of Maroco decreafing dayly more and more,
was gouerned by kings which came out of the nextmountaine.

In the
midft whercof is one hall of amaruellous greames ; wherein publiguelec 787 “l
tures were moft folemnely read ;- while the ftudic of learning flolirifhed
among them. . Such aswere admittcd_ intothis college had theit victuals
and apparellfreely given them. Of their profeffours fome wete yéercly al
lowed an hundred;and fome two hundred ducates according to the quali-
ticof theirprofeflion: neither would they admit any to heare themn reid,
buefiich as perfeéily vnderftood whatbelonged to thofe Atts which they
profeffed. The walles of thisbeauifisll hall are moft ftately adorned with
painting and caming , efpecially of that hall where le@ures were woorit
pabliquelyto beread. All their porches and vaulted roofésare made of
painted and glirtering ftones,called in their language Ezzllein fuch as are
yerviedin Spaine. Inthe midftof the faid building isa moft pleafant and
cleare fountaine , thewall whereof is of white and polifhed matble | albeit
low-buile; as in Africafor the moft part fuchwalsare, Ihaue heard thatin
old time herewas great abundance of ftudents ; but at my beeing there
found but five imall : and they haue nowa moft fencelefle profefiour; and
onethatis quite voide of all humanitie, :
Inthetimeofmine abode atMaroco I grew iiito familiar aequaintance
witha certaine Iewe, who albeit biis skill iy the law was but 1ieane; wasnot-
withftanding exceeding rich and well feeste'in hiftories. This Iewein re

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gardof many fingul! ¢ duties which he performed to his prince, found the
kings bountie andlibtralitic extended vnto hiin.  All others which beare
any publike officc are(in mine opinion ) men of no higheach. Moreouer
the forefaide caftell(as Iremember ) hath twelue courts moft curioufly and
artificially built by one <Mazfor. In the firlt lodged aboutfiuehundreth
Chriftians , which carried croffe-bowes before the king whitherfoeucr he
went. Not farre from thencss the lodging of the Lord Chancellour and of

the kings privie counfell, which houfe is called by them, Thehoufeof 26

faires. The third is called The court of vi¢torie ; wherein all the armourand
munition of the citicislaide vp. The fourth belongethtothe great Mafter
ofthekings horfe. Vpon this court three ftables adioinejcach one of which
ftables will containe two hundreth horfes. Likewife there are two other
oftlerics,wherof oneis for mules,and the other foran hundreth ofithe kings
horfes onely. Next vnto ‘the ftables were two barnes or garners adioining,
in two feuerall placessinthelowerof which barnes waslaide ftraw and barly
intheother. Thereis alfo another moftlarge place to laye vp corne in,
cuerie roume whereof will containe moe 'then: three hundreth buthels;
The couer of thelfaide roume hath a certaine hole whereunto they afcend
by ftaires made of ftone. Whither thebeafts laden with corne being cotne,
they powre the faide corne into theholes And fo when theywoulde take
any corne from thence; theydo but opencerraine hiolesbelow, fuffring {6
much corne to.come foorthasmay {eruetheir tutnes, andthat withoutany
labouratall. There islikewife a cerraine otherhall, where thekings fonne,
and thefonnes of noble men are inftruéted inlearning. - Then may yoube-
holde a certaine fower-fquare building 5 containing divers' galleries with
faire glaffe windowes, inwhich galleries aremany hiftories moft curioufly
painted:heere likewife the glittering and gilt armouris to be feene. Next
vnto this building 1s another, wherein certaine of thekings guard are[od-
ged:then followes that wherein ftate-matters are difcufled: whereunto ad-
ioineth alfo another,which isappointedforambaffadonrs to conferre with
the kings priuic counfellin. Likewife thekings concubinesand other la-
diesof honour haue a moft conuenient placeiaffigned them : next vito
which ftandeth the lodging of thekingsfonnes. Notfarre from the caftell
wall, on'that fide whichis nextvnro the fields, may youbeholdamoft plea-
fantand large garden , containing almoftall kindeof trees thatcanbe na-
med. Morecouer, thereis afumpruousand ftately porch built of moft ex-
cellent fquare marble : in the midft whereof {tandeth a piller with a lion

ceruaine hillwhich beginnethalmoft from Atlas, is diftantfrom Ma-—

" rocoaboutfower and twentie miles. Intimes paft, when Muachidin
was prince thereof; it containecdmoe then fixe thoufand families : acwhat
time the people were very ciuill, and had fuch plentic and magnificence of
all things , thatmany would not fticke to compare this towne with the citie
of Maroco. Ithad onallfides moft pleafant gardens; and great ftore of
vines, whereof fome grew vpon the mountaine it{elfe; and others on'the
valley. By the foote of this hill runnethafaire river,which fpringing foorth
of Atlas, falleth atlength into Tenfift. Thefield which lieth niecre vatoithis
riuer is faid to be fo fruitfull, that it yeeldeth cuery yeere fiftic fold encreafe.
Thegvater of thisriuer looketh alwaies whites albeitifa man {tedfaftly be-
hold the faid river, itmay {feeme vato himiin colour to refemble the foile of
Narnia, ortheriuer Niger of VmbriainTralie. Andf{ome there are which

All the region betweene Maroco and the
forefaidriver is in {ubieGion vito the gouernour of Mareco, but from the Zh septeine of
Huer voto Hannimei the townes-men of Hannimei beare rule. Thistowne
hada famous yoong captaine, whe maintained continuall warre againftche
gouernorof Maroco,and fomtimes againftthe Arabiansalfo. Hehad like-
wife amoftample dominion vpon the mountainesof Alas : by naturall

- difpofitionhe was rightliberal & valiant;and haning fcarce attained to fixe-
tecne yeeres of age, he {lue hisowne vncle ; and viurped his gouernment.
Whereoffofoone as the Arabians hadimclligqnce,ioining three hundreth
Chriftian horfemen,which came out of Portugale, vnto their great forces;
they marched on thefodaine euen to the very gates of the towne;  And the
forefaide caprainewith his armie containing fcarce an hundreth hotfemen,
with a very fewe footemen metthe Arabians, and gaue them fuch a valiant
onfet,that the greater part of them wasflaine , and the Chriftians were fo
difcomfited,that (as I fippofe ) not one of them' returned home into Por-
tugale :which (they fay ) came to pafle, both by reafon that the Chriftians

, wereignorant of the place 5 and vnskilfull of the Africinsmanner of war-
fare. Thefethingseredoncinthe 920. yeereofthe Hegeira, andin the
yeere of ourLorde r5xr. Afterivard beingwearied by theking of Fezhis
warres (which king demaunded tribute of the townes men of Hannimei ) he
wias{laine withabullet: wherenpon the towne remained tribuarie to the
king of Fez. Yca,the deceafed capraines wife delinered as prifoners cerraine
birgeffes of thetowne vntothe king himfelfe. And theking {o foone ashe
had placeda lientenantouer: Hannimei ; departed from the famctowne in
the 92 r.yeers of the Hegeira,and in the yeere of our Loxd 1512, -

quarrels and controuerfies of the inhabitantgy VWhich words he had no {oo- b Leocon-
ner vitered.but immediately my horfe was tgken from me.VWherefore T was /7474 o2
conftrained for nine daies,and fo manynights,longertoabide the penvrie  ©
and miferie of thatregion. Moreouermy tronblewas the greater, for that,
in fuch abundance of fuites and affaires, there was'not one man prefent,
which could fer downe fomuchas a wordinwriting : wherefore I my felfe
was faine to play both the iudge and the notarie. Vpon the eight day they
allof them promifed to beftowe fome greatrewarde vpon me. 'VWherefore
thenightfollowing feemed viitoime a yeere long : forIwasin good hope
the next morrow to haue receitied a mafieof golde from my clients. So
fooneas thenextday beganto dawne, they placed me in a cerraine church-
porch: whither; after an viualland (hort praier ended, each man full reve-
rently prefented his gift voto me.

His mounmineof Sevfanataketh his beginning where Semede en-

deth, outof which fpringeth a' cerraine riuer, haning one name with
- thefaid mountaine from whence it proceedeth. Neuerwerethetops
of this mountaine feene deftitute of fhowe. The inhabitants leade abrutifh
andfauage life; waging continuall warre with their next neighbours: for
which purpofethey vie neither fwords, iauelins, norany other warlike in-
ftruments, botonely cerraineflings , ourof whichthey:difcharge ftonesaf-
tera firange and woonderfull manuer. Theirviétuals confift of barlie, ho-
niejand goates-flefh. Inthe famemountaine greatmuliitudes of Tewes ex-
ercifing handy~craftes doe inhabite: likewife they makef{ope,yron-hookes,
and horle-thooes.Diners mafonsare bere to be found alfo. They build their
walles of no other matter but onely of rough ftoneand lime, and the roofes

kind of lime or brick:XThcy haueamong them alfo abundance of learned

And albeit the inhabitants are
accounted fieretiques by all other Mahumetans , yetis there no kinde of

Itis in-
habited with fauageand fierce people, beeing moft needie
= J of money , and yet abounding gready in cattell. - Great
Tnandep- ftore of copperandyronishere digged outof mines,, and here are brafen
perming— yeffels made, whichare carried into other countriesto be folde: and thefe
vefelsthey exchange forlinnenand woollen cloth,for horfes,and for other
wares necefTarie for the (aid region, Inall this whole region there is neithes
townenot caftle enuironed with walles.Greatvillages they haue,which con-
tainie,many of thicpn,more then a thoufand families apeece. They hauenei-
therking nor goucrnour to prefcribe any lawes vito themi: but cueric one
ishisowne captaine and commanders whereupon theyare at continuall
cominwall wars warres among them felues, neither have they any truce atall,burthree daies
w@ngele. onely cuiery weekes during whichtime cuery man may fafely and freely bar-
gainewith his enemie, and may trauellwhither helifteth. Bue thefe daies of
truce being paft; thewietched people ofthis region do continually commit
moft hotrible flaughters. The forefaide daies of uce a certaine Hermite
appointed vito them,whom they honourgd and reverencedlikea god. This
Hermite with one cic Lmy felfe faw, and found him to beatruftic , fincere,
courtcous, and moft liberall perfon. The common attire of the people of
Guzzulaisawoolleniackettreightto theicbodies 8ewithout flecues. They
weate crooked,broad,and iwo-edged dagpers: and theiv {words are like vinto:

- And after them followed
all the reft of the affemblie , till the authors of thefaide murtherwere left
alone. They alfo immediately came footth,and perfwaded the people with
many words, that they had flaine the king for none othercaufe,, but onely
inregard thathe had actempted the viter ouerthrowboth of themfeltes and
ofthe whole people. The citizensbeeing totoo credulous; aduauriced the
twwo forefaid confpiratours to the gouernment of the kingdome = howbeit
theyagreed not long thereabout, but the common-wealth was diverfly toft
fed hither and thither,fometime inclining to one, & {ometime to another.
Wherefote the Portugall merchants which viually frequented that citic in
greatnumbers,wrote vnto theirking to fende foorthwith an armie of {old;-
ersthither: for they wete in good hope , that he thoulde moft eafily and
with fmalldifaduantage winne the faide citie. Howbeit theking being no-
thing mooued with this meflage of theirs,would not fend any forcesatal il
hewas more certainly informed by his faid merchants totiching the death of
the king of Azaphi,8ethe diffenfion betweene the two new gouernours. As
alfo,that they had made fuich acompaét with a cettaine captaine of the cofi-
trary faction,thatit was the éafieft mattér in the world for him to coquerthe
towne. For they had built thema vericftrong caftell vpon the fea-fhore,
wherein their merchandize might fafely be beftowed. For the Portugals
had perfwaded the townes-men, thatduring the great tumultabour thekings
death , they were allof theniin dangerto lofe both their liues and goods.
Wherefore into this caftell , among their veflelsof oile and other wares,
they cunningly conueied gunnes and all other kind of watlike infhiments :
butthe townes-men being ignorant hieereof, exacted nothing of the Portu-
galsfaue onely cuftomeduc for theirwares. Nowaftet the Portugaleshad
fufficiently prouided themfeliies ofall kinde of armiour and watlike omimiti-
ons, they {ougheby all meanesan eccafion to fightwith the citizens. At
lengthit came to paffe thata certaine Portugals fervant buying meat in the
citic, did foprouoke a butcher, that aftermuch quarrelling they fell to
blowes, whercupon the feruant fecling himfelfe hure, thruft the butcher

horfemen, witha great number of gunnes.  \Which forces when the citi-
zens fawe to approch, they prefently betooke themfelues to theit fecte,and
fled ynto the mountaine of Benimegher : neither durftanyman faiein the
_xefi oom by tOWIE, but onely he thatwas the author of building the caftle. And {0 it
she Porsagals. cameto paffethat the Portugall forces woonthe towne withoutany perill
orlabour. Sooneafterthe generall of thewhole armic fent the builder of
the caftle vnto the king of Portugall. But the king fent himwith a cer=
taine number of attendants backe againe to Azafi, and appointed him go-
uernour of all the region adiacent. For the Portugallking wasnotacquain-
ted with theircuftomes, nether did he fufficiently know how they gouemed
their common-wealth. Soone after enfuied the miferable defolation and
ruine,not onely of the citie but of the whole region thereabouts.In this dif*
courfe wehaue beene fomewhat tedious, to the end wemighe fhew of how
great euill a woman may be the inftrument, and what intollerable mifz
IhnLeotes  chiefesarebred by diffenfion.

Of vhe famous citicof Elmedinnin Duccala.

7| Lmedina being inamanner the chiefe citie of the whole re-
gion , is (according to the manner there ) environed with
wals of no greatforce. The inhabitants are homiely aswell
inwitteand behaviour, asin apparell: wearing fuch cloth as

taine filuerornaments : the men are valiant, and haue greatftore of horfes.
They were all of them banifhed by the king of Fez outof his dominions, for
thathefufpeéted them tobe friends to the Portugals. For he had heard that
acertaine gouernour of thatregion had counfelled his fubiects to pay tri-
butevnto the Portugallking. This gouernour I fawe barefoote led {omi-
ferablie captiue,that I could {carce refraine from teares; becaufe he did nor
oughtvpon trecherie, butbeing conftrained. For, good man, he thought
itmuch better to pay a litde tribute vnto the Portugals , then fodainly to

lofe both his lifeand his goods. - For thereftoring of whom vato his for-

mer libertie,diversnoblemen greatly laboured: andfo atlength fora great
fumme of money he was releafed. Butafterward the citicremained voide of Eimedina e
inhabitants,abontthe yeere of the Hegeira gar. defolate

Of the towne of Duccalacalled Centumpatei.

His towne is builtvpona rocke of excellent marble: in the fiburbes
whereofare certaine caues, wherein the inhabirants vie to lay vp their
corne: which is there fo woonderfully preferued, thatic will continue
an hundreth yeereswithout any ill fauour or corruption. Of the number of corme preferued
/50 which *o02ere
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which caues refembling pits or wels, the towne it {elfeis called Centum
pueei. Theinhabitants are of fmallreckoning oraccount, hauing no artifi-
cersdwellingamong them but certaine Iewes. VWhenthi:kin! g of Fezhad
forced the inhabitants of Elmadin to come into his domiyions, he attempy
ted alfo to bring thither the i\ habitants of this rowne : bue. sefufing to
gointo a flrange place , chqeratherto inhabite necre vutc\} the towne of
Azafi, then to forfake their ojvne native foile. VWhich when the king vnder-
ftoade, he prefently caufed the towne to be facked ; wherein nothing was
foundbut corne,hony,and ofher things of fmall value.

Of the towne of Subeit inthe fame region.

S Vbeit is a finall towne built vpon the fouth fide of the riverof Ommira-
bih.Itis diftantfrom Elmadin about fortie miles, andisfaidto be fitb~
1c& voto certaine Arabians dwelling in Duccala. Honie and corne they
haue greatabundance:but fuchis theirvnskilfulnes and ignorance;that they
haue neither gardens nor vineyardes. At the fame time when Bulahuan
was woon, the king of Fezbroughtallthe people of Subeit into his domi-
nion , and allotted voto them a certaine peece of grounde neerevnto Fez
which was neuer before inhabited : {o that Subeit remaineth wafte and void
eof inhabitants euen vaull this day.

Of the rowne of Teveracost,

A Lfo in Duccala neere ynto the river Ommirabih ftandeth acertaine
{iall towne, which was builtby the founder of Maroco, from whom
the name thereof is thought to be derined, Inhabitants ithath great ftore,
and containeth morethenfower hundreth families.  Itwas fubiect in times
paftvitothe people of Azamur; but Azamur being {poiled by the Porm-
gales, this towne alfo came to nought,and the people heerofwent to Elma-
din.
Of thetowne called Terga.

His towne being diftant abour thirtie miles from Azamur, is fituate

neere vato the riner Ommirabih : it is well peopled , and containeth
about threc hundreth families. In times paft itwas {ubie¢t votothe inhabi-
tants of Duccala ; butafter the facking of Azafi, Huli which fought againft
the Portugals, for certaine daies lay with his armie in this towne. Burafter-
ward being repelled thence by theking of Fez , the townebecame fo wafte
and defolate, thatfrom thencefoorth it was an habitation forowles & bats.

Of the towne of Bulahuan.
T His towne likewife ftandeth vpon the banke of Ommirabih, & contai-

neth about fiue hundreth families: intimes paftithad moft noble and
woorthie

woorthic inhabitants, efpeciallyinthat fireete which lieth nextvntothe ri-
*  uer, vponthe hjgh way to Maroco. In this towne wasa famous hofpitall
buile;which ha¢manie roomes and manfions ;wherein all firangers travai-
'+ ling-that way }vcrc fumptuoufly and freely entertained at the common
“~charge ok'rimwnc. The inhabitantsare nw}t rich bothin cattell & corne.
* Euery cititizen almofthathan 1 Oo.yochf‘@xcn ,and fome of them yeerly
reape two thoufand, fome threc thoufand micafures of corne: {o thar the
Arabians do carrie eraine from thence fufficient to ferue themall the yeere
following. Inthe 9xg.yeere of the Hegeirayheking of Fez fentbis brother

to goucrne and defende the region of Diiteala, who comming vito this -
towne,wasinformed thatthe capraine of Azemur approched thither witha
greatarmie, of purpofe todeftroy the towne and to lead the people captine.
Whereupon the king of Fez his brother fentimmediately vnto the faide
towne two captaines with two thovfand horfemen , and eight hundreth ar-
chers. Butthe veryfame time when they entred the towne, they met there
the Portugall foldiersaccompanied with two thoufand Arabians:by whom,
being fewerin number , they were fo miferablie flaine, thatfcarcely twelue
archersof all the eight hundreth could efcapewith the horfemen vato the
next mountaines. Howbeit afterward the Arabians renewed the skirmifh,&
1 5 0.0f the Portugall horfemen being {laine, they putthe enimicto flight.
Whereupon theking of Fez his brother paffed on to Duccala, requiring
tribute of the people,and promifing thatas long as he liued hewould ftand
- betweene them and their enemies. Afterward being vanquifhed he returned
home to Fez varo the king hisbrother. Butthe inhabitantsfecing that the
kings brother had receiued tribute of them and had ftood them in no ftead,
they prefently forfcoke the towne, and fled vnto the mountaine of Tedles :
for they feared leaft the Portugals armie would come vpon them, and exa-
¢ting a greater fumme, would lead them prefently captiue which could not
disburfe it, Avall thefe accidents I my felfe was prefent, and faw the forefaid
{laughter ofthe archers:for I ftood about amile diftant from them,and was
mounted vpon a fwift courfer. At the fame time I'was trauelling to Maro-
co, being fent by the king of Fez, to declare ynto the king of Maroco, and
vno the Seriffo, thatthe king of Fez his brother was prefently to departva-
to Duccala: forwhich caufe they were requefted to prouide foldiers for

the bewerrefiftance of the Portugals armie,

Of the citie of Azamuy.

