Co=odore Arthur Pany Eardley Wilmot, C.B., co=anding Her Majesty's naval forces, on the

a severe punishment on any person who shall break this law.

No European, or other person whatever, shall be permitted to reside within the territory of King 
Antonio and his successors for the purpose of carrying on in any way the Traffic in Slaves; and no 
houses, or stores, or buildings of any kind whatever shall be erected for the purpose of Slave Trade 
within the territory of King Antonio and his successors; and if any such houses, stores, or buildings 
shall at any future time be erected, and King Antonio and his successors sball fail, or be unable, to 
destroy them, they may be destroyed by any British officers employed for the suppression of the Slave 
Trade. 

ARTICLE III. 

If at any time it shall appear that Slave Trade has been carried on through or from the territory 
of King Antonio and his successors, the Slave Trade may be put down by Great Britain by force upon 
that territory; and British officers may seize tbe boats of King Antonio and his successors found any­
where carrying on the Slave Trade; and King Antonio and his successors will be subject to a severe act 
of displeasure on the part of the Queen of England. 

ARTICLE IV. 

The subjects of the Queen of England, and all European Powers friendly to her, may always trade 
freely with the people of King Antonio and his successors, in every article they may wish to buy and 
sell, in all the places within the territory of King Antonio and his suc()essors, and throughout the whole 
of their dominions; and King Antonio and his successors pledge themselves to show no favour and 
give no privilege to the ships and traders of other countries which they do not show to those of 
England. 
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ARTICLE V. 

Should the ships of English or other friendly traders be attacked by pirates or plun.derers, King 
Alltonio and his successors most faithfully promise assistance by sending their Chiefs and people with: 
arms, and will do all in their power to punish the robbers. 

ARTICLE VI. 

If at any time a naval officer of Great Brit~ shall require guides or armed people from King 
Antonio and his successors to accompany the sald officer on an expedition against pirates or other 
enemies of the Queen of England, King Antonio and his successors faithfully promise to provide 
them. 

ARTICLE VII. 

King Antonio and his successors declare that no human beings shall be sacrificed on account of 
religious or other ceremonies, and that they will prevent the barbarous practice of murdering prisoners 
in war.

The subjects of Her Britannic :Uajesty, and all whi te foreigners, may always h'ade freely with my 
people, and those of my heirs or successors, in eVilry article they nmy wish to buy or sell, at any place 
whatsoever within my territory, and I, for myself, my heirs or successors, pledge myself to show no 
favour and to give no privilege to the ships and tradel'S of other countries which I do not show to 
those of Great Britain. 

ARTICLE V. 

In the event of any British or other foreign vessel rlUming aground in any part of the River 
Congo near to my territory, I faithfully pl'Omise, for myself, my heirs and successors, that I will in no 
way allow them to be interfered with under any pretence whatever, unless an application be made to 
me for assistance; and I do furtber faithfully promise that, immediately I hear 'of any yessel being Oil 
shore and in danger, I will communicate the intelligence to the nearest white settler. 

ARTICLE VI. 

Should any British or other foreign vessel, being aground in the river, apply to me for assistance, 
I, for myself, my hei.rs A.nd successors, most faithfully promise to render her all the help in my power, 
provided I am fairly paid for my trouble. 

ARTICLE VII. 

Should the ships of British or other friendly traders be attacked by pirates or plunderers, I, for 
myself, my heiTs or successors, most faithfully promise assistance by sending my people with arm~, and 
doing all in my power to punish the robbers. 

ARTICLE VIII. 

If at any time a na'Val officer of Great TIritain shall require guides or armed people from myself, 
my heirs or successors, to accompany the said officer against pirates or other enemies of the Queen of 
Great Britain, I faithfully promise, for myself, my heirs and successors, to provide them. 

ARTICLE IX. 

I, for myself, my heirs and succeSSOl'S, declare that no human being shall be sacrificed on account 
of religious or other ceremonies, and that I will prevent the barbarous practice of murdering priGoners 
of war. 