7| Zamur, atowne of Duccala, was built by the Africansvpon

hat part of the Ocea fea (hore where the rier of *Ommira- * Or Markes.
bihdifemboqueth being diftant from Elmadina fouthyard
abou thirtie miles. Very large itis, and wellinhabired,and
containeth o the number of fiue thonfand families. Here
Ha2 doe
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doe the Portugall méi'chams'continually refide. The inhabitants are vety
ciuill,and decently apparelled. Andalbeit they are diuidt;{' into two parts,
f,a hae they continuali peace among themfelues. Pulfeand corne they
haue great plenties thoughthyirgardens and orchards bring footh novght ©
elfebucfigs. Theyhave fuch&chntic of fifhes, that they receifie yeerely for—
them (omenme fixe thouﬁmdﬁ 6@ fometime feuen thoufand duckass, And
their time of fihing dureth from O¢taber to the end of Aprill. They vie to
friefifhes in a certaine pan with oile, whereby they gather an incredible
quantitic of trane:neither vﬁxhcy any otheroile toput into their lampes.
Onceayeere the Portugals myukea voiage hither, anddoe carrie away fo
great abundance of fith, thatthey onely doedisburfe the fumme of duckats
aforefaid. Hence itis,that theking of Portugil beingallured for gaine,hath
often fent moft warlike flectes to furprife chis towne: the firft whereof; in
regarde of the Generals indifcretion, was the greateft part difperfed and
{unke vpon the fea.  Afterward the king fentanother navie of two hundred
faile well furnifhed, at the very fight whereof the citizens were fo difcomfi-
ted, thattheyall betooke themfeluesto flight; and the throng was{o great
at their entrance of the gates, thatmoe then fower{core citizens were {laine
therein. Yeaacertaine prince which cameto aidethem, was, for his fafetic
conftrained to let himfelfedowneby arope on the farther fide of thecitie.
The inhabitants were prefenty difperfed hither and thither; fome fecing
on horfe-backe,and others onfoote. Neither could you(Lknow)haue reffai-
nedfrom teares, hadyoufeene the weake women, the filly old men, and the
tender children run away bare-footedand forlorne. But before the Chrifti-
ans gaue anyaifauls; the Iewes (which (hortly after compounded with the
king of Portugill, toyeeld the citic to him, on condition thatthey (houlde
{uftaine no iniurie ) witha generall confent, opened the gutes vatothem s
and fo the Chriftians obrained the citie,and the people went to dwell part of
themto Sala,and partto Fez. Neitherdoe Lthiuke that Godforany other
caufebroughe this calamitie vpon them, but onely forthe hortible vice of
Sodomie, whereunto the greateft part of the citizens were {o notorioufly
addiéted, thatthiey couldfcarce {ee any young ftripling, who efcaped their
tuft,
Of therowne called Meramei.

His towne was built by the Gothes vpon a plaine, almoft fourteene

miles diftant from Azafi, and itcontaineth to the number of fower
hundred families: the foilethereabout abouadeth greatly with oliuesand
corne: It was gouerned in times paft by the prince of Azafi; butafterward
being (urprifed by the Portgals,and the inhabitantsbeing all puc to flight,
itremained well nighone wholeyeere deftitate of people. - Howbeit{oone
after makingaleaguewith the Portugals, eachiman retited ynto hisowne
home. Andnow L thinkeitnotamiffeto reportas concerning the moun-
taines of Ducala thofe thingswhichmay feeme woorthie of memoric.
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s | Ofthemounsaine called Bemimigher.

; ‘E\;}mtﬁhgz isdiftant from Azafi about)ﬁvcluc' miles, containing di-
B ueryArt fallfortes, cuery onc off which hathan houfeat Azafi.
Thismeuntaineisfo exceeding frujtful for ¢ile and corne,thacaman would
fearce beleeueit. Irwas oncein fubietion vntothe prince of Azafi, but
the inhabitants of Azafi being putto flight;as hath beene aforefaid, had no
other placefor their refuge,but onely this mountaine of Benimegher. Af-
terward they paid wibute for certaine yeeres vnto the Portugals ; butwhen
theking of Fez came thither with his army, he caried with him part of them
vnto Fez, and the refidue returned to Azafi : for they were determined ra-
ther to indure any iniurie,then to fubmit themfelues to the Chriftians go-

uernment.

Ofthe greeve monntaine.

T Hismountaine isof an exceeding height, beginning eaftward from
the riuer of Ommirabili, and extending weftward to the hils called in
their language Hafara, and it diuideth Duccala from fome part of Tedles.
Likewife this mountaine is very rough and full of woods, affoording great zhe fnit catied
ftore of acomnesand pine-apples, and a certaine kinde of red fruit which the i{[;’: f;éf.i'"‘
Iralians commonly call Africano. Many Hermites alfo doe inhabite vpon car,
this mountaine,lining with no otherkind of vi¢tuals, but fuch as the woods
yeeldvnto them. Fortheyare aboue fiue and twenty miles diftant fromall
townes and cities. Hereare great ftore of fountaines and ofaltars builcafter
the Mahumetan fathion, and many auncient houfes alfo ereéted by the
Afticans. Acthe foot of this mountaine there is anotable lake,very like vinto
the lake of Bolfena in the Roman territorie. In which lake are found infinite
numbers offifhes,as namely ecles, pickrels,and of diuers other forts,which,
to my remembrance, Ineuer faw in Italie : butthere isnoman thatgoeth
about to take any fifh in this lake, no maruell therefore though the number
be o great. Vpona certaine time when Mahumet the king of Fez tranclled et piensic
thatway towards the kingdome of Maroco, he encamped his armic eight /-
daies vpon the fide of this lake. Some of hiscompanie he licenced to fifh
thefame, amongft whom I faw certaine that tooke off their (hirts and coats,
fowing vp their {leenes and collars, and putting certaine hoopswithinthem
to keepe them from clofing together, andfo vied themin fteed of nets,
wherewith notwithftanding they caughtmany thoufand fifbes : but others
which had nets indeed,got more then they, And all by reafon that the fifhes
(aswe will now declare)were perforce driven into the nets. For king Mahu-
metbeing there accompanied with fourteene thoufand Arabian horfemen,
which broughta greatmany more camels withthem; and hauing fine thou-
fand horfemen vnder the conduct of his brother, with an hugearmie of
footemen; caufed them all at once to enter the lake, infomuch thatthere

H 3z was
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was {carce water ynough to fatisfie the camels thirft : wherefore it wasno
maruell though thic fithes came fo faft into the nets. Vpon'thebanks of this
lake are many treks beating leaues like vnto pine-leaues,ambng the boughes
whereof , fuch abundance ofjturtles doe neftle, that the irthaby ;
woonderfull commoditie by ¥hem. Mahumet hauing sefef]
cightdaies by the forefaidlake,was then defirous to view The greens moun-
taine aforefaid : myfelfewitha greacnumber of courtiers andlcarned men
attending vpon him. So oftenas hefawanyaltar, he would commandhis
armie there to make a ftand,and lowly kneeling on his knees,would fay thefe
wordsfollowing : Thouknoweft (oh Lordmy God) that I came hither for
> nonc other caufe, but to releafe the people of Duccald from the Arabians
* and cruell Chriftians: whichattempt of minc if thouthinkeft to be vniuft,
> letme oncly fecle the punifhmentof this offence : for thefe my followers

* are guiltlefle. And thus weranged vp and downe the greene hill one whole

day: butatnightwe returned vnto ourtents. Thenextday it was king Ma-
humets pleafiire to goc on hunting and hauking,wherenpon his houndsand
haukes (which he hadin great abundance) were broughtfoorth: howbeit
thatfport yeelded noughebutwilde geefe, duckes, turtle-doues, and other
fowles. But the day following the king called for his hounds, faulcons, and
eagles: their game were hares,deere,poreupikes,roe-deere,woolues,quailes
and ftarlings: and by reafonthat none had hunted or hawked there an hun-
dredyeeresbefore,they had very good paftime. Andafter we had here ftai-
ed certaine daics, theking with hisarmie marching voto thefaid Elmadina
towne of Duiccala, willedall hislearned men and prieftes which hee had
brought with him,to returne vato Fez. Butmy felfe (as ambafladour) anda

A deferiprionof the region of Hafcor.

His region is bounded northward with certaine mountaines whicl
adioine vpon Duccala; weftward witha river running by the foote of
mountHadimmei , which we called before Tenfift; and caftward by

the river Quadelhabid, thatis, theriner of feruants , whichriver dinideth
Hafcora from Tedles. Andfo likewife the hils of Duccala doc feparate
Hafcora from the Ocean fea, The inhabitants of this region are farmore
ciuil,then the people of Duccala. This prouince yeeldeth greatabundance
of oyle,of Marockin skinnes,and of goates,of whofe haire they make cloath
and fadles. And hitherdoall thebordering regions bring their goat-skins,
whercofthe forefaid Marockin or Cordouan leatherismade.  This people
 hath great raffique with the Portugals, with whom they exchange the fore-
Gidleatherand fadles, for cloath. Their coineisall onewith the coine of

tenmiles eaftward of Maroco,and about 6o. miles from Duc-
(G2 cala. Heeremay youfinde many leather-dreflers,and allother

kinde of artizans, witha greatmultitude of Tewifh merchants. This towne
isennironed witha certame wood , which is full of oliue; and walnut-trees.
The inhabitants are continually,in amanner,opprefled with warres among
themfelues , and againfta certaine little towne beeing fower miles diftant
from thence. Neither dare anycome vpon the plainelying betweene thefe
two townes, (fauewomen onely and{laues ) excepthebe welland ftrongly
guarded. So that eucric manis faine to maintaine an harquebufier orar-
cher forhis defence , whomhe monethlyalloweth ten or twelue pieces of
gold , which are woorth fixeteene ducates Iralian. Likewife in Elmadin
there are certaine men of great and profound learning,which are appointed
tobe iudges and noraries. Whatloeuer tribute orcuftome ftrangers doe
paysis deliuered vnto certaine treafurers and cuftomers of the towne; which
imploy it afterward forthe publike benefite. They are likewife conftrained
to pay certaine tribute votothe Arabians , for {undie pofieflions which
they enioyin the forefaide valley; butthat money gaineth them atthe A-
rabians hand ten times{o much, ormore. In myreturne from Marocol
thought good to trauellby thistowne, where I'was right fumpruoufly.en-
terrained by onc of Granadamy countrey-man,who was exceeding rich, ha-
uing ferued asan archer in thistegion for fifteene yeeres. And albeitthe
towne of Elmadin had a ftately hofpitall , wherein all merchants travelling

* that way, were entertained at the common charge; yctmy countrey-man
would not {uffer vs there to lodge,, but for three daies together moft curte-
ouflywelcommed my felfe, nine courtiers , and all the feruants and retinue
which we brought with vs : vtowhich companie of ours the townefmen
prefented,fome of them calues,fome lambes,and fome other brought hens.
Sceing vpona time {o many goates in the towne, I merily demaunded of
my countrey-man, why he gaue vs no kids-fleth to cate :hee anfivered that
that was accounted among them of all others the moft bafe and homely
meate.  Their faire and beautifull women arefo fonde of ftrangers that
if fecret occafion be offered they will not refufe their difhoneft com-
panic,

faying, that himfelfe would maintaine themallachis owne coftsand char
ges, andwould winnethe faid towne of Alemdinforthe Kingsbehalfe,and
wouldaffirre the King feuen thoufand ducatesfor yeerelytribure. This offer
pleafed theKing right well , and that he mightdeclare his princely liberali-
tie, he would not fuffer the merchantto giue wages vnto any, but onely to
thearchers. Andfowith allexpeditionhe commanded his gouernour of
Tedles to prouide the faide merchant {o many horfemen and fo many foot-
men,and two captaines ouer the armie. - Atlength commingbefore Alem-
din they befiged itfixe daies:which being expiredthe townefmen told their

oucrnourin plaine termes,that they would notfor his caufe incur theking
of Fezhisdifpleafure, norfufferany mconuenience. VWherenpon he pur
ting himfelfe inabeggers weede,attempred to efcapeaway: but being kno-
wen and apprehended, he was brought before the merchant , who commit-
tedhim toprifon. And fothe rownefmen prefently opening theirgates
reccined the merchantwith all his troupes,&yeelded themfelues to him &
tothe king of Fez.The parents ofthe forefaid maid protefted vato the mer-
chant, thatthe gouernourby maine force had depriucdthem of his para-
mour. Howbeit{he herfelfe was bigwithchilde by the gouernour ; but af-
ter themerchantknew that fhe was delivered of herchilde , hebore heraf-
fe&ion againe , and atlength marriedher  And the wretched gouemour
was the fame day by the iudges pronounced guiltic of fornication, and was
fronedtodeath.  Well, the merchant remained gouermour and Lord of
both townes; eftablifhing moft firme peace between them, & duely paying

Thistowne hath many fountainesabouti, %
wihich ioyning into one {treame,do ferue for many water-mils thereabouts,
Here are likewife great ftore of artizans, who exercife themifelues onely
about things neceflarie. The inhabitantsare fomewhat ciuill, their women
are moftbeantifull, being moft gorgeoufly decked with filuer iewels, Their
oilethey carric vato the next cities {outhward of them on this fide Adlas :
but they fend their leather vato Fez and Mccnafa. Their plaine is almoft
fixemileslong : thefoilebeing moft fruitfull for corne : inregard whereof
the townes-tmen pay certaine yeerely tribute viito the Arabiaus, This towne
. hathindges, prieftes,and a great number of gentlemen. Vpon a time as I
wauelled this way,it wasmy hap to meete with:a certaine ancient gouernour
of the fame place; who was growie blinde with extreme age, Thisaged fire
(as by fome Ivadertood) was in his youth a moft valiantandftoue petfon, -
infomuch that afrer many othet noble exploits; he {lew with his owne hand
fower captaines which weremoftdeadly enermies vto the people of Tago-
deft. Andafterward he handled die matter fo wifely,that he foynedthofc in
perfect league which before time had waged continual watre. Here no com-
monwealth-matteris concluided by the magiftrates of the towne withiout his
fpeciall advife and anthoritie By this worthie Senatour myfelfe with fower-
{core horfemen were honorably entertained, and had dainty iheates euery
day fet beforevs, of game which wasnewlyhunted  He recounted moft fa-
miliarly vnto vsallhis labours whieh he had beftowed in concluding of the
forefaid league: neither had this good man any o entire and hidden lecrets,
whichhe reuealed notvato vs, as'to hislouing friends. At my departure I
offered him mo#ey for my felfednd my companic : but he; like'a liberall
man, wouldby no iieanes accept of it; faying, thatalbeitlie ought the kin
of Feztnuch dutie and good will; yetdid henotbeftowe that: liberalitie for
“his fake : but that whatfoeuer wealth he enioied;his parents beqaeathed vnto
him vpon this condicion, thathe fhould thew himfelfe kinde and bountifill

he poffeffed of fheepe and gontes moethenan hundrcd.;bmﬁu,}ﬁc wooll:
whereofonlyand fomefmall portion of butter, he referued to hin felfe,but
as for the cheefeand milke,he gaue icall frankly vato his (hepherds. In this
towne there isnonc thatfelleth either cheefe, burter,milk;or any otberfuch
commoditie; though each one hath greatabundance of cattell. Howbeit
their hides, oile, and wooll they vtter in the prouinces thereabout, The re-
uerend fire added this moreouer: If itfhall pleafe ({aith he) the king of Fez
toretwrnehome from Duccala through this my tegion, Iwillcome foorth
to meete him, and will fubmitmy {elfe wholly vato him, as yato my mofk
licge and foucraigne prince. Thus my felfe ameere firangerbeing fo hono-
rably difmiffed by this woorthie Senatotr,could notfufficiently cominend
his courteficand bounteous dealing towards ftrangers. ‘

Of the citicof Elginmuha.

T Eerevnto the forefaid towne, within fiue miles ftandeth Elgiumuha,
Irwas in our time builtvpon the top ofan high mountaine, and con-
taineth to: the number of fiue hundred families; befides fo many families
comprifed inthe villages of tharmountaine. Hereare innumerable fprings
and fountaines, and moft pleafant and fruitfull gardensin all places. Here
are likewife walnut-trees huge and tall. The little hils enuironing this moun-
taine docyeeld barlicand oliues in greatabundance. Inthe faid towneare
greatnumbets of artizans,as fmithes;leather-dreflers,and fisch like. And be-
caufe they baue here notable yron-mines , they make plentic of horfe-
fhooes. And whatfoeuer commoditic proceedeth of theirlabour,they car-
ricittoforren regions where they thinkeit is wanting : fromwhence they
bring homeflaues, woad, andthe skins of certaine beaftes, whereofthey
make moft defenfiue and warlike fhields : thefe fhields they tranfpore
vnto Fez,exchanging them there for weapons,cloth, and other fuchthings
astheyftandin neede of. This towne ftandeth o neere vntothe high way,
thatthe boyes wil ftand gazing and woondcriniat merchantsas they come
by efpecially ifthey weare any frange drtire. Therefidue of inhabitants vp-
on thismountaine areall commanded and gouerned by them of the towne.
Theyfay. that the peopleof Tagodattaforefaid were the firft founders of
thistowne ¢ for o ypon atime itbefell; thatwhereastheprincipall men of
Tagodaft grew todiffenfion among themfelues, thecommon fort fanou-
ting neitherfaction, built Elgiumuha, and left Tagodaft tobeinhabited by
their gouernours: henceit s, thatenen at thisday theyare here onely igno-

ST HE ancirint towne of Bzois buile vpo/ ar” high hill about twenty

7 ‘ﬂr‘x\ il wqf@ward from the towne laft mehtioned. 'Within three miles
7" of'BZ0 rtmmeth the forefaid river of Guadelhabid. Thetownefimen
arc hon/tt people,exercifing merchandize, and going decently-apparelled:
To themwhich inhabite thedeferts they caric cloth,oile and leather. Their
mountaines abound with olives, corne, andallkinde of fruits:and of their
grapesthey make euery yeere moft excellent and fweete raifins. Figs they
haue great plentic ; and theirwalnut-trees are {o high, thata puttocke may
fecurelybuilde his neft vponthetops : foritisimpoffible for any manto
climbe vp. Oneach fide of the way which leadeth from hefice to the riuer
Guadelbabid there are moft pleafant and beautifuill gardens. My felfe(I re-
member) was here prefent whentheir oranges, figs, and other fruits were
growen toripenes; andwas entertained bya certaine pricft, who dweltnot
farre from a ftately Mahumeran temple , ftanding by that river which
runneth through the marker-place of the towne.