ARTICLE X . 

Missionaries or other mllllSters of the Gospel are to be allowed to reside in my territory, 
and those of my heirs and successors, for the purpose of instructing the people in all useful 
occupations. 

ARTICLE XI. 

And in consideration of these engagements, all past offences of King Mellella against the Queen 
'ilf Great Britain, &c., are hereby forgiven.

Engagement between Her Maj~sty the Queen of Great Britain and Ireland, E~press of India, &c., and 
KinO' Lucalla for the abolitlOn of the Traffic In Slaves; for the preveliltlOn of human sacrrfices; 
for the enc~uragement of lawful commerce; for tl'te protection of all white traders, more 
particularly British; and for the punishment of all pirates and disturbers of the peace and good 
orJer of the "River Congo. 

Leicester Chantrey Keppel, Esquire, Commander of Her Britannic Majesty's ship "Avon," and 
Senior Officer in the River Congo, on the part of Her Majesty the Queen of Great Britain and Ireland, 
Empress of India, &c., and King Lucalla, ,."hoso3 name is ~l ereunto subscribed, on the part of himself, 
his heirs or successors, have agreed upon the followmg ArtIcles :-

ARTICLE I. 

The export of slaves to foreign countries is for ever abolished in Thly territory, and I do pledge, for 
myself, my heirs and successors, to engage ami make and proclaim a liillw prohibiting any of my 
dependants, or Q,ny person within my jurisdiction, from selling or assisting in the sale of any slaves for 
transportation to a foreign country; and I hereby promise to inflict a severe punishment on any person 
who shall break the law.

No European or other person whatever shall be permitted to reside within my territories, or those 
of my heirs or successors, for the purpose of carrying on in any way the Traffic in Slaves, and no

In the event of any British or other foreign vessel running aground in any part of the River Congo 
near to my territory, I faithfully promise, for myself, my heirs and successors, that I will in no way 
allow them to be interfert>d with under any pretence whatever, unless an application be made to me for 
assistance; and I do further faithfully promise that, immediately I hear of any vessel being on shore 
and in danger, I will communicate the intelligence to the nearest white settler . 

.ARTICLE VI. 

Should any British or other foreign vessel, being agr'ound in the river, apply to me for assistance, 
I, for myself, my heirs and successors, most faithfully promise to render her all the help in my power, 
provided I am fairly paid for my trouble. 

ARTICLE VII. 

Should the ships of British or other friendly traders be attacked by pirates or pll1mlel'ers, I, for 
myself, my heu's and successors, most faithfully promise assistance by sending my people ,,-ith arms, 
and doing all in my power to punish the robbers . 

.ARTICLE VIII. 

If at any time a naval officer of Great Britain shall require guides or armed people from myself, 
my heirs and successors, to accompany the said officer against pirates or other enemies of the Queen of

Engagement between He,' Majesty the Queen of England and the King and Chiefs of Kinsembo /01' tILt 
Abolition of the T1'affic in Slaves.- - Signed at Kinsembo, July 13, 1857. 

Oommander Victor Grant Hickley, of Her Majesty's sillp " Ohilders," on the part of Her Majesty 
the Queen of England, and the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo and of the neighbourhood, on the part of 
themselves and of their country, have a"areed upon the following Articles and conditions:-

AI{TICLE I. 

The export of slaves to foreign countries is for ever abolished in the territories of the King and 
Ohiefs of Kinsembo; and the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo engage to make and t·o proclaim a law 
prohibiting any of their subjects, or any person within theil' jurisdiction, from selling or assisting in 
the sale of any slave for transportation to a foreign country; and the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo 
promise to inflict a severe punishment on any person who shall break this law. 

ARTICLE II. 