Of the mountaine called Teruenes.

Hismountaine is fituate oueragainft Hafcoravpon that partof Ac-

las which trendeth {outhward. Ithathmany moft valiantand warlike
inhabitants both horfemen andfootemen; anda great number of horfes of
finall ftawure.Ityecldeth abundance of woad & barlie: but other grainethey
haue noncatall, fothat they haue no otherbut barlic bread to cate. Atall
times ofthe yeere youfhal here fee plenty of fnow. Here are likewife findry
noblemé & gentlemen allwhich arefubiect vnto one prince. To this prince
they pay greatyeerely tribute for the maintenance of hisfoldiexs,for he wa-
geth continall war with the inhabitants of mount Tenfita. Thefaid prince
hath welnigh 1000.moftvaliant horfemen alwaies in a readines: & {o many
likewife do the noblemen of thismountaine continually keepe ac their
owne cofts and charges.Moreouer the prince hathanhundreth {oldiers part
ofthembowmen, and part harquebufiers to guard and attend vpon his per-
fonin all places. Comming my {elfe to fee this mountaine, it was my
chaunce tofinde onethe faide prince, whowas defirous exceedingly to be
praifed of allmen: but for liberalitic, curtefic, and civilitie, his like I thinke
was not to be founde. Vito the Arabiantoong (albeit he were ignorant
thercof)he bore amarueilous affeion : and was greatly delighted to heare
any man exponnda fentence or verfe, which was penned to his owne com- |
mendation. Atthe very famegime when mine vncle was fent ambaffadour ﬂ, 4 7::1}:::
from the king of Fez totheking of Tombuto, I my felfe al{o trauailed in ambagdonr
‘hiscompany:we were no fooner entred the region of Dara(whichisan hun- fr”,""’\’"’-z iy
dreth miles diftant from the {aide princes dominions) but he hearing of
wncles fame ( who was an excellent Osatour , anda moft wittie Poct) fiht

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letters vnto the prince of Daa, requefting him that he woulde perfivade
mine vacle totrauaile vnt¢ Tombuto by mount Tenueubs : frhe had a
greatdefire to fechim, & t&{ocake with him, Howbeit my!vng
that itbefeemed not akings ambaffadour to vifite any prirﬁgs%{ryﬁﬁ?@f
his way, and {o to deferre his mafters waightie affaires. Bestothy erid thac
hemightinfome fort fatisfie the faide prince, he promifed to fenatyne his
nephew vnto him, whichmightin his name falute himand do him due ho-
nour, Afterward he delivered me certaine coftlie gifts to prefent the
prince withall: as namely a curious paire of ftimmups double gilt and finely
wrought after the Morifco fafhion, whichcoft (asI remember ) fiue and
twentie ducates; and arich paire of fpurs of fifteene ducates price.  More=
ouer hefent tWo bands offilke artificially entwined with gold, one whereof
was tawnie,and the other blew. He fentalfoamoft excellentbooke, con-
taining the lives of certaine famous anddeuoutmen of Affica, togither

with certaine verfes in the commendation of the prince himfelfe. Thusbe- -

ing furnifhed with the things aforefaid , I fetfoorth on my iourney, taking

two horfemen to accompanie mevnto the forefaid mountaine: and foasI

road, T inuented verfes in the princes praife. Atour firft arrivallthere , the

prince with a grear taine of his nobilitie was ridden foorth on hunting,

Who being enformed of my comming , caufed me foorthwith tobe fent

for and after falutationshad, he asked me howmy vacle did : T anfwered that

he was in good health,and athishighnes difpofition. Thenhe commanded

me to be carried vntoaftatelylodging; where, after my tedious iourney , I

might repofe my felfe; rill he were returned from hunting. And fo within
nightreturning from his game , he fent forme immediately to comeinto
hischamber of prefence:where;hauing firft performed due obeifance vato

him, I prefented him with mine vacles gifts: which(as I fuppofe)were moft

cceprable vatohim. - Atlength I gave himthe verfes which minevncle

had indited : whichhe prefently commanded one of his fecretaries toread.

And ashe was expounding each fentence and worde vatothe prince, itwas
awoonder to fec, what exceeding alacritie and ioy appeered in his counte-

naynce. Theverfesbeing read he fate downe tofupper,willingme notone-

Iyto beihis guett,butal(o to fitnext vnto his perfon. - His table was furni-

{hed withmntton,veale rofted and fodden, and with bread baked like a cake.

Diuers other difhes likewife were ferued in, but Tremember notall the par-

ticulars. Supperbeing ended,[ grected the prince inthiswife : Your high-

nes (my lord ) hathreceiued all thofe gifts , which your humble feruant

\, swséeescfor b aflately breakefalt after the congtufion whereof,he caufed an
hundrechifeeitessabe deliuered me for aprefent voto my vacle , togither

But on me
he beftowed fiftie ducates and a good horfe : and to each of my two feruants
he gaue ten dueates: giuing mine vacle o ynderftande, thathismeane gift
which hebeftowed;was fentnotinregard of his woorthy prefents, but for a
recompence of hisexcellent verfes. Forastouching minevaclesgifts, he
faide he woulde deferre the requitall thereof till his rerurne from Tombuto,
what time he would more fullymanifeft his good will towards him, Then
commanding oneof his fecretariesto ditect vs on ourway, & moft courre-
oufly bidding vs farewell;hetold vs thatthe fame day he was going to make
anaffaultvpon his enimies, Andfo departing fromhim, I returned to mine
vncle. | Thus much I thought goeod to fetdowne, forto fhewe, that cuen
Africaisnotviterly deftitute of curteous and bountifull pexfons.

Of themountaine called Tenfin.

Enfita isapartof Atlas, beginning weftward from the mountaine [aft
before mentioned, caftward extending tomount Dedes , and {outh-

- wardbordering vpor the defertof Dara. This mountaine is well ftored with
inhabitants , hauing moe then fiftic caftles about it , the wals whereof are
builtof lime andrough ftonc : and by reafon of the foutherly fitation itis
cuer almoft deftitute of raine. All the faid caftles ftand not far from the river
of Dara, fome being three, and fome fower miles diftantthere from. The
greareft prince in all this region hath voderhis command well nigh fif-
teéne hundreth hotfemen, and about fomany footemen as the prince of
“Tenueuesbeforenamed. And albeitthefe two princes are moft neerely
conioined in bloud, yercanneicher of themrefraine frommofk cruel wars
againftthe other. Itisawoonderto fee, whatplentie of dates this moun-
raineaffoordeth: the inhabitants giue themfelues partly to husbandry , and
partly towaffike. Barly chey haue in greatabundance : but of other graine
and of flefh theirfcarcitic isincredible : for tharregion hath no flockes nor
drouesatall. Theprinceof thismountaine commonly recciueth for yeer-
lyribute twentic thonfand pecces of golde : cuery of which peeces con-
taineth not {o muchby one'third part, asan Tralian ducate. There hath
alwaiesbeene fo greatamitic betweene the king of Fez and this prince,that
either often fendeth rich giftsvato other. My felfe (Iremember) once faw - mof fately
2 moft magnificent gift prefented to the faide king in the name of this “:;‘f Hrpres
Pprince;to wit,fiftie men flaves and fiftic women {lavesbroughtout of the
land of Negros;tennc eunuches,twelue camels,one Giraffafixteenc civer

«eatssone pound of ciuet,a pound of amber, and almoft fixe hundreth sk P
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of acertaine beaft called by them Elamt,whereofthey make (hicldes,enerie
skin being woorth at Fez, q’z"ght ducates;twentie of the mcislg {layes coft twen=
tie ducatesa peece, ani{o Lﬁiﬁ&ccnc of the women {lauds eucry eunuch
was valuedatfortie , euery amell atfiftic , and euery citet-cazat e
dreth ducates: and a pound of ciuet and amber is folde arBezTordareefcore
ducates. Befidesthefe were fentdivers other particulars,which foxbrenities
fakeIomit. Imy felfewasin prefence when thefe gifts were offred to the
king: the princes ambaffadour wasa Negro bome, being groffe and of a
lowe ftature, and for his {peech and behauiour moft barbarous: this fellow
deliveredalettervnto theking , which was moft abfurdly and rudely pen-
ned : butthe Oration which hemade in the behalfe of his prince was well
woorfe; {0 thatat the pronouncing thereof the king and allthat were in pre-
fence could hardly refraine from laughter,but werefaine to hold their hands
and garments before their faces leaft they fhotild haue feemed roo vaciuile.
Howbeit his oration being ended , the king caufed him tobemoft hono-
rablie entertained by the pricftof the chiefe temple; with whomhimfelfe
andall his company hauing remained fourcteene daies, were at length by
thekings liberalitic frankely and freely difmiffed.

Of the monntaine called Gogideme.

s Eere vnto the forefaid mountaiue ftandeth another called

3| Gogidéme. This mountaineis inhabited only vpon the north
- |part therof: but the fouth fide is veterly deftitute of inhabitats:

the reafon whercof they affirme to be, becaufe that when
& 5% Abrabamking of Marocowas vanquithedand expelled oue
of hiskingdome by his difciple E/maheli,he fled vato this mountaine. The
inhabitants mooued with the kings diftrefle endenoured (thoughito fmall
purpofe) all chat chey could, to fuccour him: whereof hisdifciple Edmabels
wasno fooner enformed, but comming withan huge armieand with great
furie ypon them he deftroyed all their manfionsand villages, and the inha-
bitants he partly put to flight, and parclyto thefword. And thofe which
now remaine there are moft bafe , beggerly and flavifh people: Howbeit
they fell fome quantitieof oyle and barley = neitherindeed will theirfoyle
affoorde any other commoditics.  They haue plentic of goates and mules;
bur their mules and horfes are but of meane ftature.  Thefituationand qua-
litie ofthis mountaine will not fuffer the inhabitants to beliberall.

Of thetwomonntaines called Tefeuon.

71 Efeuon confifteth of two mountaines ffanding together,begin-
ning weltward fiom Gogideme, & ending at the mountaine of
(|| Tagodaft.The inhabitants are apprefled with extreme pouerty :

;‘7 likewife. Heere doerefide moft rich merchants of all
=2 {orts : of Iewes here are two hundred families;who ex-
ercifemerchandife and'diuers other trades. Andhereyou fhall finde many
outlandifh merchants which buy from hence certaine blacke mantles with
hoods,commonly called 7/e7 75 : of thefe there are great numbers both in
Ttaly and Spaine. Neither are there in Fezany kinde of wares,which are not
heereto be bought : if any merchantwillexchange his wares for other, hee
may the fooner bedifpatched: forthe townefmen arefurnifhed with diuers
kindes of merchandife,as namely with {laves,horfes,woad;leather,and fuch
like : whereas if the forreiners were defirous to fell their wares for ready mo-
ney, they thould neuer attaine to the value of them. They haue golden
coine without anyimage or fuperfeription: theirapparell isdecent: and
their women are beautifull and of. good behauiour.  In this towne aredi-
uers Mahumetan temples, and many pricftsand iudges. ' Their common-
wealth was woont alwaies to be moft profperousand well-gouerned ; but
degencrating from better to woorfe, they were afterward o turmoyled with
diflenfions and wars,that certainebeing expelled hence,came vato theking

of Fez;humbly befeeching bim thatby force he would reftore them to their

natiue countrey,conditionally tharall matters wel fucceeding on theirfide,

they (hould deliuer the towne vato theking. This condition was accepted,

and theking having a thoufand braue horfemen readie to doe the feat, iog-

ned fiue hundred horfe , and o hundred gunners on horfebacke \A to
; ¥ 12 ke,
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- d contentions. Thistumult cameat length by fpies vato the Capraines
eai)‘», who prefently caufed halfe his forces to take armes; and by theit
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them. Mozeouer he wrote vnto certaine Arabians ( which are commonly:

called Zuair , and have alogft fower thoufand horefemen at commaund )
that, if need o requireds,. they would come in, and aydehistroupes. Quer
the faide armic theking appointed as captaine one Ezzeranghsa mafevalic
antandredoubted warriour. VWho hauing pitched his tengsfieere vnto the
towne, began prefently to giue the townefmenanaffaule, Bue wh‘l'Q he had
donehis beft, the warlike citizens eafily gaue him the repulfe. Moreouer
the Arabians called Benigeber were comming with fiue thoufand horfemein
to fuccour the towne. Whichfofooneas Captaine Ezzeranghi was ad-

uertifed of, he raifed his fiege,and went fuddenly to meete with the forefaid .

Arabians; whom afterhe had difcomfited in three daies , he then fafely re-
turned to lay new{iege. The citizens feeing themfelues cut off from all
hope of the Arabiansayde , began ferioufly to treat of] peace with the ene-
mie; which the eaflier to obtaine, they promifed to defray all the kings
charges layde out in this expedition, and to pay him for yeerly tribuce moe
then ten thoufand ducates: howbeitwith this prouifo , that they forwhofe
caufe theking had fent the faid armie, if they entred the towne, {hould bee
fecluded from all Magiftracic and gouernment. - But they hearing of thefe
conditions, {pakevato the Captaine in mannerfollowing: Sir, ifit (hall
pleafe you toreftore vs vato our former dignitic and ftate , we will procure
youaboue an hundreth thoufand ducates. Neitheris there caufe whyany
man {hould feare any iniurie ouviolence; for we proteftvnto you that no
man fhallbe a farthing endamaged by vs : onely we will exaét at our aducr-
faries handes the revenues of our pofleflions which they haue thefe three
yeeresvniuftly detainedfromvs,  Thefumme wheteof will amount vato
thirtie thoufand ducates; all which we are moftwilling ro beftowvpon you,
in regard of thofe labours which youhaue vadergone for our fakes.Moreo-
uer the reuenuesof thewholeregion fhallbee yours, which will come to
twentie thoufand ducates.  And the Iewes tibute fhall yeeld vou tenthou-
fand more. Vponthefe {peeches the Captaine returnedanfwere vatothe
citizens, that his mafter theking of Fezhad moftfaithfully promifed thofe
which mooued him vntorhis warte, thathe wonld neuer forfake themeill
they had actained their harts defire: forwhich caufe he wasmore willing to
haue them gouerne,then the townefmen which were now in poffeffion,and
that for many reafons: wherefore (faith he) ifyoube determinedto yeelde
vato theking, affureyour{elues, that noinconuenience fhall light vpon
you:butifyouwill tothe ende remaine peruerfeand obftinate, be yee affii-
red alfo,that the king will deale moft extremely with you. This meffage was
no foonerknowen vatothe people , bucfoorthwith they began tobe diftra-
Eted intodiuers factions: fome there were which ftood for the king , and
others chofe rather manfully to fightit out, then that the king hould be
admitted: infomuch thatthe wholecitie refounded with brawlings, quarels,

f meanes
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meanes in three howers {pacche wan the citie withlittle flaughter onhis
part. Forthofe townefmen that fanoured the king , did what they could on
theinfide,to feropen the gates,and fodid,the aflilants onihe outfide; nei-
thzrdid anyefift theirattempts,by reafon ofrthe forefaid civill diflenfions.
Whertgpon Capraine Ezzeranghi cntring thecitie, caufed thekings co-
lourstoje aduanced in the market-place; and vponthe wals, charging his
horfeen tarange about thecitie, thatno citizensmigheefcapeby fights
and laft of allmade a proclamationynto all his{ouldiers 5 thatthey thopld
not vpon paineof death offerany iniute vnto the rowneflmen. Thenhe
caufed all the chieftaines of the contrarie factionto be brought prifoners
ynto him: towhom he threatned caprivitie and thraldome, tilltheythould
disburfe fo muchas the king had fpent in that expedition: the totall funme
was twelue thoufand ducates,which the wines and kinsfolkes of the captiues
prefenty payde. Neithercouldthey yerobtainetheirlibertie - forthe ex-
iles, for whofe caufetheking had fentthatarmie,demaunded reftitutioniof
alltheir goods;which the other had forcertaine yeeres detained from them.
The captiues therfore were committed that nighe, 8¢ the siext morning law-
yers & atcurnicscameto plead onbozh fides beforea indge & the capraine.
Howbeitaftera great deale of tedious fending and prooning, having con-
cluded nothingatall, the captaine was{o weary;thathe left chem ;and wene
to fupper. Afterward he caufed thecaptiuesto be broughtfoorth, wifhing
them to pay the {ums demannded;; for (faith he ) If you come before the
king of Fez he wil make you to disburfe more thenwife the value. Acwhich
wordsbeing terrified, they wrote vato theirwites , if they woulde euer fee
them aliue,to procure themmoney by fome meanes. Eight daies after; the
women broughtas many golde rings , bracelets, and other fuchiewels ; as
werevalued ateightand twenty thoufand ducates: for they had ratherbe-
{towe thefe for theranfome of their husbandes, then to renealé their great
wealth ; bringing foorth all their coftly ornaments; asiftheirmoney had
beene quite exhauft. . VWhen therefore the king and the exiles were ful]y
fatisfied, infomuch that nothing feemed nowe to let the faid captives from
libertic,, the captaine fpake vnto them in this wife : Sirs, I haue figaified
(thoughvowillingly ) varo my mafter thekingall matters which haue here
palled betweenevs : for I dare by no meanes releafe you,till thekings letters
authorizemefo to do : Howbeit, I wifh you to be of good cheere;! for
fithens you haue honeftly reftored to euery man bis owne, there isno
doubtbut your {elues {hall{hortlybe fet atlibertic. The fame night the cap- s sorapie and
taine called a friend of his ; whofe counfell he founde oftentimes to- take ¢ffechual pra-
good effect, and asked him by what meanes he might without fufpicion of (/%73
guile or trecheryswiing any more fums of money from them. VVhereunto onsofshe ?
~his friend replied :make them beleeue (quoth he )tharyou are willed by the townefmens

thoughitbe ful forcagainft my wil,yerneeds I muft obey my prind, if L wil
notwittingly runnc vpon minc owne deftruétion. And then {hedding fome
fained teares: fithens ( quoth he)) we can vpon the fodaine deuife no better
courfe, I thinkeitmoft conuenient to fend youwith a troupe of horfemen
vnto theking , whofe wrath ( perhaps ) youmay by fome meanes pacific.
Wheteupon the captiues growing farre more penfiue then before, recom-
mended themfelues vato God, and to the captaines clemencie , requefting
his good will with many teares. And foorthwith there comesone in among
them,who aduifed them to make V{P fome round fumme of moncy,& there-
withall torrie if they could appeafe theking : and feemed likewife to intreat
the captaine, thathe woulde by his leteers ftande dicicfriend to the king.
Heereunto the captives agrecing with one voice, promifed that they would
giuethekinga great fumme of golde, and woulde moft liberally reward the
captaine. The capaine, as thoughforfooth this condition much difliked
him;asked atlength how much golde they ment to fend theking : onc faide
thathewoulde disburfea thoufand ducates, another, thathe would giue fiue
hundreth;and thethird, eight hundreth. Bue the captaine making fhew,that
this was too lietle, faide thathe was loth to make fignification of fo fmall 2
fumme vnto the king: howbeit,better it were for you(quoth the captaine)to
goeyour {elucs vnto theking , withwhom perhaps you(hall makea more
reafonable end then youarc aware of. Buc they fearing hard meafure, if they
fhould be caried vato theking,were far more importunate with the captaine
then before,thathe would(to his power)be good vato them. VWherefore the
captaine (as though atlength he had been moouedwith their vehement pe-
titions ) fpake vnto them in this wife: heere are of you (imy mafters)twoand
fortic noble 8 rich perfons; i?fou wil promife two thoufand ducates aman,
1 will fignific on your behalfefo much vato theking, and {01 hope to per-
fwade him : butifthis condition willnot pleafe him, then muft Inceds fend
you to make anfiwcrefor your {elues. This condition they al of them yeelded
vnto 3 howbeit with this prouizo, that cuery man {hould giue proportiona-
blie to his wealth , and that they might haue for the paiment fificene daies
of farther refpite. The twelfth day following the capraine fained, thathe had
receiucd letters from hisking, ﬁgnifyir;lg'that theking, for his fake, woulde
thewe the captines more fauour. The fiftecnth day he had paied vnto him
cighticfowre thoufand ducatesmeither coulde he fufficiently woonder,how
in {o {malla towne , among two and fortic inhabitants onely, fuch huge
fums of money could foreadilybe found. Then wrote he vato hisking how
all matters had paffed ,demannding what fhould be donewith the gold. And