No European, or other person whatever, shall be permitted to reside within the territory of the 
King and Chiefs of Kinsem bo for the purpose of carrying on in any 'Way the Traffic in Slaves; and no 
houses, or stores, or buildings of any kind whatever, shall be erected for the purpose of Slave Trade 
within the tenitory ot the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo; and if any such houses, stores, or buildings 
shall at any future time be erected, and the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo shall fail or be unable to 
destroy them, they may be destroyed by any British officers employed for the suppression of Slave 
Trade. 

ARTICLE III. 

If at any time it shall appear that Slave Trade has been carrird on through or from the territory 
of the King aad Ohiefs of Kinsembo, the Slave Trade may be put down by Great Britain by force upon 
that territory, and British officers may seize the boats of Kinsembo found anywhere carrying on the 
Slave Trade; and the King and Ohiefs of Kinsembo will be subject to a severe act of displeasure on 
the part of the Queen of England. 

ARTICLE IV. 

The subjects of the Queen of England may always trade freely with the people of Kinsembo in 
every article they may wish to buy and sell, in all the places, and ports, Rnd rivers within the territories 
of the King and Chiefs. of Kinsembo, and throughout the whole of their dominions; and the King and 
Ohiefs of Kinsembo pledge themselves to show no favour and give no privilege to the ships and traders 
of other couGtries which they do not show to those of England. 

ARTICLE V. 

Power is hereby expressly reserved to the Government of France to become a party to this Treaty, 
if it should think fit, agreeably to the provisions of Article V of the Oonvention between Her Majesty 
and the King of the French for the suppression of the Traffic in Slaves, ~igned at London on the 
21lth May, 1845.

Treaty with the Chiefs of Malimba.-Signed at lJ{alimbct, March 31, 1848 . 

.Alexander Murray, Esquire, Commander of Her Majesty's ship "Favorite," on the part of Her 
Majesty the Queen of England, and the Chiefs of Malimba and of the neighbourhood, on the pa,rt of 
themselves and of their country, have agreed upon the following Articles and conditions :-

ARTICLE r, 
The export of slaves to fOl"eig-n countries is for ever abolished in the territories of the Chiefs of 

Malimba, and the Chiefs of Malimba engage to make and to proclaim a law prohibiting any of tbeir 
subjects, or any person within their jurisdiction, from selling or assisting in the sale of any slave for 
transportation to a foreign country, and the Chiefs of Malimba promise to inflict a severe punishment 
on any person who shall break this law. 

ARTICLE II. 

No European, or other person whatever, shall be permitted to reside within the territory of the 
Chiefs of Malimba for the purpose of carrying on in any way the Traffic in Slaves, and no houses, or 
stores, or buildings of any kind whatever shall be erected for the purpose of Slave Trade witbin the 
territory of the Chiefs of Malimba, and if any such houses, stores, or buildings sball at any future 
time be erected, and the Chiefs of Malimba shall fail or be unable to destroy them, they may be 
destroyed by any British officers employed for the suppression of the Slave Trade. 

ARTICLE III. 

If at any time it shall appear that Slave Trade has been carried on through or from the territory 
of the Chiefs of Malimba, the Slave Trade may he put down by Great Britain by force upon that 
territory, and British officers may seize the boats of Malimba found anywhere carrying on the Slave 
Trade, and the Chiefs of Malimba will be subject to a severe act of displeasure on the part of the 
Queen of England. 

ARTICLE IV. 

The subjects of the Queen of England may always trade freely with the people of Malimba, in 
every article they may wish to buy and sell, in all the places and ports and rivers within the territories 
of the Ohiefs of Malimba, and throughout the whole of their dominions, and the Chiefs of MaliInba 
pledge themselves to show no favour and give no privilege to the ships and traders of other countries 
which they do not show to those of England. 

ARTICLE V. 

. Power is llereby expressly reserved to His Majesty the King of the French to become a party to 
this Treaty, 1f he shoul~ thlllk fit, agreeably to the provisions of Article V of the Convention between 
Her MaJesty and the King of the French, signed at London on the 29th May, 1845.