T the king foorthwith fent two of hisfecretaries with an hundreth horfe-
i MER
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men to fetch home the faide golde vato Fez.. Thecaptiues being reftored
1o their libertic, prefented the faide captainewith horfes, flaues, ciuet, and
fuch like giﬁs,to the value of two thoufanAducate=e giuing him cxceeding
thaskes fortheir liberties andrequefting him to take theirprefentsin good
woorthfor, had not their treafure beenc quiteconfumed , they faide, they
woulde hauc beftowed farre greater vpon him: Whercfore, from thence
forward,that region was {ubiect vnto theking of Fez , and to the forcfaide
capraine Ezzeranghi , till he was trecheroully laine by cerraine Arabians.
Morcouer the king receiueth from thatcitie , euen at this prefent twentie
thoufand ducats for yeerely tribute. I hauein thisnarrationbeene indeede
{omewhatmore large then neede required; howbeit perhaps I did it,bicanfe
Imyfelfewas prefent in al the expedition,and was an carneft mediatour for
the citizens releafe : neither faw I eucr(to my remembrance) a greater maffe
of golde, then was by fubtiltic drawne fromthem. Yea theking himfelfe
neverhad fo much goldein his coffers at one time:: foralbeithe recciueth
yeexely thirtie thoufand ducates,, yetneuer could he ftore himfelfe with fo
muchat once, norhisfather before him. Thefe things were done inthe
yeereof the Hegeira g r5. andin the yeereof ourLord 1506. Andherel
would haue the readerto confider , wharmans induftric and wit may doein
getting of money. The Kin% maruelled much at this fumme of gold ; but
afterward he had greater canfe to woonderat the wealth of a certaine Tewe,
who payed morcoutof hisowne purfe , then all the forenamed capriues.
Andhisriches were the caufe, why the King of Fez exacted fiftic thoufand
ducates from the Iewes, forthat they were faid to favour his enimies. I my
felfe bare him companie , thatwentin the Kingsnameto receiue the fayd
fumme of the Iewes.

Of Efzaatowneof Tedles.
His towne ftandeth twomiles from Tefza, and containeth

almoft fixchundred families, being builevpona litle bill at
5| the foote of mount Atlas. In thistowne are many Moores

are cither artificers or husbandmen , being in fubic¢tion to b7 kndeof
the gouernours of Tefza. Their women are excellent {pinfters, wherby they SSTEls

are faide to gaine more then the men of thetowne. Betweene thistowne

and Tefzarunnetha certaine river called by the inhabitants Derne, which

fpringing foorth of Atlas,runneth throughthe plaines of that region , till

avlength it falleth into Ommirabih. Onboth fides of this riverare moft

beautifull and large gardens replenifhed with all kindes of fruits,. The
townefmen here are moftliberall and curteous peopleyand will permit mier-

chtants trauclling thatway freely to comeinto their gardens , and totake

thence as much fruicas theywill. No peopleare flower thenthey for pay-

ing of debts: foralbeit the merchants lay downe readie moneytoreces;
Berr (ff
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Bernufli within three moneths, yet ate they fometime faine to ftay an
wholeyeere. Myfelfewas inthis towne when the kings al"rriic,lay inTed-
les,and then thofyeelded theprolues tothe king. The fecond time thatthe
kings generall ofhis atmie came vato themthey prefented himtwich fikeen
horfes,and as many flaues. Afterward they gauc him fifteenckine;tn token

thatthey were thekingsloyall fubieéts.

Of Cithireb.

His towne was buileby the Africans vpon an high hill, almoft tenne

miles weftward of Efza. VVell peopleditiswithrich and noble inha-
bitants : and becaufe Bernuffi be here made, it isalwaies frequented with
ftore of merchanes. The top of the faid high mountaine is continually co-
ucred with {now.The fields adioyning tothe towne arefull of vineyards and
gardens, whichbring foorth fruits in {uchabundance, thattheyare nought
woorth to be {old in the markets. Their women are beautifull far,and come-
ly,beingadorned with much filuer: their eiesand haireare ofabrowne co-
lour. The inhabitantsare foftout and fullen, that when the othercitiesof
Tedlesyeelded to the king; theyalone ftood out: yea they affembled vnder
acertaine captaine an atinicof a thoufand horfemen, wherewith they fo
vexedthe kings forces;thathe was oftenin danger to haueloft al that which
hehad got. Afterward the king fenthis brother withanewfupply of men to
aidehislieutenant; buchealfohad hard fucceffe.  Atlength having main-
tained watre for three whole yeeres, theking commandedaewto poyfon
their captainie. ‘Andfoatlaltthe kingwanthis citie alfo, in the yeereof the
Hegeiragar.

Ofthe towne of Eithiad.

His towne being buileby the Africans vpona certaine hillocke of A~

las, containeth to the number of three hundred families. Itis walled
onclytowards the mountaine; for thatfide whichrefpecteth the plaine, is
{o fortified naturally with rocks that it feemerth not to need any wall. From
Cithitebitis about twelue miles diftant. Thetemple of thistowne is little,
butmoftbeautiful round aboucwhich runneth a mote,in manner 6fariver.
The inhabitants are wealthic and noble: they haue greacftore of merchants,
aswell townefinen as forreiners. The Iewes hereinhabiting are partly artifi-
cers and'partly merchants. Aboutthis towne are abundance of fprings,
whichbréaking throughtherocks of the mountaine, doefall into a certaine
riuer viider the towne. Onboth fides of chisriuerare diuers gardenswoon-
detfully replenithed with'grapes figsiand walnurs. Likewife the fides of the
motitaitie ic {elfe aboqn‘d gteatly with oliues. Their womenarcnoleffe
beautifull then cinil,being adorned with much filuer;and wearing fine rings

vpon theirfingers and atmes. Theirvallietsfruittoll for allkinde of graine,
BT bue
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bue theic hillis meete onely forbarly, and for goates-pafture. Inmy time
one Raoman Bengnibazzanviurpedihistowne ; and enicjed itto hisdying
day. My felfc was once entertained by a fricn-ertispiact, in the yecre of
the Hegeira 921. ‘

Of Segghemeamonntaine of Tedles.

Lbeitthis mountaine ftandeth much foutherly,yetis it to be accoun-

ted oneof the mountaines of Tedles. VWeftward it beginneth from
themountaine of Tefauan, extending it felfe eaftward to mount Magran,
from whence the famous river of Ommirabih is faid to take his beginning.
The fouth part bordreth vpon mount Dedes, The inhabitants are {aid origi-
nally to bee defcended fromthe peopleof Zanaga : they.are perfonable,
cheerefull, valiant, and warlike people. Theirweaponsare dartes, Turkifh
{words, and daggers. They{ling floncslikewife with great dexteritic.and
force. They are arcontinuallwar with the inhabitants of Tedles, infomuch
thatno merchants can paffe thay way without publike fafe-conduét, and
without great expenfe of mony. Theirhoufes are fo homely built,that fom-
titme three or fower roomes are contained in one. QF goates they haue great
abundance, aslikewife of mules {carcely fo big asafles, which range fo farre
into the forreft to feeke theirfoode, that they are often deuoured of lions.
They would neuer {ubmit themfelues toany prince; for their mountaine

- isforonghand fteepe, that it feemeth almoft impregnable. Inmy time the

fame captaine which had woonthe townes of Tedles went about to affaile
them in like manner. VWhichwhen the mountainers vnderftoad, affem-
bling a great armie, they fhrowded themfelues in a certaine part of the
mountaine,neere which they knewtheir enemieswouldpaffe. And fo foone
asthey fawall the enemies horfemen afcended vp the hill, fuddenly rufhing
foorth, they gaue them the onfer. The skitmifh was notfolong asbloodic:
for the captaines armie being too weake for the mountainers, could neither
march on, norkerire; wherefore theywere conflrained:to fight it outby
hand-blowes : many of them with their hotfes being throwen headlong
downe the rocks, were miferably crufhed in peeces the refidue were either
taken or {laine, {othatI thinke {carce one man of them efcaped. Butofall
others the eaptiues were moft miferable : for the mountainers themfelues
would not{lay them, butdeliviered them ouer to. theirwiuesito be tormen-
ted,who,as if they had beene fhe tigres or lioneffesput them toa mofthor-
rible and viledeath. Fromthencefoorth they had noitraffique nor familia-
ritie with the people of Tedles, neither feemed they greatly roftand innced
oftheir friend(hip(for they haue great ftore of barlie;of cateell; and offiveet
f%ungil:]cs ) vnlefle it beefor thar they are excluded from all wrade of mer-
chandize, ;

Amot exact defeription of the kingdome of Fez.

HE kingdome of Fez beginneth weftward at
the famous river Ommirabih , and extendeth -
eaftward to the river Muluias northward itis
enclofed pardly with the Ocean,and partly with
the Mediterran {ea. The faidkingdome of Fez
isdivided intofeuen prouinces ; to wit, Temef-

Wdcer, pleofFez to yeeld no tribute norhonour vato their prince, and himfelfe he

theking of Fsz (who was him{clfe cheitwarring with the prople of Zenete)
it fo befell; that a league was concluded A, et conditionally

himfelfe within his figniorie of Fez , fo-thatfiém thercefoorthrneither
fhould moleft other. The faid €hemms gouerned the prounice of Temefne
about fiue and thirtic yeeres: and his fucceffoursenioyed it alinoftan hun-
dred yecres after his deceafe. Butking so/eph having built Marozo, went
abou to bring this prouince viader his fubietion. VV hereupon'hefent fun-
dry Mahumetan dockors, and prieftes to reclaime the goucrnout thereof
from his herefie, and to perfivade him, if itwere poffible, t yeelde vrto the
king by faire meanes. W hercof the inhabitants being aduertifed;they con-
fulted with a certaine kinfman of the forcfaid gouernour,in the citie called
7fa, 10 murther theking of Maroco his ambaffadours : and fo they did.
Soone after leuying anarmie of fiftie thoufand men, he marched towards
Maroco,intending to expell thence the familie of Luntuna,and Zo/eph their
king. King /s/eph hearing of this newes, was dritien into woonderfull per-
plexitic of minde. VWherefore preparing an' huge andimighty atmie, he
fhaiednot the comming of his enemjes = buton the fudden within three
daies,haning conducted his forces ouer theriuer of Ommirabih; he entred
Temefne, when asthe forefaid fiftic thoufand menwere fo difmaied arthe
kings armic,thatthey all pafled the riuer Buragrag,and {o fled into Fez: But

- theking fo difpeopled and wafted Temiefne, thac withoutall remorfe he put

both man, woman, and childe to'the fvord.? This armic remained in the re-

gion cight daies, in which (})aee_t.hc‘y {orazedand demolifhed all the towns 7. hosribie
and cities thercof; that there{Earee remaine anyfragments of them at this 4e/slasion o

time. Buttheking of Fez on'the'other fide hearing thatthepeople of  Te-
mefhe were come into his dominions, made ‘a truce withthe tribeof Ze-
nete,and bent his great armieagainft thie faid Temefnites, And atlength ha-
uing found them halfe famifhed neere vato therivcr of Biragrag; he o
ftopped theirpaffage ‘on all fides, 'that theywere: conftrained to run vpithe
craggic mountaines and thickets. Atlaft being enuironed with thekings
forces,fome of them weredrowned intherinerjothers werc throwne downe
headlong from the rocks,and therefidue were miferablyflaine by their ene-
mies.And forthepace of ten moneths there was firch hauockmadeamong
the Temefnites, thata fillicremnant of them'was leftaliue: Bucking 72/2ph
prince of the Luntunes returned foorthwith-toMarocoforthe reparring of

hisforces, to theend he mightbid'the king of Fezabartell: Howbeit Te! -

mefne being berefe of herpeople; wasleftto beinhabited of wilde beaftes,
Neither had that prouince anynew colonie, orfuipply of inhabitants, till
that about 15o.yeeres after, king aZanfor rerurning from Tumsy brought
thence certaine’ Arabians with him, vatowhom he gane the poffeffion of

Temefne, Andthefe Arabiansenioyedthefaid prouince for fiftie yeeiesi

till fuch time as king HMfor himfelfe was expelled oue of his kingdom‘{:
i Kz and
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and thenwere they alfo cxpelled by the Luntunes, and were broughtvnto

extreme miferie. Afrerward the kings of the familic.of Marin beftowed the

faid province Eﬁ%\g}g‘ﬁ&pf Zenete and Haoara. Henceitcameto

paflethat thefatd peopleof Zenete and Haoara were alwaies great friends.

vnto the Marin familie, and were thoughtto haue defended them from the
furic of the king of Maroco. From which time they haue peaceably enioyed
Maroco,8 now they are growne in lefle then an hundred yeeres fo mighty,
thatthey ftand notin feare of theking of Fez. Forthey are able tobring
threefcore thoufand horfemen to the field, and haue two hundred caftles az
their command My felfe had great familiaritic and acquaintance withthem,
and therefore Iwill not fticke to record all memerable things whichIfawe
amongthem. . 3 : ;

Of Anfa atownein Temefna.

Hisfamous towne was builtby the Romans vpon the Ocean fea fhore,

northward of Adasfixtie, eaftward of Azamurfixtic, and weftward of

Rebat fortiemiles. The citizens thereof were moft civilland wealthie
people:: the fields thereto adioyning are exceeding fruitfull for allkinde of
graine: neitherdoe Ithinke, thatany towne inall Africais for pleafant fi-
wation comparable therero. The plaine round about it (excepritbe to the
feanorthward) is almoft fower{core miles ouer. In olde time it was franght
with ftately temples, rich ware-houfes and fhops, and beantifull palaces:
which the monuments as yet remaining doe fufficiently teftific. They had
alfomoft large and faire gardens,out of which they gather great abundance
of fruit, efpccially of melons,and pome-citrons cuen at thisday - all which
are perfeétly ripe by mid-Aprill, So that the inhabitants viually carrie their
fruits vnto Fez,by reafon that the fruits of Fezare not fo foone ripe.  Their
artireis trim and decent, and they hauc alwaies had great affique with the
Portugals-and the Englith.. Likewife they haue many learned men among
them. Howbeittwo reafonsarcalleaged of the deftruétion of this towne
firft, becaufe they were too defirous oflibertie; and fecondly, for thatthey
maintained cerraine gallies or foiftes, wherewith they daily molefted the
Ifland of Cadiz and the Poreugals. Whereforeat length theking of Portu-
gallfenta firong nauic of fiftic failes againft them, the confideration where-
of ftrookefuch terrour into the inhabitants, that taking fuich goodsas they

Anfa deitroied could carrie, fome fled toRebar, and othetsto Sela, andfo their towne was

bythe Portu=

gals.

R {@ce refraine from reares, when I ferioufly beheld the miferable suine of

left naked to the fpoile of the encmic. Butthe Generall of the kings flcete
notknowing that they were fled, putall his forcesinto bateell-array. How-
beitafterawhile being aduertifed howthe matter ftood, he conduétedhis
foldiers into the citie, which in one daies {pace they {o defaced, burning the
houfes, and laying the walles euenwiththe ground, that yntill this day it
hath remained voide of inhabitants. My felfebeing inthis place, I coulde

fo

:
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{o many faire buildings and temples, whereof fome monuments are as yet
extant. The gardens, albeit they bring foorth fome fruit, et are they more
like vnto woods then gardens. And now 4§zzal>a € shSking of Fez his
weaknes and defaule, this placeis fallen into fo great defolation; as I vt-
terly defpairc,that ener it will be inhabited againe.

Ofthe citieof Manfora.

His towne wasbuiltby 27u/or the king and Mahumeran patriarke of

Maroco vpon amoft pleafant field, being two milesdiftant from the

Occan fea, fiue and twenty miles from Rebat, andfine and twenty
from Anfa: itcontainedin times pat almoft fower hundred families. By
this towne runneth a certaine river called by the inhabitants Guir, on both
fides whereof in times paft were moft beautifull gardens, but now there are
no fruits ac allzo be found. Forvpon thefurprize of Anfathe inhabitants
of thistowne fled vnto Rebat, fearing leaft they alfo thould have beene afs
failed by the Portugals.Howbeit the wall of this towne remained all whole,
faning that the Arabians of Temefne brake it downe in certaine places.
This towne alfo I could not burwich great {forrowbehold; foreafie itwere
to repaire it,and to furnifh icwith new mhabitants,if but a few houfes were
faued fromruine : but{uch is the malice of the Arabians thereabour, that
they will fuffer no people torecdifie the fame,

Of the towne of Nuchaila.

Hislittle towne called by the inhabitants Nuchaila, is builtalmoft in
the midft of Temefne. Itwas well peopled in times paft, and then(fo
" longas the forefaid Chemim and his fucceffours bare rule) there were
fayres yeerely holden, whereuntoall the inhabitants of Temefne viually
reforted. The townefmenwere exceeding wealthie; for theplaines ftret-
ched almoft fortie miles right foorth from cach fide of their towne. I red
(as Iremember) ina certaine ftorie, that they had in times paft fuch abun-
dance of come, as they would giue acamels burthen thereof fora paire of
{hooes. Howbeitwhenking 7o/zph of Maroco deftroied allthe region of
Temefne,thistowne was laid wafte, together with all the townesand cities
of the fame prouince : howbeitatthis day certaine fragments thereofare to
be feene,namely fome partes of the towne-wall;and one high {teeple. Here
alfoin the large and pleafant gardens you may fee many vines and trees
planted, which are fo oldeandfear, thatthey yeeld nofruiracall. The huf-
bandmen thereabout hauing finifhed their daies worke, doe lay vp their
rakes and other fuch countrey toolesin the {aid fteeple : fuppofing thatby
vertue of a certaine holy manwhich lieth there buried, no man dare re-
mooue them out of their place. Thaue often {eene this towne,as Lrravelled
betweeneRebatand Maroco. 7

7 Histown&fggj_m%gggﬁb&g certaine hilsalmoft fifteenc miles from
mount Atlas, and fiie and twenty miles from the towne laft named.

The foileneere vto itis exceeding fruitfull for corne. Not farre from the
walles thereof {pringetha certaine river; aboutwhich place are grea ftore
of palme-trees, being buclowand fruitles. Thefaid river runneththrough
certaine valliesand rocks, where iron-minesarefaid to hane beene of olde,
which may feeme probable,for the earth refembleth ixon in colour,and the
waterintafte. Here is nothing now to be feene but a few reliques and ruines

. of houfes and pillers ouerturned : for this townewas deftroied at the fame

time,whenthewholeregion (asisbefore declared)was laid wafte.
- Ofthetowncof Tegeget.
T Histowne was builtby the Afiicans vpon the banke of Ommirabih

neerevatothe highway leading from Tedles to Fez. Ithadintimes
paft ciuill and wealthie inhabitants, forit{tood not far from the way which

pafleth ouer Atlas into the defexts : hither were all the neighbour-people’

woonttorefort fortoibuycorne. Andalbeit this towne was razed withall
therefidue in theprovinge; yetisitafter longtime replanted with inhabi-
tants. Hither doe all the Arabians of Temefnebring their corne,delivering
icvnto thetownefmen,to bekepr. Here are no fhops norartificers at all,buc
certaine {mithes onely, which make tooles of husbandric and horfefhooes.
The towneffen are {treightly inioyned by the Arabians their gouernours
courteovfly to entertaineall firangers tragelling thacway. Merchants pay
cuftome there forcach packe of clothro the value of a riall : but for their
horfesand camels they giueno cuftome atall. Often trauelling thefame
way, the towne did not greatly pleafe me, albeitthe grounds about itdoe
plentifully abound with cattclf and come.

Of the towne called Hain Elchally.

His{mall towne flandeth on a certaineplaine not farre from Man-
fora. About this towne growabundance ofwilde cherrie-trees,and of
other thornic tees, bearing around frnicnotmuch vnlike toacherrie, fa-
uing thatitis yellow: itisfomewhatbigger then an oliue,and the verer pare
thereof is nothing pleafantin tafte, The fennesand marifhes onall fides of
the towne are full of fnailesand toades: which toades (as theinhabitants
told me) arcno whit venemous. There is notany African hiftoriographer
which maketh defeription or mention of this towne ; becaufe perhaps they
thoughtit notwoorthie the name of a towne, or for that it waslong fince
deftroied Neicherwasit(as I conieéture)built by the Afiicansbuteitherby
the Romans or fome other forren people. A

there difchargechitfelfe into the mainefea. Therocke whiereon this towne
is founded, ftandeth neere the mouth of the faid river, hauing the riuer on
the onefide thereof, and the fea on the other. In building it much refem-
blethMaroco, which 27an/or willed to be a paterne thereof = fauing thacic
isa greatdealc leffe then Maroco.Some fay thatthe reafon why it wasbuile Whyking
inthis place was, for thatking 2az/or poflefling the kingdome of Granada Manfer buile
and a great part of Spaine befides, and confidering that Maroco was {o far ;{:2:"[2"::{ e
diftant,that if any warres fhould happen,he could not in due time fend new fi. /7,"5,
forces againft the Chriftians,determined to built fome towne vpon thefea
{hore, where he and his armie might remaine all fummer time. Some per-
fwaded himto lie with bis armie at Ceuta atowne vpon the ftreites of Gi-
braltar : but Manfor feeing that by reafon of the barrennes of the foile he
could not maintaine anarmie royall for three or fower monethesin the
towne of Ceuta;he cavifed this towne of Rebat in fhort fpace to be ereéted,
and to be exceedingly beautified wichtemples, colleges, pallaces,fbops,
ftoues, hofpitals, and other fuch buildings. Moreouer on thefouth fide
- withoucthe walles he caufed a certaine high tower like the tower of Maro-
" cotobebuilt, fauing that the winding ftaires were fomewhat larger, info-
much thatthrechorfesa-breaft might wellafcend vp : fromthe top whereof
they migh efcrie fhips an huge way into the fea, So exceeding is the
heightthereofithat I thinke there is nowhere thelike building to be found.
And totheend thacgreater ftore ofartificers and merchants might hicher
from all places make refort, he appointed, that cuery manaccording to his
tradeand occupationfhould be alloweda yeerely ftipend : whereupon it
camne to pafle that within few moneths,this towne was better ftored with all
kinde ofartificers and merchants, then any towne in all Africabefides, and
tharbecaufe they reaped a double gaine. Here vied A247/or with his troupes
to remaine from the beginning of April,till the moneth of September, And
whereas there was no water aboutthe towne meete to be drunke (for the fea
runneth ten miles vp into the riner, and the wels likewifeyeeld falt-water )
Manfor canfed frefhwater to be conucied to the towne by certaine pipes
and chanels, fromafountaine twelue miles diftant. Andthe conduétshee
madearch-wife,like vito the conducts of Italic in many places and fpecially
atRome.So foone as the faid water-conduct was derined vto the towne, he
caufed itto bedivided and fentinto fundry places, asnamely fome pipes
thereof to the temples,fometto the colleges,others to thekings pallace,and
the reft into the common cefternes, throughoutall the citie. Howbeit after
king 2unfors deachthis towne grewinto {uch decay, thatfcarce the tenth P
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part thercof now remaineth. The faid notable water-conduét was veterly for-
done in the warre betweene the Marin-familie and the fucceflors of 42an-
Jfor, and the famous towne it decaieth euery day more thien other: {o

p”'-_g
thatacthis prefent a’xmmardly finde throughout the whole towne.

fower hundred houfes inhabited; therefiduc are changed into ficldsand
vineyards. Aboutthe forefaid rocke are two or three ftreetes with a few
fhops in them, which notwithftanding are in continuall danger, for they
daily feare leaft the Portugals fhould furprize them ; becaufe the Portugall
king often determined their ouerthrow,thinking if he might but win Rebat,
that thekingdome of Fezwere eafie to be conquered. Howbeittheking of
Fez hath alwaies endeuoured to defend the (ame, and ftrongly to fortific it
againfttheenemie. But comparing their former felicitie with the prefent
alteration whereinto they are fallen,I'cannot but greacly lament their mife-
rable cafe.
Of the towne of Sella.

T His towne was built by the Romans ypon the riuer of Buragrag, two
miles from the Oceanfea, and amile from Rebar: from whence, if a
man will goe to the fea, he muft take Rebat in hisway. This townealfowas
deftroied when (as is aforefaid) king 7o/eph {poyled all Temefne. Howbeit
afterward king 24uzfor caufed it tobe walledroundabout, and built therein
afairehofpitalland a ftately pallace, intowhich his foldiers mightattheir
pleafureretire themfelues. Herelikewife he erected a moft beaurifull tem-
ple,wherein hie cavfed a goodly hall or chappellto be fet vp, which was curi-
oufly carued, and had many faire windowes aboutit: and in this hall (when
he perceiued death to feaze vpon him) he commanded his fubieés to burie
hiscorpes. Which being done, they laid one marble-ftone ouer his head
and another ouer hisfeete,whereon fundry epitaphes were engrauen, After
him likewife all the honourable perfonages of his familie and blood, chofe
to beinterred in the fame hall. And fo did the kings of the Marin-familie,fo
long as their commonwealth profpered . My felfe ona time entring the
fame hall, beheld there thirtic monuments of noble and great perfonages,
and diligently wrote out all their epitaphes: this I did inthe yecre of the
Hegeiragrs. :

Oftherownecalled Muder Avnam.

T His towne was built in mytimeby a certaine treafurer of the Mahu-
metan prelate Abdulmumen,ypon the banke of Buragrag. Some fay it
wasbuiltonely for yron-mines. Frommount Atlasitis ten milesdiftant,
andbetweene it and Atlas are cereaine fhadie woods, full of terriblelions
andleopards. So long asthe founders pofteritic goucmned this towne, it was
well ftored with people, with fairebuildings, temples, innes, and hofpitals :

— but, theMarin-familic preuailing daily more and more, itwasat length by

them
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them viterly deftroyed. Partof the inhabitants weréfhine, and part taken
prifoners, and the refiducby flightefcapedto Sella. Theking of Maroco

{ent forces to {uccour the towne, but the zitizensbeing vanquifhed before

their comming, were conftrained to forfake thefame, and toyeclditvnto

the Marin-foldiers. Howbeirthe king of Maroco his captaine comming

vpon the Marin-captaine with round forces,draue him and hisfoorth of the
towne,and tooke poffeffion thereof himfelfe. Atlengththe king of the faid
Marin-familic marching with an armieagainft Maroco, tooke his iourney

by thistowne: whereat the gouernour being difmaied left the faid towne,

and before thekings approch betooke himfelfe to flight. But theking put-

ting all the inhabitants to the fword, leftthetowne it felfe fo defaced and
defolate, thatby reportit hath lien difpeopled euer fince. The towne-walles

and certaine fteeples are as yettobefcene. My felfe fawe this towne, when
theking of Fez hauing concluded aleague with hiscozen, tooke his iour-

ney to Thagia, for tovifite the fepulchre of one accounted inhis ife time

an holy man, called ™ Sexdi Bubafa: which wasin the yeere of the Hegeira * orsigs,
920,410 Pom.1511. ‘

Of Thagia atowne in Temefne.

T Hislittle towne was in ancient time builtby the Africansamongcer-
taine hils of mount Atlas. Theaire is extreme cold, and the foile drie
andbarren. It is enuironed with huge woods, whichare full of lionsand
other cruell beafts. Their fcarcitie of corne is fufficiently counteruailed with
abundance of hony andgoates. Cinilitiethey haue noneatall; and their
houfes are moft rudely built; for they haue no vie of lime. In this towne is
vifited the fepulchre of one accounted fora moft holy man,who is reported
inthe time of Habdulmumen, to haue wrought many miracles againftthe
furie oflions : whereupon he was reputed by many as a great prophet. I re-
member that I'read in a certaine writer of that nation commonly called E£-
dedle, awhole catalogue of the faid holy mansmiracles : which whether he
wroughtby arte-magique, orby fome woonderfull fecret of nature, itisal-
togethervacertaine. Howbeithis greatfame and honorable reputation is
the caufe why this towne is fo well fraught with inhabitants. The people of
Fez hauing {olemnized their paffeoucr, doe yeerely frequent this towne to
vifite the faid fepulchre, and thatin fuchhuge numbers, thatyou woulde
cfteeme themto be an whole armie 3 for cuery principall man carries his
tent and other neceffaries with him : and fo you{hall fec fometime an hun-
dred tents and fometimes more in that company. Fifteene daies they are
in performing of that pilgrimage ; for Thagia ftandeth from Fez almoft
an hundred and twenty miles.My felfe beinga childe,went thither on pilgri-
mage oftentimes with my father; as likewife being growne vp to mans
cftate, I repaired thicher as often,making fupplication to be delivered from
the danger of lions.

of
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Ofthe towpe of Zarfa.
71 His towne the Africans built vpon a certaine large and beau-
tifull plaine, watred with pleafant riuers , and chriftall-foun-
m@ taines. Abourthe ancientbounds of this citie youmay behold
] many fhrubs, togetherwith fig-trees and cherrie-trees, which
beare fuch cherries,asatRome are called Marene. Here are likewife certaine
thornie trees,the fruit whereof is by the Arabians called Rabich. Somewhat
Ieffer icisthen a cheric, refembling in tafte the fruiccalled Ziziphum,or Iu-
juba, Hereallo may youfinde great ftore ofwilde palme-trees.from which
they gather akinde of fruiclike vato Spanifkoliues, fauing thacthe ftone or
nut is greater, and not {o pleafant intafte: beforethey be ripe they rafte
fomewhat like vnto Seruice-apples. Thistowne was deftroied when king
Jofeph aforefaid poiled Temefne. Nowthe Arabians of Temefne fowtheir

corne where the towne ftood,with great increafe and gaine.

Oftheterritorieof Fez.

Eftward itbeginneth at the riuer of Buragrag,and ftretcheth

caftward to the riuer called Inauen: which two riversareal-
| mofta hundred miles diftant afunder. Northward it borde-
reth ypon the ritier * Subu, and fonthward vpon the foote of
Atlas. Thefoile both for abundance of corne, fruits, and cat-
tell feemeth to be inferiourto none other. Within this prouince youfhall
feemany exceeding great villages, which may for theirbignes, notvafidy
be calledtownes. The plaines of this region haue beene fo wafted with for-
mer warres, thatvery few inhabitants dwell vpon them, excepr certaine
poorefilly Arabians, fome of whom haue ground of their owne, and{fome
poffefle groundin common, cither with the citizens of Fez, orwith the
king,or elfe with fome courtier But the fields of Sala and Mecnafe are tilled
by other Arabians of berter account, and are forthe moft part fubie& ro
theking of Fez. Andnowthofe thingswhich are woorthy of memorie in
thisregion let vs here make report of.

Of thecitieor towneof Selly.,

His moft ancientcitie was built by the Romans, and facked by the
Gorhes, And afterward when the Mahumetans armie were entred

into the fameregion, the Gothes gaue it to Tarick one of their capraines,
But euerfince the time that Fez was built, Sela hath beene fubiet vato the
goucrnours thereof. It is moft pleafantly fituate vpon the Ocean fea-fhore,
within halfea mile of Rebar; borh which townes the river Buragrag fepara-
tethinfunder. Thebuildings of this towne carric a fhew of antiquitic on
them,
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them, being artificially carued andftately fupported with marble pillers.
Theirtemples are moftbeauafull ;g{}id;hgi{ thopsare built vnder Jarge poi-
ches. And atthe end of enery row of fhopsis an arch, which (as they fay)is

» to diuide one occupation {rd another. And(to fay all ina word)here 1s no-
thing wanting, which may be required ejther inamoft honourable cide,
orin a flourithing commonwealth. Moreouer hither refort all kinde of
merchants both Chriftians and others. Here the Genowaics,Venctians, Zglifhtraf=
Englifh,andlowe Dichvied to waffique. In the 670.yeere ofthe Hegeira dig:
this towne was furprized by a cerraine Caftilian capraine; the inhabIrants sy wooniy
being pueto flight, and the Chriftians enioying the citie. And when they, « capaineof
hadkep irten daies, being on the fudden affailed by Zucob the firft king of &7
the Marin-familie (who could not, they thought, furceale his warre againf forchwith by
Tremizen)they were put to the woorft, the greater partbeing flaine,and the oeknsofy
rcﬁduc.put to flight, From thencefoorth that prince fauoured of all his fub- &
iccks, enioyed thekingdome, after whom lineally fucceeded thofe of his
ownerace andblood. Andalbeicthis townewas in {o few daies recoucred
from the enemie 5 yet-a worlde itwas to fee, what a woonderfull altera-
tion both of the houfes and of the ftate of gouernment happened. Many
houfes of this towne are left delolate, eff pecially neere therowne-walles:
which, albeitthey are moft ftatelyand curioufly built, yerno man there is
thatwill inhabit them. The groundsadioyningvpon thistowneare fandie :
neither are they fitfor corne but for cotton-wooll in diuers places very pro-

 fitable. The inhabitants, diuers of them, doe weaue moft excellentcotton.
Here likewifc are made very fine combes,which are fold in all the kingdome
of Fez, fortheregionthereabour yeeldeth great plenty of box,and of other
woad fit for the fame purpofe. Their gouernmentis very orderly and dif-
creeteuen varill this day: for they haue moftlearned indges, vinpires, and
deciders of doubtfull cafesin lawe. Thistowne is frequented by manyrich
merchaants of Genoa, whom theking hath alwaies had 1o greatregarde ; be-
caufe he gaineth much yeerely byheir traffique. Thefaid merchants haue
theiraboad and diet,parely here at Sella,and party at Fez :from both which
towns they mutwally helpe the traﬂiquc one of another. Thefe Genowaies I
found in their affaires of merchandize to be exceeding liberall : for they yill
{pend frankly to get a courtiers fauour, notfo much for their owne private
gaine,as to be efteemed bountifullby ftrangers.In my time there was an ho- s perhan
norable gentlema of Genoa in theking of Fez his court,called A2effer T ho- of Genoa.
mafo di Marinoamanboth learned & wife,8¢ highly reputed of by theking.
Thisman hauing continued almoft thirtie yeeres inthe Feffan court, hee
there decealed, and requefting on his death-bed to haue his corpes interred

. atGenoa,the king commanded the fame to be wanfported chither. After his
deceafe he left many fonnes in the Feffan kings court,whoall of them proo-
ucd rich,and were greatly fauoured by cheking.

His towne being not very large, was built by a cerraine king ef the -
familie called Muachidin,on a beautiful plaine almoft ten miles from
Sella.The foilethereabouts yeeldeth corne in great plenty. Without
the towne-walles are very many cleere fountaines andwels, which #/64

Theairieof rex ftroy both the citicand theking. Afterward Sahid, withthe helpe of certaine
befiegedforfe- wilde Arabians befieged Fez for fevenyceres to gether;in which fpace moft
maerle= of the townes, villages, and hamlets throughout the whole kingdome were
= deftroied. Bucatlengthfuchapeftilence inuaded Sakids forces, thathim-

Of the iowne of Malmora.

His towne was built vpon the mouth of the great riuer Sububya cer-

taineking of the Muachidin-familie, being almoft halfe a mile diftant

from the {ea,and about twelue miles from Sella. The places neerc vato

itare fandie and barren. Tewasbuilt(they fay) of purpefe to keepethe enc-

mies from entring the mouth of the faid river. Not farre from this towne

ftandeth a mighty wood, the trees whereof bearcakinde of; nUts Or acornes

about the bignes of Damafcen-plums, being fweeter in tafte then cheft-

Mot enue anaDUIES.OF which nuts certaine Arabians,dwellingneer vtothe place, conuey
dassuring lions. grreat plenty vnto the citie of Fez, andreape much gainethereby: howbeit
in goingto gathcr this fruit, vales they rake good heede vnto thcm(clucs,

they are in great danger of the mofteruelland dcuouring lions inall Afri-

ca,which there oftentimes doe feaze vpon them. This towne ahundred and

twenty yeeresagoe was razed in the fore{aid warre of Sabidagainfttheking

of Fez, nothing bucafew ruines thereof remaining, whereby itappecrcth

purpofisand {and in maner following : on a certaine morning before fun-rife three thou-

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fand Portugals marching towards theking of Fez his campe determined o
bring thenge all the ordinance and field-peccesyntotheir new-creéted forr:
hov&%citmoﬂ: rafhly and inconfiderately;themfelues being but three thon-
fand, and the kings armic containing fiftie thoufandfoatemen, and fower
thoufand horfemen. Andyet the Portugals hopedfoflyly and clofelyto
performe thisartempt, thatbefore the Moores were ready to purfue them,
they fhould conuey all their ordinance vnto.the forte which was wo miles
diftant. TheMoores whichkept the ordinance being feven thoufand men,
were all afleepe whenthe Portugals came : whereuponthe Portugals had
fo good fuccefle, thatthey had carried the ordinance almoftamile before
the enemie wasaware thereof. Butatlaft,fomerumour oralarme being gi-
uenin the Moores campe, they all betooke themfelues toarmes,and fierce-
Iy purfued the Portugals, who likewif€ arranged their whole companie into
bauell-array. Andalbeit the enemie enuironed them onallfides; yerthey
made fuch ftout and valiant refiftance, chatthey hadall efcapedto their
forte in fafetie, had not certaine villains in the king of Fez his armiecried
outamaine inthe Pormgalltoong: Hold your hands (fellow foldiers) and
throw downe your weapons,for the kingsbrother will make atruce. VWhich
the Portugals no{ooner yeclded vato, but the fauage andimerciles Moores
putthem euery one to the fword, faving three or fower onely, who were fa-
ued at therequeft of a captaine in the Moores campe. The Portugals Gene-
~ rallbeing fore difmaied with thisflaughter (forthereby he had loft allhis
principal foldiers)craued aide of a certaine other captaine,which by chance
arriued there with amightie fleete,being accompanied with a great number
of noblemen and gentlemen, - Howbeit, he was {o hindred by the Moores
(who daily did him all the villanie they could, and funke divers of his fhips)
thathe was notable to performe thatwhich hedefired. Inthe meane fpace
newes was publithed among the Portugals, of the king of Spainesdeath
whereupon divers thipswere prouided, and many Porrugals werefent into
Spaine. Likewife the capraine of the fud new forte fecing himfelfe deftitute
of all fuccour, leauing theforte, embarked himfelfe in thofe fhips, which
then lay vpon theriuer. Butthe greateft part of the flecte were caft awayac
their fetting foorth, and the refiduc, to efcape the Mooresthot, ranthem-
feluesa-ground on the flats and thouldes of the riuer, and were there mife-
rably {laineby the Moores. Many of theit thips were here burnt, and their
ordinance {unkeinthe fca. Somany Chriftianswere then flaine (fome fay 4 lamentabls
tothe numberof ten thonfand) thatthe! fea-water inthat place continted /gt
red with theirblood for three daies after. Sooncafter the Moores tookevp
fower hundred great peeces of braflc out of the fea. This huge calamitiebz-
fell the Portugals for two caufes: firft becaufe they would with fuch a fall
number make {6 rafhian affault vpon the Moores, whom they knewto be fo
ftrong : and fecondly, whereasthe Portugall-king might at his owne coft
haue fent another flecte for anewfupply, he would by nomeanes ioine his
swne people and Caflilians together. Forby reafon of the diverfitic of
counfels
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counfelsand of people; there isnothing morepernicions then for an armie
to confiftof two nations: yeathe Moores certainly expect the “pper hand,
when they are to fight withfuch anarmie. Imy felfewas prefentin the fore-
faid warre, and fawe cach particular accident, a litdebeforemy voyage co
Conftantinople. t f

Ofthe towne called Tefelfelr.

Histowne s fituate vpon a:fandie plaine, fificene miles caftwardof

Mahmorasand almoft twelue miles from the Ocean fea, Not far from
this townerunneth a certaineriver, onboth {ides whereof are thicke woods
haunted with more fierce and cruclllions, thenthelaft before mentioned,
whichgreatly endanger thofe traucllers thar haue occafion'to lodge there-
about. Withotitthis towne,vpon the high way to Fez,ftandech an olde cot-
tage with a plancherd chamber therein : here the mulettiers and carriers
are faid to take vp their lodging s bucthe doore of the faid cotrage they ftop
asfure asthey can with boughes and thornes. Somceaffirme that this rotten
cottage (while the towne was inhabited) was a moft ftately inne. Buritwas
defaced in the forefaid war of Sabid. !

A defeription of Mecnafe.

His towne was {o called after the name of the Mecnafites whowere
thefounders thereof From Fez itis 36.miles, about fiftie from Sella,
andfrom Atlasalmoft 1 5.miles diftant.Itis exceedingrich,and containeth
familicsto the number of fix thoufand. The inhabitantshercof while they
dweltin the fieldsliued amoft peaceablelife: howbeitatlength they fell to
diffenfionamong themfelues,and the weaker parchauing all their cateell ca-
ken from them, and hauing nothing in the ficlds to maintaine theireftate,
agreed among themfelues to build this citic of Mecnafe in a moftbeauti-
fullplaine. Neere vito this towne runnethalitdle river: andwithin three
miles thereof are moft pleafant gardens replenifhed with all manner of
fruits. Quinces thereare of greatbignes;and of a moft fragrant fmell; and
pomegranates likewife, whichbeing very greatand mofbpleafancin tafte,
baiie no ftones within themjand yerthey are fold exceeding cheape. Like-
wife here are plentie of damalcens, of white plims, and of the fruite called
Tujuba, which being dricd in the {unne, they cate in the fpring, and carrica
greavnumber of them o Fez. They haue likewife great ftore of figs and
grapes,whicharc not to be cacen burwhile they are greene & new: for their
figs being dried become {o brittle, tharchey wafteall to powder, and their
grapeswhen theyare maderaifins,proouevifauorie. Peaches and oranges
they havein fo great quantitie, thatthey make no ftore of them buc their
limons are waterifh and vopleafant, Oliues are fold among them foraduie-
karand a halfe the Cantharo, whichmeafure containeth @ hiundied pounds
talian,
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Iralian. Moreouer their fields yeeld them great plentie of hempe and flaxe,
whichthey fell at Fez and Sela. In thistowneare moft ftately and beaucifull
temples, three colleges, and ten bathftoues. Euery monday they hauea
great market without the towne-walles, whereunto thebordering Arabians
doe viually reforr. Hereare oxen,fheepe,and other fuch beaftes to be fold :
butter and woollare here plentifull and at an eafie rate. Inmy time theking
beftowed this towne vpon a certaine noble man of his,where as much fruics
_ arcreaped as in the third parcof the whole kingdomeof Fez. This towne
hathbeene fo affliéted by warres,that the yeerely tribute thereof hath beene
diminifbed fometime fortie thoufand,and fiftie thoufand duckats,and fom-
times more : and I haue red, that ic hath beene ‘befieged for fixe orfeuen
yeeres together. Inmy time the governourtheteof the king of Fez hisco-
zen relying vpon the fauour of the people,rebelled againft his kinfmanand
foucraigne. VWhereupon the Feffanking with a great armie befieged the
towne two moneths together, and;becaufe it would notyeeld,{o wafted and
defiroiedall the countrie thereabout, that the gonernour loft by thar imeans
fiue and twentie thoufand duckats of yeerely reuenue. VWhat then fhallwe
thinke of the fixe and feuen yeeres fiege before mentioned> Atlength thofe secna redu-
citizens which fanoured the king of Fez opened the gates, and ftoutly refi- ced vader fil-
fting the contrariefaGtion,gaue the king and his {oldiers entrance. Thus by Zf:i};f{,’
their meanes the king wan the citie, carrying home to Fez the rebellious
. goucrnourcaptiue, whowithin fewe daies efcaped fromhim. Thismoft
ftrong and beautifull citie hath many faire fireetes, whereinto by conduéts
from a fountaine three miles diftant; is conucied moft fweerand holefome
water,which feructhall the whole citie. The milsare two milesdiftant from
the towne. The inhabitantsare moft valiant,warlike;liberall, and ciuill peo-
ple,but theirwits are not {o refinedas others: fome of them are merchants,
{ome artificers,and therefidue gentdlemen. They countitvnfecmely for any
man to fend an horfe-lode of feede to his husbandman or farmer. They are:
atcontinuall iarre with the citizens of Fezs but whereupon this diflenfion
oftheirs (hould arife,I cannotwelldetermine. Their gentlemens wites ne-
ucr goe foorth of the doores butonely. in the night {eafon, and thenalfo
they muft be {ovailed and muffeled that no man may fecthem: fo greatis
theeloufic of this people. This towne isfodurtic in the fpring-time, that it
woulld irke a man to walke the ftrectes.

Of atowne called Gemibha Elchmen.

) T Hisancient towne ftandeth on a plainé neere vnto certaine baths, be-

ing diftant fouthward of Mecnafe fiftecene miles, weftard of Fez thir-

tic,and from Atlas about ten miles. By thistownelieth the common high

way from Fez to Tedle. Thefielde of this towne was poffefled by certaine

Arabians,and the towne it felfe vrerly deftroied in the war of Sabid. How-

beitin cerraine places the walles are yet remaining, and diuers towers and
temples flanding withoutroofes.
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Ofthetowne called Cannis Mefgan. 6

T His towne wasbuileby certaine Africansin the field of Zvaga almoft
fifteene miles weftwardfrom Fez. Withour this towne for two miles’
together were moft pleafantand fruitfull gardens : bucby the cruell warre of
Sabidallwaslaide waftes andthe placeicfelfe remained void of inhabitauts
an hundred and twenty yeeres. Howbeitwhen part of the people of Gra-
nadacame ouerinto Africa, thisregionbeganto be inhabited anew. And
whereas the Granatinesare great merchants of filke, they caufed, for the
breeding of filkewormes, greatftore of whitemulberrie trees to be brought
hither. Herelikewife they planted abundance of fugar-canes,which profper
not{o well in this placeas in the prounince of Andaluzia. Intimes paftthe
inhabitants of this placewerevery ciuill people, but in our time they haue
notbeene fo, by reafon that all of them exercife husbandrie.

Ofthe towne of Bunibafil.

His towne was built by the Africans vpona certaine {iall riuer fuft

inthe mid way betweene Mecnafe and Fez, beingdiftant from Fez
about cighteene miles weftward. Oucof'their fields many riuers take their
originall, which fieldes are by the Arabians fowenall ouer with barlie and
hempe: neither indeedwill thefoile yeeld any other commoditie, both by
reafon of the barrennes, and alfo for thatit is for the moft part ouerflowed
with water. VWhatfoeuer commoditicarifeth ot of this place redoundeth
tothe pricftes of the principall Mahumetan temple in Fez, and itamoun-
teth almoft yeerely to twenty thoufand duckats. Herealoin times paft
were moft large, pleafant, and fruitfull gardens, as appeereth by the monu-
ments and reliques thereof, howbeitthey were, like other places, laide wafte
by the warof Subid. Thetowne it felfe remained deftitute of inhabitants an
hundred and ten yeeres; butas theking of Fezreturned home from Duc-
cala,he commanded part of his people to inhabite the fame : albeit their in-
ciuilitiemade them loth foto doe.

Of Fez theprincipallcitic of ll Barbarie, and of
the founders thereof. -~

Ezwasbuiltinthe time of one 470na Mahumetan patriarke,
V4 inthe yeere-of the Hegeira 185. and in the yeere of our
§/7| Loxd 786. by acerraine heretike againft the religion of Ma-
(5] humet. Burwhy itfhould {o be called fome are of opinion,
becaufe when the firft foundations thereof were digged,
there was found fome quantitie of golde, whichmetallinthe Arabianlan-
guage is called Fez. VWhich etymologic feemeth to menot improbabl;,

albere
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albeit fome would haue it fo called from a certaine riuer of thatname. Bue
howfoeueritbe, we leaue that to be difcufled by others affirming for an vn-
doubted truth, that the founder of this citie was one Zdrz, being the forefaid
Arophisnecre kinfman. This 7474 ought rather to hauebeene Mahumetan
patriarke becaufe he was nephew vato Halithe cozen-german of Mahuimet,
who married FalernaMahumets owne daughter, {o that 7drésboth by father
and mother was of \Mahumets linage : but 470s being nephew vnto one
Hubbysthe vncle of Mahumet,was ofkinred onely by the fathers fide. How-
beit both of them were excluded from the faid patriarkfhip for certaine cau-
fesmentioned in the African chronicles although < 47os viurped the fame
by deceit. For 4rons vncle being a moft cunning and craftie man, and fai-
ninghimfelfeto beare greateft favourvnto the familie of A/, and to bee
moftdefirous, that the patriarkthip fhould light thereon, fent hisambaffa-
doursalmoft throughout the whole world. VWhercupon the dignitie was
wanflated from Zzeveto Habdulla Seffec the firft patriarke. VWhich,7meve
being informed of,waged warre againft thefamilie of Au/sand fo preuvailed,
that fome of them he chafed into Affa, and{fome into India. Howbeitan
ancientreligious man of the fame familie remained ftll aliue at Elmadina,
who being very olde,no whit regarded the dignitie. But this ancient fire left
behinde him two fonnes,who when they were come to mans eftate, grew in-
1o fo great fauourwith the people of Elmadin;that they were chafed thence
. by theirenemies;the one being taken & hangedsand the other(whofename
was Zdyis)efcaping into Mauritania. This Zdr#dwelling vpon mount Zaron
about thirtic miles from Fez, gouerned not onely the commonwealth, but
matters of religionalfo: andallthe region adiacent paid him tribute. At
length /drés deceafing without lawfulliflue, lefrone of hismaides big wich
childe, which had beene turned from the Gothes religion to the Moores.
Being deliuered of her fonne, they called him after his fachers name, 7.
This childe the inhabitants chufing for their prince, caufed him to be moft
carefully broughtvp : and as he grew in yeeres,to the end they mighe rraine
him vp infeates of chivalrie, they appointed one Ra/id a moft valiantand
skilfull capraine to inftruct him. Infomuch, thacwhile he wasbut fifreene
yeeresof age, he grew famous forhis valiantaétes and ftratagems, and be-
gan woonderfully to inlargehis dominions. VVherefore his woupesand
familie increafing every day more andmore, he fechis minde vpon buil-
ding ofa citic, and changing ofhis habitation: Andf{o he fentfor cunning
builders into all nations, who hauing diligently perufed all places inthe
region;at laftmade choife of that where the citie of Fez now ftandeth. For
here they found great ftore of fountaines, and a faire river, which {pringing,
foorth of a plainenotfarof, runneth pleafantly almoft eight milesamidit
the lictle hils,till atlength it caftethicfelfe vpon another plaine.Southward
oftheplace they foundawood, which they knew would be right commodi-
ous forthe towne, Here therefore vpon the eaft banke of the faid river,they
built a towne containing three thoufand families : neither omitred they

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oughtatal which might be required ina flourithing commonsealth. Afrer
the deceafe of 7, hisfonne ereéted another towne direétly cuer againft
the forefaid, on the other fide of the riuer, But in procefle of time either
towne {o encreafed, tharthere was but a fmall diftance betweene them: for
the gouernours of each laboured might and maine to augmenttheir owne
iuri{dictions. Anhundredand fower{core yeeres after, there fell out grear
diffenfion and ciuill warre betweenethefe two cities, which by reportcon-
tinued an hundred yeeres together. Atlength 7o/ king of Maroco.of the
Luntune-familie, conduéting anhuge armie againft both thefe princes,
tooke them prifoners, carried them home vato lis dominions , and put
them to a moft cruell death. Andbe fovanquifhed the citizens, thatthere
were flaine of them thirtie thoufand. Then determinedking Iofeph tore-
duce thofe two townes into firme vnitie and concord : for which caufe,ma-
king a bridge ouer the river, and beating downe the walles of either towne
right againft it, he vnited bothinto one, which afterward he dinided into
twelueregions orwardes. Now let vsmakereport of all fuchmemorable
things asare there tobe feene * at chisday.

A moft exact defeription of the citie of Fez.
. .

=7 World itis to fee,how large,how populous; how well-forri-

| fied and walled this citie is. The moft pare thereof ftandeth
vpon greatand little hils:neither is there any plaine ground
but onely in the midft of the citie. The river entreth the
7 —= towne in two places, foritisdinidedinto a double branch,
one whereof runneth by new Fez,thatis, by the fouth fide of the towne, and
another commeth in atthe weft fide. Andfoalmoftinfinitely difperfing ir
felfe into thecitie, itis derited by certaine conducéts and chanels vato eue-
ry temple,college,inne,hofpirall,and almoft to euery privatchoufe. Vato
the remples are certaine {quare conductsadioined, haning celles andrecep-
taclesroundabourthem; eachoneof which hathacocke, whereby water is
conueied through the wall into a trough of marble. From whence flowing
into the finks and gutters, it carrieth away allthe filth of the citieintothe
siver.In themidftof each fquare conduét ftandeth a lowe ceftemne, being
three cubites in depth, fower in bredth, and twelue in length : and the water
is conueied by certaine pipes into the forefaid {quare conduéts, whichare
almoftan hundred and fiftie innumber. The moft partof the houfesare
built of fine bricks and ftones curioufly painted. Likewife their bay-win-
dowesand portals are made of partie-colovred bricke, like vato the ftones
of Majorica, Theroofes of their houfes they adorne with golde,azure,and
other excellent colours, whichroofes are made of wood, and plaine on the
top, tothe end thatin fummer-time carpetsmay be fpred vpon thein, for
herethey vietolodge by reafon of the exceeding heate of that countric.
Some houfes are of two and fomeof three ftories high, whereunto they
make
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make finc ftaires by which they pafle from one roome to another vader the
fameroofe* forthe middle partof the houfeis alwaies openorvncouered,
‘hatiing fome chambers built onthe one fide,and fome ontheother. The
chamber-doores are very high and wide : which inrich menshoufes are fra-

med of excellentand carued wood. Each chamberhatha prefie curioufly

ainted and varnithed belonging thereunto, being aslong as the chamber

icfelfe is broad : fome will haue it very high, and others butfixe handfulsin

height, that they may fetiton thetefter of a bed. Allthe portalsof their

houfes arc fupported with bricke-pillers finely plaiftered ouer, exceptfome

which ftand vpon pillers of marble. Thebeamesand tranfomsvpholding

their chambers are moft curioufly painted and carued. To fome houfes like-

wife belong certaine fquare cefternes, containingin bredth fixe or fenen
cubites,in length ten or twelue, and in height bue fixe or fenen handfuls,be-

ing all vncouered,and builtofbricks crimly plaiftered ouer. Along the fides

of thefe cefternes are certaine cocks, which conuey the waterinto marble-
troughes, as I hauefeene inmany places of Europe. When the forefaide
conduéts are full of water, tharwhich floweth over, runneth by certaine fe-

cret pipesand conueiances into the cefternes: and thac which ouerfloweth

the cefternes, is carried likewife by other paffages into the common finks

and gutters andf{ointo the river. The {aid cefternes are alwaieskepr fiveere

and cleane, neitherare they conered but onely in fummer-time ,when men,
women, and children bathe themfelues therein. Moreoueron the topsof

their houfes they viually build a turrecwith many pleafant roomes therein, *
whither the women, for recreations fake, when they are wearie of working,

retire themfelues; fromwhence they may fec well-nighaall the citie ouer.

Of Mahumetan temples and oratories there are almoft feuen hundred in 7he member
this towne, fiftic whercof are moft ftately and fumptuoufly built, having f}‘“[’{'{fi’,ﬁ’”i
their conducts made of marble and other excellent ftones voknowen to the mecen remples
Tralians; and the chapiters of their pillers be artificially adorned with pain- i» £z
tingand caruing. The tops of thefe temples, afterthe tafhionof Chriftian
churches in Europe, aremade of foifes and planks: but the pavement is co-
uered withmatswhich arefo cunningly fowed together, thataman cannot
fee the bredth of a fingervncovered. The walleslikewife o the inner fide
arelined amans height with fuch mats.Morcouer,each temple hath aturret
or fteeple, from whence certaine are appointed withalowd voice o call the
people attheir fec-time of praier. Euery temple hath one onely priett to fay
feruice theringwho hath the beftowing of all reucnues beldging to his owne
temple, asoceafion requireth: for thereby are maintained lampes to burne
in the night, and porters to keepe the doores are paid theirwages out of it;
andfo likewife are they that call the people o ordinarie praiers tn thenight
feafon : for thofe which crie from the faid towersin the day-time haue no
‘wages, but are oncly releafed from all wiburtes and exaétions. Thechicfe 7
Mahumetan temple in thistowne is called Caruver, beingof fo incredible ;
abignes, thatthe circuic thereof and of the buildings longing vntoit, isa

good mile and ahalfe about. This templehath oneand thirtie gares or por-
talsof a woonderfull greatnes and height.. The roofe of thistemple isin
length 150, and in bredth about fowerfcore Florentine cubites. The
turret orfteeple, from whence they crie amaine to affemble the people ro-
gither, is exceedingly highs the bredth whereof is fupported with twentic,
and the lengthwith thirtie pillers. On the eaft, weft, and north fides,it hath
certaine walkes or galleries, fortie cubites in length, and thirtie in bredzh.
Vnder which galleries there is a cell or ftorchoufe, wherein oile, candles,
mats, and other fuchneceflaries forthetempleare laid vp. Everynightin
thistemple are burnt nine hundred lightes ; foreuery arch hath a feuerall
lampe, efpecially thofe which extend through the mid-quire. Some a-
ches there are that haue r20.’candles apeece : there arelikewife cerraine
braffe-candleftickes {o great and with fo many fockets, as they will holde
cach one fiftcene hundred candles : and thefe candleftickesarereported to
haue beene made of bels, which theking of Fez in times paft tooke from
Chriftians. About the wals of the faid temple are diuers pulpits, outof
which thofe that are learned in the Mahumetan lawe inftruét the people.
Their winter-leGures begin prefently after {un-rife, and continue the fpace
of an hower. Buttheir fummer-lectures holde on from the funne going
downe, tillanhowerand a halfewithinnighr. And here they teach aswell
morall philofophieas thelaw of Mahumet. The {ummer-lectures are per-
formed by certaine private and obfcureperfons; butinwinter {uch onely
arcadmitted toread, as be reputed their greateft clerkes. All whichreaders
and profeffours are yeerely allowed moft liberall ftipends. The prieft of this
greattempleis inioined onely to read praiers, andfaithfully to diftribute
almesamang the poore.Euery feftiuall day he beftoweth all fuch corne and
moneyas he hath in his cuftodie, to all poore people, according to their
neede. The treafurer or colleétor of the reuenuesof this church hath euery
day a duckat for hispay. Likewifehehath eightnoraries or clerkesynder
him; euery one of which gaineth fixe duckats a moneth : and other fixe
clerks who receiue the rent of houfes, fhops, and other fuch places as be-
long to the temple,hauing for theirwages the owentith partof all fuch rents
and duties asthey gather. Moreouertherebelong to this temple twentie
fa@ors orbailies of husbandrie, that without the citie-walles have aneie to
the labourers, plowemen, vine-planters, and gardeners, and that prouide
them things neceffaric: their gaine isthree duckats a moneth.Not far from
the citieare about twentie lime-kils, and as many bricke-kils,ferning for the
reparation of their temple, and ofall houfesthereto belonging. The reue-
nues of the faid temple daily receiued, are two hundred duckats a day 5 the
better halfe whereofislaid out vpon the particulars aforefaid. Alfo ifthere
be any templesin the citic deftitute of lining, they muft allbe maintained
atthe charges of thisgreat temple: and then that which remaineth afterall
expences, is beftowed for the behoofe of the commonwealth : for the peo-
plereceiue no revenues acall. Tnour time the king commanded the prieft
)
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fthefaid temple to lend himan huge fumme of money, whichhe neuer
repaicd againe. Moreouer in the citie of Fezaretwo moftftately colleges,
of which diuers roomes are adorned with curious painting; all their beames
are carucd,their walles confifting both of marble and freeftone. Some col-
leges here are which containe an hundred ftudies, fomemore, andfome
fewer, allwhich werebuilt by diuerskings of the Marin-familic. Onethere
isamong the reft mofk beautifull and admirable to behold, which was ere-
&edby a certaine king called Habu Hepon. Hereis to be feene an excellent
fountaine of marble,the cefterne whereof containeth two pipes. Through
thiscollegerunnetha little ftreame in a moftcleere and pleafant chanell,
the brimsand edges whereof are workmanly framed of marble, and ftones
of Majorica. Likewife hereare three cloyfters to walke in, moft curioufly
and artificially made, with cerraine cight-fquare pillers of diners colours to
fupporcthem. And betweene piller and piller the arches are beanifully
ouercaft with golde, azure, and diuers other colours; and the roofe s yery
artificially built ofwood. The fides of thefe cloyfters are {oclofe; thatthey
which are without cannot fee {uchas walke within. The walles round gbons
as highas'a man can reach, areadorned with plaifter-worke of Majorica.
In many placesyoumay finde certaine verfes, which declare whatyeere the
college was built in, together with many epigrams in the founderscom-
mendation. The letters of which verfes are very great and blacke, fo thar
_ theymaybered a far off. This college-gates arc of braffemoft curioufly
carued, and {0 are the dooresartificially made of wood. Inthe chappell of
this college ftandeth a certaine pulpit mounted nine ftaires high, which
{taires are of ivorie and eben. Some affirme, that theking hauing built this
college, was defirous to knowe how much money he had {pent in building
it; butafter he had perufed aleafe or two of his account-booke, finding the
fumme of fortie thoufand duckats, herent it afunder, and threwit into the
forefaid little river, adding this fentence outof a cerraine Arabian writer :
Each pretious and amiable thing, though it cofteth deere, yetifir bebeau-
difvll;iccannot choofe but be good cheape : neither is any thing of too high
a price;which pleafeth a mans affection. Howbeit a certaine treafurer of the
kings, making a particular account of all the faid expences, found thatthis
excellentbuilding ftood his mafterin 480000.duckats. The other colleges
of Fez are fomwhatlike vato this,hauing eucry one readers and profeflors,
{ome of which read in the forenoone,and fome in the afternoone. In times
paft the ftudents of thefe colleges had their apparell and vigtualsallowed
them for feven yeeres,butnow they have nothing gratis but their chamber.

Torthe warre of Sabid deftroied many poffeflions, whereby learning was The fipprefin
maintained ; {0 that now the greatcft college of al hath ycerely but twohun.. ¢/ “eroing and

dred, and the fecond but an hundred duckats for the maintenance of their prircipat caufs
profeflors. And this perhapsmay be one reafon,among many why the go- of diforderly &

uernmentnotonely of Fez,butofall the cities in Africa,is{o bafe. Now,,
thefe colleges are furnifhed with no {chollers but fuch as are firangers, and

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live ofthe citie-almes: andif any citizens dwellthere, theyare not aboue
twoor three at the moft. The profeffor being ready forhislecttire fome of
his auditors readeth a text,whereupon the faid profeffor dilateth and expla-
neth obfture and difficuleplaces. Sometimes alfo the fchollers difpute be-
fore their profeflor. :

A deferiptionof the hofpirals and barhesin the
: citieof Fez.
Any hofpitals there are in Fez, no whitinferiour, cither for building
orbeautie, vnto the forefaid colleges. Forin them whatfocuer ftran-
gers came to the citie were intertained ar the common charge for three
daies together. There are likewife as faire and asftately hofpitals in the fub-
urbes. Intimes paft their wealthwas maruellous greats butin the time of
Sabids warre, theking ftanding in neede of a greacfumme of money, was
counfelled by fome ot his greedy courtiers tofell the linings of the faid hofs
pitals. Which when the people wouldin nocafe yeeld vito,thekings ora-
touror fpeaker, perfivaded them tharall thofe linings were given by hisma-
iefties predeceffours, and therefore (becaufe when the warres wereended,
they fhould{oonerecouer allagaine) that it were far better for them by that
meanesto pleafure their foueraigne, then to lechiskingly eftate fall into fo
great danger. VWherenpon allthe faidliningsbeing fold, theking was pre-
uented by votimely and fudden deathbefore he could bring his purpofe to
effe&: andfo thefe famous hofpirals were depritied of all their maintenance.
The poore indeede andimpotent people ofthe city are atthis day relieueds
but no ftrangers are entertained,faue only learned men or gentlemen.How-
beit there isanother hofpital for the releefe of fick & difeafed firangers,who
havetheirdietonely allowedthem, butno phifition or medicine : certaine
women there are which attend vpon them, till they recouer their former
health, ordie. Inthishofpitalllikewifethereis a place for franticke or di-
ftraught perfons,where theyare bound in firong iron chaines s whereof the
partnextyntotheirwalksis ftrengthened with mighty beames of wood and
iron. Thegouernourof thefediftraught petfons, whenhe bringeth them
any fuftenance, hath a whip of purpofe to chaftife thofe that o('%crto bite,
fiike, or playany mad part. Sometimes it falleth out that thefe franticke
people willcall vntothem fuchaspafle by declaring howvniuftlythey are
there detained, and how cruelly theyare handled by the officers, whenas
notwithftanding they affirme chemfelues to bee reftoredvnro theicrighe
minde. Andhaningthus perfivaded the commers-by, approching necrer
and neerervato them, atlengththey take hold with one hand on their gar-
ments, and (likevillans) with the other hand they thamefully defile their
facesand apparell with dung. And though all of them have their privies and
clofe ftooles, yet wonld chey be poyfonediin their owne filth, if the feryants
didnotoften wath theirlodsings : fo thattheirabhominable and conrinuall
ftinke
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finkeisthe caufe why citizens neuer vifite them. Likewife this hofpicall
hath many 2oomes for the purueiors, notaries, cookes, and other officers Iohn Leo inbis
belonging to the ficke perfons; who each of them haue fome fmall yeerely :}:ﬁ.h/,:/;a:&n

ftipend. Being a yoong man I my felfewas notarie heere for two yecres, for two eeres
which office is woorth three duckats amoneth. together,
In thiscitic are moe then an hundred bath-ftoues very artificially and
fately buile: which though they be notof equall bignes, yetare they all of
one fathion.Each ftoue hath fower halles,without which are certaine galle-
ries inan higher place, with fiue or fixe ftaires toafcend vnto them : here
men putofftheir apparell, and hence they goe naked into thebath, In the
midftthey alwaies keepe a cefterne full of water. Firft therefore they that
meanc to bathe themfelues muft paffe thzougha cold hall, where they vie
to temper hot water and cold together, then they goe into a roome fome-
what hotter, where the feruants clenfe and wath them ; and laft of all they
proceede intoa third hot-houfe, where they fweate asmuch as they thinke
good. Ofthe faid water they giue vato euery man two veflelsonely : buthe
tharwill haue mere and will be extraordinarily wafhed, muft giue to the fer-
uantone Liardo acthe leaft; and tothe mafter of the ftoue but two far-
~ things. The fire that heateth their water is made of noughtelfe but beaftes
dung: forwhich purpofe many boyesare fet on worke to ran vp and downe
to ftables, and thence to carric all the dung, and to lay it on heapes without
_ thetowne-walles; whichbeing parched in the funne fortwo or three mo-
nethestogether,they vie for fewell. Likewife the women haue their ftoues
apart fromthe men. *Andyetfome hot-houfesferue both for men and wo-
men, butat fundry times, namely for men from the third to the fourteenth
howerof the day, andthe refidue forwomen. V¥hile womenarebathing
themfelues, they hang outaropeat thefirftentrance of the houfe, whichis
" afignefor men, that they may then proceedno farther. Neither may hufs
bands here be permitted to {peake withtheir owne wiues; {o greataregarde
they haue of their honeftie. Heremen and women both, after they haue
done bathing, vfeto banquetand make merrie with pleafant mufickeand
finging. Yoong firiplings enterthe bath {tarke naked without any fhame,
butmen couer their privities withalinnencloth. Thericher fortwillnot
enter the common bath, butthat which is adorned and finely fetfoorth,and
which ferueth for noblemen and gentlemen.VWhen any oneis tobe bathed,
they lay him along vpon the ground, annointing him witha certaine oint-
ment, and with certaine inftruments doing away hisfilth. Thericher fore
haue a carpetto lie on,their head lying on a woodden cufhion couered with
the fame carper. Likewife here are many barbers and chirurgions which at-
tend o doe theiroffice. Themoftpart of thefe baths pertaine to thetem-
plesand colleges, yeelding vnto them a great fumme of money foryeerely
rent; forfome giue an hundred,{ome an hundred and fiftie duckats ayeere.
Neither muft I here omicthe feftinall day which the feruants and officers of
the bathes yecrely celebrate. VWhowith trumpetsand pipes calling thei

friendes
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friendes together, goefoorth of the towne, and there Father awilde onion,
putting it in a certaine brazen veflell, and couering the fame with a linnen
clothwetinlee: afterward with a grear noife of trumpets and pipes they
folemnely bring the faid onion vnto the hot-houfe doore, and there they
hang itvp in the little brazen veflell or laver,f. aying that this isamoft happy
boading or figne of goodlucke vito theix ftoue, Howbeit I fuppofeitto be
fome fich facrifice, as theancient Moores were woont intimes paft, when
they were deftitute of lawes andciuilitic,to offer, and that the fame cuftome
hath remained tillthis very day. The likeisto be {een cuenamong Chifti-
ans,who celebrate many feafts whereof they can yeeld no reafon. Likewife
cuery African towne had their peculiar feaft, which, when the Chriftians
once cnioied Africa,were veterly abolifhed and doneaway.

Of the inwes of Fez.

1 N this citic arc almoft two hundred innes, the greateft wher-
of are in the principall parcof the citiencere vatothe chicfe
&\ temple. Eucry of thefe innes are three ftories high, and con-
taine an hundred and twenty or moe chambers a pecce. Like-
) N wife cach one hatha fountaine together with finks and warer-
pipes,which makeavoidance of all the filth.Neuer,to m{ remembrance,did
I {ce greater buildings, exceptitwere the Spanifh collegeat Bologna, ot
the pallaceof the Cardinall di San GiorgioatRome: of which innesall the
chamber-doores haue walkes or galleries before them. Andalbeit the innes
of this citic arcvery faire and Jarge, yer thcz; affoord moftbeggerly enter-
tainment to firangers : for therc are neither beds nor couches for amanto
lic vpon, vnleffe itbe acourfe blanketand amat, Andif youwill have any
vituals, you muft goe to the fhambles yourfelfe, and buic fuch meate for
yourhofk to dreffe, asyour ffomack ftands-to. In thefe innes certaine poore
widowes of Fez,which haue neither wealthnor friends to fuccour them are
relieued : fometimes one, and fometimes two of them togetherare allowed
a chamber 5 for which courtefic they play both the chamberlaines and
cookes of the inne, The inne-keepers of Fiez being all of one familie called
Elchena, goe apparelled like women, and(haue theirbeards, and are {o de-
lighted to imitate women,thacthey will not onlr countetfeire their {peech,
buewill formetimes alfo fit downe and fpin. Eachone of thefe hatl his con-
cubine, whom he accompanieth as if the were his owne lawfull wife; albeie
the faid coneubines are not onelyill-favoured incountenance, butnotori-
ous for their bad life and behaviour. They buie and fell wine fo freely, thar
no man controules theim forit. Nonerefore hither bue moft lewd & wicked
people,totheend they may more boldly conmicyillany. The inne-keepers
haue a confulouer them, and they pay tribute vntothe gouernour of the
citic,And when the king hath occafion to fend foorthan armie, then they,
asbeing moft mecte for the purpofe; ave conflrained largely o viétuall e
campe,
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campe: Had northe ftreitlaw of hiftorie enforced me to make relation of
the forefaid particulars as they ftand, I would much rather haue fmothered
fuch matters in filence ,astend {o extremely to the difgrace of Fez; which
beingreformed,there isnotany citie inal Africa,for the honeftieand good
demeanourof thecitizens,comparable thereunto. For the very companie
of thefe inne-keepers is {o odious and deteftable in the fight of all honeft
men, learned men, and merchants, thatthey will in no wife vouchfafeto
{peake vato them. And they arefirmely enioinednot to enter into the tem-
plesinto theburfe, nor intoany bath. Neither yet are they permitted tore-
{ortvntothofe innes which are next vato the great temple, and wherein
merchants are vfually entertained. All men ina manner are in vterdetefta-
tion of thefewretches : but becaufe the kings armie hath fomevle of them
(asis aforefaid)they arc borne withall,whether the citizens will or no.

Ofthemsils of Fez.

N this citie are mils in fower hundred placesatleaft. Andevery ofchefe
I places containeth fiue or fixe mils ; {o that there are fome thoufands of
milsin the whole citie. Every mill ftandeth in a large roome * vpon fome * zike vnto ous
ftrong piller or poft; whereunto many counttie-people vie toreforr. Cer- oremit:
taine merchants there are in Fez, which hiring mils and {hops, buie corne
and fell it ready ground vnro the citizens, whereby they reape exceeding
' gainc: for the greateft part of the citizens being poore, and notable tolay
vp comne fufficientin {tore, are faine to buic meale of them. But chericher
fortbuie their owne corne, and fend it to fome common mill, where they
pay afhilling for the guinding ofeach meafure. Allthe faide mils pertaine
eitherto the temples or colleges : for he muftbe very rich thathatha mill
of his ownes for cuery mill gaincth the owner two duckats.

A deferiprion afthe sccupationsthe hops,and

shemarker.

E Ach trade or occupation hath a peculiar place allotred thereto, the
principall whereof are next vnto the great temple: for there firftyou
may beholde to the number of fowerfcore notaries or fcriveners fhops,
whereof fomeioine vpon the temple, and the refiduc ftand ouer againft
them : euery of which {hops hath alwaies two notaries. Then weftward there
are about thirtie ftationers or booke-fellers. The fhoo-merchants which buie
{hooes and buskins of the fhoomakers,and fell them againe to the citizens,
inhabite on the fouth {ide of the temple : and next vato them,fuch asmake
{hooes for children onely, theirfhops being about fiftie. On theeaft {ide
dwell thofe thatfell veffelsand other commodities made of braffe. Over
againftche grear gate of thefaid temple {tands the fruit-market,conraining
fiftie (hops, where nokinde of fruitis wanting. Nextvnto them ftand the

waxe-
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waxe-merchants, very ingenious and cunning wotkmen, and muchi to be
admired.Here are merchants faGtorslikewife though they be buit few. Then
followes the herbe-market, wherein the pome-citrons, and diverskindes of
greencboughesand herbes doe reprefent the fweeteand fourifbing fpring,
and inthis marker are about twentie tauctnes : for they which drinke wine,
will (hrowd themfelues vnder the {hadic and pleafantboughes. Nextvato
them ftand the milke-fellers,who haue greatftore of fuch carthen veflels by
them, asthe Italians call 7afidi Majolea: buctheir milkethey caufetobe
broughtthither in certaine veffels of wood bound with iron-hoops, being
narrow-mouthed and broad atthe bottome. From thefe milke-fellers fome
thereare which daily buie great ftore of milke tomake butter thereof: and
therefidue of their milke they fell cither crudded or fometimes fower vito
the citizens : {othat I thinke there paffethfcarce oneday ouer their heads,
wherein they vtternot fiue and twentic tunnes of milke. Next vnto thefe
are fuch asfell cotton, and they haune aboutthirtie fhops: then follow thofe
that {ell hempe,ropes,halters,and fuch other hempen commodities, Then
comeyoutothe girdlers, and fuich as make pantofles, and leather-bridles
embrodered with filke: next,their fhops adioine that make fiword-fcabberds
and caparifons forhorfes. Inimediately after dwell thofe that fell falcand
lime. And vpon them borderan hundred ﬂlolps of porters, who frameall
kinde of carthen veffels adarned with divers colouis. Then come you to the

Theportarsof fadlers-{hops : and nextofall to theftrectof porters, who (asIfuppofc) are

aboucthree hundred: thefe porterstiaue a conful or gouernour, who euery
wecke allotteth vnto part of them fome fet bufines. The gaine whichre-
douindeth thereof they putintoacoffer,diuidingitatthe weekes endamong
them, which haue wronght the famewecke. Strange tis to confiderhow
excecdingly thefe porters love one another; for whenany of them decea-
feth, the whole companic maintaineth his widowand fatherlefle children
attheir common chargesill cither fhe die,or marricth anew husband, The
children they carefully bring vp, tillthey haue atrained to fome good arte
or occupation. VWhofoeuer of them matricth and hath children by his
wife, inuiteth moft part of his companie vnto a banquet: whobeing thus
invited, prefent each of them fome {fifc or otherynto the good nan or his
wife. No man canbe admitted into their companie,vnlefle firft he banque-
teththe principall men thereof: otherwife he s to haue but halfea fhare of
the common gaine. Free they arcfrom all tributes and exaétions :yea their
bread is baked of free coft. If any of thembe takenin any hainous offence,
he is not publikely but privztely punifhed. VWhile they are at worke they all
wearefhort garments of one colour: andatvacant times they arc apparel-
Ied as themfelues thinke good : buthowfoeucr itbe, they are moft honeft
and faire-conditioned people. Nextvntothe porters companie dwellthe
chiefe cookes and viGtuallers. Herealfo ftands a certaine fquare houfe co-
uered with reed, wherein peafe and turnep-rootesare to be fold, whichare
fo gready efteemed of in Fez, thatnonemay buic them of the countrie-

oile, like vnto fuch as are called atRome Pan Melato. Ofthefe fritters great
ftore are daily verered: for euery day they vfe to/breake their fafts therwithi&
efpecially vpon feftival dates : vntowhich friteers they adde foraconclufiors
cither roftmeat ot honie: fomtimes they {teepe'them in an homely kinde of
broth made of bruifed meatywhich beingfodden;they bray the fecond time
in‘amorter;making potrage therof,8 colouring it with akinde of red earth:
They rofte their flefh notvpon afpitibut in an ouen': formaking wo ouens
oneoueranothet for the fame purpofe, in the lower they kindlea fire, put-
ting the flefltinto the voper ouenwhen itis wel het. Youwould not beleeus
howfinely theirmeat is thus rofted for it cannotbefpoiled either by finoke;
or too much heat: for theyareallnightroftinglivby a gentle fire,and in the
morning they fetittofale. Theforefaid fteakes & fritcers they {ell vnto the
citizens info greatabfidance,that they daily take for them mo thé 2 00.duc-
kats, Forthereare 5. fhopswhich fellnothingelfe, Likewife here are {old
certaitie fithes & feth fried & akind of excellent favorie bread;tafting fomt
whatlikesffitter:which being baked with butter;they neucreatbur with bue=
terand honie Here alfo are thefect of certainebeafks foddens wherewith chie
husbandineribetimesin the morning breake their faft, and thien hie them to
theirlabotir, Nextvinto thefe are fuch as fell oile, fale,butterj cheefe olives,
poine-citrons 8 capers: their fhops are full of fine carthen veffels,which are
of much greater value thenthe things contained in them.  Theirbutter and
honie they fellby certaine criers; which are porters appoinited for thefame
office. Neither doe they admiteuery onerto fill their veflels butthatworke
is referucd for certaine portersappointed to doe it, whichalfo fill the mea-
fures of oile when 'merchdats buie the fame. The faid veflels are fufficient
to containe ‘an hizdred and fiftie poundsof butters forfo much burterthe
countie-people putinto eachveflell. Then follow thethambles,confifting
ofabout fortie fhops, wherein thebutchers cur their flefha peeces, andfell
itby weight, Theykill no beaftes within the thambles, forthereisa place
allotied tor this purpofe neere-vato the river, ' whete hauing once drefled
their fiefby they {end itto the fliambles by certaine fernants appointed for
Mz that
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that end. Butbeforc any butcher dare {ell hisflefh ynto the citizens, he muft

flefh, hefetsdownc inapeeceof paper the price thereof, which they heye
together with their imeate vato the people; neither may they in any cafe
exceed the faid price. Nextvnto thefhambles ftandeth the marketwhere
courfe cloathes are {old, whichcontainethat leaft an hundred (hops: the
.faid cloth is deliuered vnto certaine criers (which are about threefcore in
number) who carrying theclothfrom {hop tothop el the price thereof,

chants great aduantage. Then follow their (hops thatfcowre and fellar-
mour,{wordes,iauelings,and fuch like warlike inftruments. Next vnto them
ftand the fithmongers, who {ell moftexcellent and great fifh, taken both in
theriuer of Fezand in otherwaters, exceeding cheape ; foryoumay buica
pound of fithfortwo farthings onely. There is greatabundance of the fifh
called in Rome Zacera, and thatefpecially from the beginning of Oétober
till the moneth of Aprill, aswewill declare more at large when we come to
{peake of the riuers. Nextvnro the fithmongers dwell fuch as make of a cer-
taine hard reed,coopes and cages for fowles; their {hops being aboutfortic
in number. Foreach of the citizens vieth tobring vp great ftore of hennes
and capons. And that their houfes may notbe defiled with hennes-dung,
they keepe them continually in coopes and cages. Thenfollowtheir fhops
thatfellliquide fope,but they be notmany,for you fhall finde more of them
inother partesof thecitie. Neither make they fope at Fez oncly butalfoin
the mountaines thereabout, from whenceitisbroughtvnto the citic vpon
‘mules backes. Nextof all are certaine of their fhops that fell meale, albeit
they are diver{ly difperfed throughout the whole citie. Next vato them arc
fuch as fell feed-graine and feed-pulfe : which you cannotbuié of any citi-
zen, becaufe thareuery one had rather keepehis corne in ftore : many there
are likewife in the fame place,that will carrie pulfe or corne to mules orhor-
fes,whitherfoeuer you will haue them. A mulevfeth to carric three meafures
of pulfe vpon his backe (which themuliter is enioined to meafiire ) in three
fackslying one vpon another. Thenare there ten fhops of them thatfell
ftraw. Nextthem isthe marketwhere threedand hempe is to befold, and
where hempevfeth to bekempe : which place is built after the fa(bion of
greachoufes, with fower galleries or {pare-toomes round about it : inthe
firft whereof they felllinnen-cloth, and weigh hempe : intwo other fit 4
great many women hauingabundance of fale-threed, which isthere folde
by the criers; who carrie the fame vp and downe from noonetill night. In
the midft of this place growe diners mulberie-trees, affoordiug pleafant
fhadeand (kelter vnto the merchants: and hither fuch {warmes of women
refort, that a:man {hall hardly withdraw himfelfe fromamong them : good
fportit isfometime to fechow they will barret and {could one atanother:
yeaand oftentimes you fhall fe¢ them fall together by the cares. Letvs now
‘ come
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come to the weft part, which ftretcheth from the temple to that gate'that
leadeth vntd Mecnafe. Nextvnto thefmokie place before mentioned their
habitations directly ftand, that makeleather-tankards, to drawwater out of
wels; of whom there are fome fourteene thops. Vnto thefe adioine fuch as
make wicker-vefiels and other, to lay vp meale and corne in : and thefe
enioy about thirtie {hops. Nextthem are 1 5o.(hops of tailors. Andnext
the railorsare thofethat make leathet-thieldes, fuch asIThaue often feene
broughtinto Europe. Then followtwenty (hops of laundreffes or wafhers,
being peopleof a bafe conditions to whom the citizens that haue not maids
of their owne, cartie their fhirtes and other fowle linnen, which after few
daiesare reftored vnto them fo cleane and white asitis woonderfull. Thefe
laundrefles have diters fhops adioining together in' the fame place : bue
here and there throughout the citieare aboue two hundred families of fiich
perfons.Next vnto the laundrefles are thofe that make wees for faddles;who
dwell likewife in' great numbers eaftwarde rightin the way to the college
founded byking Abubinan. Vpon thefe adioine aboutfortie (hops of fiich
as work ftirrops,fpurres,and bridles,fo artificially,as I thinke the like are nor
10 be feenein Europe. Next ftandeth their fireet, that fitft rudely make the
faid flirrops,bridles,and {purres. From thence youmay go into the ftreet of
fadlers, which couer thefaddles before mentioned threefold with moftex-
cellentleather: the beft leather they lay vppermoft,and the woorft beneath,
~ and that with norable workmanthip ; as may be feene in moft placesof
Ttalie.And of them there are moe then an hundred fhops. Then follow their
long {hops thar make pikes and launces. Next ftandeth arocke ormount,
hauing two walks thereupon; theone whereof leadeth to the eaft gate, and
theotherto one of thekings pallaces,where the kings fifters, or fome other
of hiskinred are viually kepr. Butthis is by the way to be noted, tharall the
forefaid fhops ormatketbeginat the greattemple : howbeit, thatI might
notinucrtmy fec-order, Thaue onely defcribed thofe places that are round
about the faid temple, minding laft ofall to fpeake of the merchants ftation
or burfe. = :

Ofthe [arion or bur[eof meychantsip Fez.

7 Hisburfeyoumay well call a citie, which being walled round about
hath twelue gates, &before euery gatean iron chaine,tokeepe horfes

& cartes from comming in. The faid burfe s divided into 1 2.{everall
wards or partes : two whercof are allotted vnto fuch fhoomakers as make
fhooes onely for noblemen and gentlemen,and two alfo to filke-merchants
or haberdafhers,thatfell ribands, garters, skarfes, and fuch otherlike orna-
ments 3 and of thefe there areabout fiftie {hops. Others there are that fell
filke onely for the embrodering of fhirts,cufhions and other fuch furniture
made of cloth,pofiefling almolt as many {hops as the former. Then follow
shofe tharmake womens girdles of courfe wooll(\vk&:"[ch fome make offilke)
2 but
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buevery groficly, for thinke they arc moe then two fingers chicke, fo thae
they may ferue almoft for cables to a thip. Nextvnto thefe girdlersare
fug; as {ellwoollen and linnen cloch Brought outof Europe: which hase
alfo filke-ftuffes, caps, and other like commoditiesto fell. Hauing pafled
thefe,you come to them that fel mats,mattrefles,culhions,and other chin 28
made of leather. Next adioineth the cuftomers office ; fortheircloth is fene
abouc by certaine eriers to befolde, whobefore they can paffe,muft goc ro
the cuftomers to haue the faid cloth fealed, and to pay toll varo the cifto-
mers.Cricrshere are,to the number of fixtie, which for the crying of enery
cloth haue one * Liardo allowed them. Nextof all dwell the tailors, and
thatin three feuerall freetes. Then come you to the linnen-drapers, which
fell fmocks and other apparell for women : and thefeareacconnted diesi-
cheft merchants in all Fez,for their warcs are the moft gainfil ofall others.
Nextvnto thefe are certaine woollen garments to be fold, made of fiich
clothasis brought thither outof Europe. Euery afternoone cloth is fold
inthis place by the criers, which is lawfull forany man to doe, whennecef=
faric occafion vrgeth him. Laft of allis thacplace where they vie tofeil
wrought (hirts,towels;and other embrodered works; as alfo where carpets,
beds,and blankets are to be fold. s

The reafon whythispart of the citiewss called Cafuria.

He forefaid burfe or ftation of merchants was in times paft called
Cafaria, according to the name of that renowmed conquerour Zulins
Cufir : the reafon whercoffomeaffirme to be; becanfe all the cities of
Barbarie were inthofe daies firft fubieét tothe Romans, and then tothe
Goths. And each citiealwaies had either Romans or Goths to receiue and
take charge of thetribute. Howbeit becaufe the people often made ciuill
wars and affaults vpon them, their determination was in euery citie to build
fome ftrong walled place, where both thetribute and the principall goods
ofthe citizens might remaine in fafetie : hopingby this meanes thatthe

 citizens would be as carefull of the princes goods as of their owne. VWhich

courfe had the Italians imitated, chey had neuerbeenc{poiled fo oftenof
their goods.Forin ciuill wars it many times befalleth, that the greedie {oldi-
crsnot being fatisfied with the enimies goods, will prey vpon the wealth of
their friendes. - :

Of the grocers, apothecaries,andovher tyade[men,and
arvizansof Fez.

Ext varo the faid burfe, on the north fide, in a ftreightlane, ftand an

N hundred and fiftie gracersand apothecaries (tiops,whichare fortified
onborh fides with two ftrong gates. Thefe fhopsare garded in the night
feafonby certaine hired and armed watchmen, which keepe their ftation
sith

with lanterhes and maftiues. The faid apothecaries can make neither firups,
ointments,nor ele¢tuaries: but fuch thingsare made at home by the phifi-
tions,and arc of them to be bought. The phifitions houfes adioine forthe
moft part vato the apothecaries : howbeitvery fewof the people knowe
cither the phifition orthe vfc of his phificke. The {hops here are foartifici-
ally builcand adorned, that the like (I chinke) are no where elfe to be found. bz e was
Being in Tauris acitic of Perfia, Iremember that L faw diuers ftately fhops "?',2,};‘:’" 2
curioufly built vader certaine galleries,but very darke, fo that (inmy iudge-  ~
ment) they befarinferiour vato the (hops of Fez. Nextthe apothecaries
are certaine artificers that make combes of boxe and otherwood. Eaftward
of the apothecaries dwell theneedle-makers, poflefling to the numiber of
fifiie (hops. Then follow thofe thattume iuorie, and {uch other matter,
who (becaufetheir craft is praétifed by fome otherartizans ) are but fewin
number. Vnto the turners adioine certaine that fell meale,fope,& brooms::
who dwelling next vato the threed-market beforementioned , are fcarce
wwenty (hops in all : for the refidue are difperfed in othet places of the citic,
aswe will hereafter declare. Amongftthe cotton-merchants are certaine
that fell ornaments for tents, and beds. Nextof all ftand the fowlers, who,
though they be bue few,yet are they ftored with allkinde of choife and dain-
tiefowles: whereupon the place is called the fowlers market. Then come
youto theirfhops thatfell cords and ropes of hempe : and then to fuch as
make high corke{lippers fornoblemen and gentlemen to walke the ftrectes
in, when it is fowle weather: thefe corke-flippers are finely trimmedwith
much filke, and moft excellent vpperleathers, {o that the cheapeft will coft
aduckat, yea fome thereare of tenduckats, and fome of fiue and twentie
duckats price. Suchflippers asare accounted moft fine and coftly are made
ofblacke and white mulberie-tree, of blacke walnut-wee, and of the Iujuba-
tree, albeitthe corke-flippers are the moft durable and firong,  Vinto thefe
adioine ten fhops of Spanifh Moores; which make croffe-bowes: asalfo
thofethat make broomes of a certaine wilde palme-tree, fuchasare daily
broughtoutof Sicilic to Rome. Thefebroomes they carricabout the citic
in a greatbasket, either felling them orexchanging them forbran, athes,
orolde fhooss: thebran they fell againe to thepherds, the afhesto fuch as
white threed, & the old fhooes to coblers. Next vato them are {mithes that
make nailes; & coopers which make certaine great veffelsin forme of abuc-
ke, hauing corne-meafures tofell alfo : which meafures, whenthe officer,
appointed for the fame purpofe, hathmade uiall of, he s to receiue a far-
thing apecce for his fee. Then follow the wooll-chapmen, who hauing
bought wooll of the butchers, putit foorth vnto othersto be fcowredand
wafhed : the {heepe-skinsthey themfelues drefle : butas for oxe-hides they
belong to another occupation,and are tanned inanother place. Vntothefe
adioine fuch as make certaine langols or withs, which the Africans put
wpon their horfes feere. Next of all are the braziers; then {uch as make
weightsand meafures 3 and thofe likewife that make inftruments to carde
M 3 wooll
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woollor flaxe, Atlengthyoudefcend into along ftreete, where menof di- -
ucrs occupations dwell together, {fome of which doe polifh and enamell
ttirrops, fpurres, and other fuch commodities, as they receiue from che
fmithes roughly and rudely hammered. Nextwhom dwell certaine cart-
wrights,plow-wrights, mill-wrights, and of other like occupations. Diers
haue their aboad by therivers {ide; and have cachof them a moft cleere
fountaine or cefterne, to wafh theirfilke-ftuffes in. Oueragainft the diers
dwellmakers of bulwarkes or trenches, inavery large place, whichbeing
planted with fhadie mulberie-trees is exceeding pleafantin the fummer-
time. Next themarea companicoffarriers , that fhooe mulesand horfes:
and then thofe that make the iron-worke of croffe-bowes. Thenfollowe
{mithesthat make horfe-fhooes; andlaft of all thofe that white linnen-cloth:
and here the weft part of the citie endeth,which in times paft(as is aforefaid)
was acitie by it felfe;and was builc after the citic on the eaft fide of the riuer.

Adeferiptionof the fecond part of Fez,

He fecond partof Fezfituate eaftward,is beautified with moft ftately
palaces, temples, houfes, andcolleges; albeitthere are notfo nany
trades and ‘occupations asin the part before deferibed. Forhereare
ncither merchants,tailors,(hoomakers,&c.but of the meaner fore. Here are
nowwithftanding thirtie fhops of grocers. Neere vnto thewallesdwell cer-
taine bricke-burners and potters : and not far from thenceisa greavmarket
of white earthen veffels, platters, cups,anddifhes. Nextof all ftandesthe
come=market, wherein are diuers granaries tolay vp come. Oueragaink
the greactemple thereisa broad ftreet paued with brick; round about which
diuers handy-craftsand occupations are exereifed. There arelikewife many
other trades diverfly difperfed ouerchis eaftparcof the citie. Thedrapers
and grocers haue certaine peculiar places allotred vatothem. Inthis caf
partof Fez likewifethere are fiue hundred and twenty weauers houfes,very
trately and fumptuoufly buile: hauingineachof them many worke-houfes
andloomes,which yceld great rent ynto the owners. VWeauers there are(by
reporv)inthis citie twenty thoufand,and as many millers. Moreouer in this
part of Fezareanhundred thops for the whiting of threed s the principall
whereof being fituate vpon theriver, are exceedingly well furnifhed with
keteles,cauldrons,and other fuch veffels : here are likewife many greathour
fes tofawwood in, whichworkeis performed by Chriftian captiues, and
whatfocuer wages they earne, redoundeth vato their Lordes and mafters.
Thefe Chriftian captiues are not {uffered to reft from their labours, but
only vpon fridaies,and vpon cightfeuerall daies of theyeere befides, where-
onthe Moores feaftesare folemnized. Herealfo are the common ftewes
forharlots, whichare fauoured by great men, andfometime by the cheefe
gouernours of the citie. Likewife there are certaine vineners,who are frecly
permitted to'keepe harlots, and to take filthie hire forthem. Here areal(o
